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I CONSOLIDATION OF CITY D E P A R T M E N T S I 

It Is Believed To Be Impending—Intimated by Counselor Elkus of the State Factory 
Investigating Commission—The Revision of the Labor Law Not To Be Extensive. 

D ISAPPOINTMENT is being ex­
pressed in business circles where 

reports have been heard that the revi­
sion of the Labor Law, and especially 
the factory regulations contained there­
in, may not be as radical as the public 
has hoped for and expected. 

During the week intimations have 
come from semi-official sources that as 
a result of hearings held here and else­
where the committee is of the opin­
ion that only a few changes of impor­
tance are needed in the law. It is un­
derstood that Counselor Elkus contends 
that the only principal chans'es should 
be. first, an enlargement of the powers 
of the Industrial Board, and second, a 
better definition for the term "factory" 
as used in the law. 

It is presumed that a statement as to 
the nature of the amendments to be in­
troduced at the next session of the Leg­
islature will be made in time for am­
ple consideration by the interests af­
fected. Regarding a related subject, the 
over-inspection of buildings, Mr. Elkus 
made the following statement to a rep­
resentative of the Merchants' Associa­
tion: 

"We have found that one of the chief 
causes of complaint is the multiplicity 
of inspections. There are now five 
separate building departments in New 
York City, one for each Borough. Each 
has a dififerent Superintendent at the 
head and a dififerent set of employes, 
making possible five dififerent ways of 
interpreting the law. The Bureau of 
Fire Prevention has to do with matters 
relating to the fire hazard in both old 
and new buildings. The Health De­
partment has jurisdiction over build­
ings for the most part in so far as they 
are used as bakeries or food product 
manufactories. The Tenement House 
Department has jurisdiction over tene­
ments. The Department of Electricity. 
Gas and Water Supply has jurisdiction 
over the installation of electrical ap­
paratus and equipment, and the Police 
Department issues licenses after boiler 
inspection. Finally, the License Bureau 
must insoect and license theatres, 
moving picture establishments and so 
forth. ' 
A New Building Department Proposed. 

"The Police Department, the Fire 
Department, the Law Department, and 
the Tenement House Department have 
jurisdiction over the entire city. The 
Commission is considering whether it 
would not be advisable to consolidate 
practically all the various jurisdictions 
over buildings, so far as they relate to 
construction and alterations, in a Build­
ing Department for the entire city. 
The powers of the State Labor Depart­
ment with relation to buildings would 
be' transferred to the new department, 
together with those of the Fire Preven­
tion Bureau. It is a question how far 
the jurisdiction of the Health. Depart­
ment and the Tenement Department 
should be merged in the new depart­
ment. 

"The advantage of this plan is that 
it would bring about liniform interpre­
tation and enforcement of the law,

reduce the number of inspections, and 
undoubtedly save a large sum or money 
for the cit}^ 

Advantages of Consolidation. 
"The commission is now working on 

several alternative plans along tne same 
lines. These will be submitted for 
criticism and suggestion to all persons 
interested at an early date. 

"The commission failed to find sub­
stantiation of the complaint that the 
various departments are issuing con­
flicting orders, and it also failed "to dis­
cover any case in which a manufacturer 
intends to leave the State because of the 
enforcement of the factory laws.*" 

From the foregoing it is inferred that 
the committee still holds to the opinion 
that public dissatisfaction is not so 
much directed against the Labor Law 
Itself as against the methods pursued 
in administering it, and that irrespective 
of what the city authorities are doing to 
co-ordinate inspection work, the State 
Factory Investigating Commission is 
planning radical changes in local organ­
izations in expectation, doubtless, of as­
sent and cooperation from the city au­
thorities. 
Statement From the Fire Commissioner. 

Commissioner Adamson of the Fire 
Department when asked as to the prog­
ress being made by the Mavor's com­
mittee in reducing the multiplicity of in­
spections, said to a representative of the 
Record and Guide: 

"I am sure that a way will be found to 
prevent the constant annoyance of prop­
erty owners by repetition of inspections 
and possibly by the conflict of orders or 
the issuance of new orders due to a 
change of mind on the part of officials. 
Many conferences have been held in the 
last few months to consider this subject, 
and T consider that great progress has 
been made. I think the Fire" Depart­
ment was the first department to take up 
this matter, though not the first to say 

.anything about it publicly. We happen 

to be in a position where the complaints 
of property owners first make themselves 
heard, and I think the Fire Department 
was the first to make a practical move to 
reduce the cause for complaint. 

"The first step that was taken was the 
formation of a committee of technical 
experts, due to the efiforts of Mr. F. J. 
T. Stewart, of the Board of Fire Under­
writers, and President Robert D. Kohn 
of the New York Chapter of Architects. 
This committee was made up of repre­
sentatives of a number of outside organ­
izations and representatives of the City 
Departments, and its object was to for­
mulate and adopt standards which might 
be used by all of the city departments. 

The Mayor's Committee. 
"The next step, I believe, was the 

appointment by the Mayor of a commit­
tee of city department heads, of which I 
was chairman, to consider the general 
subject of co-operation between depart­
ments with a view to reducing duplication 
of inspections and any conflict of orders, 
if such existed. This committee found 
that the first logical step was to adopt 
harmonious standards which would be 
used by every department, and thus avoid 
the possibility of a department changing 
its mind and ordering one thing today 
and another thing tomorrow, and also 
avoid the possibility of one department 
ordering something in conflict with the 
requirements of another department. It 
was therefore decided that we should 
first proceed to formulate a set of stan­
dards which would cover every condi­
tion in the building. 

"As the work of the outside com­
mittee, to which I have referred, was 
already well advanced in doing this 
work, it was decided that the Mayor's 
committee co-operate with it, as this de­
partment and several others had been do­
ing since last January, and endeavor to 
push its work to a conclusion as rapidly 
as possible. This is now being done, and 
I feel sure that the work of this com­
mittee, after it has been considered and 
adopted by the various departments, will 
go a long ways in reducing cause for 
complaint. Every department afifected is 
represented on this committee—in most 
cases by technical men. 

"There have also been a number of 
conferences called by Mr. Abram I. El­
kus, of the State Factory Commission, 
and these have been extremely helpful. 
All of the departments interested were 
represented at Mr. Elkus' conferences, 
there was a full discussion of every 
phase of the matter, and an efifort was 
made to arrive at a plan of co-opera­
tion whereby any duplication or conflict 
of departments would be prevented. 

"I think that these discussions and in­
terchanges of views did a great deal to 
clear the air and to impress upon all of 
the department heads the importance of 
exercising care not to harrass property 
owners. 

Practical Progress. 
"I think the Fire Department has 

made practical progress in this matter. 
For example, we have arranged with the 
Labor Department^ that when it sends 
us complaints of violations which come 
under the jurisdiction of this depart-
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ment, that it shall give the exact floor 
of the building where this violation exists 
and the name of the person responsible. 
Upon the receipt of this, instead of 
sending around an inspector, this depart­
ment communicates by letter with the 
person responsible, calling his attention 
to the violation, requests him to remove 
it, and states that within ten days or 
two weeks an inspector will be sent 
around to see whether the violation has 
been corrected. By this plan we esti­
mate that our inspections are reduced by 
the number of 5.000 every year, as that 
is about the number of complaints of 
this kind that we receive. 

Sympathy for Property Owners. 
"I sympathize fully with the feeling of 

the property owners in this matter. I 
have felt all along that jurisdiction over 
safety in buildings is distributed over too 
many departments. I believe there 
should only be two departments deal­
ing in this matter, namely, the Fire De­
partment, which should have jurisdic­
tion over every matter effecting fire pre­
vention, no matter in what class of 

building, and, secondly, the Health De­
partment, which should have jurisdiction 
over the entire subject of ventilation, 
sanitation and health regulations gener­
ally in a building. 

"I do not mean by this that I would 
take away from the Labor Department 
its just control. This control, however, 
should be regulated by a legislative and 
ordinance-making body and not by an 
administrative body. In other words, 
the Industrial Board should be contin­
ued with power to make regulations for 
all factories and factory buildings, but 
those regulations should be enforced by 
the local authorities which I have named. 
The Fire Department should enforce thq 
Industrial regulations in respect to fire 
prevention matters, and the Health De­
partment in relation to health matters. 

Housekeeping Inspections. 
"It seems to me the thought of creat­

ing a fire prevention bureau separate 
from the uniformed force, with its great 
experience and the opportunity which 
it ofifers for co-operation, is absurd to 
the last degree. How the uniformed 

force can co-operate with the Fire Pre­
vention Bureau in real fire prevention is 
being demonstrated now in this depart­
ment. The uniformed force is now mak­
ing all of the 'housekeeping' inspections. 
There have been over 500,000 of these 
so far. One of the results is that for the 
last six weeks we have been having a 
reduction in fires of between 75 and 
80 per week. 

"These laws should be enforced with 
sanity, intelligence and judgment. If 
the heads of departments show a dispo­
sition to treat the property owners in 
this spirit, one source of irritation will 
be removed. The lot of the real estate 
owner in New York is anything but a 
happy one just now, and this fact should 
at all times be borne in mind by offi­
cials who have the power to issue orders 
affecting property. It certainly is al­
ways borne in mind in this department, 
and I trust that no property owner 
will have substantial reasons for com­
plaint of any lack of consideration or 
just treatment from the Fire Depart­
ment." 

ETHICAL CODE OF NATIONAL REALTY BOARDS 

The Golden Rule in Business—Increasing Appreciation of 
High Ideals—Standards Adopted at Pittsburgh Convention 

A PPLICATION of the Golden Rule 
to the real estate business was 

urged upon the members of the Na­
tional Association of Real Estate Ex­
changes by the Committee on Code and 
Ethics at the Pittsburgh convention in 
a report which was adopted without dis­
cussion or objection. The basis o£ the 
report had been under consideration at 
previous conventions and its general 
purport was well understood. The 
chairman of the committee. Henry W. 
Armstrong of Pittsburgh, who present­
ed the report, in some preliminary re­
marks said the members of the com­
mittee desired to express their appre­
ciation of the honor which the presi­
dent had conferred upon them in this 
appointment, indicating as it has his be­
lief that they each as individuals ap­
preciate the beauty and utility of ethical 
standards of living and that without in­
congruity the same may be adopted and 
practiced by those engaged in the real 
estate business. Parts of the code fol­
low: 

Duties of the Broker and Client. 
Should the location of a property of­

fered a broker to sell or rent be such 
that he cannot render prompt and effi­
cient service, he should either imme­
diately enlist the co-operation of a fel­
low broker more favorably situated to 
accomplish prompt results or recom­
mend that the owner place the property 
in the hands of such broker. 

The broker should, if possible, 
promptly and carefully inspect and ap­
praise such properties as he accepts for 
rent or sale, that he may be prepared 
intelligently and truthfully to advise the 
owner regarding the actual value of 
each and as to the prospects for se­
curing the price desired; also that by 
viewing its peculiar advantages, if any, 
he may be stimulated to earnest effort 
to accomplish a sale, as well as by rea­
son of the familiarity with the property 
thus acquired, to avoid misrepresenta­
tion. 

I t is also a duty of the agent or brok­
er to suggest to owners in an appro­
priate manner, as circumstances appear 
to warrant, the makins' of such repairs 
or improvements to buildings or prem­
ises which after deliberate consideration 
he believes will make the property more 
attractive to prospective tenants or pur­
chasers and yield increased returns, 
justifying the new expenditures. 

The broker may not safely and usual­
ly cannot honorably speculate for his 
own account with the property of his 
client. As a general rule he would do 
best to make sales directly for the ac­
count of the owner, deducting only the 

usual commission. However, in some 
localities, especially in the Far West, in 
the marketing of large tracts of land, 
it is customary for owners to make a 
net price to brokers, choosing that plan 
as being mutually advantageous. 

It is doubtless a duty of the broker 
strongly to encourage his client to ex­
press in the deed the real consideration 
for which a sale is made, for the sake 
of the moral efifect thereof upon all con­
cerned, to aid in preventing fraudulent 
practices as well as for the sake of the 
great advantage which should accrue to 
property holders in general, by reason 
of the improved opportunities afforded 
assessors to arrive at a fair and equit­
able basis for taxation. In rare cases 
circumstances may appear to justify the 
entering of a merely nominal consider­
ation, but the latter custom is never 
open to the charge of intended mis­
representation. 

Duties of an Agent 
The duty of the agent, to those own­

ers whose property he holds in charge 
for rental purposes, requires him to 
spare no effort to secure reliable tenants 
for vacant properties as promptly as 
possible, agree to or recoinmend to the 
owner the making of such repairs as 
would be equally fair to owner and 
tenant, and make contracts therefor, 
with at least as careful regard to econ­
omy as if the property were his own. 
He should make prompt collections and 
remittances at regular intervals and 
ever keep in mind that the exercise of 
patience and courtesy, while discussing 
with the tenants aflfairs relating to the 
property, will not only increase his own 
popularity, but will usually enhance the 
interests of the owner. 
_ The agent should guard the reputa­

tion of both the client and his property 
by declining under any and all circum­
stances to rent the premises to persons 
desiring to occupy the same for im­
moral purposes and should any owner 
wish him to do otherwise, it is his duty 
to the owner, as well as to himself, to 
decline to accede to those wishes even 
at the risk of the property being with­
drawn from his agency. 

