ALEXANDRA GRIGORIEVNA KOLTSOVA-BYCHKOVA (1892-1985)

Painter, graphic and design artist. Studied at the Stroganov Art Industrial College
in 1912-1917 under the tutelage of P.P. Pashkov. Later she studied at the Higher
Art and Technical Studios (1918-1921) atf the workshops of AA. Osmyorkin
and N.P. Ulyanov.

In the 1920s she worked as a designer and chief of an embroidery studio.

Her decorative panels created in that period (applications, silk, wool and chenille
embroideries) are the objects of Russian avant-garde.

In 1928 together with her husband Sergey Koltsov, Koltsova-Bychkova was sent
to a creative frip fo Paris, where she participated in the Salon of the Independents
and the Autumn Salons {1928-1932). In 1928 her personal exhibition was held
in Hirondelle Gallery in Paris. Her works were quickly noticed and acquired by
Paul Signac. In the she 1930-1970s continued working, preferring the genres
of landscape and still life. Koltsova-Bychkova became famous for the series of
landscapes “Uglich”, “Old Moscow”, “Kremlin”. She successfully worked in wa-
tercolor and pastel. Participated in the exhibitions of the Moscow Fellowship of
Artists. Her works were exhibited at the international art shows in Florence (“The
clothes of the Revolution”, 1987), in Sofia (1987, "Soviet Chinaware and Art
Textile of the 1920s & 1930s").

Koltsova's works were acquired by the State Tretyakov Gallery (Moscow), the
All-Russian Museum of Applied Arts, and the Moscow Museum of History and
Reconstruction.

NOY NESTEROVICH GEDENIDZE (1914-2002)

Noe Gedenidze is one of the most original artists of the Soviet era.

Before the war Gedenidze studied at the Thilisi Academy of Fine Arts. During the War he fought
and was seriously wounded. In his mature years, in 1962 he graduated from Surikov Mos-
cow State Art Institute. Along with A. Laktionov, he painted portraits of party and government
leaders. But his real art life passed in a two-storeyed studio in a silent Olkhovsky Lane, where
he painted for his own pleasure, his own way, not expecting to participate in any exhibitions.
At that time he created colorful symphonies full of complex symbolism and individual mythol-
ogy. During Gedenidze's lifetime the only small exhibition of his works took place in 1987 in
Khimki, a Moscow suburb.

Gerasim Efros studied at the Department of Painting of the Higher Artistic and Technical
Institute in Leningrad where Kuzma Petrov-Vodkin was his teacher {1921-1924), and
graduated from the Department of architecture of the same insfitute in 1929.

From 1924 to 1931 the arfist painted carfoons for Moscow and Leningrad sa-
tiical magazines.

VASILY ADRIANOVICH VLASOV (1905-1979)

A graphic arfist. He studied at the Academy of Arts under K. Petrov-Vodkin and A. Savinov.
For a long time, Vlasov worked in publishing houses and magazines, working regularly for
Detgiz Pubﬁshing House. Member of the Russian Union of Artists. In 1938, he was the principo\
artist for Vyborgskaya storona (the Vyborg Side) movie. In 1941-1944 Vlasov made posters,
flyers, and other materials for the Political Administration at the Front Line in Leningrad. Begin-
ning from 1945, he worked in the publishing houses in Leningrad in Moscow again, creating
"Ballet”, “Sport”, “Partisans” series of lithographs.

Vlasov's life was entwined with the artistic life of his fime. Having received instruction from Ilya
Repin himself in Vlasov's young years, later he became close to S. Marshak and V. Lebedev in
his Detgiz period—Vlasov always considered Lebedev his most important teacher; his interest in
cinema brought him fo S. Eizenshtein, G. Kozintsev, and L. Trauberg.

Studied at Tsarskoe Selo, was a student of famous Pavel Chistyakov, afterwards
attended the workshop of Dmitry Kardovsky. Visited a new Arts workshop where
famous arfists of “World of Arts” taught: Boris Kustodiev, Eugene Lanceray, Msti-
slav Dobuzhinsky.

Studied at the Academy of Arts (1913-1922), at the same time working as an
instructor in the arts studio for workers (1918-1920), and teaching the sailors of
Baltic navy mathematics.

Since 1923 works in satirical magazines: «Smekhach», «Begemot», «Krokodils.
By the end of 1920-s moved to easel graphics, chose his own way - classics
based on nature and fraditional techniques (watercolor, color printing (lithogra-
phy and monofipy), indian ink, gouache). Graphic style of Rudakov is character-
ized by picturesque features.

