Abstract:  The Chamberlain and Lyman Brown Papers are 351 linear feet and 

contain business and personal correspondence, scrapbooks, autographs, legal and 
financial papers, scripts, photographs, clipping files, and production materials 
documenting their work as theatrical agents, managers, and producers.  The papers 
provide a history of the entertainment industry from the end of the 19th century through 
the middle of the 20th century.  A number of family and personal papers are also 
included.

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Biographical Note 

Theatrical casting agents, producers, and writers, brothers Chamberlain and 
Lyman Brown were born in Hartford, Connecticut to Delorious T. Chamberlain and 
George McDuffee Brown. Chamberlain Brown was born April 1, 1892; Lyman 
Chamberlain Brown was born July 7, 1897.  Their father operated Brown Thompson 
& Company, a department store in Hartford, and also ran for governor of 
Connecticut. Both the Brown and Chamberlain families could claim a distinguished 
New England lineage.  The Brown family is descended from two U.S. presidents:  
John Adams and John Quincy Adams. The Chamberlain family could claim Civil and 
Mexican War generals, including the maternal grandfather of the Brown brothers, 
General Samuel Emery Chamberlain.   

 
The brothers had two sisters who died:  Frances, who was older than 

Chamberlain, and Anna, who was younger than Lyman.  The family spent winters 
either in Florida or Pasadena, California, and summers mostly at Annisquam, 
Massachusetts.  Always inseparable, the Brown brothers began their lifelong 
fascination with the theater in their childhood, with Lyman, as the younger, following 
Chamberlain’s strong-willed lead.  According to an unpublished, incomplete 
autobiographical manuscript (in the collection) entitled The Brown brothers, 
Chamberlain began collecting posters as a young child and snuck away with Lyman 
to a performance at Parsons Theatre in Hartford, only to be collected by their mother, 
upon notification by Mrs. Parsons.  Whenever a star was playing in Hartford, the 
brothers would put his or her poster in their window. 

 
At the age of eleven, Chamberlain Brown was enrolled at the Cloyne School in 

Newport, Rhode Island and Lyman soon followed.  The Brown brothers also attended 
the Browne & Nichols School in Cambridge, Massachusetts, although the dates are 
unknown.  The brothers were separated when Chamberlain attended St. Andrew’s and 
Lyman was enrolled at the Pomfret School in Pomfret, Connecticut.   

 
Chamberlain’s collecting habit escalated to autographs, photographs, and 

programs.  He also subscribed to many theatrical periodicals such as the Theatre 
Magazine, and The New York Dramatic Mirror, thus forming the basis of his 
extensive collection.  Many of these autographs of late 18th and early 19th century 
performers and much of their ephemera can be found in this collection.  The brothers 
also attended many New York performances when visiting their aunt Emma Brown 
Lyman (Aunt Kittie) and her husband Jack every Christmas.  These performances 
were documented in the Theatre Record diaries kept by the Brown brothers in their 
early teens.  (A few of these volumes are in this collection; see also the Chamberlain 
and Lyman Brown Theater Diaries - *T-Mss 2002-010.)  The Castle Square Opera 
Company in Boston became a favorite place for the Brown brothers to visit after 
Lyman’s dental appointments.   

 
While summering in Annisquam, Chamberlain Brown produced his first plays 

at the Village Hall:  The Social Stew (1909) and The Chorus Boy (1910).  
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Chamberlain attended Harvard University, but dropped out when he acquired Donald 
Meek’s stock company in Lowell, Massachusetts (probably purchased for him by his 
father, George M. Brown) which Chamberlain then owned and managed.  He also 
acted with several companies in Boston and Lowell, including the Harvard Stock 
Company, and the Castle Square.  As well, Chamberlain Brown appeared with 
Margaret Anglin in Hippolytus at the Tremont Theatre in Boston (1911).  He also 
produced and performed with the Brown-Horton Stock Company sometime around 
1911.  

 
By 1913, Chamberlain Brown had come to New York and performed in The 

Yellow Jacket at the Fulton Theatre, as well as in vaudeville.  In 1914, he was listed 
as press representative for Brown, Sullivan and Brown at Aeolian Hall, with Lyman 
as the Boston representative.  The Brown-Peacock Exchange (business and publicity 
representatives) was also listed at Aeolian Hall from August 1913 to January 1914.  
By March 1914, the company had become the Chamberlain Brown Exchange.  
Lyman Brown would work with Chamberlain in the summers, finally also dropping 
out of school to join his brother in the business.  Their first office was at Aeolian 
Hall; they then moved to the Fitzgerald Building (West 43rd Street and Broadway), 
then 156 West 45th Street, and finally, 145 West 45th Street.  Their only known New 
York City residences included 853 Seventh Avenue from approximately 1929 to 1932 
and the Hotel Belvedere from 1950 to 1952. 

 
Chamberlain Brown claimed to have discovered Clark Gable, Helen Hayes, 

Alfred Lunt, Rudolph Valentino, Leslie Howard, Jeannette MacDonald, Jack Haley, 
Don Ameche, Preston Foster, Robert Walker, Glenda Farrell, Carlotta Monterey, 
Conrad Nagel, Tallulah Bankhead, Helen Menken, Harry K. Morton, Nita Naldi and 
many others.  The Brown agency represented such theater notables as John Carradine, 
Mrs. Leslie Carter, Lon Chaney, Jr., Ruth Chatterton, Constance Collier, Glenda 
Farrell, Dorothy Gish, Hal Holbrook, Miriam Hopkins, Otto Kruger, Fritzi Scheff, 
Spencer Tracy, and Tom Ewell (once an agency employee) among others. 

