on. A.R.C.'s 15th anniversary is no exception - we
pause, reflect - and marvel! We're still here doing
what we set out to do!

We've become the largest print -publication for the
radio -collecting community and our distribution is world-
wide. In addition to being a conduit for buying and
selling and for radio information, we have published
numerous significant articles on a wide range of histor-
ical and technical subjects. Some of our contributing
writers go back almost to the beginning; others are
quite new but equally ready to share stimulating ideas.

Needless to say, we're proud of our accomplish-
ments, but we know that we cannot be complaisant. We
too must move on. The world is changing more rapidly
than the early radio pioneers could have imagined, and
we must meet that challenge. And so in this issue comes
the announcement of a target date on which the A.R.C.

Of course, this move into the technological future
doesn't detract from our primary interest in the past. A
good example is our lead article by John Wolkonowicz,
which fills a knowledge gap - the mystery of why the
set on our cover, part of the early 1924 RCA radio line,
was not announced until after the lucrative 1923 Christ-
mas selling season. John describes the original radio
line planned for the 1923 Christmas season -a totally
different group of Radiolas that were never produced
and have been unknown to collectors until now.

We might call this article "a scoop." It certainly shows
how the evolution of an A.R.C. article can be something
like a labyrinth. This one started with a document your
editor purchased at a radio meet. John Wolkonowicz,
author of numerous RCA articles, was intrigued by the
subject and agreed to write an article. He, in turn,
contacted Alan Douglas, another RCA historian, who
contributed photos from his collection. Then, your editor
found the advertising slide of the related Radio a Super
VIII in his archives.

Finally, Mike Brazil's chance Photo Review submis-
sion of his Radiola Super VIII in its crate rounds out the
story. And so it went-one thing led to another until this
exciting historical piece, like the recent ones on Atwater
Kent and Cortlandt St., was complete.

Another bit of RCA history is described by Ray Bintliff
in his story about the early days of television. Ray
worked for the RCA Service Company converting pre-
war sets to postwar standards, installing new sets, and
responding to the need to receive the TV signal from
farther and farther away. Ray describes some wild and
crazy working conditions of the times.

Digging even more deeply into the past, Howard
Stone writes about the restoration of the centerpiece of
his collection -a Marconi Magnetic Detector. His find
inspires all of us not to give up the chase for key pieces
desired for our collections. A sidebar describes the
operation of this early novel detector.

Photo Reviewis expanded by a page for this anniver-
sary issue and includes quite a variety - crystal sets, a
console, a desk set radio, a fireplace radio, and even a
wind-up tape recorder.

RADIO IN THE TWENTIES I

RCA's Intended Models for the 1923-1924 Season
"What Might Have Been"

Why RCA introduced its new line of radios in
April 1924 rather than in time for the 1923 Christ-
mas season has long been a mystery to radio
historians. Asa result of your Editor's find -a 1923
RCA document outlining the 1924 broadcast re-
ceivers - this article solves the mystery. (Editor)

This is an article I've wanted to write for more
than 20 years but the necessary background
information was unavailable. During the late 1970s,
I wrote a series of articles for Radio Age entitled
"The Radiola Superheterodyne Story." While re-
searching this series, I learned that RCA's entire
Christmas season mod-
el range for 1923 was
canceled to allow all re-
sources to be devoted
to the perfection of the
Radiola Superhetero-
dyne.

This explained why
RCA had introduced its
new model range in
April 1924 instead of in
October 1923 which
would have been in time
for the lucrative Christ-
mas selling season.
The question is: Were
the sets which were in-
troduced in April 1924
- Radiolas III, IIIA, Re-
genoflex, X, Superhet-
erodyne and Super VIII
- simply delayed from
fall 1923, or, was there
a whole range of receiv-
ers planned but never
manufactured? Now we
know the answer.

At the New England
Antique Radio Club
(NEARC) Fall Swap
Meet in October 1998,
John Terrey showed me a fascinating piece of
literature that he had acquired at the meet. Bound
in a General Electric binder, it was entitled "Spec-
ifications for Broadcast Receivers for 1924, Radio
Corporation of America, Research Department,
January 16, 1923."

In this document. RCA provided its initial
thoughts on the 1923-1924 model range to its
manufacturers-General Electric, Westinghouse
and Wireless Specialty Apparatus (WSA). Note,
until 1929, when RCA acquired the Victor Talking

Machine Company, 60 percent of RCA products
were manufactured by GE, 40 percent by West-
inghouse and the remaining shortfall by Wireless
Specialty Apparatus.

A copy of the document was sent to Alan
Douglas. historian and author of the classic, 3 -
volume, Radio Manufacturers of the 1920's. Alan
was as excited as I was, since his collection
included photographs from RCA engineer Arthur
F. Van Dyck. Two of the sets in the proposed
1923-1924 line were there. As Alan said, "I always
wondered what this monstrosity was." Here at last,
was all the information necessary to complete the

story on what RCA had
intended as its 1923-
1924 model line.

HISTORIC
BACKGROUND

1920-1923

To begin this story,
let's dial the clock back
to December 1922, at
RCA's corporate offic-
es at 233 Broadway in
New York. The year
1922 had been frustrat-
ing for RCA. During the
early part of the year,
radio broadcasting and
associated receiver
sales seemed to defy
gravity after a slow start
in 1920-1921. But by
summer, the radio boom
had turned into a radio
bust. Many critics pro-
claimed the radio "fad"
to be over.

RCA saw the situation
somewhat differently.
The company believed
that radio broadcasting
was an essential ser-

vice to the public, not a fad. It held out great hopes
for the future of broadcasting, and the receiver
sales which broadcasting would bring. But RCA
was disappointed with its own performance in
receiver sales in 1922. By the time its three man-
ufacturing concerns had geared up to volume
production in summer 1922, the radio boom had
subsided.

Worse still, RCA's 1922-1923 model range was
expensive, disjointed, and obsolete. Smaller com-
petitors like Grebe, Kennedy, Paragon and Clapp -
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Eastham were runnirg rings around the cumber-
some RCA. Its 1922-1923 line was a conglomer-
ation of what GE, Westinghouse and WSA had
already designed. Products overlapped - for
example, Westinghouse's Radiola RC with GE's
Radiola V - and showed no coherent concept
across the range. RCA's 1922-1923 model range
looked like what it was -a collection of whatever
was available from three fcrmerly competing man-
ufacturers.

But, the 1923-1924 season would be different.
By December 1922, meetings were being held to
plan the 1923-24 radio line. On January 16, 1923,
detailed specifications and a schedule were final-
ized and were provided to GE, Westinghouse and
WSA in the document titled: "Specifications for
Broadcast Receivers for 1924."

The line would consist of five receivers of con-
servative electrical desigr,, housed in innovative
cabinets. Preliminary models would be submitted
from the manufacturers by April 1, 1923, orders
would be placed with the manufacturers by July
15, production samples would be provided by
October 1, and final production approval given by
RCA by October 15. A logically ascending price
schedule of $75 to $420 was planned.

A description of the line of radios as described
in the report is presented in this article. But a
sequence of events was about to occur which
would derail this product line and send RCA off in
a completely new direction.

A NEW DIRECTION - THE SUPERHETERODYNE

The first of these events occurred in February,
1923, when Major Edwin Howard Armstrong vis-
ited RCA's General Manager David Samoff. Arm-
strong showed Sarnoff a self-contained portable

receiver of unusually high sensitivity and selectiv-
ity which contained a built-in loop antenna. In
collaboration with Harry Houck, Armstrong had
perfected a circuit, which he had invented earlier
- the superheterodyne. Samoff wasted no time in
recognizing that here was a true advancement of
the state-of-the-art in radio. But could it be com-
mercialized?

The second event occurred in April 1923 with the
introduction of Hazeltine's Neutrodyne receiver -a
nonradiating, tuned radio frequency circuit, which
claimed equal gain across the broadcast band. Sales
of the Neutrodyne took off immediately with Fada
and Freed-Eisemann leading the charge. RCA would
have to one-up the Neutrodyne and the proposed
1923-1924 product line waE not up to the task.

In fact, the planned range lacked technical
advancement and did not reach down low enough
in price to match manufacturers like Crosley who
were achieving great success by mid -1923. The
only answer was to start again: (a) commercialize
the superheterodyne as rapidly as possible, (b)
design an innovative new midrange set (Regeno-
flex), and (c) complete the range with a price -
leader set - Radiolas III and IIIA - starting at
$35. And so, the original pans for the 1923-1924
range were scrapped, never to be seen by radio
collectors of future generations - until now!