Should Give Good Advice or None. 
W h e n appealed to by a client for ad­

vice, the agent or broker should never 
turn the applicant away with ill-con­
sidered suggestions, merely to save 
himself time and trouble. He should 
either decline to advise or take time to 
familiarize himself with all the essen­
tial details of the case, so that he may 
intelligently guide the applicant to his 
advantage rather than to his detriment. 
He should especially avoid giving advice 

upon legal points with which he is not 
thoroughly familiar by reason of prac­
tical experience, but should instead ear­
nestly recommend that his client 
promptly consult a lawyer regarding 
such matters. 

Duties of Broker to Buyers. 
An invitation to deal with him, ex­

tended by the broker to the public, 
through any sort of medium, should be 
a guarantee to anyone who responds 
thereto that he will be dealt with in an 
lionorable, straightforward manner, and 
no duties or responsibilities which the 
broker has assumed toward the owner 
by reason of the acceptance of his prop­
erty for sale, can justify the broker in 
dealing with the former in any other 
manner, as "duties never conflict." 

Duties of Brokers to Each Other. 
In his attitude toward his fellow brok­

ers each broker should endeavor to the 
best of his ability to at all times follow 
the Golden Rule—'"As ye would that 
men should do to you. do ye also to 
them likewise." By the use of this 
quick acting and infallibly accurate 
computing scale, the ethical quality of 
any contemplated action may be imme­
diately determined, but should complete 
success in this endeavor not immediate­
ly crown his meritorious efforts, com­
pliance with the following suggestions 
will in the meanwhile be helpful and 
indicate good progress. 

A broker worthy of respect and con­
fidence will never indulge in unfair crit­
icisms of or untruthful statements re­
garding his fellow broker, either for the 
purpose of securing a personal advan­
tage, at the expense of his fellow brok­
er's reputation, through resentment for 
past injuries, either real or fancied, or 
for any other reason. The man who 
maliens his brother brings the whole 
family, including himself, into disrepute. 

Brokers should recommend and ear­
nestly encourage the granting of exclu­
sive contracts by owners to brokers who 
make a specialty of the vicinity in which 
the property offered is located, because 
of the obvious and decided advantages 
accruing therefrom to all concerned. 

Should a broker desire to offer a prop­
erty for which he knows a fellow broker 
holds the exclusive agency, either under 
a written contract or otherwise, he 
should solicit permission to do so from 
the latter only and not directly from the 
owner, and the exclusive agent should at 
all times be willing to accept a satisfac­
tory buyer or tenant from the former, 
provided he has not already in prospect 
a buyer or tenant, as well as to agree 
to an equitable division of the commis­
sion with the broker whose customer he 
accepts.

Acquisition of Large Waterfront Plot by the Schaeter Brewing 
Company Adds Another Concern to the Old-Established Center

p . OR more than half a century there 
r* has been a brewery colony in 
the Kips Bay section of the city, east of 
Third avenue, between 40th and 60th 
streets. That it is still desirable for such 
purposes is evident, by the fact that the 
F. & M. Schaefer Brewing Company, one 
of the earliest of the brewer settlers in 
the district, intends to erect a large plant 
along the East River, from Slst to 52d 
streets, having sold its Park avenue 
property to St. Bartholomew's Church. 

There are within the radius of one mile 
probably more breweries than in any 
other section of the city. •̂ - •' *"'-
large companies, 
including those of 
George E h r e t , 
Jacob Ruppert and 
G e o r g e Ringler, 
o w n b r e w e r y 
plants, but their 
number and collec­
tive size is not as 
large as that of the 
group in Kips Bay 
district. 

The tendency of 
allied businesses to 
create centers oi" 
their own has been 
a noteworthy char­
acteristic of New 
York's commercial 
development, a n d 
the brewing indus­
try is no exception 
to this rule. The 
reasons f o r t h e 
selection of this 
particular section 
of the city are not 
difficult to deter­
mine. The entire 
river-front, or in 
the vicinity to the 
river-front, is most 
desirable for the 

brewing business, because the salt water 
is needed for the ice machines and for 
the condensers used in the manufacture 
of beer. Another advantage is the 
shorter haul for coal and other supplies 
from the barges. If the concerns were 
located some distance from the water­
front it would involve not only addi­
tional expense but also delay in- de­
livery. 

The Central Park Brewing Company 
occupies the major portion of the block 
bounded by the East River, 
Avenue A, 56th and 57th 
streets. Peter Doelger's 
buildings take up practical­
ly the entire block bounded 
by Avenue A, First avenue 
S5th and 56th streets. Peter 
Doelger died in December, 
1912, the owner of nearly 
three hundred parcels of 
svell located real estate. 

The Consumers' Brewing 
Company of New York is 
situated on the west side of 
Avenue A, from 55th to 
54th streets; and further 
west on the same block 
most of the property is oc­
cupied by the Henrv Elias 
Brewing Corhpany. Nearer 
Third avenue are the plants 
of the Jetter Brewing Com­
pany, and of Joseph Dod­
ger's Sons. The latter firm 
has been established in business on that 
block since 1846. Just east is the large 
establishment of Jacob Hoffmann. 

Farther south, at Second avenue and 
47th street, are the Henry Clausen Brew­

ing Company and the Phoenix Brewing 
holdings. In the next block is located the 
Opperman Brewing Company and just 
south the United States Brewing Com­
pany. With this number of similar manu­
facturing concerns grouped together, it 
was inevitable that kindred business 
would also become established in the 
immediate vicinity, such as the ice plants, 
malt and other supply companies. 

Typical of all water-front sections, the 
Kips Bay district houses a number of 
factories, coal pockets, stone yards, etc., 
with no particular class of industry con­
spicuous, except the breweries. There are 
to be found also rows of tenements and 
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in direct contrast, here and there, a row 
of pretty brownstone residences. With 
this mixture of business and residential 
properties Kips Bay presents a number of 
interesting studies. For its social and 
moral uplift there was recently organ­
ized the Kips Bay Neighborhood Assoti-
ation, Charles C. Burlingham, president. 

Other similar social service associa­
tions include the Kips Bay Branch of 
the Charity Organization Society and 
the Children's Aid Society. Public

tions of the district religious and educa­
tional institutions are not lacking. One 
of the most imposing ecclesiastical edi­
fices in this city, the Roman Catholic 
Church of St. John the Evangelist, oc­
cupies with its school, the entire block 
front on the west side of First avenue, 
from 55th to 56th street. Further west 
is the German Evangelist Church and 
in East 57th street, near First avenue, 
is a Jewish synagogue. Other religious 
institutions include the St. Boniface Ro­
man Catholic Church, at the corner of 
Second avenue and 47th street, and the 
Beekman Hill Church, in East 50th 
street. In East 44th street, ne,ar Third 

avenue, and ex­
tending through to 
43d street, is the 
Roman Catholic 
Church and school 
of St. Agnes. 

Here, in 1663, lay 
the farm of Jaco­
bus Kip, then sec­
retary of the prov-
i n c e , comprising 
about 150 acres of 
meadow, woodland 
and stream. Four­
teen years later Sir 
Edmund Andros 
granted to David 
Duffor a tract of 
nearly 60 acres on 
the shore of the 
East River from 
41st street to 48th 
street. On this 
farm, in addition 
LO other buildings, 
was erected a grist 
mill, the first in­
dustrial develop­
ment in what was 
destined to be a 
center of a brew­
ing and other man­
ufacturing district. 

Just west of First avenue, between 
Slst and 52nd streets, stood the famous 
mansion and country seat of William 
Beekman. In the green house of this 
dwelling Nathan Hale was confined, 
while the British officers deliberated on 
his fate. It served also during a period 
of the Revolutionary War as the head­
quarters of the English commanding 
generals, Howe and Clinton. 

Hemmed in among the tenements, and 
in several instances outbuildings of the 

breweries, may be found

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PROVISION FOR FUTURE RAPID TRANSIT 

Advantages and Disadvantages of Subways, Elevated Structures and 
Open Cut Systems Discussed at National Conference on City Planning

T H E deve lopment of all b ig cities of 
the wor ld has been dependen t on 

t r anspor ta t ion . T h e ear ly cities were 
with hardly any except ion built on 
w a t e r w a y s where the wate r furnished the 
means of t r anspor t a t ion , and even in 
the deve lopment of New York City, the 
original city plan was laid out wi th the 
eas t -and-west s t ree ts r unn ing be tween 
the Nor th ( H u d s o n ) River and the Eas t 
River at f requent intervals , because the 
t r anspor t a t i on was by those r ivers , and 
the increased facilities for i n t e r communi ­
cat ion from side to side were cons idered 
of super ior impor tance to the longi tudi ­
nal movemen t which it was then be­
lieved would a lways remain upon the 
wa te r s of the N o r t h River and the E a s t 
River. 

T h e s t eam rai l road b r ings the city into 
touch with the ou te r wor ld and yet a t 
the same t ime it can, and mus t cont inue 
to. handle a very large share of wha t 
is usual ly descr ibed as rapid t rans i t 
business . 

Functions of Surface Systems. 
T h e function of the s t ree t surface rail­

road is tha t of d is t r ibut ion within lim­
ited areas of the popula t ion, and as the 
populat ion spreads and the dis tance and 
t ime for dis t r ibut ion become grea ter , it 
is obvious tha t a point is reached in the 
evolut ion of a city when some m e a n s of 
quicker and more rapid hand l ing of pas ­
senger service becomes necessary . 

General ly speaking, it can be a s sumed 
tha t a p roper ly built ra i l road t rack, 
whe the r on surface r ight of w^ay or via-
,duct or steel s t ruc ture , or in a subway, 
is capable of doing only the same pas ­
senger business , or, in o ther words , can 
serve to opera te the same number of 
pe r sons per hou r ; and, further, tha t the 
opera t ion and main tenance , including 
depreciat ion and all o the r charges , will, 
if a road is do ing a reasonab ly full 
business, use up about 45 per cent, of its 
g ross income, the r emain ing 55 per cent, 
be ing available to pay the in te res t 
charges on the capital invested. I t , 
therefore, can readily be seen how im­
por t an t it is with light traffic to keep 
the cost of cons t ruc t ion and equ ipment 
low, cons ider ing that , for i l lustrat ion, 
the I n t e r b o r o u g h Rapid T r a n s i t Sub­
way in New York, consis t ing in par t of 
subway and in par t of elevated s t ruc ture , 
mus t haul more than 2.000.000 pay pas ­
sengers per a n n u m per mile of single 
t rack to meet fixed charges for s t ruc tu re 
and equ ipmen t ; or, further, tha t a road 
which would cost, for s t ruc ture a lone 
wi thout equipment , say $500,000 per mile 
of double track, would have to haul a t 
a five-cent fare 910.000 pay passengers 
to pay in teres t charges on its expendi­
tures for tha t s t ruc ture and, if equip­
ment were included, would have to haul 
probably 1,400,000 pay passengers per 
annum. 

Statistics Given. 
I t will help mater ia l ly in this consid-

eratioji to have clearly s ta ted the ap­
prox imate relative cos ts of p roduc ing 
different s t ruc tures , and the table pub ­
lished in the adjoining column presen t s 
in comprehens ive detail w h a t may be 
considered as the average cost for the 
general cons t ruc t ion of s t ruc tu res and the 
instal lat ion of s t ruc tura l equipment , but 
wi thout power or ro l l ing stock. T h e fig­
ures do not include the value of p rope r ty 
for r igh ts of way or easement and are 
given on the basis of cons t ruc t ing a 
double t rack rai l road in each case, al­
though reduced to the cost per mile of 
single t rack. 