In 1930-1949 taught at the graphic department in Leningrad.

In 1930s he illustrated novels by Emile Zola (La Debacle, Nanal, short stories and
novels by Guy de Maupassant (Boule De Suif, Bel-Ami, Une Vie, efc.). Thanks
to these works Rudakov entered the history of books graphics, though his other
works  Pushkin’s Eugene Onegin (1934), Leo Tolstoy's novel War and Peace
(1930-1949), are not less known.

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AUCTION RULES

1. Conditions of business.

The seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) holds the auction in order to sell the property that is included in the auction col-
lection and published in the auction catalogue on the following terms and conditions.

2. The Seller and the Buyer.

2.1. The Seller (Leonid Shishkin Gallery) conducts the business and entitles the auctioneer and his assistant to hold
the sale, on such other terms through its legal representatives.

2.2. Actual or prospective buyers complete the registration form and receive their bid numbers.

The following prospective buyers are:

- consenting adults.

- All legal agents of legal entities with warranty to act on their behalf and written acknowledgment of payment guaran-
tee.

2.3. Absentee bidding. A prospective buyer leaves an instruction to Seller to act on his behalf. An absentee bid form
should be completed not later than one working day before the sale. The lot numbers and the highest prices should
be determined. The absentee bid forms are enclosed in the catalogue and are available at the gallery. In the event of
identical bids, the earliest will take precedence.

3. The Sale.

3.1. Previewing.

All the lots in the sale are exhibited at the premises of Leonid Shishkin Gallery a week before the auction and Buyers
should satisfy themselves prior to the Sale as to the condition of each lot and should exercise and rely on their own
judgment of the lot according with its description.

3.2. lllustrations in the catalogue are for identification only.

3.3. The Sale starts at the time indicated in the catalogue and on the Gallery web-site. The catalogue can be ordered
via e-mail: Ishishkin@yandex.ru and by phone number: 694-35-10.

3.4. The auctioneer is the only legal representative of the Seller and any dispute shall be settled at the auctioneer’s
absolute discretion.

3.5. The Sales begins when the auctioneer announces each lot, its starting price and gives provenance.

3.6. If a lot has an absentee bid, the sale begins with the reserved price. Telephone bidding follows general auctions
rules.

3.7. A bid means an absolute agreement to the price and each succeeding bid should exceed the previous by a cer-
tain proportion.

3.8. The auctioneer shall in his discretion direct the proportion; usually 10 per cent (10 000 rub, 11 000 rub, 12 000
rub, etc.)

3.9. The highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price” and it indicates the sale is completed and no other
conditions of the sale are accepted by the Seller.

3.10. The Seller has the discretion without giving any reason to withdraw any lot from the auction.

4. The Seller guarantees.

4.1. The Seller guarantees accurate information on the goods described in the catalogue.

4.2. All goods in the sale are examined by the Seller or if the need arises by the State museums, restoration centers or
any other expert or authority.

4.3. The Seller guarantees that any lot which proves to be * “a deliberate forgery” may be returned by Buyer to Seller
in the same condition in which it was at the time of the auction and any amount paid for the any lot will be refunded.
* “a deliberate forgery” means an imitation made with the intention of deceiving as to authorship, origin, date, age,
period, culture or source which is not shown to be such in the description in the catalogue.

4.4. The Buyer shall have no rights under the Condition

4.3.if:

- The description in the catalogue at the date of sale was in accordance with the then generally accepted opinion of
scholars and experts or fairly indicated that there was a conflict of such opinion.

- The only method of establishing at the date of publication of the catalogue that the lot was a “deliberate forgery” was
by means of scientific processes not generally accepted for use until after publication of the catalogue or a process
which was unreasonably expensive or impractical.

4.5. The Seller guarantees Condition 4.3. provided that the Buyer as a true owner has and is able to transfer a good
and marketable title to the lot free from any third party claims.

4.6. All the details of the sale will remain confidential.

5. Payment.

5.1. Prices indicated in the catalogue are approximate and only the sale will determine the final value, excluding
Seller’s premium. The starting price of a lot is usually one half of the lower estimate published in the catalogue.
Highest bidder shall be the buyer at the “hammer price”. The Seller adds 10% premium to the hammer price that is
less than 500 000 rub and 5% premium to the hammer price exceeding 500 000 rub.

5.2. When a lot is sold the Buyer shall pay the “total amount due” the day of the sale or not later than seven working
days after the auction.

5.3. The Seller, at its discretion, can offer credit terms to the Buyer under which the Buyer will leave a deposit (usually