 
 The agency correspondence files are extensive and range from the famous to the 

would-be, aspiring performer.  Some of their most famous correspondents include 
Tallulah Bankhead, Ralph Bellamy, Sidney Blackmer, Yul Brynner, John Carradine, 
Charles Coburn, George M. Cohan, Joan Crawford, George Cukor, Glenda Farrell, 
Jack Haley, Otto Kruger, Claire Boothe Luce, Bela Lugosi, Guthrie McClintic, Helen 
Menken, Alla Nazimova, Clifford Odets, Ronald Reagan, Gloria Swanson, Laurette 
Taylor, Spencer Tracy, Sophie Tucker, Rudy Vallee, Peggy Wood, Fay Wray, and Ed 
Wynn. 

 
Chamberlain Brown also corresponded with soldiers and sailors during and after 

World War II, as well as with a number of prisoners, some of whom he knew before 
their incarceration.  Lyman, the ever-dependable brother, ran the agency’s bread and 
butter trade:  stock productions.  He also managed at least two of their own stock 
companies in Westchester and Atlantic City.   
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In addition to their agency activity, the Brown brothers began their numerous and 
financially disastrous attempts at producing.  Kept by Pierre Gendron, starring Minnie 
Dupree at the Comedy Theatre in 1926, was Chamberlain Brown’s initial Broadway 
production. Brown then presented Frances Starr in Immoral Isabella? by Lawton 
Campbell at the Bijou Theatre in 1927.  (In his autobiographical manuscript, Brown 
claims that Clifford Odets appeared in the cast as an extra, but this is unverified.)  In 
1928, Brown produced two plays on Broadway:  Elmer Harris’s play The Great 
Necker with Blanche Ring at the Ambassador Theatre and A Lady for a Night by 
Hutcheson Boyd at the Forty-Ninth Street Theatre.   

 
Also in 1928, under the aegis of the Chamberlain Brown Cosmopolitan Artists, at 

the Cosmopolitan Theatre, he presented (“at popular prices”) Mrs. Dane’s Defense, 
with Violet Heming, Sherlock Holmes with Gene Raymond and Fritzi Scheff, and 
Within the Law with Violet Heming and Claudette Colbert. 

 
The Brown brothers’ first stock company in the metropolitan area was at the 

Greenwich Theatre in Connecticut. Under the auspices of the Chamberlain Brown 
Players (also known as the L. Chamberlain Brown Players), between 1929 and 1930 
they presented over thirty plays such as As You Like It starring Preston Foster and 
Lyle Talbot, and Parade starring Spencer Tracy.  Brilliants, written by Lyman Brown 
using the pseudonym Basil Bruce Trevino, was also scheduled for performance there.  
Other stars who appeared at Greenwich included Don Ameche, Glenda Farrell, Mayo 
Methot, Georgette Cohan, Jessie Royce Landis, and Henry Daniell.   

 
 In 1931 and 1932, the Chamberlain Brown Players played overlapping seasons at 
the Riviera Theatre in New York City and at the Westchester Theatre in Mt. Vernon, 
New York.  Productions included Private Lives with Peggy Wood at the Riviera and 
at the Westchester Theatre.  Also at the Westchester Theatre, Ruth Gordon starred in 
A Church Mouse and Alice Brady starred in Dishonored Lady and Ladies of the Jury.  
Glenda Farrell and Cesar Romero appeared in Strictly Dishonorable.  Other stars who 
performed at the Westchester included Fritzi Scheff, Sydney Greenstreet, Otto 
Kruger, Florence Reed, Mrs. Leslie Carter, Georgie Drew Mendum, and Pauline 
Lord. 
 
 The Chamberlain Brown Players also played a summer season at the Apollo 
Theatre in Atlantic City in 1933.  Productions included stock staples of the era such 
as A Church Mouse, Dangerous Corner, Dinner at Eight, The Shanghai Gesture, The 
Vinegar Tree, and When Ladies Meet.  Lyman Brown appears to have run the 
company diligently, but by this time, the financial problems that would chronically 
plague the brothers had begun to predominate.  However, they attempted another 
summer season in Atlantic City at the Earle Theatre in 1934, but it was short-lived.  
Idle Tongues, a play by Chamberlain Brown, was presented at the Cedarhurst 
Playhouse on Long Island in 1934, after several other production attempts.   In 1936, 
the Chamberlain Brown Players attempted another summer season including plays 
such as Blind Alley, The Distaff Side, Night of January 16th, and Remember the Day at 
the Bronxville Auditorium, but were forced to cancel one play, Love on the Dole. 
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 Perhaps Chamberlain Brown’s most controversial Broadway play was 
Chamberlain Brown’s Scrap Book that opened at the Ambassador Theatre in 1932. 
He classified it as a “vaudeville,” thus permitting more than eight performances a 
week.  However, Actors’ Equity Association ruled the show a revue and demanded its 
members give immediate notice.  A week later, the ruling was overturned, but 
Chamberlain Brown’s victory was short-lived, since the musicians refused to work 
without being paid first, causing the production to close. (This incident is documented 
in correspondence with Actors’ Equity Association.)   His stock production of A 
Church Mouse ran at the Mansfield Theatre in June and July of 1933.   
 