THE ORIGINAL 1923-1924 RCA PRODUCT LINE

RCA had ambitious plans for its 1923-1924
range. As shown in Table I, in addition to five radio
receivers - Radiolas VIII. IX, X, XI and XIII -
there were plans fora hotel set, a motor vehicle set
and a public entertainment set. But plans for the
last three concepts were quickly dropped due to

 The last three items are included to make a complete picture of the apparatus requirements of the
whole field. However, the Radio Corporation does not expect to push or to develop the fields covered
by these three during the coming year, in the belief that the art is not yet ready for them, and it is
therefore recommended that major development be concentrated on the first five items, Radiola VIII
to XII inclusive, and particularly on Radiola Xl.

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Table II - GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS
The following general specifications applied to all sets, Radiolas VIII through XII.
A few radically new features are introduced, where technically justified, in order to give sales

advantage and marked characteristics to the new line. These features are judged desirable after
close study of experience to date and the trend of the art.

Appearance. Cabinets and all features affecting appearance shall be correct artistically, and it is
recommended that artists expert in matters of form be consulted in the design.

Battery Space. All sets are to have self-contained battery space with easy replacement by the
novice. If means for using lighting circuit power are discovered before development of this line is
completed, the battery space in sets XI and XII should be so arranged as to make it possible to replace
the batteries with the lighting circuit supply apparatus.

Battery Supply. This shall be such that one set of batteries will give satisfactory service for at least
three months of average use, defined as one hour per day.

Tubes. Tubes shall be Model UV -199. This choice is made because it is necessary to settle upon
one type, and at the time, the UV -199 tube is the better choice, for the following reasons. It is a
patented device, requires less filament power, has less variation in production, has smaller size, and
will have greater sales advantage on account of being a newer type.

In Radiola XII, UV -201A tubes may be used if lighting circuit supply is used.
No fewer than two tubes shall be used in any set, nor more than eight. The performance

capabilities of these receivers is based upon transmitting stations of relatively low power (/2 to 1 KW.)
Antenna. Open aerial and ground system will be used in Radiolas VIII to Xl. Radiola XII may use

either open aerial or closed coil aerial, if the circuits are such as to give the requisite sensitivity. Aerials
from 20 to 100 feet in length are to be accommodated.

Selectivity. An interfering signal of frequency 15,000 cycles per second or more higher than the
desired signal, or lower, and of five times the field strength of the desired signal, shall not emerge
from background noises, when the desired signal is giving normal full tube output. Selectivity shall
not cause serious attenuation of speech or music up to 3,000 cycles per second.

Quality of Reproduction. This factor will be approximately the same in all sets, except that it may
be improved in some sets by balanced tube circuits or very special loud speakers. Radiola XI and
XII may be improved by special means if such are discovered.

Regeneration. All sets except Radiola XII may utilize regeneration.
Radiation. No receiver shall be capable, under any condition of adjustments, of causing signals

or interference in any other receiver within a distance of 15 feet.
Tuning Methods. The number of controls shall be the minimum consistent with operating

requirements and once each control is set, it is not affected by later adjustment of other controls.
Controls. Major controls such as wavelength and regeneration shall have only fine adjustment.

The pointer shall be double ended with one end indexing a scale and the other end on either a factory
wavelength calibration scale or a space for marking station settings.

Shielding. Means shall be provided such that wave field action upon any part of the receiver shall
not produce responses to decrease the effectiveness of the provisions for selectivity.

Panels. Wood panels, suitably finished, are preferred. Radiola XII will be wood only.
Terminals. Terminals are to be like those used on the Radiola Grand antenna.
Rheostats. Exceptional care shall be used in the design and construction of rheostats. Trouble

of one kind or another has been experienced in the past with every design of filament rheostat, the
most common being noise due to varying contact drop.

A form which is strongly recommended for consideration is one in which the resistance is adjusted
in steps by means of a point switch, five or six points are probably sufficient with one for the off
position. Also it is thought that some sales argument can be had from this arrangement as virtue in
the tube is indicated by the freedom from critical adjustment. Careful consideration of this scheme
is requested, as it is believed to be the logical and timely step toward the eventual and desirable
condition of non-adjustable tubes.

At any rate, manipulation of the rheostat shall not produce noise if continuously variable, or more
than single clicks if the switch method is used.

Dials. Where dials are used, flat on a panel surface, they shall be outlined by a raised brass ring,
similar to the bezels used to cover edges of holes in panels, or equivalent effect.

Loud Speakers. Loud speakers will be judged separately by expert analytical measurement by
the Radio Corporation, and by performance in conjunction with the amplifiers used.

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GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS (CONTINUED)

Telephone Jack. A telephone jack for headset operation is to be provided in all sets. It shall be
so placed in the circuit that the headse: will have comfortable loudness when the loud sneaker (with
further amplification) has normal full load signals.

Automatic Switching. Consideration shall be given to methods for automatically switching off
filaments when cabinets are closed, or devices to prevent closing of cabinets with filamentson. Still
more desirable is a prominently visible indicator that the filaments are on, but no means seem
available which take sufficiently small power. Radiola XII must have the automatic switching feature.

Mechanical Design. The mechanical form, detail and workmanship of this line must be above
criticism. Radio apparatus as a household utility must be as reliable as the phonograph, the
telephone, the automobile or the typewriter, and there is no reason why it cannot be. It is therefore
expected and will be required that every model show mechanical design of high order.

Patents. Other things being equal, those circuits will be favored which afford patent protection.
Distinguishing Marks. Markings for identifying manufacturers will be decided upon later. They

are to be such as not to be understandable to purchasers.
Antenna. For an indoor antenna, 100 feet of white double silk -covered copper wire, No. 28, shall

be supplied with each set.

the belief that the market was not yet ready for
them. Table II lists the general specifications for
the five receivers. There is interesting reading
here, especially the sections on tubes, rheostats,
automatic switching and distinguishing rr arks.

This article finally presents to the collector the
RCA 1923 Christmas line. For each set, the
specifications and a concept drawing are included.
And, there also is interesting reading, showing RCA's

Radiola VIII - "Farmer's Delight"

This set is the lowest cost of the line. It is not provided with or intended for loudspeaker use, and
in general replaces the Radiolallofthe present line, although it should have superior performance
by virtue of more efficient (for example, reflex) use of tubes.

Cabinet. Similar in material and finish to the Type RS set and Radiola II. It should be possible
to close the set when not in use to form a cabinet or box of good appearance. Operating panel is
to be horizontal. Battery space to be provided.

Tubes. Two UV -199 tubes. Probably not more than 45 volts plate battery should be used to
economize on battery space.

Circuit. To give an output equal or superior to the Radiola II or the Type RS set for both high
and low signal field strengths and to work satisfactorily with an external two -stage amplifier for loud
speaker operation.

Telephone Jack. Provided.
Wavelength Range (useful). At least 285-540 meters; 200-540 meters is desirable.
Volume Control. As described for the Radiola IX, unless undue complication is brought about.
Cost to Radio Corp. $25 to $30 including tubes but excluding batteries and headset.

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Radiola IX - "Fireside Companion"

This set is the next higher class above the Radiola VIII. It is intended to be somewhat of a novelty
set, and a tryout of the idea of greater convenience of operation.

Cabinet. Material and finish same as Radiola VIII. Operating panel is horizontal. The cabinet is
to be shallow with batteries the determining factor.
Overall height being about 4i/2" with the 2" cover
removed. Battery compartment is on the
right, operating panel on the left with
tubes arranged at the back more or Fieltsiac
less as in the Radiola Sr. Overall
dimensions about 18" x 11" x 4'/2" Carotin sariwith cover off.

The idea in this design is to
make the set usable in at least
two ways: first, resting upon
a table; second, set upon a
special stand for use beside
a chair, bed, etc. It is felt that
the exercise of design
ingenuity will bring out a form
with such possibilities. Both the
height and angle of the panel
should be adjustable.

The set is to extend over the lap
of the operator when seated
comfortably in a chair, the battery side of
the case forming a book rest. Loud speaker
is not included in the cabinet, but is separate.

Tubes. Three UV -199 tubes. Probably not more
than 66 volts plate battery should be used to
economize on battery space.

Circuit. To give an output equal or
superior to the Radiola IV and Radiola
Grand for both high and low signal
field strengths.

Antenna Leads. Silk covered leads, about 10 feet long, are to be supplied.
Cost to Radio Corp. Between $70 anc $80 including tubes but excluding batteries, stand, and

headset.

the receivers; for example, the cabinet and stand for
the Radiola IX, the cabinets for the Radiolas XI and
XII, and the wavelength range for the Radiola XII.