In the m a t t e r of speed of opera t ion of 
improvemen t s imder va ry ing condi t ions . 

it is well to bear in mind tha t for s t ree t 
surface ra i l roads in conges ted por t ions 
of g rea t cities t he^ave rage speed does 
not exceed 8 miles per hour . In the 
less dense dis t r ic ts of a city this speed 
is increased to U or 12 miles per hour , 
but the average speed for s t ree t t rol ley 
ra i l roads in cities will not exceed 9 j / 
miles an hour . Similar electric t rol ley 
service in ou t ly ing dis t r ic ts on pr ivate 
r ight of way will average s o m e w h e r e 
be tween 12 and 15 miles per hour . Local 
service on elevated ra i l roads or subways 
or in open cut. with s ta t ions approx i ­
mate ly 1.200 feet apar t , will opera te at 
an ave rage speed of about 15 miles per 
hour . E x p r e s s service on subway or 
elevated ra i l roads or in open cut. with 
express s tops spaced about 2 miles apar t , 
will opera te at an average speed of 
about 25 miles per hour , while s team

Subway such as the Broadway Subway 
now being constructed in New York 
City, where the work is very difficult 
and involves extreme interference with 
subsurface improvements of all kinds, 
the support of street surface, trolley 
car tracks, underground trolley con-
strurtion. etc. ; complete with struc­
tural and track equipment; averages. 1,100.000 

Iron lined Tube Tunnels under water­
ways or below water level ; complete 
with structural equipment and track ; 
averages 2.700,000 

ra i l roads ope ra t ing rapid t rans i t sub­
urban service, with s tops at longer in­
tervals , have an average ope ra t ing speed 
of 30 to 35 miles an hour , depend ing on 
the distr ict served and the frequency of 
s tops . T h e spacing of s ta t ions on any 
type of rapid t ransi t ra i l road is an im­
por t an t factor as affecting train opera­
tion and deve lopment of the distr ict . 

T h e increase in t ravel in re la t ion to 
the popula t ion of cities, as i l lustrated 
by New York, indicates the g r o w i n g 
necessi ty for cons tan t ly increas ing facili­
ties by all classes of t r anspor t a t ion ser­
vice. In New Y o r k City in 1860. by 
all means of public conveyance , there 
were only 43 rides a head of popula t ion 

per annum. In 1870 this figure had in­
creased to 100; in 1880, to 150; in 1890, 
to 230; in 1900, to 247; in 1910, to 322; 
and the mos t recent figures indicate 
about 360 rides a head of popula t ion per 
annum dur ing the last year . 

T h e var ious types of s t ruc tu res which 
have been developed for rapid t rans i t 
service compr i se : 

Types Enumerated. 

1. Tube Tunne l s .—In cities where the 
under ly ing soil is sand, clay, silt or o ther 
wa te r -bea r ing mater ia l , be low tidal ' or 
river levels, or under condi t ions where 
cons t ruc t ion mus t be carr ied on wi thou t 
b reak ing the surface of s t ree t s , tubula r 
tunnels , usually ca r ry ing a s ingle t r ack 
within each tube, a re built by use 
of a shield and the l ining cons t ruc t ­
ed of cast i ron or s teel s egmen ta l 
p la tes . Th i s type is used also for pass ­
ing unde r r ivers or w a t e r w a y s where no 
o the r type of s t ruc tu re is equally ad­
van tageous . 

2. Subways .—By subway is mean t 
cons t ruc t ion in the open of a rai lway be­
low surface grade and the s t ruc tu re cov­
ered over so as to res tore intact a con­
t inuous s t ree t surface. Acco rd ing to 
the difficulties of cons t ruc t ion , this type 
may be more or less expens ive ; 'but 
even in the cheapes t form^ with ideal 
condi t ions , the cost of p roduc ing such 
s t ruc tu res is so g rea t as to w a r r a n t its 
be ing used only in dis t r ic ts where the 
popula t ion has reached a condi t ion of 
pract ical sa tura t ion , or in commerc ia l 
dis t r ic ts wdiere the popula t ion has to en­
ter and leave in large n u m b e r s . 

3. Open cu t .—The open cut me thod 
of cons t ruc t ion of rapid t rans i t facilities 
necess i ta tes gravi ty re ta in ing w"alls and 
cons t ruc t ion at a depth which will per­
mit h ighways to be abr idged over such 
open cut. Th i s me thod has an advan­
tage over a subway in the m a t t e r of first 
cost due to the fact tha t usually s team 
shovels may be used. 

4. Viaduc ts .—The deve lopment of 
v iaducts wi th m a s o n r y and solid fills 
was the earl iest type of cons t ruc t ion of 
s team ra i l roads t h rough E u r o p e a n cities. 
As applied to a s treet , it is very ques­
t ionable whe the r it is a desirable type, 
as the m a s o n r y and piers have of ne­
cessi ty to be massive and obs t ruct ive . 

Above Ground Systems. 

5. E leva ted Rai l roads .—The elevated 
rai l road, cons t ruc ted of steel, serves a 
function which it would be difificult to 
replace. T h e first cost of such a s t ruc­
ture is reasonable and its appl icat ion to 
surface condi t ions is r emarkab ly easy. 
A solid t r ack floor of reinforced con­
crete increases s o m e w h a t the cost, but 
reduces the noise, and probably reduces 
somewha t the cost of main tenance . T o 
tlie t raveler this mode of t r anspor t a t i on 
is par t icular ly desirable since he gets the 
full benefit of l ight and air while t ravel ­
ing. T h e grea t function served by the 
elevated s t ruc tu re is to enable a ra i l road 
to be cons t ruc ted which does not inter­
fere with the use of the s t ree t surface 
and provides rapid t rans i t opera t ion at 
the smallest cost. 

T h e in t roduct ion in the last 15 years 
of electric power for propuls ion has ad­
vanced grea t ly the rapidi ty of such de­
ve lopments . New York s ta r ted in 1875, 
when its popula t ion, now included within 
the t e r r i to ry of the Grea te r City, was 
1,700.000. to build elevated ra i l roads , 
opera ted with s team locomot ives , by 
pr ivate capital, and for 3'ears they were 
a financial failure. Brook lyn followed 
suit at a la ter date, about 1885, and 
managed to survive for several lean 
years unti l the t e r r i t o ry served grew.

New Plans for Rapid Transit Tracks 
and Carriage Drives. 

The plans of the Bridge Department 
for the reconstruction of the Queens­
boro Bridge, to adapt it to the opera­
tion of the rapid transit trains of the 
Dual Subway System, are favored by 
the members of the Chamber of Com­
merce of the Borough of Queens. _A 
delegation headed by Robert W. Hig­
bie, president, and John Adikes, chair­
man of the Transit Committee of the 
Chamber, called upon Bridge Commis­
sioner Kracke this week and made a 
thorough study of the new plans that 
have been devised to carry both the 
Brooklyn Rapid Transit Subway trains 
and Interborough Elevated trains across 
the bridge, without reducing the total 
roadway capacity. The plan provides 
for two rapid transit tracks on the 
north side of the lower level, and two 
rapid transit tracks on the south side 
of the upper level; and two 26 ft. road­
ways for vehicles, one on the north side 
of the upper level, and one on the south 
side of the lower level. 

After inspecting the plans those pres­
ent at the conference express them-

amount of money we have paid. I sup 
pose more investments have been wiped 
out through inadequate or improper re­
lease clauses than would be represented 
by all the capital stock and deposits of 
all the banks of Pittsburgh, and it is so 
easy to do the thing properly in the first 
place that there is no excuse for neglect 
of this most essential matter. 

"In addition to the amount of cash 
necessary to purchase the property, a 
developer should have available an 
amount approximately equal to this 
amount for the purpose of preliminary 
expenses such as improvements, adver­
tising, construction of houses, etc. If a 
sale goes right this may be more money 
than you need, but if it should go 
wrong, you will need every cent of it. 
To illustrate: Assuming a piece of prop­
erty cost $100,000 and a first payment 
was $40,000. we would in this instance 
set aside $30,000 for our preliminary 
work; if we paid $30,000 cash, we would 
set aside from $30,000 to $33,000 for 
preliminary work, for in the latter case 
the release requirements would be heav­
ier than in the other case cited." 

Street Improvements. 
"With regard to street improvements, 

my point of view is to make them as 
good as possible; that is to say, as good 
as your clientele will stand. In Chi­
cago it costs us from $250 to $300 to put 
the improvements in on every thirty 
feet of ground, but in Chicago it pays 
to do this. On the other hand, in an 
industrial city like Pittsburgh people 
would not pay for such costly improve­
ments on the class of property we han­
dle, and one-half the above amount is 
probably about as much as is oractical 
to spend. The point to be kept in mind 
is to give the people all that they will 
pay for; in this way you are creating 
something of a permanent character, 
and the benefit comes to you as well as 
to your customer. Besides sewers, gas, 
water, electric lights, curbs, macadam or 
asphalting and sidewalks and parking 
places, floral and shrubbery embellish­
ments, which represents what might be 
termed perfect improvements, we have 
added what we have termed a mainte­
nance fund amounting to $1 to $1.50 per 
front foot, which is paid in by the pur-

nent effect upon the property is un­
doubtedly worth the individual contribu­
tion of the lot owner, and in the long 
run the property would show the effect 
in its enhancement in value."

O n e of the best 
th ings the Real Es t a t e Board can do is 
to lead the movemen t to prevail on the 
owne r s of vacant lots to let the chi ldren 
have them for p l ayg rounds . 

T h e L o w e r W e s t Side. 
Mr. Cyrus C. Miller is r igh t in com­

par ing the W e s t Side of M a n h a t t a n 
from C h a m b e r s s t r ee t to 23rd s t ree t to 
a wi thered l imb, A l imb which has 
been al lowed to become wi thered , be­
cause it has been deprived of the blood 
necessary to its v igorous development . 
As a consequence of the na tura l advan­
tages of its s i tuat ion the L o w e r W e s t 
Side of M a n h a t t a n should have been the 
par t icular ly industr ia l par t of the city 
and should by this t ime have been cov­
ered with warehouses , factories and 
business offices. I t is the .part of Man­
ha t t an which is mos t accessible to com­
munica t ion with the rest of the coun­
t ry and with the world, but it has never 
been al lowed to profit ! / its na tura l ad­
van tages because in e \ . r y respect it has 
been denied any sufficient mach inery 
with which to tu rn its advan tages to 
good account . 

I n the first place, its s t ree t sys tem 
was laid out apparen t ly for the purpose 
of isolat ing it. I t was provided with no 
tho roughfa re connec t ing it wi th the 
U p p e r W e s t Side and with the cent ra l 
business r idge of the island. I t did not 
even have the benefit of a s t r a igh t ave­
nue connec t ing Greenwich \ illage with 
upper B road w ay . I t has been equally 
i l l-provided with means of t rans i t . T h e 
surface cars which ran t h r o u g h that pa r t 
of the city provide a mos t inferior 
means of communica t ion with the o the r 
par t s . Some dis t r ic ts did indeed profit 
from the Nin th and Sixth avenue ele­
vated roads , but no t for long. W h e n 
t h e first subway was built the W e s t 
Side was left ent i re ly out of account , 
and the consequence was the c ream of 
the wholesale t rade was diver ted to the 
line of F o u r t h avenue on the Eas t Side. 
Finally, what was wors t of all, no at­
t e m p t has been made to improve the 
means of hand l ing the freight which 
needed to be shipped into the W e s t Side 
and shipped out of it. 

In this respect n o t h i n g has been done 
dur ing the last forty-five yea r s except 
to build improved docks . T h e freight 
has to be hauled in and out the city in 
t rucks and barges . T h e N e w Y o r k 
Centra l has t r acks runn ing down the 
W e s t Side; but they a re all of compara ­
tively small use compared to the advan­
tage which would be derived from a 
m o d e r n freight rai lway, which was 
p roper ly connected with warehouses 
and docks. T h e la rges t city in the 
Uni ted Sta tes has t r ea ted this phase of 
its business mach ine ry in the spirit and 
with the neglect comparab le to tha t of 
a backward Sou the rn village, and it is 
no wonde r tha t the c o m m u n i t y is not 
now deriving a n y t h i n g like the eco­
nomic benefit from the W e s t Side of 
M a n h a t t a n which it ough t to derive. A 
be t te r i l lustrat ion could not be asked of 
the close re la t ion which exists be tween 
private par t ies in bus iness and a 
responsible public policy of bus iness 
encouragemen t . If New Y o r k showed 
any th ing like the business public spirit 
tha t the German cities have developed, 
the lower W e s t Side of M a n h a t t a n 
would now be c rowded with factories 
and warehouses , and its w o r k i n g popula­
tion would be l iving r emote from their 
work in New Je r sey or the Bronx . 

In compl iance with the reques t of 
p rope r ty owners a long Wi l l iam street , 
Manha t t an , and with an opinion of the 
Appel la te Division, the Publ ic Service 
Commiss ion has agreed to draw up the 
liability clause in this con t rac t in a dif­
ferent manne r than usual . _ Here to fo re 
the con t rac to r for any sect ion of w o r k 
assumes all liability resul t ing from such 
work . T h e work in Wil l iam street , 
however , will be t h r o u g h very low and 
par t ly made ground, and for that reason 
the p roper ty owners wish the city to be 
pr imari ly responsible for any damage 
tha t may result to their bui ldings. T h e 
cont rac t WMII accordingly be drawn in 
such a manne r tha t the con t rac to r will 
still be responsible , but he will have the 
back ing of the city. 