 The Brown brothers also presented Ruth St. Denis and Ted Shawn (venue 
unknown, 1930), as well as a vaudeville act with Fritzi Scheff in Chicago (1930).  
In the late 1930s and 1940s, Chamberlain Brown’s production attempts included 
performances by his acting students at the Brooklyn Academy of Music in 1938, 
contests, a dance marathon, and staged benefits, including performances of Taken 
from Life, a play reportedly by Chamberlain Brown and Arthur Chalmers, a New 
York City policeman convicted of murder.  Scheduled productions sometimes did not 
open, such as Dangerous Corner and Outward Bound at the Astor Theatre in East 
Hartford, Connecticut in 1949.   
 
 Beginning in 1926, Chamberlain Brown hosted radio programs discussing the 
theater or presenting talent on various stations such as WINS, WMCA, and WOR. 
By 1948, he was paying WGYN for his radio segment without Lyman’s knowledge. 
Chamberlain also embarked upon a number of professional activities that dovetailed 
with the agency business, including founding membership clubs such as the Talent of 
the Hour Club (ca. 1940) and the Theatre Record Club (ca.1940).  Much to Lyman 
Brown’s consternation, Chamberlain Brown also initiated several unsuccessful 
publications such as Chamberlain Brown’s Dramatic Mirror (1934-1935), Paint and 
Powder (1936-1937) and Theatre Record (1938-1953).  Chamberlain Brown also 
undertook giving lectures, but without great success. 
 

Perhaps because of an inability to evolve professionally with the changing times, 
or Chamberlain Brown’s lifestyle, the Brown agency floundered, despite family 
financial support for the brothers. Chamberlain declared bankruptcy in 1934 and was 
the defendant in numerous lawsuits for collection of funds spanning several decades.  

 
Chamberlain Brown died suddenly on November 12, 1955 in New York City at 

the age of sixty-three.  Lyman Brown died in New York City on March 31, 1961 also 
at the age of sixty-three. 
 
  

Scope and Content Note 
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The Chamberlain and Lyman Brown Theatrical Agent Records are approximately 
351 linear feet and contain business and personal correspondence, legal and financial 
papers, scrapbooks, production materials, clipping files, scripts, and photographs 
covering the history of the entertainment industry from the end of the 19th century 
through the middle of the 20th century.  The bulk of the agency records spans more than a 
fifty year period beginning in 1903 and ending in 1959.  Much of the material in the 
papers pertains to Chamberlain Brown and his activities from his early career as an actor 
to his death in 1955. 

 
Chamberlain and Lyman Brown represented many famous actors including Spencer 

Tracy, John Carradine, Lon Chaney, Jr., Tom Ewell (who worked in the agency office), 
Hal Holbrook, Ruth Chatterton and Constance Collier, among others.  The Brown 
brothers also claimed to have launched the careers of Clark Gable, Helen Hayes, Alfred 
Lunt, Jeanette MacDonald, Tallulah Bankhead, Don Ameche, Jack Haley, Preston Foster, 
Rudolph Valentino, Robert Walker, and Glenda Farrell. 

 
From their childhood, the Brown brothers also collected theatrical materials 

consisting of autographs and ephemera from actors and actresses during the late 1800s. 
The collection contains a large number of these items, either collected or purchased by 
the Brown brothers, for many 19th and early 20th century performers.  The agency files 
are also included in the collection. There are also a number of papers relating to actress 
and singer Fritzi Scheff, a particular favorite of the brothers. The agency correspondence 
and associated ephemera documents the range and changes in the performing arts 
industry for almost half a century.  The collection contains extensive materials on 19th 
and 20th century theater including over six hundred scrapbooks, correspondence from 
many famous, as well as now forgotten actors, singers, vaudevillians, burlesque 
performers and managers, extensive newspaper clippings, autographs, signed 
photographs, and programs.  The Brown brothers continued to correspond with many of 
these performers, including Mrs. Leslie Carter, Marie Curtis, and Amelia Bingham, after 
their retirement from the stage.   

 
There are also materials relating to Edward Everett Horton, Claire Boothe Luce, 

members of the Barrymore and Drew families, Clark Gable, Ray Bolger, Joe E. Brown, 
Ruth St. Denis and Ted Shawn, Rosalind Russell, and Barbara Stanwyck.  These as well 
as many other actors and actresses, both famous and unknown, are represented in the 
correspondence of the collection.  Also included in the collection is correspondence from 
producers, directors and managers such as George M. Cohan, Lee Shubert and George 
Cukor.  While working as an actor, playwright Clifford Odets corresponded with 
Chamberlain Brown and wrote an in-depth profile titled “The Great God Brown” 
(1928). Extensive correspondence from stock company managers and professional 
associations, particularly Actors’ Equity Association, also exist in the files.  Chamberlain 
Brown’s correspondence with World War II servicemen, as well as with incarcerated 
men, is also included in the collection.  
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Legal and financial papers document the ever-present financial difficulties that 
beset the Brown brothers.  Some personal and family papers and photographs can also be 
found in the collection.

Series I:  Personal and Family Papers, 1849 – 1960 and undated  
 
5.5 boxes 
This series contains correspondence to and from the Brown and Chamberlain families, as 
well as some family documents.  There are also personal records belonging to  
Chamberlain and Lyman Brown.

 Arrangement:  Alphabetical 

This series consists of correspondence between the Brown brothers themselves, to 
and from their father, George McDuffee Brown, and especially from their aunts, 
Emma Brown Lyman (Aunt Kittie) and Ann Brown Leacock (Aunt Nan), who 
assisted the brothers financially throughout their lives.  There is also 
correspondence with several other Brown family members.  
 