The sets show great design ingenuity and would

most likely be quite desirable today - had they

been manufactured. But, it is quite likely that their
desirability today would be enhanced by relative
scarcity, since they would probably have been
priced too high for their outdated performance and
for the radio market in general. Table III shows the
estimated list prices for the sets.

Compared to competitive receivers available
for the Christmas season of 1923, these Radiolas

Radiola XII - "Superba"

This is the highest class set of the line and is to be "de luxe" in all particulars.
Cabinet. One style shall be the standard product, but the mechanism shall be such that it will be

possible to install it without serious change in other cabinets ordered especially. The design of
cabinet shall be similar to the model on hand at
the Radio Corp. unless a superior one can be
found. The floor cabinet is self-supporting and
the operating panel is vertical. There is space
for a loud speaker horn four feet long.

Tubes. Five to eight UV -199 tubes may be
used with battery supply, or five to eight UV -
201A tubes with lighting circuit supply.

Circuit. Performance at least equal to or
better than the Radiola XI in sensitiveness and
to give quality of reproduction superior to the
Radiola Xl

Telephone Jack. Provided.
Storage Space. Provided for headset, spare

tubes, etc
Wavelength Range (useful). At least 285-

540 meters; 200-1,000 meters is desirable to
anticipate future broadcast wavelength
developments if it can be obtained without too
great complication.

Volume Control. Same as Radiola IX.
Power Output Capacity. To suit the largest

sort of residence rooms without overloading
tubes or loss of quality.

Automatic Switching. This set shall have a door switch in addition to the regular filament
switch, both of which will open the filament circuit when the doors are closed.

Cost to Radio Corp. Between $125 and $140 including tubes but excluding batteries, and
headset.

Based on "Specifications for Broadcast Receivers for 1924," RCA Research Dept., Jan. 16. 1923.
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do not appear to offer competitive value. For
example, the popular Freed-Eisemann NR -5, a
Neutrodyne, had a list price of $150. It is unlikely
that the 3 -tube, regenerative Radiola IX, at about
the same price, would have come close to the NR -
5 in performance.

It is interesting to note that RCA benchmarked
performance goals for its new models against its
old models; e.g. "Radiola XI to give performance
superior to Radiola IV and Radiola Grand." This is
a certain way to ensure obsolete design when
products are introduced.

RCA did appear to be stretching a bit technically
with the top of the line Radiola XII. However,
except for the hope of AC operation, there was
little substance behind the 'hoped for" superiority.

But, if the mainly regenerative circuit designs
for Radiolas VIII-XII were not exciting, the proposed
cabinet designs were another matter. Here is
some truly innovative thinking. With the exception
of Radiola XI, which appears to be nothing more

than an improved Radiola IV, some very creative
concepts are evident:

Radiola VIII - the beginning of miniaturized
components yielding a shallow panel depth later
used on Radiola VII, VII -B and IX; Radiola IX -
the matching stand, while not practical, was very
innovative; Radiola X - this would have been the
first cathedral radio, seven years ahead of its time;
Radiola XII -a very early attempt to create a
console cabinet of unique design whose form is
dictated by the requirements of radio (loudspeaker
above, batteries below).

Having the benefit of 75 years of hindsight, we
find it easy to be critical of RCA's plans for the 1923
Christmas season. Yet, RCA definitely made the
correct decision in scrapping the original Radiolas
VIII-XII in favor of the now familiar April 1924 line.
The Radiola Superheterodyne portable was a
smashing success, even at its original list price of
$286. This radio established RCA as a technology
leader -a reputation maintained for many years.
The expensive Radiola Super VIII became
America's first successful console radio, judging
from the number of surviving examples.

Radiolas III and III -A offered value -conscious
customers a way to move up to the now prestigious
RCA brand. Only the Regenoflex and the derivative
Radiola X seem to have missed the mark with the
consumer.

Although RCA was correct in scrapping the
original 1923-1924 sets in favor of the April 1924
line, as a collector, I can't help but wish that the
original Radiolas VIII-XII could have made it to
production. They certainly would have made
interesting and desirable collectibles today.

VINTAGE TELEVISION

Adventures in RCA TV Land
BY RAY BINTLIFF

In this article, Ray Bintliff. longtime A.R.C. staff
member and prolific contributor of articles, de-
scribes the state of commercial television in 1946.
He also relates some personal experiences that
inspire a few chuckles. as well as a measure of
incredulity - was it really that primitive? (Editor)

It is interesting to note the ease with which each
new generation embraces current technology. Just
think of all those youngsters clicking away on
computer keyboards - they probably cannot imag-
ine a world without computers, never mind without
TV. When my grandchildren were very young,
they were astonished to learn that their grandpar-
ents grew up in a world without TV. They assumed
that TV had been around "forever."

Looking back in time, this same attitude may
have prevailed with the introduction of the auto-
mobile, telegraph, telephone, wireless, radio and
a host of other innovations. The early years of
radio, for example, must have been an exciting
time - an experience that most radio collectors
can only imagine. However. I did have the good
fortune to be on the scene when commercial
television blossomed in the post -World War II
period. The early steps were sometimes slow and
halting, but with time, television swept the nation
just as radio had in the 1920s.

HOW IT WAS

What was it like in early 1946? Well, World
War II was over. Industry was busily converting
from military to civilian production, and the public
was hungry for those consumer products that
were not available during wartime. The civilian
population had deep pockets and was ready to
spend.

In this environment, radio manufacturers were
anxious to start selling radios and TV sets. RCA
had produced some TV sets before the war -
the TRK-series and the TT -5 TV adapters - but
TV technology had changed so dramatically dur-
ing the war years that the old designs were obso-
lete. In addition, the FCC had changed the fre-
quency allocations for TV stations, as well as the
standard for TV audio transmission from AM to
FM. So it was back to the drawing boards.

Fortunately for RCA, it had developed a num-
ber of military applications for TV, and these
circuits could be applied to commercial TV re-
ceivers. The initial product of the company's pre-
war and wartime experience was the Model
630TS, shown in Figure 1. However, production
of this famous set was still months away and
there was a need to jump-start TV.

Many, if not most, of RCA's prewar TV sets
were sold in the metropolitan New York City area.
Because of the changes imposed by the FCC,
these sets were now useless. But RCA had a
plan. It offered to convert these sets to the new
frequencies, change the sound to FM, and make
any necessary repairs - all for a flat fee. The
response was overwhelming.

As a newly minted RCA TV Field Engineer. I

was assigned to the TV service facility in New
York City in February of 1946. For the next sever-
al months I saw TRKs in my sleep. When the
Model 630TS sets came on the market, the work-
load and logistical problems escalated at an in-
credible rate.

The first RCA Service Company TV branch
operation was located at 45-12 Skillman Avenue
in the borough of Queens in New York City. This
small and unimposing storefront building had pre-
viously housed a butcher shop The office was
located in the front, while the space in the rear
was utilized for the shop and stock room. This
facility soon proved too small, but we endured
until other branch operations were established in
the city and suburbs.

HANDICAPS AND SOLUTIONS

RCA is generally viewed as having been a
monolithic corporate giant capable of destroying
all in its path. In reality, the company was not
without its foibles. Perhaps the demand for TV
was underestimated. Certainly we faced logisti-
cal problems of major proportions. Hiring quali-
fied personnel and setting up facilities were chal-
lenging tasks.

RCA was not alone in its multiple problems. In
1946, the demand for telephones far exceeded
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Ma Bell's abilities to string cables and install
telephones. Consequently, our service branch
had to get by with only two telephone lines, and a
busy signal was the norm. But for some reason
known only to AT&T, a teletype line was avail-
able. So, a teletype machine was installed for
intra-company communications.

Customers were often frustrated by their in-
ability to reach the branch by telephone, and they
frequently showed up in person to inquire about
the status of a repair or an antenna installation.
On Monday mornings, it was hard to tell the new
hires from the customers. Usually the customers'
faces had deeper frowns.

Something had to be done, but not even the
weight of corporate headquarters could squeeze
out additional telephone lines. Then someone had
an inspiration. The candy store next door had a pay
phone in a booth, and a deal was cut with the store
owner. The pay phone number was given to our
customers, and a clerk was assigned to answer
incoming calls with "RCA Service." Today, working
in a cubicle is considered confining - how about
eight hours in a telephone booth?

During the severe snow storm of 1947 - or
was it 1948? - most of the streets of New York
were impassable. And the service backlog was
immense. So antenna crews were riding the sub-
ways to get to their jobs. They got some funny
looks from other passengers as they boarded
with 10' masts, antennas, and rolls of cable.