A Revival on t h e W a y . 
T h e revival in business which v^as 

predic ted in the Record and Guide 
some weeks ago seems to be slowly but 
surely pu t t ing in its appearance . T h e r e 
are evidences of an increased volume of 
business in m a n y different pa r t s of the 
count ry , and this increas ing activity has 
been tak ing place wi thou t the ass is tance 
of any of those s t imula t ing causes upon 
which business men have appa ren t ly 
been count ing. Congres s has not ad­
journed , and has gone ahead with the 
legislat ion in re la t ion to t rus t s , which 
were supposed to be so dange rous to 
business p rosper i ty . T h e decision ^ of 
the I n t e r s t a t e C o m m e r c e Commiss ion 
in regard to the increase of freight ra tes 
has not at this wr i t ing been formally 
announced , but its genera l na tu re has 
been an open secret, and it is known 
tha t the ra i l roads will get only a pa r t 
of wha t they have demanded . 

T h e effects of this decision a r e al­
ready fully discounted, and it will n o t 
result in the para lys is of business in 
which it was expected to result . T h e 
more cheerful feeling is due in p a r t t o 
the p rospec t of unpreceden t ly la rge 
crops, which a r e likely to be sold at 
high prices, and impar t to a genera l r e ­
vival of confidence. Business men are 
recover ing from thei r scare and are 
more ready than they were to invest 
capital in new ente rpr i ses or in add ing 
to exis t ing plants . Of course the re ­
covery is only jus t beg inn ing and it is 
being expressed m o r e in a change of 
disposi t ion and spiri t than in the an ­
nouncemen t of ma tu red p l ans ; but un­
less the increase in confidence receives 
a setback it will undoubted ly bear sub ­
s tant ia l fruit dur ing the coming fall and 
winter . W h a t the consequences of the 
wars b reak ing out or impend ing in E u ­
rope at this wr i t ing may be to the bus i ­
ness of this coun t ry cannot now be 
foretold. 

At this m o m e n t E u r o p e is on the 
br ink of a wa r involving the grea t pow­
ers. W h e t h e r the crisis will even tua te 
in a n y t h i n g m o r e than a localized a t ­
t empt on the par t of Aus t r i a to punish 
Servia while the o the r powers keep off, 
or w h e t h e r all the power s will be 
b rough t in to the conflict by thei r a l ­
liances and en ten tes , is a quest ion ye t 
unanswered . As the answer may come 
before these lines reach the reader , this 
is not_ a t ime for prophecy . But it can 
be said tha t the Amer ican g o v e r n m e n t 
is fo r tuna te in hav ing no en tang l ing a l ­
l iances and also for tuna te to be in a 
sound financial condi t ion. 

A Confusion of L a w s . 
T h e fire-hazard in some factories has 

been made the reason for much legisla­
tion in the last few years . P r iva te so­
cieties and gove rnmen ta l commiss ions 
have been char te red to formulate and 
p r o m o t e res t r ic t ive laws and regula­
t ions. Men and women of more or less 
weal th and leisure, with a desire to 
be of service to their fellow men, have 
found oppor tuni t ies . O t h e r s have found 
remunera t ive posi t ions as inves t iga tors , 
inspectors and technical exper t s . T h e 
legislat ion has emana ted both from the 
city and the State , and new power s have 
been conferred and new au thor i t i es or­
dained in order to enforce it. A large 
mass of labor legislat ion has come from 
the labors and repor t s of the S ta te Fac ­
to ry Inves t iga t ing Commiss ion which 
was appointed in 1911 to inves t iga te con­
dit ions of manufac tu r ing in loft build­
ings in first and second class cites, and 
which has since had its powers enlarged 
and its t enure p ro longed . T h e body of 
laws enacted this year under the designa­
tion of N e w York S ta te L a b o r L a w s 
fills more than sixty pages of fine type 
in a special bulletin issued under 
the direction of the Commiss ioner of 
Labor . A mere index of brief t i t les of 
labor bills in t roduced fills fourteen o ther 
pages . T h e r e seems to be a new fancy 
for welfare work tha t finds express ion in 
legislative bills to regula te the cons t ruc ­
tion, ma in tenance and taxat ion of build­
ings. No doubt it is only a pass ing emo­
tion, but the t e m p o r a r y consequences 
have been ser ious to real es ta te in teres ts , 
besides confusion, and conflict in admin­
is t rat ive circles. 

L a w s passed in 1913 were repealed this 
year, and now the whole code of labor 
laws is be ing revised. Accord ing to a 
former s ta tue , one of the two required 
means of exit from a factory bui lding 
might be an outs ide fire-escape if, in the 
opinion of the Indus t r ia l Board, safety 
was no t thereby endangered . An amend­
men t made this year, however , provides 
in effect tha t whereas formerly the per­
mission of the Indus t r i a l Board was to 
be obtained before an outside fire-escape 
could be used, such fire-escapes may 
hereaf ter be used until the board aflfirm-
atively "finds" them unsafe. (The use o f 
outside fire-escapes in buildings over 
five s tories high remains cont ingent upon 
the approval of the board.) At first it 
was required tha t s ta i rways in factory 
bui ldings more than four s tor ies high 
sliould be enclosed with fire-resisting 
mater ia l , but the law did not define the 
mater ia l . T h e la tes t a m e n d m e n t applies 
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this requirement only to buildings more 
than five-stories high, but the regula­
tions for fire-resisting materials have not 
yet been promulgated. A third modifi­
cation made by the Legislature this year 
is that windows leading to fire-escapes 
may be provided with frames and sash 
covered with metal instead of being made 
of metal, and thc definition of fireproof 
windows has been changed so as to permit 
frames and sash covered with metal in­
stead of being made of metal. The duty 
of providing proper ventilation and also 
dressing and emergency rooms for wom­
en has been laid upon the person operat­
ing the factory and lifted from the owner. 

While these amendments have been fa­
vorable to the landlords, still remaining 
are many requirements which if not un­
just are crude and absurd. It is highly 
desirable that they be revised, a relief 
which the Governor has promised and 
the Factory Commission has undertaken. 
But more than this is justly due. An 
opportunity is presented of once for all, 
settling the conflict between city and 
State authority, and of reducing the fun­
damentals of the law to the simplest pos­
sible terms. A State Labor Law should 
not be loaded with a belter skelter col­
lection of construction details. Leave 
the details for departmental rules and 
regulations; and where cities are already 
equipped with a full quota of inspection 
bureaus, leave the enforcement of the 
law and regulations to the local author­
ities, whose work in turn should be re­
duced, co-ordinated and synchronized, 
much after the manner that Superintend­
ent Miller has already suggested to the 
State authorities. If these reforms 
should follow the present confusion, real 
estate would be measurably compensated 
for a long series of unjust impositions. 

The Single Tax in Other Lands. 
Editor of the RECORD AND GUIDE: 

There was introduced in the Legis­
lature at the last session an act, 
"to amend the Greater New York 
charter, by providing for a difference in 
the rate of taxation on the value of land 
wholly unimproved, and the rate on thc 
difference between thc value of thc land 
with its improvements and the value of 
the land wholly unimproved." 

This act provides only for a shifting 
of the rate from the improved property 
to that of the unimproved property by 
easy stages covering a period of five 
years, so that at the end of five years, 
unimproved property will bear 50 per 
cent, of a higher rate than real estate 
wholly improved. The change is to be 
gradual so as to almost be imperceptible, 
and in that way the change can be 
brought about without any sudden revo­
lution or shock. The owners of real 
estate and the institutions lending money 
on bond and mortgage can gradually ad­
just themselves to new conditions. It 
must be borne in mind that it was not 
proposed in this act to change the 
values of the unimproved and improved 
property for the purposes of taxation; 
it was only the rate that is to be ad­
justed. 

In other countries the taxes imposed 
on the owners of real estate property is 
more onerous than here. Lloyd-George'a 
budget of 1909 imposed four different 
taxes upon land, the first and most im­
portant of which was the so-called in­
crement value duty. This imposed a 
tax of 20 per cent, upon the land incre­
ment arising after 1909, payable by the 
owner when land is sold, leased for 
more than fourteen years, or transferred 
at death. 

In Germany the first of the recent ex­
periments in taxing the increment of 
land was made in the model German 
colony of Kiao-Chau, established in 
China in 1897. The land and tax ordi­
nance of 1898 imposed a tax of 33V3: per 
cent, of any increment of value accruing 
thereafter to private purchasers of lands 
acquired from the government, a tax 
of 6 per cent, on the value of land, ex­
clusive of improvements, and a tax' on 
land sales at auction. In 1904-5 Frank­
fort and Coloene took the lead in this 
reform. By 1910 the increment tax was 
in operation in 457 cities and towns in 
Germany, yielding a substantial revenue, 
the rates of taxation being as high as 
25 per cent. 

In 1911 the German Empire introduced 
an imperial tax upon the unearned incre­
ment. This law imposes a progressive 
tax, increasing according to the percent­
age which the increment bears to the 
original value of the land. The rate is 
10 per cent, of the increment vyhen that 
amounts to 10 per cent, of the' original 
value, and increases one per cent, for 
each additional 20 per cent, of increment 
until it reaches 19 per cent, on incre­
ments ranging from 170 per cent, to 190 
per cent. From that point it increases 
one per cent, for every additional 10 per 
cent, of increment, until it reaches 30 
per cent, on all increments of 290 per 
cent, and over, with provision for cer­
tain deductions. The imperial tax is in­
tended to unify the taxation of the un­
earned increment throughout the empire 
and will replace the local increment 
taxes. To compensate the cities for the 
revenue thus lost, the law provides that 
40 per cent, of the product of the im­
perial increment tax shall be apportioned 
to the local governments, while the 
States are given 10 per cent, and the 
empire retains 50 per cent. Authority is 
granted, however, to impose additional 
rates for local purposes, so that some 
measure of local option is retained. 

In Australia, Queensland has already 
adopted the exemption of all improve­
ments, and New South Wales, South 
Australia and every other State, as well 
as the federal government, are moving 
steadily in the same direction. 

New Zealand has had a graduated 
state land tax since 1891, which has al­
ready to a great extent accomplished its 
purpose of breaking up large estates. 
In 1896 local bodies were empowered 
to levy their rates on the unimproved 
value of land. By 1909 not less than 85 
districts had adopted the method with 
satisfactory results. 

Of the nine Canadian provinces, three 
have taken important steps toward the 
single tax. In British Columbia, provin­
cial revenue is still derived from poll, 
property, and income taxes, but since 
1891 municipalities have been permitted 
to exempt improvements from taxation 
in part or in whole. Since 1892, indeed, 
municipalities have not been permitted 
to assess improvements at more than 50 
per cent, of their actual value. Under 
the authority thus granted all the impor-. 
taut urban and many rural municipalities 
are now exempt entirely, thus raising 
practically all local revenue from land. 
Tbe Government, through its Finance 
Minister, Hon. Price Ellison, now for­
mally announces its purpose to adopt the 
single tax for all provincial revenues. 
He says. "Our aim is to reach a point 
where direct taxation will be eliminated 
and our revenues will be obtained from 
the natural resources of the province. 
This I regard as a sound policy." 

In Ontario, 300 municipalities have pe­
titioned for power to reduce taxes on 
improvements. By twenty-three to one, 
the Toronto City Council, in January, 
1913. submitted to the citizens the ques­
tion of exempting buildings, whereupon 
the citizens voted in the affirmative, four 
to one. 

Land owners are adopting a false pol­
icy in proclaiming that their property is 
being reduced in value and confiscated 
and that it will bring a revolution in 
real estate through destroying mortgage 
values. By adopting this false cry they 
are depreciating the value of their own 
property and destroying the real estate 
market. So it is they and not the advo­
cates of the milder form in taxation as 
represented in the Herrick-Schaap bill 
that will be resp^onsible for depreciation 
in values. Their policy should be to 
meet the advocates in this reform half 
way and to agree on a policy of reform 
in taxation that will benefit the com­
munity as a whole.

offices into high-salaried commissioner-
ships. In most cities the increase in 
taxation has been out of all proportion 
to growth of population. 

A report just made public by the 
United States Census Bureau deals with 
the per capita expenditures of munici­
palities for other than public service en-
^^/Prises, and it covers the operations 
of 195 cities having a population of 30,-
000 and over in the year 1912. The total 
per capita payments of these cities for 
expenses of the kind indicated averaged 
$17.34 in that year, an amount represent­
ing an advance of $4.22, or 33.2 per cent 
as compared with the year 1902; that is] 
just a decade before, when the expen­
diture per head of population was $13.02. 

The per capita payment for fire de­
partment service for the 195 cities in­
creased from $1.30 in 1902 to $1.62 in 
1912. The per capita cost of police pro­
tection increased from $1.84 in 1902 to 
$2.04 m 1912. The expense for educa­
tion shows the largest advance for the 
decade, rising from $3.61 in 1902 to 
$:'.02 in 1912. 