 A number of letters (ca. 1933 or 1934) from Lyman to Chamberlain relate the 
travails of a stock company they ran in Atlantic City.  Of particular interest is a 
handwritten note from the brothers’ maternal grandfather, General Samuel Emery 
Chamberlain, to Chamberlain Brown and his parents.  This series also includes 
condolence letters to Lyman on Chamberlain’s death. 
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Sub-series 2 – General, 1849 – 1960 and undated 
 
2.5 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical by Topic 
This series contains papers belonging to each of the Brown brothers individually, 
as well as to both of them, and documents relating to the Brown and Chamberlain 
families. Included are agent licenses, bios, medical records, school records, 
invitations, portrait drawings, and clippings.  Programs range from those 
documenting Chamberlain Brown’s early appearances on the stage to appearances 
later in life at professional events.  Other programs are probably from plays, 
films, and concerts they attended or those in which their clients appeared; some 
are autographed.  Of special note are two programs for Clark Gable’s appearances 
in Anna Christie and Sinner at the Palace Theatre in Houston (1928).  Datebooks 
kept by Lyman Brown from 1928 - 1930, contain a description of the day of their 
mother’s death in 1929.   
 
The Brown and Chamberlain Family Papers include some correspondence 
between family members and correspondence from outside institutions regarding 
family history.  There is also a drawing, probably by General Samuel Emery 
Chamberlain, of Maple Hall, a family home. Of particular interest is 
correspondence regarding the donation of the illustrated diary kept by General 
Samuel E. Chamberlain during the Mexican War (1846-1848).  (The diary was 
donated to the U.S. Military Academy at West Point in 1956).  Family wills and 
trusts are filed with Legal and Financial Papers.

This series is comprised of agency correspondence, largely to and from both professional 
and aspiring performers, but also from, producers, directors, managers, stock companies 
playwrights, and professional organizations such as Actors’ Equity Association.  
Chamberlain Brown’s correspondence to a number of soldiers and sailors during World 
War II and also to prisoners is also included in this series.  Autographs collected and/or 
purchased by the Brown brothers are also contained in this series.

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Sub-series 1 – General, 1884 – 1961 and undated 
 
96.5 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series encompasses the voluminous correspondence of the Brown brothers’ 
agency files.  The bulk of the correspondence is to and from Chamberlain Brown 
and dates between 1915 and 1955 (his death).  Since the Brown brothers either 
represented, booked, or discovered a staggering array of performers, 
correspondence with virtually every performer of note from those decades can be 
found in these files.  Although far too many to list, some of the most notable are 
Spencer Tracy, Dorothy Gish, Don Ameche, Tallulah Bankhead, Ethel 
Barrymore, Ralph Bellamy, Milton Berle, Yul Brynner, John Carradine, George 
M. Cohan, Ann Corio, Joseph Cotton, George Cukor, Glenda Farrell, Preston 
Foster, Sydney Greenstreet, Jack Haley, Otto Kruger, Claire Boothe Luce, Bela 
Lugosi, Guthrie McClintic, Helen Menken, Ward Morehouse, Alla Nazimova, 
Clifford Odets, Lee Shubert, Gloria Swanson, Laurette Taylor, Sophie Tucker, 
Rudy Vallee, Peggy Wood, Fay Wray, and Ed Wynn. There is a large amount of 
correspondence with Mrs. Leslie Carter and Edward Everett Horton, among 
others. 
 
Of particular note is an undated letter from Carlotta Monterey in Me. mentioning 
seeing a lot of Eugene O’Neill and family and liking them. Also of interest is a 
1937 letter from Fredric March in which he declares he is not a communist.  
Playwright Clifford Odets’ correspondence file includes an eleven-page profile of 
Chamberlain Brown, “The Great God Brown,” written in 1928. 
 
A fair amount of the correspondence with theater and film greats such as Ronald 
Reagan, Joan Crawford, Nancy Davis, Gregory Peck, Vincent Price, and John 
Wayne (to name only a few), consists of annual queries from Lyman Brown about 
appearing in summer stock, usually with regrets from the star or his or her staff.  
Correspondence with stock theater managers is also included.  There are also 
numerous invitations to notables in various fields from Chamberlain Brown to 
attend his programs.  
 
Many letters concern commission payments to the Brown agency by actors while 
on the road in stock, and so provide insight into the itinerant actor’s life.  There is 
also correspondence from aspiring performers, some of whom became 
disillusioned when Chamberlain Brown’s promises failed to materialize.  
Autographs and contracts for individuals are also filed with their correspondence.  
Correspondence with attorneys is filed at the end of the alphabet.  
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Sub-series 2 – Actors’ Equity Association, 1922 – 1955

Arrangement:  Chronological 
Included in this series is correspondence relating to salary and commission 
matters, claims against the agency, and against actors by the Brown brothers. 
Of particular note is the correspondence relating to the controversy surrounding 
the production Chamberlain Brown’s Scrap Book (1932).  Equity ruled the 
production should be deemed a revue, thus limiting it to eight performances per 
week, while Chamberlain Brown and cast argued the show should be classified as 
vaudeville.  Actors were ordered to give two weeks’ notice.  The ruling was then 
reversed but the orchestra’s demands to be paid before performances ultimately 
closed the production one week after the victory over Equity. 
Sub-series 3 – Soldiers and Sailors, 1928 – 1953

Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series consists of correspondence between Chamberlain Brown and young 
servicemen and their families during World War II.  In some instances, Brown 
appears to have found stories on these soldiers and sailors in newspapers or 
muscle magazines and wrote to them, sometimes asking for an autograph, 
sometimes with the promise of a theatrical career.  Others worked in the theater or 
for the Brown agency before the war and their earlier correspondence is also filed 
here.  His 1945 letterhead listed service men represented by Mr. Brown “for 
stage, screen and radio for which many have been placed.” Some servicemen 
continued to correspond with Brown after the war. 
 