The service backlog was dutifully reported to
Camden, New Jersey, on a weekly basis, but the
backlog had grown so large that the office staff no

it. They estimated the backlog
after measuring the stacks of paper with a ruler.

To understand the scope of that early opera-
tion, you have to know the geographical area that
we serviced. Simply stated, it was just about
anywhere Channel 4 (WNBT) could be received:
Northern New Jersey, parts of Connecticut, Long
Island, and north to about Newburg, NY.

At the time, there were only three TV stations on
the air in New York City: CBS on Channel 2, NBC
on Channel 4 and DuMont on Channel 5. My
recollection is that DuMont's signal pattern was
somewhat smaller, ant: that NBC was the big gun.

Programming was limited so there was a lot of
test pattern time. The test pattern transmissions,
which allowed the technicians to make final ad-
justments to the sets being serviced, must have
been a real bore to the viewers.

CONVERSIONS

Conversion and repair of the prewar sets, such
as the TRK-12 shown in Figure 2, soon got to be
a production -line operation with newly hired tech-
nicians joining our beleaguered force. Converting
the sets to the new channels consisted of chang-
ing tuning slugs and pulling turns from one of the
oscillator coils. Conversion from AM to FM sound
was accomplished by retuning the last sound IF
transformer to obtain slope detection.

The extent of repairs varied from set to set. But
all of the necessary repairs were performed for
the flat rate. I think the conversion program cost
RCA a bundle, but it kept commercial TV rolling
and made a lot of TV owners happy.

IN THE SHOP

If OSHA had been around in those days, they
would have shut down the whole operation. Fumes
from melted solder and the acetone solvent in
speaker glue were abundant. The AC -powered
high voltage power supply used in the pre-war TV
sets was potentially lethal. It delivered 7.3 kV.
Hazards abounded, but I do not recall any acci-
dents or personal injuries.

Although RCA service literature from that peri-
od warned "Always wear gloves and shatter -proof
goggles when handling Kinescope (picture) tubes,"
such protective measures were never made avail-
able. (It is unlikely that we would have used
them.) The 12 -inch picture tubes sat unprotected
on the test benches, usually supported by a block
of wood. That same block of wood was frequently
used as a mallet to locate intermittents. TRKs
stacked two- or three -high awaiting the shop tech-
nicians' attention created an obstacle course.

The shop's test equipment was hardly high-
tech. The sweep generators and oscilloscopes
dated from 1938. The RCA Model 159 TV sweep
generators use motor -driven variable capacitors.
Waveform jitter was a common problem in those
mechanically-sweeped instruments. Electronic
sweep generators for TV frequencies were still
several years away. The oscilloscopes' upper
frequency response was about 500 kHz, a far cry
from the wide -band scopes of today. On the plus
side, VTVMs were standard shop equipment.

IN THE FIELD

Antennas and related installation material were
of simple design and reflected late 1930s tech-
nology. One exception was the use of RCA's
newly developed 300 -ohm transmission line. This
flat "twin -lead" cable soon became the industry
standard. Until it became available, insulated,
twisted -pair cable had been used in TV and FM
antenna installations. Twisted -pair did not weath-
er well and became lossy or open.

Some fussy customers complained that the
twin lead was not properly installed because it
had a few twists in it. Of course. it was very
difficult to make long outdoor runs of the flat cable
without getting some twists. Furthermore, the
twists did no harm. Indoor runs could be made flat
since they were usually secured to woodwork
with fiber -headed tacks.

Some antenna installation crew came up with
a bright idea. They purposely put more twists in
the outdoor runs. Adding twists was an easier
task than trying to remove all twists. In theory,
transposing parallel conductors reduces the pick
up of unwanted signals and noise. Who knows -
it may have worked. In any event, another prob-
lem was solved.

The typical antenna installation, shown in Fig-
ure 3, consisted of a simple dipole and reflector
element mounted on a 10' mast connected to the
TV with the ribbon cable that RCA had chosen to
call "Brite-Pix." The 2 -element antenna was ba-
sic. The boom was made of varnished wood. The
ends of the elements were threaded and fas-
tened in place by nuts and washers.

Assembling the antennas was a time- consum-

ing and challenging task, especially with cold
fingers. Later, these antennas were replaced by
the fold -out type that simplified assembly and
saved time. Chimney mounts that simplified an-
tenna installations were also a later develop-
ment. But during those early years, the tools and
materials available made antenna work slow and
frustrating.

ENTER THE MODEL 630TS

Just as the backlog of conversions was being
trimmed back, the 630TS hit the market. You may
know how the model number was created, but I
will repeat it here. The "6" indicates 1946, the "30"
is the tube count and, naturally. "TS" stands for
television set.

RCA was concerned that poor installation or
service could affect the performance and reputa-
tion of the 630TS and subsequent models. RCA
decreed that an installation and service contract
had to be purchased with each new set. This action
gave the RCA Service Company a monopoly on
the installation and service of all RCA sets sold.

This policy was not popular with those RCA
dealers that maintained their own service depart-
ments. But the company continued this position
until about 1950. (I am uncertain of the exact
date.) In retrospect, this policy was a good one.
Even with the substantial resources and techni-
cal talent within RCA, it had a difficult time keep-
ing up with demand. And many dealers lacked
the facilities and technical know-how until several
years after the introduction of the 630TS.

RCA had another worry. With its technical "leg
up," the company was sure to beat most of the
other manufacturers to market. Would the federal
government take a dim view of RCA's dominance
and intervene? RCA solved the problem by man-
ufacturing and branding 630TS sets for other
manufacturers.

It is probably not generally known, but the set
was also available as a kit from some independent
marketers. The critical parts, including a bare chas-
sis, were of RCA manufacture. The resistors and
paper capacitors were typical replacement parts
available on the general market. The kit did not
include a cabinet or picture tube. I built one of the
kits and kept it in operation for about 10 years.

THE MODEL 630TS PERFORMANCE

The Model 630TS ran rings around the old TRKs
because of its many technical improvements. While
the old sets lacked an RF stage, the 630TS uses a

shielded tuner with three Type 6J6 miniature tubes
as an RF amplifier, an oscillator and a mixer. The
RF stage provides improved sensitivity and re-
duced local oscillator radiation -a problem in the
TRKs. The high voltage power supply in the poten-
tially lethal TRK-series was replaced by a safer
supply using a fly -back transformer. The fly -back
also became standard in the industry. The new set
received all of the then -authorized FCC channels 1
through 13, a big jump on the 5 -channel capability
of the TRKs.

But there were problems. The 630TS uses a
number of Y2 -watt resistors and paper bypass
capacitors to decouple the IF stages. These ca-
pacitors began to fail after short term use. De-
pending on the location of the capacitor in the
resistor string, one or more of the 1/2 -watt resistors
would go up in smoke when the capacitor short-
ed. Plumes of smoke and the odor of buming
resistors did not make for happy customers.

Whenever a 630TS came into the shop all of
the suspect capacitors were replaced. I'm not
certain, but I'm inclined to believe that some well
intentioned manufacturing parts buyer in Cam -

den went looking for a low bidder. He chose an
obscure supplier for the capacitors. I recall that
the manufacturer's name was O'Donnell. A quick
switch to another manufacturer solved the prob-
lem in future production, but it took a while to
purge the bad capacitors from the earlier sets.

(Speaking of lousy capacitors, in some future
article I will describe how General Samol shut
down RCA's capacitor manufacturing operation.)

Another serious problem resulted from a bad
run of tubes at the Harrison, New Jersey, tube
plant. The set's vertical oscillator uses a Type
6J5 tube that is operated with the cathode run-
ning at about -100 volts. The defective tubes
developed a filament to cathode short that -esult-
ed in the loss of the -100-volt supply and the
complete loss of any display on the picture tube.

The field technicians were overwhelming the
shop techs with chassis pulls diagnosed as "No
Pix." It took awhile to get the bad Type 6J5s out of
circulation and to convince the field techs to try a
new 6J5 before pullirg the chassis.

The only other failure of epidemic proportions
that I can recall was the channel selector shaft.
These shafts were made of cloth -reinforced phe-
nolic, and they tended to break at the point where
a drive pin secured the phenolic shaft to a metal
shaft and detent assembly. The problem was
solved by a redesign of the shaft assembly.

All in all. the 630TS was a nice piece of engineering.

PROMOTING TV

If the engineers were working hard, the "mar-
keteers" weren't slackers either. RCA's interest in
TV extended beyond TV sets. The compary pro-

duced a wide range of associated products such
as transmitters, antennas, studio equipment, pic-
ture tubes and replacement parts. So, RCA was
eager to spread the gospel.