Strength of American Finances. 
It would be idle to attempt an esti­

mate of how far foreign liquidation of 
American stocks might go in the event 
of a great European conflict, says the 
Wall Street Journal. The amount of 
foreign investment in American securi­
ties is enormous, and if investors were 
obliged to liquidate on a large scale, the 
consequences would be difficult to fore­
tell. American securities can now be 
liquidated more readily than those of 
other countries and that is one of the 
chief reasons for the recent heavy sell­
ing here. The situation, so far as our 
stocks are concerned, will end, however, 
like a run on a bank w^hich promptly 
meets all demands and demonstrates its 
strength and solvency. In that case 
there is a rush of depositors to put 
back their money; and when New York 
has successfully withstood the present 
wave of selling, there will be a return 
rush of foreign buyers for the securities 
of the country in which liquidation can 
be accomplished under any circum­
stances. 

Growing Cost of Government. 
The cost of municipal government has 

grown rapidly since the simple methods 
of the fathers have been made to give 
way to the so-called modern systems. 
The comparatively few regulations 
which the old charter builders thought 
sufficient have been expanded into elab­
orate codes, small committees have 
grown into big departments, and petty 

Ticket Booths and Choppers. 
The method of control for all princi­

pal stations on the new subway lines to 
be operated by the New York Muni­
cipal Railway Corporation will be by 
ticket booths and choppers instead of 
turnstiles, but at stations where traf­
fic is light, turnstiles may be estab­
lished and continued until the commis­
sion decides that conditions require thc 
substitution of ticket booths and chop­
pers. This means that ticket booths 
and choppers will be used at all sta­
tions on the new lines in Manhattan, 
except the stations in the Centre Street 
Loop and on the Nassau street exten­
sion of such loop. The question as to 
this extension is left open until the 
plans shall have been completed. Ticket 
booths and choppers will be used at all 
stations on the new lines in Queens 
Borough; on the Montague street-
Flatbush avenue connection in Brook­
lyn; on the main line of the Fourth ave­
nue subway in Brooklyn, including the 
extension to 86th street; at all stations 
on thc New Utrecht avenue and Culver 
line elevated roads in Brooklyn north of 
and includinp^ 62nd street and Avenue I; 
also at the 18th avenue and Coney Is­
land stations on the New Utrecht avenue 
line, and at the Coney Island station on 
the Culver line. The engineers were in­
structed to design all other stations so 
that ticket booths and choppers may be 
installed when the commission desires 
without inconvenience or much ex­
pense, but that in the meantime turn­
stiles may be used if the company so 
desires. The use of turnstiles will be 
permitted on all lines built and owned 
by the operating company, subject to 
the right of the commission to order a 
chajige when conditions demand it. The 
commission also, directed its chief en­
gineer to provide for the immediate 
construction of stairways at both ends 
of the stations on the New Utrecht 
avenue line. ..

In Mr. L u s t g a r t e n ' s S to ry A b o u t New 
York Real E s t a t e . 

T h e Liverpool (Eng . ) Daily P o s t and 
Mercury conta ins an interview with Mr. 
Wil l iam Lus tga r t en , of the real es ta te 
h r m of W m . L u s t g a r t e n & Co., of New 
York, and secre ta ry of the T a x L a w Re­
vision Commit tee . T h e repor t s a y s : 

"Mr . Lus tga r t en , who is over for a 
holiday in c o m p a n y with several friends, 
told how the old t enemen t houses of 
Xew York are be ing remodel led and mod­
ernized as a result of the par t ia l adop­
tion of the principle of the taxa t ion of 
land value. I n New York the sys tem 
proposed in Mr . Lloyd George ' s p resen t 
Budget , of sepa ra t ing land and bui ldings 
for the purpose of assess ing and ra t ing 
both occupied and vacant land at i ts fair 
value, has been in opera t ion since 1903. 
and the economic consequences have 
been impor t an t and far- reaching. T h e 
effect of the ra te on unused bui lding lots 
has been to make it impera t ive for the 
l iolders to b r ing t hem into use. T h e 
building of new houses has been grea t ly 
s t imulated, and to these new t e n e m e n t s 
have been a t t r ac t ed large n u m b e r s of 
t enan t s of the old consumpt ion-b reed ing 
rooker ies . 

Renova t ion of Old H o u s e s . 
" F i r m s like tha t of Mr. L u s t g a r t e n then 

step in. buy the old p r o p e r t y at the price 
of the land, ent i re ly renew the in ter iors 
and the roofs, equip the houses in the 
mos t m o d e r n up- to-date style, inc luding 
improved sani ta ry a r r a n g e m e n t s , the con­
version of cellar k i tchens into s to re ­
rooms , and the provis ion of whi te enamel 
sinks, s t a t ionary slate wash tubs , etc. 
Th i s is precisely the kind of scheme sug­
gested recent ly by our own Special Com­
mit tee on Leaseho lds in regard to the old 
Corpora t ion p rope r ty in the A b e r c r o m b y 
district , and the advoca tes of tha t plan 
will be encouraged by the success of the 
ven ture in New York . 'No t only,* said 
Mr. Lus tga r t en . ' a re the renova ted tene­
m e n t s quickly let. but there is a lways a 
wai t ing list of t enan t s ready for them, 
and it is cer tain tha t the heal th of the 
city will be grea t ly improved. ' 

"Mr . L u s t g a r t e n expressed himself as 
perfect ly satisfied tha t the taxa t ion of 
land values in N e w York has been of 
e n o r m o u s public benefit, and he is a 
s t r ong advocate of ra is ing the t ax to 100 
cents on the dollar, w'hile real izing tha t 
the profits of land specula tors , like h im­
self, would then disappear . An annua l 
tax of 1.85 per cent, on the sel l ing or 
capital value, equal to 37].^ on the annual 
value, makes it impossible, h e said, to 
hold land out of use. M a n y wea l thy 
famiHes have had to par t i t ion their large 
es ta tes on M a n h a t t a n Is land because to 
hold t hem out of use was too expensive 
a luxury. 

"As an instance he ment ioned a corner 
site on l l t h avenue, owned by the As to r 
es ta te . I t had never been built upon 
since the Creat ion, but its sell ing value 
was assessed for the purpose of t axa t ion 
at $37,500. though measu r ing only 75 
feet by 125 feet. At public auct ion Mr. 
L u s t g a r t e n bough t the plot for $46,000. 
and in th i r ty days he sold it again at a 
profit of $5,000. and it is now occupied 
by a big w-arehouse. 

T o Abol i sh Slums. 
" D u r i n g his visit to this coun t ry Mr. 

L u s t g a r t e n has seen a good deal of Lon ­
don, Ed inburgh , Glasgow and Liverpool , 
and noted the con.orestion to be found at 
the hear t of each city, while wi thin a ten-
minutes* ride by t ra in the re are t h o u s ­
ands of acres of open count ry . Many of 
the old houses , he said, ough t to have 
been scrapped genera t ions ago. *In E d i n -

luirgh I saw t enemen t l)uildings five 
s tor ies high, which are said to be 600 
years old. W h y , in N e w York we have 
a s inking fund for every building, and 
every th i r ty years pract ical ly eve ry th ing 
is scrapped and rebuilt out of the a m o r -
t i sement fund. If you had a tax on the 
land values you would have to do the 
same, and slum p rope r ty would be de­
molished and rebuil t wi thou t any cost to 
the city. T h e quickest , cheapes t and 
mos t equitable w a y of c lear ing your 
s lums is just to put a tax on your land 
values. ' 

"Mr . L u s t g a r t e n added tha t he looks 
forward to a big bui ld ing boom in N e w 
York nex t year . By then the effects of 
the s lump of 1907 would have passed 
away, and the open ing of the P a n a m a 
Canal would cheapen sh ipments to the 
W e s t and reduce the rai lway freight 
ra tes . " 

H o w H e Grewr Rich. 
T h e late Char les E d g a r Appleby, who 

accumula ted a for tune es t imated to ex­
ceed $25,000,000 in real es ta te , once gave 
express ion to these v iews : 

"If I had spent ten per cent, a year 
more be tween the ages of twen ty -one 
and th i r ty -one I would not have been 
wor th ten per cent, of what I have. 
T h a t ten pe r cent, m a d e me forehanded. 

"I have a lways advised y o u n g men 
tha t the way to become weal thy is to 
save. Saving and careful inves tment will 
make any man well off. 

"Rea l es ta te s tays in a family longer 
than money . F o r tha t reason I believe 
in inves t ing in land. 

" I t has been my rule to keep the value 
of my p r o p e r t y in land, not in bui lding. 
Land can ' t wear out, can ' t de ter iora te , 
doesn ' t demand insurance and doesn ' t 
need repai rs . T h e value of land con­
s tan t ly advances . T h a t of bui ldings 
cons tant l} ' de te r io ra tes . I never m o r t ­
gage my p rope r ty . I prefer to lease my 
land to o the rs to build upon, or to lease 
it for purposes no t requir i l ig big build­
ings. T h a t is wha t I call scientific in­
ves tment . " 

Objec t ing to a T e n e m e n t Law, 
Brooklyn real es ta te in te res t s are 

compla in ing cons iderably on account of 
the T e n e m e n t H o u s e law proh ib i t ing 
the erect ion of a t e n e m e n t or a p a r t m e n t 
house con ta in ing a r o o m which has less . 
than 70 square feet of floor space or less 
than 7 feet wide. U n d e r this law it is 
unlawful to cons t ruc t a r o o m 6 feet 10 
inches by 11 feet, but it is lawful to con­
s t ruc t a room 7 by 10 feet, which is con­
s iderably smaller . T h e former room 
would contain 74 and a fraction feet 
while the la t te r would conta in but 70 
square feet. 

T o the inexper ienced person this 
might seem like a ha rmless little feature 
of our m o d e r n me thod of enac t ing laws 
wi thout due cons idera t ion to the un­
looked-for effect they might have, but it 
is a very ser ious mat te r , especially in 
Brooklyn , says the Brook lyn T imes . 
Brooklyn feels the burden of this law 
m o r e than its sister bo roughs , because 
of the fact tha t here the no rma l width 
of lots is only 20 feet. T h e r e are thou­
sands of these lots in Brook lyn for 
which three-family houses would be a 
mos t loeical improvemen t , but they are 
pract ical ly unusable and unsalable be­
cause of the expense and difficulty of 
comply ing with this joker law. 

T h e presen t law forces the cons t ruc­
tion of la rge t en emen t s . T o some per­
sons this miffht seem to have been an 
object in pass ing the law, hut it c reates 
conges ted condi t ions , and from the 
s tandpoin t of ^ood gove rnmen t and 
good mora ls , the fewer families under 
one roof the be t te r .

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O n e p rominen t real es ta te man, in 
commen t ing on this law said: " T h e de­
s t ruct ion of p rope r ty values cannot be 
cont inued much longer wi th impuni ty . 
T h e city will soon find tha t no twi th ­
s tand ing its new subways , its bo r rowing 
capacity will d isappear and many public 
improvemen t s will be delayed for years .

P r o p o s e d N e w H i g h w a y . 

Because of the large amoun t of ve­
hicular traffic over the L o n g Beach road 
a movemen t is on foot to have the 
thoroughfa re widened to 100 _ feet and 
rebuilt . T h e r e is also a sen t iment for 
an entirely new h ighwav from a poin t 
be tween F r e e p o r t and Rockvil le Cent re 
sou thwes t to L o n g Beach. T h e presen t 
L o n g Beach road is fifty feet in width 
and ex tends from the Merr ick road at 
Rockville Cent re south t h rough Ocean-
side to the Beach. As m a n y as 1,500 
au tomobi les an hour pass over it dur ing 
cer tain hours on Sundays . 

One-half million dol lars is the est i­
ma ted cost of bui lding a new highway, 
while the cost of rebui lding and widen­
ing L o n g Beach road would be con­
siderably less. A new highway to L o n g 
Beach would pass t h rough Oceans ide 
the same as L o n g Beach road does and 
tha t sect ion is now unde rgo ing exten­
sive development and improvement . T h e 
L o n g Is land Rai lroad has built a new 
s ta t ion at Oceans ide . 

Nassau County , however , does not 
want to pay all of the cost of these 
p roposed h ighway improvemen t s be­
cause automoii i l is ts from everywhere in 
and adjacent to N e w York City t ravel 
to the ocean front of the county . _ I t 
will urge the state to make the im­
provement . 

L O C A L I M P R O V E M E N T S . 

N e w School a t Doug las ton . 
Douglas ton is to have a new modern 

school house to be built on the site of 
the p resen t one, which is not large 
enough to a c c o m m o d a t e the increas ing 
number of pupils in the fast growing-
section. T h e plans, specifications and 
appropr ia t ion have a l ready passed the 
New York City Board of Educa t ion and 
the Board of Es t ima te . In O c t o b e r the 
bids for cons t ruc t ion will be accepted 
and the work of demol ish ing the old 
bui ld ing and erec t ing the new one will 
begin. O w i n g to the style of a rchi tec­
ture in Doug las ton Park , which adjoins 
. \ l ley Pa rk and the school house t ract , 
the p lans have been d rawn with special 
care as to design and modern conven­
iences. T h e specifications call for a 
m o d e r n brick bui lding and the app ro ­
priat ion and es t imated cost is $129,000. 