Occasional references to more personal relationships between Chamberlain 
Brown and the men can be found in the correspondence.  There are also a few gay 
serviceman writing to him, for example, one of his former employees.  All of the 
letters provide a valuable window into the life of a serviceman during World War 
II. 
 
Sub-series 4 – Prisoners, 1926 – 1955 and undated 
 
2.5 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series contains Chamberlain Brown correspondence with prisoners, most of 
whom he had known before their incarceration. There is also some 
correspondence with prison personnel, for example, a request by Brown to attend 
an execution at New Jersey State Prison.  Prisoners sometimes wrote to 
Chamberlain Brown asking for money and/or jobs, which he promised them when 
they came up for parole.  A large amount of the correspondence is with Arthur 
Chalmers, a New York City mounted policeman who worked near the Browns’ 
West 45th Street office. Chalmers was convicted of murdering his alleged mistress 
around 1938.  Chamberlain Brown arranged several benefit performances of the

play, Taken from Life, purportedly written by Chalmers and Brown; scripts are 
contained in the Productions series. There are also a number of letters from James 
P. DePew, who had formerly been an elevator boy in the building where the 
Browns had their office.   
 

 Sub-series 5 – Autographs, 1858 – 1954 and undated 
 

4 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series consists not only of many scrapbook pages and autographed clippings, 
but also includes other items, such as calling cards and sketches for performers 
and other notables. Some of these items were possibly purchased by the Brown 
brothers, in addition to those they collected themselves.  (Some autographs are 
from the Norris Howes, Jr. “collection,” some of which is also at University of 
Delaware.  The connection to the Brown brothers is unclear.)     
 
Many are undated, but feature 19th and early 20th century performers.  Additional 
autographs are contained in the General Correspondence with the individual’s 
correspondence.  Of special note are autographs for Celia Adler, Julia Arthur, 
Douglas Fairbanks (senior), Sam Jaffe, Marilyn Miller, George Jean Nathan, and 
Alexander Woollcott.   
 

Series III:  Professional Projects, 1909 – 1955 and undated

This series comprises the theatrical productions, including the stock companies run by 
the Brown brothers, as well as radio programs, clubs, lectures, and publications founded, 
produced, or performed by Chamberlain Brown.  Writings include manuscripts by both 
Chamberlain and Lyman Brown. The General files contain materials for projects ranging 
from proposed (but unproduced) stock seasons to ideas for giving acting lessons.

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Sub-series 1 – Productions, 1910 – 1949 and undated 
 
 10 boxes 
           Arrangement:  Alphabetical 

This series documents the producing and production management activities of the 
Brown brothers, from 1910 with one of Chamberlain Brown’s earliest productions 
of his own script, The Chorus Boy, at the Village Hall in Annisquam, 
Massachusetts, through the late 1940s.  Materials consist of correspondence, 
contracts, scripts, publicity materials, programs, sides, a few production materials, 
subscriber surveys and brochures, clippings, and financial papers such as box 
office statements, checkbooks, invoices, and receipts.  Performers such as Judith 
Anderson, Claudette Colbert, Glenda Farrell, Preston Foster, Ruth Gordon, Don 
Murray, Florence Reed, Cesar Romero, Spencer Tracy, and Peggy Wood 
appeared under their productions.  They also presented Ruth St. Denis and Ted 
Shawn in 1930.  Under the auspices of Chamberlain Brown’s Castle Square 
Theatre Company, director and producer Harold Prince also appeared in The 
Third Degree at the DeMe. Studio, New York City (1948).  Most of their 
productions appear to have been financial losses. 
 
Perhaps the most long-lived and best-documented of the various incarnations of 
the stock companies run by the brothers was the Chamberlain Brown Players, also 
known as the L. Chamberlain Brown Players. From the late 1920s to the late 
1930s, the Brown brothers operated the company at several theaters, including the 
Greenwich Theatre in Connecticut (1929), the Riviera Theatre in New York City 
(1931-1932), the Westchester Theatre in Mt.Vernon, New York (1931-1932), 
Bronxville Auditorium (1936), and at both (Nixon’s) Apollo Theatre (1933) and 
the Earle Theatre in Atlantic City, New Jersey (1934).  Correspondence from 
Lyman to Chamberlain in the Personal and Family Papers indicates that Lyman 
ran the day-to-day operations in Atlantic City. The Westchester Theatre 
scrapbooks indicate that Lyman Brown also ran that company.  One of 
Chamberlain Brown’s plays, Idle Tongues, was performed in Cedarhurst, Long 
Island in 1934 under the Chamberlain Brown Players’ auspices.  A number of 
versions of the script, some unproduced, are contained in the papers. Brilliants, 
written by Lyman Brown, using the pseudonym Basil Bruce Trevino, was 
scheduled for production by the Chamberlain Brown Players at the Greenwich 
Theatre, but it is unclear if it ever opened.  Materials on productions proposed but 
never produced by the Chamberlain Brown Players may be found in the 
Professional Projects - General series.  Additional material on Chamberlain 
Brown’s early productions is contained in the Scrapbooks series. 
 