To help spread the word, either prewar or
postwar TVs were placed in the homes of RCA
and NBC executives as well as of some influen-
tial persons. As you can imagine, these individu-
als received preferential treatment. I began ser-
vicing many of these accounts after I had climbed
out from under the avalanche of TRKs.

Covering these executive accounts provided
me with some interesting personal contacts. As a
radio collector, it is a special pleasure for me to
recall meeting John Rider. Other contacts of note
include Arturo Toscanni, Herbert Hoover, the
Mayor of New York, some TV critics, and a host
of RCA and NBC executives.

But one assignment was clearly a plum. In
September 1946, I became responsible for main-
taining the electronics in General Samoff's home
and office. But that is another story for some
future article.

While RCA was promoting TV, there were some
eager prospects just salivating for the arrival of
TV. A case in point was WTHT, an AM radio
station, in Hartford, Connecticut, owned by the
Hartford Times newspaper. AboLt 100 air miles
from New York, Hartford was well beyond the
normal range of the New York television signal.

The Hartford station engineers were eager, but
unsuccessful, in their attempts, to obtain satisfac-
tory pictures from New York, even after installing
an elaborate antenna -a rhombic. See Figure 3.
Were these guys crazy? It might seem so, be-
cause they were trying to receive TV signals at
such a great distance on a prewar TRK-12. Keep
in mind that the TRK-12 was not renowned for its
great sensitivity, and TV boosters were still a few
years away.

Actually, the station engineers were clever fel-
lows. They had a distinct advantage - their re-
ceiving location was superb. It was located in a
165 -foot tower sitting on Talcott mountain outside
of Hartford. But this was no ordinary radio tower.
Built by G. F. Heublein as a residential retreat
cum tower, it provided fantastic views and equally
good radio reception.

The Story of the Times Tower, describes the
view as follows: "The view from the tower in-
cludes a glimpse of Long Island on the south, the
tip of Monadnock in New Hampshire, a great arc
of the hills of Western Massachusetts, and of
course the lovely Connecticut hills that rise on the
west to the Berkshires, and those that lift their
ridges east of the Connecticut River to the edge
of Rhode Island." A photograph of the tower is
shown in Figure 4.

The home office in Camden, New Jersey,
served up another special assignment - go to
Hartford and improve receotion. Earl Hilburn from
Camden was the lead engineer and he brought a
secret weapon with him -a 3 -element yagi an-
tenna tuned to WNBT's Channel 4. A much better
performer than the standard 2 -element, it con-
sisted of a reflector, driven element and director,
as shown in Figure 3. The driven element was a

folded dipole that more closely matched the trans-
mission line and the TRK's antenna input.

I will spare you the details, but we installed the
new antenna and it delivered a satisfactory signal.

SHOW TIME

Eager to demonstrate TV, the Times invited
guests to view the Louis -Conn fight scheduled for
June 19, 1946. Guests included executives of the
Times. numerous state and city officials, superior
court judges and station personnel. Obviously,
there was a lot riding on the success of this
demonstration.

Did I worry? You bet. We only had one TV set
- what if it quit? Maybe a power failure would
occur or even lightning might strike. Fortunately,
the demo was a success and the quality of recep-
tion was acceptable. Had we demonstrated a
high level of skill or were we just lucky? In retro-
spect, we had a lot of good luck. The antenna site
was outstanding and signal propagation was good.

I got on the Web recently and located solar flux
data for the month of June 1946 - sunspot activity
had peaked just about the time of the demonstra-
tion. For readers unfamiliar with the relationship
between sunspot activity and radio reception, a
brief explanation may be in order. The subject is
very complex, but simply stated, radio propagation
at TV frequencies is usually better during periods

of high sunspot activity. Yes, we were lucky and
we may have even established a DX record at the
time for the reception of TV signals.

CONCLUSION

I hope that this article has given you some idea
of the tenor of the times. The executives at RCA
were determined to make TV a commercial suc-
cess. The "grunts" in the factories and in the field
made it happen without fully realizing the magni-
tude of their contributions. Although this article
deals with TV in the New York City area, similar
activities were occurring in other major cities such
as Philadelphia, Pa., Schenectady, N. Y., and
Washington, D.C.

The state-of-the-art as it existed in the late
1940s may seem pale by comparison to today's
technology, but it was an exciting period.

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THE WIRELESS YEARS

Marconi Magnetic Detector
BY HOWARD STONE

This article places Howard Stone among the lucky
ones who have found the radio items he wanted "most
in the world." Here he shares with us the interesting
process of restoring his rare Marconi magnetic detec-
tor, as well as information about its history and the
theory of its operation. (Editor)

Most seasoned radio collectors spend hours
helping antique dealers and others learn about
radios. It is in our own interest to have more eyes
looking for radio gear. We show them how to
determine the age of radios and early wireless
apparatus. Is it AC or battery? What type of
battery is used? How many prongs do the tubes
have? How many tubes? What is the shape of
the cabinet? And so forth.

As a teacher at Texas Christian University,
every seventh year I am on research leave - the
last two times in Cambridge, England. In En-
gland, my wife and I have many friends, among
them an antiques dealer who finds items of early

technology from time to time. On my last re-
search leave (1992-93), he and I were poring
over an early book on electrical and wireless
technology while we waited for tea. I would point
at a picture and say, "If you ever see this, please
buy it for me."

When we came upon a picture of the Marconi
magnetic detector and multiple tuner, I remember
saying, "I want those two pieces more than any
other radio items in the world." I told my friend
more about them, and we moved on to other
pictures. Tea came, and we put the book aside.

Nine months later, back in Fort Worth, Texas, I
received a phone call from England. My friend had
found a magnetic detector. Did I want it? My an-
swer, obviously, was yes. When the magnetic de-
tector arrived, it was a little scruffy, but all original.
Figures 1 and 2 show my prize and its condition.
The cover was missing, but that is true of many
magnetic detectors. I was pleased to see that it
had not been modified. It had a little woodworm

damage on the bottom and a sliv-
er of molding had been ripped
off, but it was in better shape
than I had expected.

With a piece of this value, both
historical and financial, I was in
no hurry to begin restoration. The
first few weeks I just examined
it, did some research, and slow-
ly began to remove 80 or so
years of dirt. After cleaning it, I

sent the case to John Kegley for
help in its restoration. John also
made a cover for it.

The clock mechanism was
hardly functioning and very dirty.
A magnetic detector is wound
up like a clock. I cleaned and
oiled it, and it now works very
well. The winding key is old,
though not original, and came
with the detector. It has a first
rate mechanism; nothing was
spared in quality. The wire loop
tension adjustment, shown un-
demeath the right pulley wheel
in Figure 2, was frozen in posi-
tion. After two weeks soaking in
WD -40, it broke loose.

I reversed the side of the mag-
nets that were facing out, and
with some cleaning they looked
good. Two wire connections had
broken at the lug and had to be
soldered Fortunately, the coils
had continuity and did not need

rewinding. I replaced the iron
wire loop that circles the two
spools and goes through the
small glass tubes; a short piece
of the original wire was still with
the detector and helped me in
my search for a new piece of
iron wire. The restoration was
complete and the results can be
seen in Figures 3 and 4.

MAGNETIC DETECTOR
BACKGROUND

In 1895, Ernest Rutherford, a
scientist in England, was able to
detect signals transmittted a mile
away, using a magnetometer, a
device used for measuring the
strength of magnetic fields. Ru-
therford's research was based
on the prior work of Lord Ray- Figure 3. The fully restored Marconi magnetic detector complete with
leigh and other scientists study- reproduction lid.
ing oscillatory currents.

Rutherford attached an antenna to the magne-
tometer; the received signal deflected the needle
of the magnetometer, and thus, an early "mag-
netic detector" had been discovered. Marconi
further developed the work of Rutherford, and in
1902 he developed his magnetic detector. See
the accompanying "Magnetic Detector Operation"
for more information.

The first "Maggie" (the nickname widely used
for the magnetic detector) was installed in the
Italian Navy's warship the Carlo Alberto in 1903.
Magnetic detectors were very reliable for ship-
board communication and were the primary de-
tectors installed on European vessels from 1903
to 1912, replacing coherer type detectors. In fact,
because of their reliability, magnetic detectors
were used as back-up detectors on many ships
into World War Ito supplement crystal and later
valve detectors. Although wireless technology was
developing at a very fast pace at this time in
history, because of its dependability, the Maggie
had a remarkably long period of usefulness.