Doug las ton P a r k and con t iguous 
communi t i es have developed so rapidly 
dur ing the last few years that it has be­
come imperat ive for the city officials to 
meet the need of la rger and be t te r edu­
cational facilities. T h e ent i re m a r k e t of 
Nor th Shore real es ta te has shown en­
courag ing resul ts in spite of the so-
called business oppress ion. 

T h e C o m m i t t e e Con t ro l s t h e Board . 
T h e Board of Es t ima te as now o rgan­

ized gives the City Plan Commi t t ee a 
major i ty vote in the Board. Th i s may 
have some advantages , though they are 
not apparen t . Ques t ions of the g rea tes t 
impor tance , calling for the expendi ture 
of large sums, will be submit ted to this 
commit tee . A unan imous repor t means 
the commit tee can always carry its plans 
th rough the Board of Es t ima te . In this 
connect ion the Bulletin of the Real E s ­
tate Board says : 

" I t seems to be a grave mis take tha t 
any sub-commmit tee of the Board of 
Es t ima te should cont ro l a major i ty vote 
in the Board." 

S te inway T u n n e l P r o g r e s s . 
T h e Ste inway tunnel will be comple t ­

ed by the first of the year, and ready 
for a shut t le service from L o n g Is land 
City to 42d s t ree t and Lex ing ton avenue, 
Manha t t an , accord ing to Eng ineer Shail-
ler. who has charge of the work now be­
ing done in the tubes. Wi th the excep­
tion of the laying of the t racks , the 
-work of that par t of the tubes under the 
river is about finished and the men are 
now work ing on the land ends of the 
tunnel , both in L o n g Is land City and 
Manha t tan .

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I BUILDING MANAGEMENT 
P O W E R G E N E R A T I N G PLANTS FOR LOFT BUILDINGS

A S a rule, owners and business man-
^^^ agers clo not look with favor on 
private pov^^er generating plants for or­
dinary loft buildings. To u certain 
extent they are ri^ht, as it must be ad­
mitted that buildines which come strict­
ly within this class are not the kind in 
which private plants can make an ap­
preciable showing-, unless the buildings 
arc of considoraldc size. 

There are a number of loft buildings 
in New York City and elsewhere which 
are supplied with electric current for 
light and power purposes from thc 
street, and heated by low-pressure steam 
generated in their own boilers. With­
out question a majority of these build­
ings are either doing decidedly better— 
at least as well, or nearly as well—from 
the standpoint of economy, as if they 
had their own electric generating plants. 
Only a few of them would be better oft' 
financially for having their own private 
plants. 

Undue Influence on Owners. 
To draw the line with arguments deal­

ing with generalities is difficult; specific 
figures, honestly compiled, are an own­
er's best ^niidance. The campaigns for 
and against private plants, while they 
are very interesting, are not. on the 
other hand, conclusive. Certain pul)lic 
utility corporations will frequently take 
the stand that a private plant will not 
prove a paying proposition, whereas the 
private plant operating companies Avill 
just as vigorously advocate a priAate 
plant under the very same conditions. 

The plausiliility of such arguments 
when advanced by specially gifted pro­
moters, without being efifectively offset 
by the other side, are known occasion­
ally to have infiuenced owners to adopt 
the alternative, which they later on re­
gret. When mistakes of this kind occur 
they are usually the result of the own­
er's inclination to listen to advice from 
interested parties who juggle figures 
right under his eyes to suit their argu­
ments, rather than trust to the figures 
of engineers who have professional rep­
utation to sustain, and are disinterested 
besides. 

When a building project has devel­
oped to a stage that the size, character 
and service of the building is defined, 
it is merely a matter of figures to deter-
niine the operating cost either way, and 
in such a manner that the owner can 
make up his mind at a glance whether 
or not a private plant will be a paying 
proposition and worth his trouble to 
manage. 

Justification of a Plant. 
The installation of a private plant can­

not very well be advocated unless there 
is indication of a sufficient net earning 
above the total expenses chargeable to 
the plant to reimburse the owner for 
his trouble. In the expenses chargeable 
to the plant should be included the cost' 
of operation, interest on the money in­
vested in the nlant. depreciation, as well 
as the rental value of the space given 
up to the plant. 

Even when the figures point to a gain, 
unless it is so considerable that it leaves 
no doubt, it is well to be conservative 
and play safe. This can readily be done 
by reserving space and making the nec­
essary provisions for a later installation 
of a plant, and in the meantime con­
tract for electric current from an out­
side source for a period of a year or so. 
At the expiration of such a trial period, 
the owner will be able to determine 
with accuracy where he is at. and can 
then proceed without hesitation on 
whatever course he deems best. 

WERXER XYGREX. 

The requirements of loft buildings of 
the ordinary kind, in which little or no 
manufacturing is permitted, are of 
course much different from those mainly 
given up to manufacturing. Whenever 
extensive use of power and high pres­
sure steam for manufacturing processes 
enter into the problem, and a so-called 
loft building becomes more of a factory 
than a loft building, a private power 
generating plant is usually, althougli 
not necessarily so. the better proposi­
tion. ^ 

Important Factors. 
In selecting liis equipment, the owner 

of a loft building is often attracted to 
material and appurtenances which cost 
the least to install, and he also looks 
with favor on cheap help for the opera­
tion of his plant. Both are bound to 
be the most expensive in the long run. 
If he gets an honest deal at all he will 
get what he pays for. and no more. Al­
though a loft building appears very sim­
ple when compared with an office build­
ing, there is not much difference be­
tween them when it comes to burning 
coal with efficiency, getting horse-, 
power out of steam, and reducing to a 
minimum repairs resulting from poor 
material and stupiditj" in handling. 

A power generating plant for a loft 
building, whether used for manufactur­
ing or not, should be designed for en­
durance and economy in operation, and 
be ample in capacity so as to have snare 
lioiler and electric generating units to 
insure a good uokeep and proper care 
of the plant. Wliile it is not important 
in what part of the basement such a 
plant is located, so lonp- as ample space 
is allotted for the installation of proper 
equipment, it is obviously best to have 
the boiler and the electric generating 
plant as close together as possible, and 
so located as not to encroach unneces­
sarily on rentable space or imperil the 
rent in 2: value of the lower portion of 
the building. Under no condition should 
a plant he crowded into an undesirable 
or inadeauate space, or in any other 
way sacrificed for the sake of a few 
s'-'uare feet of rentable space, as some­
times happens to be the case. If the 
basement is desired for renting pur­
poses to such an extent th-'t- sufficient 
space will not remain for plant equip­
ment, a sub-basement to accommodate 
the power plant equipment may pay 
for Itself, unless special ground condi­
tions prohibit the building of such a 

sub-basement from the standpoint of 
cost. 

In a l)uilding project which is to be a 
permanent investment, the installation 
cost of the plant is only important to 
the extent of eliminating useless ex­
pense. To sacrifice the quality of the 
plant, and thus lessen its endurance and 
economy of operation for the sake of 
reducing its first cost, is false economy. 

Determining Factors. 
In order that a private plant may be­

come a commercial possibility, it is very 
important that the entire mechanical 
e(|uipment be of good quality, of such 
design that the plant can be operated 
with the greatest possible economy, and 
that the available exhaust steam can be 
utilized to full advantage. About 80 
per cent, of the heat in the steam gen­
erated for power purposes is usually 
available for heating purposes in the 
form of exhaust steam. To be able to 
l>ut tliis bj^-nroduct to proper use means 
a considerable saving, at least in the 
winter time. In summer, when the ex­
haust steam has to be wasted, except 
for what is used in heatmg water for 
boiler feed and domestic use, very lit­
tle, if anything, can be gained by gen­
erating electricity with a private plant. 
It is only during the winter season that 
such a plant will make any appreciable 
sho\^'ing. except, of course, when a 
building has an unusually large power 
requirement. 

When the average power require­
ments of a building are such that the 
availal)le exhaust steam will ordinarily 
accomplish the heatine. the combined 
cost of generating power, light and heat 
is reduced to a minimum. This will, if 
the building is large enough, justify the 
existence of a private plant. In ordi­
nary loft buildings, however, the condi­
tions are often such that the available 
exhaust steam is insufficient for the av­
erage heating needs; hence the reason 
wby it is not always advisable to install 
a private generating plant in such 
buildings. 

A Suggestion, 
The prevailing custom in loft build­

ings of moderate size of purchasing 
electric current from an outside source 
and generatina" steam at a low pressure 
for heating purposes, while it is otten 
cheaper and quite as satisfactory as to 
operate a private generating plant, it 
does not necessarily follow that it is 
the most economical arrangement. It 
would be still more economical to have 
co-oi)erative central plants for supply 
of electric currents, steam, hot water, 
etc., at a pro rata charge, according to 
(<uantities used. 

In such plants a considerable saving 
would be possible. Less steam would 
be required for the operation of one 
consolidated generating plant of a given 
power than would he the case with a 
number of smaller plants of the same 
total power. Furthermore, less fuel 
would be required for a given amount 
of steam, due to the possibility of se­
curing an equal, if not greater, amount 
of heat from a low grade of coal in a 
plant of this kind than would be pos­
sible with a higher grade of coal with 
individual I)oilers. 

Co-operative Schemes. 
Co-operative schemes of this k'nd 

would not be altogether new in New 
^ ork City. There are already existing 
cases where a number of buildings, 
owned or controlled by the same in­
terests, are operated from one central 
plant. There are also cases where 
smaller buildings are supplied with 
power, light and heat from plants in

neighboring buildings to mutual advan­
tage. Moreover, co-operative associa­
tions with the same object in view were 
started years ago, when buildings were 
operated entirely by steam and lighted 
by gas. These associations owned and 
controlled central boiler plants, from 
which steam was distributed to the 
share-holding consumers. 

In common with most enterprises 
started ahead of the times, these plants 
were not, however, altogether success­
ful. Proper and reliable means for 
measuring steam were unknown. This 
necessitated fixed charges to the indi­
vidual buildings, based on estimated 
steam consumption, which led to dis­
putes and dissatisfaction. The intro­
duction of electricity for light and power 
in the buildings thus supplied with 
steam, and the added expense which this 
entailed, so increased the total operat­
inĝ  cost that there was no longer any 
saving to sneak of. To continue to gen­
erate steam solely for heating did not 
offset the added expense, as the anti­
quated equipment of these plants made 
it impossible to burn fuel with much 
more economy than in individual boiler 
plants of more modern type. The re­
sult of all this has been that the co-
ooerative plant has not survived, despite 
the fact that the application of _ the 
principle was a step in the right direc­
tion. 

Today, with meters and appliances 
both for measuring and distributing 
steam, electric current, water, etc., there 
should be no mechanical difficulty in 
the way. The drawback would be the 
difficulty of organizing such co-opera­
tive associations and securing franchises 
for their operation. Still, even this may 
be hoped for in an age when co-opera­
tion is more and more looked upon as 
a business necessity. 

THE CARE OF OAK FLOORS. 

Correct Scraping and Finishing Essential 
to Permanent Beauty. 

I F one only knows how, nothing is 
easier than the care of a well-finished 

oak floor. Water should never be used 
on a waxed or varnished floor. The 
surface may safely be wiped with a cloth 
dampened in tepid water to remove dirt 
and dust, but the dampness should be 
immediately taken up with a dry cloth. 

One of thc best mixtures for keeping 
a floor in good condition is the use of 
equal parts of sweet oil, turpentine and 
vinegar, well mixed, and rubbed on the 
floor with waste or a cotton or woolen 
rag. The vinegar will cut the dirt or 
grime worked into the finish from shoes; 
the sweet oil produces a lustre, and thc 
turpentine promptly dries the moisture. 

This mixture need not be applied 
oftener than once a month to insure a 
floor finish that will resemble the sheen 
of a piano. Should wax finish become 
worn in spots from hard usage, a little 
of this mixture, thoroughly rubbed in, 
will renew the finish quickly. 

The occasional use of a weighted floor 
brush, alone or with a piece of Brussels 
carpet placed beneath it, will assist in 
keeping the finish of an oak floor in 
good condition. Once a year, it is well 
to use a good fioor wax and rub it into 
the floor with the aid of a brush, with 
or without a piece of carpet attached. 
Before the finish is worn down to the 
wood, an additional coat of wax should 
be applied and thoroughly rubbed. 