There are also materials for a number of individual productions including 
Chamberlain Brown’s Scrap Book which opened at the Ambassador Theatre in 
1932. This show caused Actors’ Equity Association to rule its actor members give 
notice from performing in it, since Equity termed the production as a revue, while 
Brown maintained it was a vaudeville.  Although the ruling was reversed a week 
later, Chamberlain Brown was forced to close the show, since the musicians 
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demanded payment before performing.  (Correspondence relating to Chamberlain 
Brown’s Scrap Book can be found with Actors’ Equity Association 
correspondence.)  Materials relating to auditions, benefits, contests, and a dance 
marathon managed by the Brown brothers are also included in this series. 
 
Sub-series 2 - Radio, 1926 – 1952 and undated 
 
2.5 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
Included in this series are correspondence, scripts, publicity material, and 
clippings for Chamberlain Brown’s radio programs, as well as a few items for 
television.  The programs ranged from fifteen minute segments of Brown reading  
news of the theater, to studio productions with numerous guests and music.  The 
programs for WINS (1936-1937), WMCA (1937), and WOR (1932 and later) are 
the best documented.  Fritzi Scheff, Renee Carroll, Hy Gardner, Peggy Wood, and 
Charles Coburn, among others, appeared on Brown’s WMCA program in 1937.   
Richard Roffman’s correspondence (found in the Correspondence – General 
series) indicates Chamberlain Brown paid for his WGYN program, Stars of 
Yesterday, Today and Tomorrow (1948-1949) himself, without Lyman’s 
knowledge. This series also contains an undated script/scrapbook for a proposed 
television program on Chamberlain Brown’s life, Mr. Show Business, by Albert 
Oliver. Additional radio scripts and scripts possibly intended for radio can be 
found throughout the papers. 
 
Sub-series 3 – Clubs, 1938 – 1955 and undated 
 
.5 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series consists of correspondence, talent forms, audition lists, programs, 
membership cards, and publicity materials relating to clubs either formed by 
Chamberlain Brown, or with which he was closely associated, namely, the 
Theatre Assembly.  Brown’s clubs, such as Theatre Record Club, were frequently 
related to his other ventures, both productions and publications.  The clubs 
included The Builders, Talent Matinee, Talent of the Hour Club, Theatre Lovers 
[sic] Club, and Theatre Record Club.  Often, the purpose of the club was to 
showcase new talent in some way and featured guest judges.  Chamberlain Brown 
would sometimes write to people in the news, including Eleanor Roosevelt, and 
theater notables to be judges. Club meetings were held at the Hotel Astor, Hotel 
Capitol, Carl Fischer Hall, and other venues.

Arrangement:  Chronological 
This series consists of correspondence, publicity materials, lecture notes, tickets, 
and clippings for Chamberlain Brown’s lectures on the theater.  Much of the 
papers are solicitations for bookings and local audience members for a particular 
engagement.  Brown lectured with occasional success at venues such as women’s 
clubs, at the Wadsworth Atheneum in Hartford, Connecticut (1947), and the 
Browne & Nichols School in Cambridge, Massachusetts (1952) which he had 
attended.  There are also materials for cancelled bookings, such as the Jersey City 
Women’s Club. 
 
Sub-series 5 – Publications, 1934 – 1954 and undated 
 
.75 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series consists of correspondence, talent forms, financial papers, galleys, and 
individual issues of Chamberlain Brown’s publications on theater, another of his 
many financially unsuccessful attempts to redefine himself professionally.  
Publications include Chamberlain Brown’s Dramatic Mirror (1934-1935), Paint 
and Powder (1936-1937), and Theatre Record (1938-1953).  Publication runs are 
incomplete. 
 
Sub-series 6 – Writings, 1909 – 1951 and undated 
 
1.25 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical by Author, then by Title 
Included in this series are the Brown brothers’ plays, articles, book project ideas, 
and outlines.  Chamberlain Brown’s works range from his earliest handwritten 
manuscript for The Social Stew (1909) to published columns such as “The Man 
Who Owns Broadway,” “Up and Down Broadway,” and “Casting Roundup” (ca. 
1951).  Lyman Brown’s writings include an outline for The Passing Show of New 
York (1925) through materials relating to a proposed book, Blueprint for Summer 
Theatre (1948) and several articles on summer stock.  Additional manuscripts by 
the Brown brothers (Idle Tongues by Chamberlain Brown and Brilliants and Zero 
Hour by Lyman Brown) are contained in the Productions series.   
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Sub-series 7 – General, 1927 – 1959 and undated 
 
1 box 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical by Topic 
This series is comprised of papers documenting Chamberlain Brown’s largely 
unsuccessful attempts at various commercial projects such as acting lessons and 
promotional tie-ins, as well as proposed productions, unproduced stock seasons, 
and papers relating to theater rentals for unspecified events. 
 
One of Chamberlain Brown’s many failed production ideas was the Dollar Top 
Theatre (1933) which attempted to make live theater available to the general 
public at affordable prices.  Its inaugural production at the Ritz Theatre, Hope of a 
Tree by Leopold L. Atlas, was switched before opening to the play Oliver Twist 
and the opening was postponed three times and apparently never opened. 