Most of the magnetic detectors manufactured
were made by Marconi Wireless in England. The
ones built in the United States were produced in
Aldene, New Jersey. Since the Aldene plant did
not begin operations until 1912 when magnetic
detectors were on their way out - being supplant-
ed by valves and crystal detectors - not many
were produced. Today, not more than a half a
dozen American versions are known still to exist.

The magnetic detector was very important in
the history of radio and most certainly was origi-
nally commissioned to a ship. Its reliability, a key
to its longevity, and its use on ships at sea no
doubt saved many lives.

The magnetic detector described in this article is
serial number 31462. It is the pride of my collec-
tion. My fondest hope is to acquire a multiple tuner,
which was used along with the magnetic detector,
in order to complete a typical shipboard receiving
set during the very early days of wireless.

MAGNETIC DETECTOR OPERATION
BY JOHN TERREY, HOWARD STONE AND RAY BINTLIFF

As shown below, a typical magnetic detector
consists of an endless band of iron wires that is
mounted on two grooved wooden pulleys, a clock-
work mechanism, a pair of horseshoe magnets,
two coils - an inner and outer one - and a
telephone receiver.

A clock mechanism turns one of the wheels and
moves the wire band at a slow steady pace. The
wire band is composed of a flexible bundle of fine,
soft iron wires that are individually insulated.
The two coils are wound on concentric glass tubes
through which the band of iron wires passes. The
antenna and ground are attached to the inner coil.
The outer coil is connected to the telephone
receiver.

As the loop of soft iron wire passes through the
magnetic field formed by the horseshoe magnets,
it is magnetized. When a radio signal -a dot or
dash - is picked up by the antenna, a pulsed
current passes through the inner coil which reduc-
es or demagnetizes the wire
loop in the immediate vicini-
ty of the coil. As this mag-
netic discontinuity in the
wire band passes through the
coil, it causes a slight cur-
rent pulse to flow in the out-
er coil resulting in a sound
that is audible as a click in
the telephone receiver.

The magnetic detector is
based on earlier work, ca.
1897, by E. Rutherford. He
discovered that the magnet-
ic properties of a magnetized
needle were altered when ex-
posed to a solenoid energized
by an alternating current.
The magnetic detector uses
its band of iron wires as the
magnetic medium, and
horseshoe magnets are used
to magnetize the band of
wires. One coil of the mag-
netic detector functions like
the solenoid in Rutherford's
experiment, and the received
radio signal is the alternat-
ing current which alters the
magnetic state of the band of iron wires.

Literature from the period offers a number of
explanations of the theory of operation for the
magnetic detector. In his 1914 publication Wire-
less Telegraphy, A. B. Rolfe -Martin makes the can-
did statement, "Then, in some way not as yet
satisfactorily explained the retentivity of 'the band
of wires' is annulled, and its demagnetization and
reverse magnetism follow at once."

Victor H. Laughter states in his 1909 edition of
the Operator's Wireless Telegraph and Telephone
Hand -Book, "The most commonly accepted theory
of the working of the Magnetic Detector is that the
magnetizing of the core lags behind the magnetic
effects of the permanent magnet, and any changes
in the field, such as would be produced by the
incoming wave, would produce a second increased
change in the secondary, resulting in the indica-
tion in the telephone receiver."

A somewhat different explanation is offered in

the History of Radio Telegraphy and Telephony by
G. G. Blake published in 1928. Blake's explana-
tion is, "In the absence of oscillations through the
primary, the lines of magnetic force are, so to
speak, pulled out of position by the moving band
of iron, which by its steady progression, is being
taken away from the poles before it has had time
to become fully magnetized. If now the iron band
is given a sharp blow, or if oscillations pass sud-
denly through the primary, the iron suddenly be-
comes fully magnetized and the lines of force move
back into the position they would occupy were the
band stationary. This sudden movement of the
lines of force creates a momentary current in the
secondary coil which causes a sound to be heard in
the telephone:

A more contemporary source, History of the Mar-
coni Company by W. J. Baker (1972) offers an
explanation similar to that described by Blake,
but goes on to say, "When an oscillation occurs in

the primary winding, the
hysteresis of the iron is an-
nulled, the iron becomes ful-
ly magnetized, and the lines
of force slip back to a point
exactly opposite to the pole -
pieces. As a consequence of
this movement, a current is
induced in the secondary
winding and this creates a
sound in the headphones."

Other early books offer
such explanations as "The os-
cillatory current alters the
number of lines of magnetic
force in the iron and through
the bobbin, causing a current
and a click in the telephone"
and "The requisite coercive
force to annul the residual
magnetism is supplied by the
incoming waves, which set up
oscillations in the primary
circuit.... The magnetic field
thus suddenly decays and
builds up again, and in so
doing causes the lines of force
to cut the secondary wind-
ing, inducing an electromo-

tive force giving rise to a current which passes
through the telephones...."

Robert G. Blaine in his Aetheric or Wireless
Telegraphy, states the operation simply as, "The
electrical oscillations from the aerial through the
coil have the effect of demagnetising the band...
and the disturbance...of the magnetism in a por-
tion of the band causes a sound to be heard in the
telephone...."

While there is some disagreement on the exact
theory of operation, it appears to your editor that
the operation is similar to that of a wire audio
recorder where an AC signal - which in the case of
the magnetic detector is the radio signal - is used
to erase the sound recorded on the wire - which in
the case of the magnetic detector is the magnetism
induced on the wire by the permanent magnets.
Since the wire is moving, the sudden change in
magnetism causes a current change in the tele-
phone receiver circuit which is heard as a click.

The Marconi magnetic detector has two sets of
magnets and mils, which are connected in series
to double the output signal.

EMERSON MODEL 804A - This unusual desk
set, in an Ingraham cabinet, probably dates
from 1955. It measures 9V2" w x 7" h x 7'/4" d
and features two pen holders. as well as a
short shelf along the bottom front (for pencils?).
The speaker is on the left side behind one of
the two matching, graceful cutouts. The chassis
is a Type AA5 with an appliance timer outlet in
the back. The tuning indicator is a spot of light
that travels behind the reverse -painted dial.
Finding the right knob to replace the missing
one from the center of the Telechron clock face
took a long time, since apparently few
clock/radios used this particular movement.

AMPLICORP TAPE RECORDER - This 1950s
reel-to-reel tape recorder utilizes a spring -
wound drive motor. It must be cranked up every
1'/2 minutes to maintain 3'/4 IPS (inches -per -
second) speed Note the small hand crank on
the left 5 -inch reel for fast forward and rewind.
Four 1'/2 -volt miniature tubes supply
amplification and frequency bias. Headphones
are required for listening. The manufacturer
was the Amplifier Corp. of America, New York.

MATADOR CRYSTAL SET
KITS - The founder of
Matador Ing., Johann Korbuly
of Vienna, was famous for his
wooden radio kits for chil-
dren. In 1924, he designed
four different crystal set kits.
After I had found his original
plans, I constructed two sets
with old wooden parts, and
they work! (Erwin Macho -
Vienna, Austria)
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STEWART-WARNER MOTEL 91-513 - This
table radio, ca. 1938, has a wooden triangular
case with cutouts on all 4 sides. The end view
resembles a spade in a deck of cards. It
features a slide -rule dial, 4 pushbuttons, and a
5 -tube chassis. It is in original mint condition
and plays well. Has anyone else seen one like
it? (Mr. & Mrs. L. M. Page - Mullins, SC)

EVEREADY MODEL 42 - This 8 -tube AC con-
sole, produced in 1929, has the same cabinet
and chassis as the Model 32, except for the
use of Type 45 output tubes. The cabinet has
very decorative Repwood in the center section.
The set originally scld for $180. (/Wiliam
Bourke - Swampscott, MA)

AMERICAN BOSCH 205A - This 5 -tube
model is in a solid wood case typical of most
1934 radios. The simple string inlay was a
trademark of American Bosch. (Wally Worth -
Wollaston, MA)

L
R.D.A. MODEL 1628 - This radio was ordered
on Feb. 27, 1939. It has a fireplace mantle of
asymmetric design with a large expanse of
cobalt blue mirror across the top and down the
right side. The piece is unusual in that fitted
into the fireplace baffle are 13 glass rods,
illuminated from behind by 2 red Lghts, giving it
a very warn- appearance in a da-kened room.
In keeping with the Art Deco Modame design, I

have placed a Sparton Model 557 radio on the
mantle. R.D.A. apparently bought is electronics
elsewhere, as this unit originally had a
LeWinter radio included, but missing, so I have
installed a period Zenith receiver in its place.
Any information on this item or its designer
would be appreciated. (Chris Kent - Sarasota,
FL)
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FREEDOM MODEL 571 - This 5 -tube radio
has a wooden cabinet with a removable plastic
front. I presume it was manufactured around
the World War II era. It features permeability
tuning and the following loctal tubes: 1407,
14A7, 14B6, 50A5 and 35Y4. It will operate on
115 volts AC or DC. The dial tunes from right to
left. It is quite similar to the Cherokee 571 -X50 -
2A found on page 49 of Bunis' 4th Edition.
Does anyone have a schematic or dial string-
ing instructions for this set? (Bill Horn -
Bealeton, VA)

T.M.C. CONSOLE RECEIVER - This set is a 5-

tube (valve) receiver in a console cabinet with
lift top and built-in horn speaker. It was manu-
factured by the Telephone Manufacturing Co.
in 1923. (Jim Taylor - Bournemouth,
England)

SIEMENS & HALSKE CRYSTAL SET - Little
information is known about this unusual, metal -
cased crystal receiver on a wooden board. It

operates with an internal double -sliding tuner.