Care Begins When Floor Is Laid. 
As a matter of fact, the care of an oak 

floor should begin when the floor is orig­
inally laid. The laying of an oak floor 
is not difficult. Any first-class carpenter 
can make a good job, but some judgment 
and care is necessary in order to produce 
the best result. A sub-floor should be 
used under both the 13/16-inch and H-
inch thicknesses. The sub-floor should 
be reasonably dry and laid diagonally. 
Boards of about 6 inches wide are pre­
ferred. These boards should not be put 
down too tight and should be thorough­
ly dried off and cleaned before the oak 
flooring is laid. It is well to use a damp-
proof paoer between the oak flooring and 
the sub-floor. Where sound-proof results 
are desired, a heavy deadening felt is 
recommended. 

Oak flooring should be laid at an angle 
to the sub-floor. After laying and nailing 
three or four pieces, use a short piece 
of hardwood 2x4. placed against the 
tongue, and drive it up. The nailing of 
oak flooring is important. All tongued 
and grooved oak flooring should be blind 
nailed. The best floor made can be 
spoiled by the use of improper nails. 
The steel-cut variety is recommended 
for all blind nailing. For 13/16-inch use 
8-penny steel-cut flooring nail; for ^s-
inch use 3-penny wire finishing nail. The 
maximum distance between the nails 
should be: for 13/16-inch thickness, 16 
inches, and for M-inch thickness, 10 
inches. For even better results it is 
recommended that the nails be driven 
closer than indicated. -

How to Scrape the Floor. 
After the oak flooring is laid and thor-

oughl}^ swept, it is better to scrape it, 
in order to get the best results for a 
nicely polished surface. This scraping 
process can be done by the ordinary 
scrapers, such as used by cabinet mak­
ers, or by one of the many types of 
power or hand scraping machines that 
are generally used by contractors and 
carpenters. Always scrape lengthwise of 
the wood and not across the grain. 
A floor properly scraped looks very 
smooth, but it should be thoroughly gone 
over wnth No. I j / sandpaper to obtain 
the best results in finishing. After this, 
the floor should be swept clean and the 
dust removed w îth a soft cloth. The 
fioor is now ready for the finish. 

The finishing of an oak fioor is an 
important feature, upon which authorities 
fail to agree; but the question resolves 
into a matter of cost, as to the color or 
brilliancy of finish desired. Personal 
taste, artistic or decorative effects are 
the guides for the floor finisher. 

Grades of Oak Flooring. 
The "clear"' grade of oak fiooring 

should have a natural oak filler—color 
of oak. With the ''select" and "sap 
clear" grades a light golden oak filler 
should be used, and after the floor is 
filled it should be gone over with a little 
burned umber mixed with turpentine to 
darken light streaks. This will make the 
"select" and "sap clear" grades look like 
the "clear" grade except that it will be 
slightly darker in color. In filling the 
"No. 1 common" grade a dark golden 
oak filler sJiould be employed, and the 
light streaks should be darkened in the 
same manner as the "select" and "sap 
clear" grades. If a little care is used 
in laying this grade, splendid results can 
be obtained. 

First: Treat the floor with a paste 
filler of desired tone, to fill up the pores 
and crevices. To thin the filler for ap­
plication, one has a choice of using tur­
pentine, benzine, wood alcohol or gaso­
line to get the right consistency. When 
the gloss has left the filler, rub off with 
excelsior or cloth, rubbing against the 
grain of the wood. This will make a 
perfectly smooth and level surface. It 
keeps out dirt and forms a good foun­
dation, which is the keynote for success­
ful treatment of floors. Allow the filler 
twelve hours to set or dry before apply­
ing a wax or varnish finish. Never use 
a liquid filler on any floor. 

Varnishes and Finishes. 
A wax or varnish finish can be used. 

The wax finish is preferred by many, 
due to economy and ease of renewing 
places that show the wear. The renew­
ing can easily be applied by the house-
keeoer or servant. 

Wax \ 'arni = h.—The best method for 
applying the wax is to take cheesecloth 
and double it to get a little more thick­
ness; then make it into a sort of bag. 
Put a handful of wax inside of this and 
go over the fioor thoroughly. You will 
find that you can work the wax through 
the meshes of the cheesecloth to give 
an even coating over the floor. This 
prevents too much wax in spots and 
wasting it. After the floor has been 
p^one over with the wax and allowed to 
dr3% sav about twenty minutes, it is readj' 
for̂  polishing. Rub to a polish with a 
weighted floor brush, first across the 
grain of the wood, then with it. (A 
clean, soft brush can be used in place 
of the brush, if desired.) Then a piece 

of woolen felt or carpet should be placed 
under the brush to give thc hmshing 
gloss. After waiting an hour, a second 
coat of wax should be applied in the 
same way as the hrst and rubbed to a 
polish. 

\ arnish Finish.—This is usually more 
expensive than the wax finish, but it 
gives a very hard surface, yet at the 
same time it is elastic. Two or three 
coats should be applied after the appli­
cation of the paste filler. Each coat 
should be thoroughly rubbed with oil 
and pumice. Any of thc standard hard-
w'ood flooring varnishes are recom­
mended. 

Floor Oil Finish.—When a high-class 
finish is not desired, a very economical 
finish can be had by the use of a light 
flooring oil, that is made expressly for 
this purpose by many paint and varnish 
houses and oil makers; it serves as a 
filler as well as a finish and is strongly 
recommended for oak flooring in public 
institutions, office buildings and stores. 
This oil keeps the dust from rising and 
preserves the floor. 

Definition of Grades. 
Clear.—Shall have one face practically 

free of defects, except three-eighths of 
an inch of bright sap; the question of 
color shall not be considered; lengths in 
this grade to be 2 feet and up, not to 
exceed 15 per cent, under 4 feet. Gen­
erally used in high-class residences, 
hotels, apartment houses and clubhouses. 

Sap Clear.—Shall have one face prac­
tically free from defects, but will admit 
unlimited bright sap. The question of 
color shall not be considered; lengths 
in this grade to be 1 foot and up. Adapt­
able for use as an economical substitute 
for clear quartered where a dark finish is 
desired. These grades make a flooring 
equally durable as the first grade in high-
class residences, hotels. apartment 
houses, churches and clubhouses. 

Select.—May contain bright sap, and 
will admit pin w'orm holes, slight imper­
fections in dressing, or a small tight 
knot, not to exceed one to every 3 feet 
in length; lengths to be 1 foot and up. 
This may be used in medium-priced resi­
dences, hotels and apartments, schools, 
office buildings and stores. 

The Assessment Rolls. 
In order that the assessed value of 

buildings may readily be compared, the 
Deputy Tax Commissioners have been 
instructed to insert in their field books 
what is known as the 'building factor.* 
It is obviously impossible to compare 
the assessed value of buildings of differ­
ent sizes without the use of some com­
parable figure. The building factor is 
this comparable figure and it represents 
the value per square foot of floor sur­
face of every building. An ordinary 
loft building may be assessed at the rate 
of $2.50 per square foot of floor space, 
and the assessed value of this building 
may then be compared with the assessed 
value of any other loft building regard­
less of differences of size by comparison 
with the factor of value in each case. 
The President of the Tax Board says: 
"The Deputies are instructed to inform 
anyone who inquires the factor of value 
used in determining the assessed value 
of any building. In many cases w'here 
buildings are obsolete or greatly de­
preciated, the factor of value is very low 
as compared with a good building of 
like kind suitably located. The factor 
of value immediately exhibits the ex­
tent of the allowance made for depre­
ciation or obsolescence. 

"The efficient use of the publication of 
land units and assessment rolls, together 
with the detailed information freely of­
fered to taxpayers, is all designed as a 
complete system of publicity to the end 
that the most effective cooperation may 
be secured with all persons informed as 
to value and interest in assessments. 
It is confidently expected that this wide 
open policy of the fullest publicity will 
both tend .to the correction of errors of 
fact or of judgment and to the satisfac­
tion of all property owners. All fair-
minded men are willing to contribute 
their fair share, and when they can see 
for themselves that their share is fairly 
determined and that their property is 
assessed in harmony with other realty." 
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USEFUL APPLIANCES 

Novelties, New Applications of Familiar Devices 
and the Trend of Invention, Designed to Aid the 
Architect, Builder and Building Manager, Described 
Without Regard to Advertising Consideration. 

ACCORDING to an announcement 
made by the Koalsave Vacuum 

Valve Co., Park Row Building, any 
steam-heating plant can be transformed 
into an economical vapor system merely 
by the application of a certain type of 
air control which that company is in­
troducing into this market. It is said to 
possess the added virtue of being noise­
less in operation, sans packing and is 
fool-proof. 

The system merely creates a vacuum 
in the ordinary steam-heating equipment 
identical with that which features the 
void characterizing the vapor system 
of heating, at merely nominal first cost. 

The valve shown is simple in con­
struction. The disc operating between 
an outer or steam seat, and an inner or 
vacuum seat is raised from the seat by 
the slightest pressure (less than one 
ounce per sq. in.) from within the valve, 

but is prevented from closing on seat 
by the hook on one extremity of the 
thermostat - metal tongue engaging 
shoulder on valve stem, thus providing 
ample passage around the disc, through 
holes the inner seat and in top of valve, 
for the free escape of air. 

Steam entering the valve causes ex­
tremities of the thermostat-metal tongue 
to separate, disengaging the shoulder on 
the valve stem and permitting the disc 
to close on the seat, thus preventing es­
cape of steam. Water entering the 
valve causes the inverted cup, attached 
to tongue, to rotate the tongue about 
its hanger, disengaging hook, allowing 
the valve to close against the escape of 
water. Disc is closed on seat when 
pressure within valve is equal to or less 
than that of the atmosphere, preventing 
air entering valve, thus creating and 
maintaining a vacuum. 

This device is said to heat all radia­
tors almost irrstantly as all the air is 
taken out of the system and kept out. 
Hence this device should appeal strong­
ly to apartment house and hotel man­
agers where complaint is frequently 
made that the radiators do not readily 
respond to the steam pressure supplied 
the system. Incidentally the coal bills 
are said to be reduced, for the simple 
reason that greater efficiency is given to 
the steam plant requiring a smaller 
amount of coal to generate the neces­
sary supply of steam considerably 
quicker than is possible under the ordi­
nary system. 

It is an established scientific fact that 
a given amount of coal will convert a 
pint of water into 25 cubic feet of steam 
at one pound gauge pressure, while a 
slightly lower amount of coal will con­
vert the same pint of water into 75 feet 
of steam in 18 inches of vacuum. If 
some method is employed to produce a 

vacuum in a heating system, therefore, 
it is logical to expect a decided lowering 
in the amount of coal required to put a 
working pressure into a heating system. 
The manufacturers of this device aver 
that the valve they are introducing will 
permit the generation of three times 
more steam with the valve i-nstalled on 
radiators than the same heating plant 
can produce with the identical amount 
of coal under the ordinary steam-heat­
ing system. 

New Thermostatic Trap. 

ILLUSTRATED herewith is a new 
thermostatic trap that is being in­

troduced by James P. Marsh & Com­
pany, of Chicago. The device was de­
signed with the idea of supplying a 
much-needed small unit control for 
moderate-sized heating equipments. 

The principle of construction is sim­
ilar to that of other Marsh reflux traps 
except that it is applicable to much 
smaller radiators and coils. It is es­
pecially serviceable on two-pipe gravity 
installations and vapor heating systems 
and is made entirely of metal, so that 
the wear incidental to the use of rub­
ber and fibre for packing is eliminated. 

The diaphram is made of phosphor 
bronze spun directly on the post at the 
top, making a tight container for the 
volatile fluids and a sensitive diaphram, 
securing a perfect automatic action of 
the trap. Another feature of the trap, 
which the manufacturers say is exclus­
ive with this device, is a reservoir which 
is designed to act as a cushion to re­
lieve the force of the expanding mem­
ber. 

This reservoir is simply a post with 
an interior chamber for the expansion 
of the gases generated in the diaphram. 
The upper end is threaded, which makes 
it adjustable to permit the diaphram to 
be raised or lowered. It is furnished 
either with concealed adjustment, as 

shown, or with outside adjustment. It 
is supplied with ^-inch angle pattern 
with nickle-plated brass body and has a 
capacity of 100 sq. ft. of cast iron radia­
tion. 

Finishing Floors by Varnishing. 