 
 
Series IV:  Scripts, 1899 – 1958 and undated 
 
13.5 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical by Title 
This series contains playscripts, many undated, which may have been sent by aspiring 
playwrights, or possibly used for plays cast by the Brown brothers.  They range from  
Whirligig:  A Dramatic Conundrum in Two Guesses by Edgar Smith, music by John 
Stromberg, and lyrics by Harry B. Smith (1899) to Brook Hollow by George Batson (ca. 
1958). There are several radio scripts such as American Youth by Normand A. 
Archimbault (undated), New Tomorrows (1945) and Youth Promenade (1945) by Elsa 
Larabee Andrezen.  Of special interest are Angel by Melchior Lengyel, English version 
by Guy Bolton (1934) and a one-act version of A Tale of Two Cities also by Guy Bolton 
(undated).  There is also an undated script for the play Between Us Two by actress 
Florence Auer.  Reader reports, synopses, fragments, and unidentified scripts are also 
contained in this series.  One Lyle Leverich was a script reader for the Brown agency. 
 
Series V:  Legal and Financial Papers, 1899 – 1961 and undated 
 
20.5 boxes 
This series consists of contracts, commission cards and sheets for clients, bank 
statements, correspondence and legal documents for collection actions against the Brown 
brothers, invoices, and receipts relating to their business and personal finances, which 
were almost always intertwined.  Documents from family wills and trusts are included in 
this series.

Included in this series are stock agreements and Actors’ Equity Association 
contracts for productions other than those listed in Productions series, or for those 
individuals who do not have a folder in the General Correspondence files. 
Representation agreements can also be found here, as well notes from actors 
promising to pay commissions to Chamberlain Brown if hired.  Of particular 
interest are contracts for Eddie Bracken, Nancy Davis, Buster Keaton, Sheldon 
Leonard, Mildred Natwick, and William Tilden II. 
 
Sub-series 2 – Commission Records, 1920 – 1933 and undated 
 
9 boxes 
Arrangement:  Cards are Alphabetical; Sheets are Chronological 
This series contains client commission cards and sheets kept by the agency.  The 
cards are filed by the client’s name and include cards for numerous performers 
such as James Cagney, Clark and McCullough, Georgette Cohan, Claudette 
Colbert, Elisha Cook, Jr., William Frawley, Clark Gable, Helen Gahagan, Jules 
[sic] Garfield, Dorothy Gish, Lucille Lortel, Claire Boothe Luce, Alfred Lunt, 
Clifford Odets, Thelma Ritter, Cesar Romero, Rosalind Russell, Fritzi Scheff, 
Sylvia Sidney, Barbara Stanwyck, Norma Terris, Spencer Tracy, Gertrude 
Vanderbilt, Cora Witherspoon, and Peggy Wood.  Of special note is the  

  card for Marjorie Main with the note “Bad debt.  Did not get paid.”

This series consists of weekly settlements and checks for the Chamberlain Brown 
Players’ summer engagements at (Nixon’s) Apollo Theatre (1933) and at the 
Earle Theatre (1934.) 
 
Sub-series 4 – General, 1899 – 1961 and undated 
 
7 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series includes bank statements, checks, correspondence, cards, ledger 
sheets, statements, salary lists, and office rents.  There are legal documents and 
correspondence relating to the many lawsuits filed by vendors, bars, restaurants, 
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venues, and utilities against Chamberlain Brown for collection of funds due, as 
well as for his 1934 bankruptcy declaration.  Rent was always a problem and the 
files are filled with correspondence regarding unpaid rent, dunning notices, and 
legal actions by the various realty companies.  There is also correspondence in 
1951 with Century Pawnbrokers, where Chamberlain Brown pawned a typewriter 
and wristwatch.   
 
 The Brown brothers received bequests from their father’s (George McDuffee 
Brown) estate and from their paternal aunts— Anne Brown Leacock (Aunt Nan) 
and Emma Brown Lyman (Aunt Kittie) both in their lifetimes and after their 
deaths. The papers include estate correspondence, wills, and trust statements.  
Two handwritten informal “wills” by Chamberlain and Lyman Brown in 1933 
and 1938 are also contained in this series. 

 
Series VI:  Office Files, ca. 1908 – 1961 and undated

Included in this series are contact cards for performers and stage managers, stock theater 
schedules, bulletins, and notes by Lyman Brown, and administrative office files.

This series consists of mostly undated Contact Cards.  Cards sometimes include 
clippings about the performer, credits, and descriptions.  The files are on index 
cards, but are also sometimes on slips of paper. Some performers have more than 
one card and occasionally there is a small photo.  There are cards for Tad Mosel, 
Zero Mostel, Jules Munshin, Jan Murray, and Henny Youngman, with 
handwritten names and addresses on the card, although there is no evidence the 
Brown agency represented these performers.  A separate file exists for stage 
managers, but only for the letters “A” and “B.” 
 
Sub-series 2 – Stock Theaters, ca. 1908 – 1961 and undated 
 
2.75 boxes 
Arrangement:  By Format 
This series contains bulletins and schedules published by the major stock play 
publishers such as American Play Company, Century Play Company, and 
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Co=National [sic] Plays, as well as schedules for stock productions kept by 
Lyman Brown, as well as his extensive notes regarding negotiations and stars.  Of 
particular note are the box office statements (for a 1949 stock production of 
Accent on Youth starring Paul Lukas) signed by Tom Ewell who was employed by 
the Brown brothers. 
 
Sub-series 3 – General, 1913 – 1954 and undated

Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
Included in this series are general administrative agency files such as casting files, 
employee files, notes and memoranda, stationery, and a number of industry 
publications.  Papers for Actors’ Equity Association other than correspondence 
are contained in this series.

There are also contracts, some financial papers, and a few publicity materials 
for a 1930 vaudeville tour of Fritzi Scheff and Company, presented by Chamberlain 
Brown.

This series contains both personal and family photos, as well as agency photos of 
performers and of other theatrical subjects, and photos either sent to or purchased by the 
Brown brothers.  Some photos are autographed.