ADVERTISING RADIO - This is a Philco
Model 37-620 tombstone radio that has had its
original front panel removed and replaced with
the "Mail Pouch" advertising panel. The grille
cloth is heavy material, and the rest of the
cabinet appears to be a professional modifica-
tion performed by a job shop or advertising
agency, probably in 1937 or 1938. I've never
seen another like it and I would be curious to
know if any others exist.

Antique Radio Classified - The First 15 Years

Though 15 years is a short time in radio history, a
15th anniversary seems an appropriate time :o look
at a magazine's history. In fact, 15 years is a vener-
able age for a specialized publication like A.F.C.,
and we take justifiable pride in our growth in size and
quality over the years.

Many of you longterm subscribers may do what
we do on such an occasion - look back at early
issues and realize how far
A.R.C. has come since its 1984
beginnings. At that time, Gary
Schneider, A.R.C.'s founder,
had developed a mailing list
from his own buying and sell-
ing activities and collector con-
tacts. In June 1984, he sent out
1,000 16 -page sample copies
as a trial balloon to prospective
subscribers, and little did he
realize how rapidly his daring
enterprise would take off

The premier issue in Sep-
tember 1984 went to 440 sub-
scribers. By August 1986,
shortly before John Terrey took
over the then 28 -page publi-
cation, the number had Town
to 1,800. A check of the fifth
anniversary issue statistics
shows that 4,500 subscribers
were then in the fold, and in
recent years, we have boast-
ed of over 8,000.

What has accounted for this
growth? Three factors come to
mind: 1) More widespread ad-
vertising of A.R.C. in over a
dozen collector publications; 2)
Free samples to interested col-
lectors and even to some who own only one radio,
which, as a result, often ends up in the hancs of a
serious collector. Since 1986, we have sent out over
60,000 free samples; 3) A.R.C. booths at radio meets
and ham gatherings from coast -to -coast - from the
big states like California and Texas to the smallest,
Rhode Island. We have even set up at the meet in
Birmingham, England. As our subscriber list, ads and
articles indicate, A.R.C. is known internationally.

In addition, we have tuned in to the Information
Age" and for three years have had a well designed
Web site on the Internet - another way to widen the
communication among collectors. In fact, one -turd
of our new subscribers each month can be attrbuted
to the Internet. However, putting the classified ads on
the Net has been a controversial issue, as mangy of
you have come to realize through the pro and L.on

letters in Radio Miscellanea. Perhaps we have been
overly cautious about taking this final step, in defer-
ence to those not yet computer -oriented.

But, the reality is that unless we find our niche in
this new elecronic world, we will not be able to
continue to do what we do best - serve as the link
between radio collectors. As we move toward the
millennium, we hope to bring about a collaboration

between those who want to
use modern technology in their
radio search and those who
prefer the hard copy. We also
want to continue to provide in-
formation not available any-
where else to the widest num-
ber of co lectors.
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Gary Schneider mailed 1,000, 16 -page
sample issues in June 1984. The cover
says "Watch us grow," and that we have!

THE HUMAN SIDE OF
A.R.C. HISTORY

Growth and meeting the
technical challenges of the
modern world are not the only
topics of a historical perspec-
tive. What is real y interesting
and meaningful is the human
side of the story. Who and what
twists of fate have made A.R.C.
what is today?

Gary Schneider's idea that
there was a need for a way to
connect 'collectors of old radi-
os and related items for pur-
poses of buying and selling"
points directly to today's Inter-
net exchanges for the same
purposes. In those early days,
collectors had few options.
They searched out antique
shops or other collectors, or

perhaps found ads in a club publication. Then came
A.R.0 - the first national marMetplace for collectors

By 1986, A.R.C. had grown so that Gary realized
he could not give it the necessary full time, and he
began to return renewal subscription money.

Well, first
the radiobug had bitten with a vengeance long ago in
his teenage years. The disease has proved incur -

The first were Mary Annavedder
and Betsy Dumka, both "stolen" from that well-known
local newspaper, the Carlisle Mosquito. Others like
Shirley Sauer and later, Jean Meldonian followed.
Many of you will remember Chris Frederickson, our
Radio Events Editor, who stayed for ten years before
moving to California. Laura Katz, who has also

moved on, took up Chris' tasks, among others.
John's next-door neighbor, Bobby Lyman, is still

with us, and is a reminder of the days when Hurricane
Bob struck in August 1991. A.R.C.'s "office" in the
woods was one of the last to have power restored,
and we were forced to transfer the operation, com-
puters and all, to Bobby's basement. Other storms
and dilemmas have stranded us at home or work, but
we haven't missed a date with the printer yet.

A vivid memory of that early time is "Aerobic Day"
when the entire press -run of magazines, weighing
about /2 ton, was carried up a flight of stairs to John's
kitchen. There -he mailing process took place. How
different from today when our Macintosh -produced
pages go to a major printer of small circulation
magazines where A.R.C. is printed, labeled, sacked,
and mailed.

THE STAFF AND WRITERS

Within a few years, full-time help was required.
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Television has not been ne-
glected as indicated by this De-
cember 1988 cover showing a
Philco Predicta TV.
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Perhaps our most memorable
cover is Bill Bell's "Ace Radio
Repair," printed in full -color in
June 1989.
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Scott Young was hired and stayed for ten years as
Production Manager. Lisa Friedrichs signed on as
Office Manager and stayed for seven years. Now
:7,indie Bryan, Production and Advertising Manager,
and Tammy DeGray, Off ce Manager, have taken
:heir places.

Still others work on a regular part-time basis.
Bobby Lyman holds up certain aspects of the busi-
ness end of things. A managing editor (yours truly) is
needed to keep the editor in line (or is it to correct his
grammar?). Technical consultants and writers like
Ray Bintliff and Dick Desjarlais have been indispens-
able. That role too is filled by collector Dave Crocker,
who is also our layout artist. Dave's dedication to the
cause is proved weekly by his long commute from
Cape Cod.

In all, the staff is a good balance of engineers,
collectors, business managers, and keepers of the
King's English. And the longevity of our employment

shipping and storage space, and room for our com-
puters, as well as for the old radio (or two or three)
that inevitably keeps popping up.

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Norm's Radio Auction
Hanover, Pennsylvania - March 19, 1999

REPORTED BY RAY CHASE

On March 19, 1999, Norm's Auction Service of
Hanover, Pennsylvania, held a large radio auc-
tion largely consisting of the collection of Charles
Mooney of Bowie, Maryland. There were 252
cataloged lots and over 65 uncataloged lots. Ran-
dy Dickensheets, assisted by Phil Dickensheets,
called most of the auction.

Sets of the 1930s and later dominated the
collection, but there was also a large selection of
novelty radios. The radios by and large were in
good to very good condition. Most were claimed
to be working, although the auctioneer cautioned
that they had been in storage and moved several
times, so officially they were sold "as is." High-
lights were a Crosley grandfather clock radio
selling at $350; a Scott All -Wave 2 -chassis radio
at $450; even though the chrome chassis were
rusty; and a Zenith shutter -dial console at $600.

To WebTV or Not to WebTV - Part 2
(If I can do it, you can do it)

BY DICK DESJARLAIS

In Part I, I described how John
Terrey had inveigled me into writ-
ing a series of articles on a topic I

know nothing about, namely
WebTV. That was the whole idea
- to share with A.R.C. readers my
experiences and observations in
learning from scratch what WebTV
is, and is not, what equipment is
needed, how to set it up, operate it,
and use it productively.

Sounds simple, but as I re-
ported in Part 1, my first ven-
tures into the WebTV market-
place left me almost where I had
started - at point zero.