THE most essential things in floor fin­
ishing, next to the selection of the 

right varnish are: First, to see that 
the floor is absolutely solid; that is, 
there must be no give to it when 
stepped upon, for if such is the case it 
will crack the finish in a new floor, 
while in an old refinished floor it will 
break the finish and will work the filler 
out of joints. Second, the floor must 
be perfectly smooth, clean and dry, 
otherwise a good finish cannot be ob­
tained, even with the very best material. 
For treating new floors, such as hard or 
close grained woods, like oak, chestnut, 
maple and hard pine, the best way is to 
fill open grained wood with a good paste 
filler, and when this is done, give a good 
thin coat of floor varnish, giving ample 
time to dry hard, and sandpaper; follow, 
after dusting, with a good, full coat of 
varnish, and for a right good job give 
a third coat. If this is to be rubbed, 
let it dry hard throughout, then use 
crude oil and pumice. For hard pine, 
use one coat of shellac before varnish­
ing, so as to keep back the sap or pitch. 
The chief requisite for good wear on a 
finished floor, however, is the selection 
of the varnish, which must not readily 

mar or scratch on being- walked over. 
To refinish an old floor, the first thing 

is to get rid of the old finish or what­
ever may be left of it, and here is where 
the difficulty lies. If it can be removed 
with a scraper or an old plane, it is not 
such a bad undertaking, but when a re­
mover is used it has to be got rid of. 
and if not done thoroughly there will 
be no end of trouble. Otherwise, pro­
ceed same as for a new floor, except­
ing as to filling, which is not necessary, 
but there may be most likely cracks and 
open joints, caused by the shrinking of 
the lumber, that require filling, and for 
this purpose we would suggest one of 
the non-shrinkable crack fillers on the 
market. 

Improved Steel Lath. 

INTEREST has recently been aroused 
in the metal lath market by the is­

suance of patents to Martin Kuhne, of 
Portland, Ore., for a svstem of metal 
lathing that is said to have novel fea­
tures. It is about to be introduced by 
Sasher & Bondurant. Portland, Ore. 

There are numerous steep corruga­
tions and keys running parallel its en­
tire length, with openings to allow the 
thinnest coat of plaster to pass through 
and cover the rear side. Another fea­
ture is the fact that either side is right 
side in putting it on, so that even an un­
skilled laborer can make no mistake in 
placing the key side. The inventor as­
serts that a marked saving in labor is 
made possible by the versatilitv of the 
lath, as fibre or hair plaster is not neces­
sary to obtain perfect security, as the 
lath provides ample opportunity for 
even the thinnest plaster to key secure­
ly. Tbe supports, it is said, may be set 
UP to 24-inch centers and even at that 
distance it cannot sag or bulge. 

A Forty-Foot Filer. 

LUMBER interests trying to solve 
the problem of cutting down labor 

cost on their distributing yards may be 
interested in a device that is being in­
troduced by the Hilke Stacker Com-
pan3% 1 Broadway. It consists of a port­
able machine that will stack lumber or 
timber of any size or weight up to forty 
feet. It is shown in operation in the ac­
companying cut. 

The advantage claimed by the manu­
facturers of this device is that it re­
duces the area covered by stacks from 
50 to 75 per cent., cuts down team mile­
age, alley mileage, pile bases and roof­

ings. The machines are tight, strong 
and durable, according to the inventor. 
They are made to operate either on 
wide tread wheels or track. The lumber 
is hoisted by an endless chain system. 
so that instead of a few boards only 
being in transit from wagon to stack at 
a time, as many as thirty can simul­
taneously be moving to packers' hands 
on thc pile. 
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CURRENT BUILDING OPERATIONS 

Arcade to Be Erected by Standard Oil Company, 

at 50 Broadway, on Site of Old Tower Building, 

ANNOUNCEMENT is made by the 
Standard Oil Company of New 

York that plans have been accepted 
and adopted for the improvement of the 
plot at No. 50 Broadway, for years oc­
cupied bv the Tower Building, an early 
example of steel frame construction. 

Realizing that there already exists an 
over-plus of office space below Cort­
landt street, with hundreds of thou­
sands of square feet soon to be added 
to the available supply; and further that 
in the natural course of events to throw 
more floor space for office purposes on 
the market at this time or in the near 
future, would simply result in addi­
tional disaster to normal rates, the 
Standard Oil Company concluded to 
wait until demand has caught up with 
supplv and to bide the hour when office 
buildings of either the normal or the 
"skyscraper" variety were 
in sufficient demand to 
offer to capital a reason­
able excuse for investment. 

But to carry their prop­
erty against such a time as 
demanded its full develop­
ment, or rather how to 
make it carry itself, was a 
problem of no little mo­
ment where, as in this case, 
the bare land value is 
estimated at more than 
$1,500,000. 

The situation was care­
fully studied by experts, 
with the result that plans 
have been adopted for a 
typical Arcade building. It 
will be called the_ "Stand­
ard "Arcade." It is to be 
observed that this busy 
section of Broadway, Broad 
street. Trinity Place and 
William street, below Cort­
landt street, is poorly sup­
plied with retail shops. 
New street below Wall of­
fers the single exception. 
Up to the present time 
banking houses. Stock Ex­
change concerns, ships' 
companies and express 
agencies have taken up all 
of the street space that 
was available. It has been 
difficult for the merchants 
to "break in." This has 
been due to two factors: 
First, the concerns above 
mentioned have required 
and been willing to pay a 
good rate for large space and secondly 
the architectural plans of the buildings 
in this section were not such as to prop­
erly provide for the needs of the retail 
merchants. 

Recognizing these conditions, the 
Standard Oil Company developed plans 
for a building which would meet the re­
quirements of the merchants and at the 
same time be one which would provide 
great service to the public. Both of 
these elements are covered by the 
Standard Arcade as planned. 

The block from Exchange Place to 
Beaver street is one of the longest on 
Broadv^^ay in the downtown district. 
The stretch from Beaver street to Ex­
change Place is 655.2 feet without a 
direct "short cut" between these two im­
portant highways south of the Astor 
Building located at the corner of Ex­
change Place and Broadway. 

Such retail shops as exist in this dis­
trict are generally to be found below 
the Broadway level on corridors or in 
entrances to subway or elevated sta­
tions. The business population below 

W'all street alone would suggest some­
thing in the way of further convenience 
to the public, with considerable profit to 
the merchant who could locate "on the 
street." 

It is to be remarked that New York 
City has been backward in recognizing 
the value of Arcade buildings. The 
European cities long since adopted this 
character of development for real es­
tate in important centers, Edinburgh, 
London, Paris, and Milan and Moscow, 
all have famous arcades filled with small 
shops, paying large rents and doing 
business adequate to the demands of the 
several landlords. In our own country 
the arcades of Cleveland and Pittsburgh 
are well established and are paying 
propositions. 

It was determined at the outset that 
the neiv building should be an ornament 
to the section; a work of art in itself 

posed to have galleries or mezzanine 
floors where required. The Arcade will 
be lighted and ventilated from a large 
central court directly above and is so 
arranged as to give outside light and 
ventilation to the stores along the Ar­
cade. 

The walls of the Arcade are to be of 
iron and glass between marble pilas­
ters which support the vaulted ceiling. 
The ceiling will be coffered, while the 
floor is to be of marble decorated with 
mosaics. The two upper floors, above 
the Aracade, are to be used exclusively 
for office purposes. Large elevators 
are being installed. The ceilings of the 
office floors are to be 12 feet in height. 
All offices are so arranged as to have 
outside light and ventilation. The cor­
ridors are to be laid with marble floors, 
and the walls are to be wainscoted with 
marble to the height of seven feet. 

The building is to be fire­
proofed throughout. The 
Broadway facade is to be 
of iron and glass enclosed 
in a frame of white marble 
composed of engaged col­
umns supporting an entab-
ature of Roman Doric or­

der. The New street fac­
ade is to correspond in sev­
eral designs and will pro­
vide a maximum amount of 
light for offices and stores.

with the embodiment of all the practical 
features which would appeal to mer­
chants and tenants for office space. H.

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ELEVATOR REGULATIONS. 

Building Code Revisers Ask Modifica­
tions for Private Dwellings. 

REGULATIONS for elevator enclo­
sures in private dwellings is a sub­

ject that will soon be taken up in its or­
der by the Building Committee of the 
Board of Aldermen and the editor of 
the new building code, Supt. Miller. The 
requirements of the present building 
code and the proposed code of April, 
1912, which latter was prepared by the 
Joint Committee of City Departments, 
are considered by many architects as 
excessive, and the cornmittee has re­
ceived requests for modifications. 

Speaking of the subject this week 
Supt. Miller said that it \yas being said 
by those in favor of modifying the law 
that the fire hazard in private houses is 
mostly confined to the cellars and base­
ments, where it is practical to build ele­
vator enclosures with eight-inch walls, 
but above the basement it is claimed 
that conditions change, and every inch 
of thickness of the elevator enclosure is 
a serious matter. The present require­
ment of a minimum thickness of wall of 
four inches renders the installation of 
elevators in many private houses impos­
sible. 

Points for Consideration. 
By various architects and builders_ Mr. 

Miller has been asked to give consider­
ation of the following points: 

"The stair halls of private houses are 
not fireproof and the stairs are open— 
the result is a non-fireproof shaft of 
large size from top to bottom of the 
house. 

"Any elevator enclosure which ad­
joins and conjiects with this non-fire­
proof hall and which does not increase 
the fire hazard must be built according 
to the excessive fireproof requirements 
of the existing Building Code. 

"These elevators in most cases are lo­
cated either behind the stairs against 
the wall or in the center of the house 
with the entrance from the hall. In 
many cases existing non-fireproof dumb­
waiter shafts are fireproofed and used 
for elevator enclosures, thus reducing 
existing fire hazard. 

"Further, the code requirements are 
not consistent, for after elevator enclo­
sure is built as required, there may be 
placed in the most vulnerable positions 
—the door openings—wood doors cov­
ered with sheet metal only on the eleva­
tor side of enclosure, leaving the wood 
exposed on the outside! 

Fire Hazard Is Slight. 
"The fire hazard from a private house 

elevator is very slight; these elevators 
are automatic in their working and 
their mechanism requires that all the 
elevator doors be closed at all times or 
the elevator will not move. 

"The Building Code properly requires 
that the electric elevator mechanism be 
enclosed in a fireproof room, so that the 
elevator constitutes no fire hazard to the 
building, as the entire installation at all 
times is safely guarded or houses within 
a fireproof enclosure. 

"The Building Code should be revised 
to permit of some form of enclosure 
for private house elevators that would 
permit of their being erected inside ex­
isting closets, etc. For example, a 
skeleton steel frame with horizontal 
bracing spaced not more than 2 feet 
apart; expanded wire lath securely fas­
tened to the steel frame and covered 
with 2 inches of any of the patent plas­
tering mortars with 25 per cent, of Port­
land cement added. 

"Or a steel skeleton frame with no 
unsupported panel more than 7 feet 6 
inches high filled v*'ith an approved 2-
inch gypsum block laid with gauged 
mortar. These requirements need not 
be confined to existing buildings, as 
they are good and sufficient for both 
new and old private houses. 

"The present building code should be 
revised in regard to short run elevators 
in business buildings. The present code 
says all elevator enclosures must ex­
tend not less than 3 feet 6 inches above 
the roof. Where a tenant in a store 

occupies the second floor and wants 
a private elevator this requirement can­
not be met. The proposed code pre­
pared by the Joint Committee on City 
Departments in April, 1912 (section 26, 
clause 5) took proper cognizance of 
this question.*'

The new home of Architect Dwight 
James Baum at Fieldston, the develop­
ment of the Delafield estate at River-
dale-on-Hudson, shows an unusual de­
sign, its motives being derived from 
the old Dutch Colonial farmhouses 
found throughout Pennsylvania.

Must Replace Steam Pipes. 

The New York Steam Company has 
lieen ordered by the Public Service Com­
mission to gradually replace their pres­
ent antiquated mains with a more mod­
ern type, designed to minimize the 
troubles which .have been a source of 
numerous complaints in the past. The 
steam companies were placed under the 
jurisdiction of the commission in 1913, 
and since that time the commission has 
made an exhaustive investigation into 
the methods of operations of this 'com­
pany. It was testified at the various 
hearings, held by Commissioner Milo R. 
Maltbie, that the heat from the steam 
pipes caused thousands of dollars' dam­
age yearly. Asphalt is frequently melt­
ed, and this results in injury to the 
waterproofing of subways. Pavements 
have been ruined by the heat; and it is 
difficult for men to work in manholes in 
the vicinity of the steam pipes. Tem­
peratures of the ground were reported 
as high as 220 degrees. The company 
now has 14,567 feet of mains of the mod­
ern style construction out of a total of 
73,553. The commission's order re­
quired that 58,986 feet of the old style 
be replaced by the modern type at the 
rate of not less than 12,000 feet a year, 
beginning September 1, 1914.

INSEED oil jumped in price to 60 
JL-j cents plus per gallon this week, a 
total gain of six cents in a fortnight, 
thus leading every other department of 
the building material market in price 
improvement. Heavy buying by shorts 
and continued depressing reports of the 
linseed crop were important factors in 
the East. There are prospects that a 
still further advance will be reported. 
Many heavy users of linseed _ oil are 
known to have light supplies in hand, 
and with the prospect of foreign sup­
plies being shut off by reason of the 
martial state of affairs on the continent, 
there is reason, according to well-in­
formed interests, to believe that quota­
tions will move up much farther before 
harvest time arrives. 

Common brick prices close the first 
month in the second half of the year 
practically at the same basis at which 
they entered it.