Included in this series are photos of each of the Brown brothers separately and 
together, mostly as children, and also a photo of them probably with their 
maternal grandfather, General Samuel Emery Chamberlain. There is also a 
wedding portrait of Delorious T. Brown, their mother, as well as a photo of their 
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father George McDuffee Brown, unidentified Brown and Chamberlain family 
members, and albums.  Photos of family homes, including Maple Hall and 
Chamberlain Lodge in Annisquam, Massachusetts are also in this series. 
 
Sub-series 2 – Performers and Clients, 1917 – 1956 and undated

Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series consists of photographs of notables such as Jack Dempsey, Paul 
Douglas, Vince Edwards, Jack Lord, Mary Pickford, Fritzi Scheff, and Lenore 
Ulric.  A number of the photos (almost all of men) are from the agency card files 
and includes 3″ x 5″ photos of performers such as Ray Bolger, Joe E. Brown, Jack 
Haley, George Jessel, Teddy Hart, Sterling Holloway, Walter Matthau, Arthur 
Treacher, and Bert Wheeler.  The series also contains a small number of photos of 
stage managers from the agency files.  Some of the client photos are stamped 
“Chamberlain Brown Patricia Allen Agency.”

This series is comprised of photos of prisoners, soldiers, and theater companies. 
Of particular note is a 1919 photo of actors such as Donald Brian, Patricia 
Collinge, Frank Craven, and others at an Actors’ Fund function in Chicago.  Also 
included are Fritzi Scheff family photos. 

 
Series IX:  Clippings, 1902 – 1961 and undated

Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
This series consists of the voluminous newspaper clippings on performers kept by the 
Brown brothers on numerous stage and screen personalities through 1961, the year of 
Lyman Brown’s death.  The clipping files include some of the Brown brothers’ favorite 
stars such as Alice Brady, Violet Heming, Helen Menken, Blanche Ring, and Frances 
Starr, as well as some of their discoveries such as Clark Gable and Helen Hayes.  There 
are also files for Billie Burke, Louis Calhern, Eddie Cantor, Claudette Colbert, Ann 
Corio, William Gaxton, Al Jolson, Elsa Maxwell, Burgess Meredith, Barbara Stanwyck, 
Sophie Tucker, Rudy Vallee, Orson Welles, Robert Young, and others. 
 
Series X:  Scrapbooks, ca. 1880s – 1950 and undated [Bulk Dates ca. 1880s – ca. 
1929 and undated] 
 
637 boxes 
Arrangement:  Alphabetical 
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This series contains a most extensive collection of scrapbooks kept by Chamberlain and 
Lyman Brown from their childhood through their adulthood, mostly documenting a large 
array of 19th and 20th century performers, as well as other theater subjects.  There are also 
several personal scrapbooks relating to Chamberlain Brown.  A number of the 
scrapbooks contain programs for miscellaneous productions seen by the Brown brothers 
at theaters such as the Hartford Opera House, Parsons Theatre also in Hartford, 
Connecticut, and on trips to New York City.  Several scrapbooks also cover 
miscellaneous actors and actresses.  The Theatre Record scrapbooks (1903 – 1914) 
include two volumes of the playgoing diaries kept by Chamberlain and Lyman Brown, 
while several other volumes appear to have been purchased.  (See also Related Materials 
– Chamberlain and Lyman Brown Theatrical Diaries.) 
 
Included in the scrapbooks are mostly clippings, but also programs, a number of 
photographs, and other ephemera for the performers.  In some instances, there are 
multiple scrapbooks for the star, such as Edith Ellis, Violet Heming, Elsie Janis, Helen 
Menken, Tom Mix, Marjorie Rambeau, and Joseph Schildkraut to name but a few.  Some 
of the most notable personalities include Maude Adams, Humphrey Bogart, Mrs. Leslie 
Carter, Clark Gable, Helen Hayes, Edward Everett Horton, Bert Lahr, Fredric March, 
Carlotta Monterey, Antoinette Perry, William Powell, Fritzi Scheff, Clifton Webb, and 
Peggy Wood. 
 
 The Chamberlain Brown scrapbooks provide some of the only information in the 
collection on his early career.  His summer productions of The Social Stew (1909) and 
The Chorus Boy (1910) in Annisquam, Massachusetts are well-documented in the 
scrapbooks.  The two Westchester Theatre scrapbooks document the 1931-1932 
productions there by the Chamberlain Brown Players. 
 
Series XI:  Oversized, ca. 1890s – 1953 and undated

Arrangement:  By Size and Format 
This series is comprised of lists of stock productions, scrapbook fragments for stars such 
as Kenneth MacKenna, Paul Muni, Ethel Shutta, and Ernest Truex, photographs, posters, 
publicity materials, and clippings, some of which are autographed.  The lists and 
schedules of stock productions appear to have been filled-in by the Brown office.  
Photographs include a portrait of Chamberlain Brown (ca. 1920s), as well as a photo of 
Emma Brown Lyman (Aunt Kittie). 
 
Of particular note are the posters for some of Chamberlain Brown’s early productions, 
including The Social Stew and The Chorus Boy at the Village Hall, Annisquam, 
Massachusetts (1909, 1910), and for Night of January 16th at Bronxville Auditorium 
(1936), as well as newsletters for the Brown brothers’ stock companies at the Greenwich 
Theatre, Greenwich, Connecticut (1929) and Riviera Theatre, New York City (1931).  
There are also clippings autographed by Bennett Cerf, Charles Laughton, and Winged