However, I doggedly headed to
CompUSA, one of the nearest hon-
est -to -goodness, nationally known
computer stores within twenty miles

would have everything a WebTV
neophyte would need. Wrong again. CompUSA
doesn't sell WebTV!

Now I began to wonder if perhaps computer stores
didn't sell WebTV because WebTVs aren't comput-
ers! This suspicion was confirmed when I saw one
manufacturer advertising WebTV as "Easy, afford-
able Internet access on your TV without a computer."

After trying Staples, the office supply store, with no
success, I arrived at Circuit City, and lo and behold -
there in all its mystery was a working Philips WebTV
on display. There were three salesmen conversing in
the aisle, so I approached them and asked if I could
speak to the house expert on WebTV. Hesitating,
they looked at each other, and finally, one said, "Well,
I'll try to answer your questions."

FIRST LESSON

Through a brief explanation and a WebTV tour on
the TV screen, I at least learned that WebTV is a
device which uses your TV screen as a monitor. With
the use of the WebTV Internet terminal and a wireless
keyboard, you can access the Internet for e -mailing to
family and friends and also access the World Wide
Web (www). All this at a relatively low cost without
having to purchase expensive computers, hardware
and software.

Well, this much was a start, but I felt I needed more
information before making any decision. Luckily, an-
other store, Best Buy, was practically next door, so I
gave it a try. As it turned out, Best Buy is where I got
the best buy, not necessarily in terms of cost because
prices at the stores I checked were very consistent.

What impressed me was the way the personable

and attentive young salesman patiently answered my
novice -type questions. After setting up his demon-
stration model with the WebTV tour, he even let me
use the wireless keyboard, instructing me on which
keys to push to gain access to the Internet.

A MINI -WORKSHOP

Incidentally, wren I first agreed to write this series of
articles, it happened that a mini -workshop titled,
"Introduction to the Internet" was being offered at my
church by two computer -savvy parishioners. At that
workshop, with generous help, I searched my favorite
topic - antique radios - what else? I even located
A.R.C.'s Web site, and I was amazed to find myself
reading articles in A.R.C. that I had written in the past.
Here I was with my articles published on the Internet,
and all this time, I hadn't even realized it was happening!

While I was at it, I searched for eBay, an Internet
auction house, and with some guidance, found many
radio items for sale, with bids for radios, including
descriptions and photos. None of the salesmen at any
of the stores I visited knew what eBay was. I, the
computer illiterate, had to explain it to them!

I was thankful I had the timely good fortune to
attend this workshop. It gave me not only some ba-
sics on how to use the Internet, but also a glimpse of
what it has to offer. There was the added incentive
that I knew I would soon be accessing the same
information on the much simpler (for me) WebTV.

THE OPTIONS

Back to Best Buy which carries Sony as well as
Philips. The salesman explained that there were
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several WebTV options available with either
manufacturer. In each case, an Internet terminal is
needed, which must be hooked up to your telephone,
using a signal splitter provided with the terminal, and
to your TV.

The basic option is a WebTV Internet terminal with
a remote control similar to your TV remote control.
The cost is approximately $100.

Another option is the WebTV Plus, an Internet
terminal which also provides an expansion port for
a printer, a remote control, and several other fea-
tures to be described it Part 3. The cost is approxi-
mately $200.

A desirable option for either of the above is the
wireless keyboard used. The cost is approximately
$50. Whereas the remote control is very slow and
limited in function - for example, to enter words, you
have to use up/down/right/left buttons to select let-
ters, one at a time, from a keyboard displayed on your
TV set - with the keyboard in your lap, you can
readily access Web sites and e-mail by typing.

The service fee for WebTV is approximately $20
per month, and $25 per month for WebTV Plus. Since

WebTV, an affiliate of Microsoft, is its own service
provider, you do not have the choice of choosing
another service provider, perhaps one without a month-
ly fee, as ycu could if you were using an ordinary
computer.

CONCLUSION

With the above informatior at hand, I felt confident
enough to buy the equipment that would be best for
my purpose. I returned to Best Buy and sought out the
salesman who was so helpful on my first visit. He and
this prospective buyer are shown in Figure 1, flanking
a TV screen and a Sony Internet terminal.

The next installment will focus on buying the equip-
ment, lugging it home and opening the cartons with all
their WebTV magic. Once everything is laid out, with
the breathless anticipation of a 10 -year old at Christ-
mas, I will be committed to figuring out what goes
where, setting everything up and making it work. Wish
me luck!

Hurrah! Yes, finally, at las:, we can announce that
A.R.C. will have its expanded web site up and opera-
tional on July 1, 1999. A.R.C. will be the web link to the
world of the radio collecting.

The decision -making process has been multifold.
First, we had to decide whether or not to do anything. If
yes, numerous questions arose. What additional con-
tent, ads, articles, etc., should we add to our Web site?
How do we balance the needs of both Web users and
non -users? Should some of the information be restrict-
ed to subscribers only? Finarcially, how much should
be budgeted for this project and where do we expect to
recover these costs? Practically, does our own staff do
the Web programming or do we hire outside consult-
ants? These are only a few of the many issues we
considered.

As we have discussed in these pages for months,
expansion of the A.R.C. Web site is a necessity. How-
ever, at this time, we do not plan to put all of A.R.C. on
the Web. As in the past, Web surfers will continue to
see the cover, the Editor's page, one or more feature
articles, radio club news and events pages, Radio
Miscellanea, and links to related Web sites. New fea-
tures will be searchable past auction prices and an
improved searchable A.R.C. store. But, the most sig-
nificant addition is the searchable classified acs, which
will be accessible to subscribers only. For access, they
will use their subscription number and a password.

Searching on the A.R C. Web site through the clas-
sifieds, the auction listings and the books, videos, etc.
for sale, has a key feature - you will be able to fine-
tune your search by listing several words and include
"AND" and "OR." The complexity of implementing this
feature is a key reason why we have hesitated in taking
this step to expand the Web site, and have chosen to
utilize an outside consultant for the process.

For many of you collectors, a significant aspect of
the expanded Web site will be the searchable listing of
past auction prices. Although :he popular price guides
list thousands of sets, collectors still run across one
that is not listed in any guide. Also, horns, tubes, etc.,
are hard to find in price guides. It is useful to see what
a set sold for if it appeared in a recent auction.

The shopping features on the current Web site will
be improved also. In order to purchase a book now,
you must type in the book title. On the new site, you
simply click the title to place it in your "shopping cart."
And, for the final purchase, the credit card information
will be transmitted using a secure method.

Although I hesitate to talk aoout the future additions
to the site, our plans include classified photo ads,
display ads, a searchable Photo Review, and a search-
able index to the entire 15 years of A.R.C.

Of course, since all of A.R.C. will not be on the Web,
the printed copy will still be desirable. And, I hope that
as more web surfers see our expanded Web site, they
will want it al," and subscribe. In addition, I hope that
surfers and subscribers alike will buy their radio -col-
lecting books, etc., from A.R.C. - after all, we stock all
of our items and usually ship the same day! This is
where the payoff is for A.R.C.

We will keep you up-to-date on our progress via the
printed A.R.C. But, also, star: checking out the Web
site mid -June to find out the latest target date and the
details on how to access the subscriber -only area -
namely, the classified ads. By the way, keep your
mailing label this month, as it includes your initial log -
on password.

In response to the letter in your May 1999 issue about

radio meets, I thought your readers might be interested
in hearing the other side of the issue from someone
directly connected with a "meet," as I have been for over
20 years.

The Carolinas Chapter of the AWA has two kinds of
meets: smaller swap meets and the "Spring Meet," of
which I have been Chair for 15 years, and which is a
conference, not just a swap meet.

There is a lot to this conference besides selling
radios in the parking lot. It is a 3 -day event offering many
programs, a contest, an auction, a reception/open house,
a luncheon, and it costs well over $4,000 to put on. As
for being "great for the chapter treasury," the profit has
been about 10 percent -a little over $400 - for a full
year of work and hundreds of hours put in by club
members. True, we are not a business, but we have to
make enough to support the club and account for price
increases that surely will come next year.

Much thought has been put into the subject of
including the public in our events. During the year we
host four swap meets fully open to the public. No
admission is charged. At two of them we charge sellers
a fee when we have to pay rent for a site to hold the swap
meets. These swap meets are on Saturday mornings
only, and typically have 30 to 60 vendors: 150 vendors
show up for the Spring Meet.

My suggestion is that people try to understand the
realities of what it takes to put a major meet together, or
else stick with the smaller, 1 -day, weekend meets.

Collectors travel from all over the country to attend
the Charlotte event. To see how a meet is done right,
come to the 2000 Spring Meet in Charlotte, N.C.
