-- •ekrvg almost two weeks earlier, bu l by all 
accounts the console was well received by all impar- 
> •  viewers.

Although Commodore were promising a  large 
rw nber of titles available a l launch, quite a lew  ol 
f ie m  seem to be old CDTV ones, which |ust happen 
lo  be compatible There was a reasonable devel­
oper presence bul tew had completed titles ready lo 
ctsplay. just demos Over 50 titles are promised 
before Christmas though, including Mortal Kombat. 
Nick Faldo  Go/f, Syndicate. Civilization and Whale's 
Voyage. Little technical intormation was added to 
that which had already been released to the press, 
but there was one shock.

Lew Eggebrecht revealed the existence ot an 
MPEG add-on lor the CD32. which allows h e  unit to 
playback FuB Motion Video titles. Commodore are 
looking to  release the add o n  betore Christmas, but 
wouldn’t  give any guarantees. A  separate MPEG 
cartridge was expected, but not quite so soon.
When released it will retail tor under £200, which 
makes the CD32 a  very viable option in the  market 
a t present Philips are expected to drop the pnce ot 
the C D  i (which also has an MPEG cartridge avail­
able! later h is  year, but it would be difficult to

imagine them matching h e  price o t the CD32.
Perhaps most telling o t all was Ihe reaction from 

a number o l Commodore’s  rivals to  the launch, 
whose response seemed laden with sour grapes 
rattier than anything else.

Despite being the largest console manufacturer 
in h e  world, Nintendo apparently have no CD-based 
machine to compete against Commodore’s  offering, 
or, tor that matter, against arch-rival Sega’s Mega 
CD. N intendo's American marketing vice-president, 
Peter Main, is reported to have said CD as we see it 
on the market today is not h e  answer'. He later 
went on to say h a t There's no point in launching 
anything yet...' and talking about Sega’s  Mega CD 
he said h a t it was Dead in Japan and dying in 
Europe’. Gloomy words indeed -  couldn't be 
because you simply missed the boat Peter?

In a more significant move. Commodore’s tra­
ditional rivals A tari announced the development ot 
their own 64-bit console called the Jaguar. No 
units were available as h e  machine doesn’t  yet 
exist, leading some industry pundits to  call fou l 
play’ on what has been seen as spoiling tactics 
from  Atari. Ironically, considering the dubious suc­
cess o l Sega s add-on CD drive, the Jaguar will 
not come w ith a CD ROM  drive a s  standard, and 
even the  console itself is unlikely lo  appear before 
next year, if  ever. f

A t the moment Sega are still Commodore's 
only rivals in the  CD console market, and their 
response was the m ost illuminating: they point . .  
blank retused to give ou t any Mega CD details lo 
Amiga journalists. Afraid It’ll su tle r b y  comparison, 
eh boys?! [ I Iy o u  want to  see  how  the  tw o systems 
compare, and  it's no t ttattenng to Sega, take a 
took a t  the  Tech Specs we've prin ted in  this 
m onth's supplement -  EoJ.

m agnificent Darting Harbour complex was an 
unqualified success.

In case you 're  wondering about the  viability of 
the Amiga in  a country ot jus t 17 million people, 
the official attendance figure for the three day 
event was pu t a t 22.000. No doubt that th is was 
on the generous side, but the  15.000 o r so  who 
probably d id  attend w ere treated to  a num ber of 
new  releases and first-time viewings.

W hile the  rumours o f Comm odore's plight 
world-w ide abounded Commodore Australia 
reported record hardware sales for each day of 
the show. Judging by the  num ber p t A1200S I saw 
tucked away under arm s it was hardly surpnsing. 
The A t  200 w as the  big puller a t the  show 
although a  num ber o f A600s were also making 
the ir w ay past complex security system s (it is 
actually harder to ge t out o f th is  show then get 
in!). The A4000 Tower System w as d ue  to  have 
its  own firs t showing on the Commodore stand but 
it  never materialised.

The advertised them e o f the Show, and in  par­
ticular o f the large, although somewhat 
disappointing Commodore stand, was multimedia. 
That said, w hat the Sydney outpost lacked in 
panache w as more than compensated for by the 
purpose-built multimedia theatre in  an ante,-room 
to  the side. The theatre, which seated some 150, 
was w ell stocked w ith four-channels o f CD-qqality 
sound, lighting, on-screen (cascade) graphics and 
video d isk p layers -  a ll m ainly controlled by Scala

The orgy o f e lectronics provided the setting for 
a  number o l interesting discussions although the 
hardware was. for the m ost part, somewhat 
under-utilised The m ultim edia theme was not 
overty present throughout the  rest of the  Show, 
o ther than the A570 CD-ROM  drive, which was 
probably the m ost popular peripheral to  buy after 
an A1200. • •

And talking o f buying -  the last day o f the
Show w as a real wallet 
was on offer to those a

F lorida-based M oonlight Softw are -  which 
produced the  exce llen t A m i Tools and  A m i Back  
packages cam e, saw and. fo r  the  large part, 
conquered. P resident G ary Holland w as more 
than  happy w ith  th e  firs t show ing o f his p rod­
uc ts  Down Under. But the  A ustra lian m arket is 
fa r  from  be ing  European o r U S  driven and it 
w as in teresting to no te  that A ustra lia  now sup­
po rts  tw o independent m agazines, white the 
New Z ea land-produced 'A m iga  Down Under’ is 
w e ll worth  a  read.

Sydney-based W all S treet Videos a lso made 
the ir debut a t the  show w ith  the ir A1200 
Beginners video which proved to  be a  big hit w ith 
those w ith A t 200 in hand.

The o ne  th ing  w onderfu lly lacking  from  the 
show was noise. A bsolute ly no competing 
betw een stands fo r the  title  o l m ost annoying 
noise. Indeed, the  am bience fo r the  ha ll w as set 
ra ther w ell by a local e lectron ic v io lin is t who d id  
a  m uch adm ired g ig  e ve ry hour on the 
C om m odore stand.

User groups abounded -  not just for the  aver­
age punter seeking support, but also for the 
developer -  something that m ight work well up 
here Developers were also given the first chance 
to see the new CD32 system behind closed 

'  qoors (So much fo r being a developer here in  the 
UK -  Commodore have yet to  te ll me and quite a 
few like me that it actually exists.)

And. of course, just like any good Amiga Show 
the shell schemes burgeoned w ith dealers and 
box shifters w ith prices falling a s  qu ickly as  the 
English w ickets w ere that week.

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COMPUTER GENERATED ANIMATION
When the com puter revolution reached the national media in  the  late 80s it d idn 't just change the way we lived, it 
changed the way the media itself operated. Nowadays newspapers are designed on computers, and News A t Ten 
wouldn't be worth broadcasting w ithout animated com puter graphics Having infiltrated the  establishment, computer 
graphics m oved down m arket to anim ated title sequences and gam e shows like Catchphrase.

The impact of com puter generated anim ations was heightened when what would have taken 20 traditional artists a 
month to  produce could be churned ou t by one b loke in an afternoon -  w ith  the a id  o f some very expensive micro-elec- 
to n ics . It w as the  birth o f a  new artform.

e ffect is to  m ode l the  product in  a 
rendering program , and then morph 
i t  betw een severa l k e y  pos itions -  
the  softw are can autom atica lly 
ca rry  ou t a ll the  in -betw eening ca l­
culations.

COM PUTER ASSISTED ANIMATION
E ver when a computer is not used as a central component in  the replay o r generation o l the animation, it  is still a  very use- 
I  u ’ool lor the artist Many traditional artists lind  it difficult to create art on the computer, bu t would like to use the advanced 
editing tacilities available on automated computer-controlled eouipment.

One o l the more tedious ways o l doing this, but nevertheless a quite popular one amongst non-computer types, is using 
a digitising tablet o r arm and tradng in line drawings into a computer-based art package. This can be done quite inexpen­
sively and easily on a machine like the Amiga -  all you need is a copy o l D Palnl and a graphics tablet, such as the Genius 
DT. All that is required is to place the artwork under the protective covering and trace over it  with the pen. Although reliable, 
this process is laborious and time consuming. This rather deleats the object a little, which is about making the process more 
elticient a lte r all.

A  more sensible option is to  use a scanner. Artwork can be prepared and then led into a scanner a  frame at a  time. The 
only difficulty here is that, obviously, the computer bitmapped images will all have to register properly if they are to  form part 
o l a meaningful animation. This means that they all have to  be scanned in exactly the same position to  ensure that the 
images match up properly. This can be a bit tricky, even on an expensive flatbed scanner. II you are intending to teed the 
frames through a multiple document scanner there is virtually no chance that the fram es will line up.

The images can always be resigned in an art package later, but again this introduces an extra process -  more time, 
more elfort, less productivity. Since it takes a  professional animator a day to  create live complete Irames. time is always ol 
Ihe essence.

A more popular way is to  digitise Ihe images using a  video camera. The camera is mounted on an overhead tripod, 
pointing down at an animation base. The base itsell would contain locator pegs to  ensure that the Irames were all located in 
precisely the correct position. Since the camera would be set up lo r a  specific Irame size there would be no need to change 
«s position. Lighting can prove to be a  problem, bu t a lew  bright lights attached near to the base should solve this.

The major advantage o l entering images into the computer th e  way e  that th e  e  the way animations themselves used 
to be recorded. The camera may be o l the CCD video variety ra V ta rV ttn ilm  and Ihe buttons to  be pressed may be on a 
computer keyboard instead o l a t the end o l a shutter release cable, bu t the p m c p a ls  are the s im e .

W hen it com es to  your Amiga 
playing back your Anim ation, you 
could be in trouble though. It is all 
very w ell lo r you to select 25 fps from 
the D P am lcontrol panel, bu t it  is 
another th ing e n tte ly  tor DPam l to 
deliver a t th is  speed With a 68000 
based m achine, animating a 
sequence o l lo-res shots in  16 
colours d irect Irom  m emory, you have 
a decent chance, but if  you switch to 
h i res you can just about lorget it.

There are many dedicated play­
back programs around, most o l the 
good ones are in  the public domain, 
too  DPainr conform s to  a  standard 
known as Anim5, a developm ent from 
the  earlier delta-shitt d ifferencing sys­
tems. These Anim torm ats save 
space b y  using a  dilterencing tech­
nique on successive tram es in  an 
animation. Instead ot storing com­
plete images, only the  parts that have 
changed trom  one tram e to  the next 
are stored This results In a much 
sm aller tile, and in  som e instances, a 
much quicker animation, too.

A lthough the  processor must 
spend tim e decoding the Anim  infor­
mation. it  doesn't have to  redraw the 
entire trame. A lso, due to  the  much 
smaller tile size, each Irame can De 
accessed much faster This makes it 
more teasible to  run anim ations Irom 
disk instead o t RAM -  a  lim iting tactor 
which has previously been Insur­
mountable.

Video seguences 
were shot using a camcorder and then digitised using the V idi d ig itiser from 
Rom bo Using this hardware it  was possible to grab several Irames a second 
trom the real lim e playback

The Images were grabbed in  a mono lo  res lormat, giving an image resolu­
tion which appears only slightly plxellated when recorded down onto standard 
VMS tape.

The Images were then hand coloured by loading each Irame Individually 
into O P ilm and expanding the palette, before being saved back onto hard 
disk. The seguence is punctuated by many spot etlects such as morphs and 
ripples, which were a ll performed using either DPa/nfor GVP's /mage f t  soft­
ware.

The resultant animation was then recorded by playing the entire seguence 
directly from the A4000 s hard drive and recording It onto video.

Why an Amiga? Well, the power/price ration makes it  Ideal lo r people with 
m inimal resources, such as students the world over There is nothing second 
rate about the output either.

The actual process e l d igitising a ll the Irames and colouring them took a 
litt le  over three months -  a reasonably short amennt of lim e considering that 
a conventional line artist can only produce aboul a minute o l top guallty ani­
mation a year.

With the current move towards CO 
technology there w ill be more demand lor computer-fluent animators, working

A ny Amiga 
can d isp lay a sing le  im age, so you 
don 't even need a very expensive 
com puter. U nfortunately you w ill 
need a  very expensive  v ideo  deck. 
Even it  you  g o  lo r a  fa irly  bog-stan­
dard  deck you a re  looking at a  tew 
thousand q u id  fo r  a  m achine w ith 
Iram e accurate recording.

There are cheaper solutions 
M any o l the  top-end consum er

decks availab le  today, in the  E400- 
700 price  range, a re  capable of 
record ing to  a couple o l Iram es o l 
accuracy -  good enough tor doing 
roughs a nd  dem os betore booking 
stud io  tim e  for the  fina l cut.

T h is  a lso  m eans tha t you  can 
produce m uch be tte r an im ations in  
term s o l im age reso lu tion  Never 
m ind  h i-res  in terlace, w hat about 
24-b it?  W ell, you can  certa in ly  
m anage a  HAM8 an im ation, bu t 24- 
b it is  s ligh tly  m ore tricky.
D epending on your 2 4 -b it card, you 
are m ore than  like ly  to  need a 
Iranscoder as w e ll. M ost boards 
ju s t g ive  an RGB o u tp u t fo r  use 
w ith  a  m onitor, bu t yo u 'll be hard 
pressed to  find  a d eck  tha t accepts 
RGB a s  standard.

A  typ ica l qua lity  encoder/ 
transcoder w ill s tre tch  yo u r budget 
by  another EISO o r  so. it  you  are 
eas ily  sa tisfied O bvious ly , the  
m ore  expensive  the  deck you are 
using, the  more im portan t it  is  to 
chose your transcoder w ith  care.

It you  a re  lucky, your 24-b it card

RayTracing
The beauty o l raytracing (and  other

For those producing 24-bit ray-

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«*yt raced Images can be used lo  model ot simulate real events A possible use Is the recreation 
of road accidents -  here witness A sees a blue car rush towards him, run over his feet and 
speed Into the distance.

Digital Editing
This is  a  new  fie ld which is set to 
explode w ithin the  year. Currently 
editing v ideo is a  time-consuming 
and expensive business, requiring 
dedicated hardware and a lot o f time 
to ge t it right. A  system which uses 
digital images, and therefore allows 
real time splicing, re-arranging and 
preview ing would find a space on 
the desk o f many a studio.

Further, a s  the  im ages are a ll in 
the  dig ita l dom ain, genera tion  loss 
is a th ing  o f the  past as the im ages 
can be reproduced w ith  100%  
accuracy e ve ry tim e, before final 
m astering to  video tape. Soon 
even th is  stage w ill be rem oved as 
w e a ll watch film s d irectly  from  CD-

ROM  using MPEG technology.
Im pulse, the  m akers o f the  ren­

dering  program  Imagine, are 
w orking on such a  device and have 
ca lled  it T h e  Dream M ach ine ’. They 
a re  a im ing  for a launch th is  year, 
and hope to  p rovide un its w h ich  w ill 
a llow  ed iting  o f everyth ing from  30 
second com m ercia ls to  th ree  hour 
fea tu re  films.

W e w on 't have to  w a it tha t long 
to  see D ig ita l Editing in  action 
though. A t th is  mom ent a p iece  of 
so ftw are  from  the A m erican multi- 
media com pany, Pantaray, is 
a lready in  th e  fina l stages o f testing. 
C a lled  Bay. it is a fu rthe r deve lop ­
m ent from  a  previous package 
des igned for use w ith  the  C D XL for­
m at on the  CDTV.

The Future For Animation
The fu tu re  o f anim ation, and maybe 
the  fu tu re  o f v ideo, lies in the realm  
o f the  com puter. A lthough tra d i­
tional anim ators m ay w hinge and 
com plain abu t the  loss o f qua lity ' in 
com puter anim ation (which is  only 
true when considering film , not 
video) there is rea lly  no other way 
fo r a  m odern anim ation house to

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operate. Having one hundred i  
tors a ll w orking overtim e fo r  a  year 
to  chum  out a  fea tu re  is  s im ply not 
the  future.

O f course, tha t's  no t to  say that

No introductions a re  necessary for D eluxe Paint because it offers more power per pound than any 
other animation package. It hasn't go t vectors or path anim ations (yet) bu t it can do ju s t about every­
thing  else. Version I I I  introduced animation and cut no com ers b y  adding brush m anipulation in  three 
dimensions, a s  well. Version / y  expanded on th is rock-solid base by incorporating a l  paint and ani­
mation features in HAM mode, too.

Dedicated HAM animation packages have tar better Special FX, but they can 't compete against 
the thoroughness o f D Paint for other jobs and they can never be the m ode o f choice for animations 
on a standard Amiga due  to speed, image resolution and quality.

Brush morphing w as probably the one feature in  Version IV  which drew real admiration from  long­
standing anim ators. Talk about excitem ent -  th is feature alone makes it worth the  upgrade from  III.

Although it 's  by  no m eans perfect -  dedicated programs 
have since em erged which give professional morphing 
results -  it  is a  m ajor attraction on a  piece o f home so ft­
ware. Brush morphing has a  s ize restriction, naturally 
enough, and it really only gives an elite performance on 
brushes o f s im ilar s ize  and roughly s im ilar colours. The
chicken morphing into an egg is a  trite example, bu t it shows what k ind o f m agic D Paint IV can work. More usefully 
you can morph tw o different text brushes, o r outline text, into a drawing. One fun eftect is to  have two digitised pictures 
morph into each other -  M ajor and Thatcher, o r your mum and dad, for instance.

Version (P a lso  introduced the  gee-whiz Light Table, allow ing onion-skinning of animation frames, plus an anima­
tion control panel, which simplified the whole business o f editing. There are still things wrong w ith DPaint, but who 
w ants to  niggle when you ge t so  m uch? A n  anim ation standard not because it's used by alm ost everyone, but 
because it's good enough to be used by alm ost everyone. »

Aegis Anim ator is ju s t one o t the few  vector graphic animators available.Vectors have many good 
points -  very smooth transitions, object movement and point editing -  but the downside w ith  Animator 
«s the lack o f a  freehand draw ing option. You can create lines, polygons, circles, stars and rectangles, 
wrth ease but curves take patience and are nearly always angular

Nevertheless, you can effortlessly animate and morph the  range o f objects available. Squaring a 
a rc le  is a two-m inute jo b  and real paths can be drawn along which objects can be animated.

Controlling the way items flow  into different shapes is cleverly handled. Each object created (apart 
from bitmaps) is composed o f points. Editing these is simply a  m atter o f activating one and stretching 
or repositioning it. O nce the rubber-banding has been done, you click  on the icon which moves to  the 
next frame, and the  animation which results from  your changes is handled automatically by the  pro­
gram. So. no matter how severe your changes on the shapes from  one frame to  another, they all flow 
smoothly as the sequence plays.

Bitmap graphic screens and brushes can be loaded in, bu t only in the  program ’s  low-resolution 
mode. You’d be surprised how successful a  combination o f vector and bitmap animation is, given 
some planning. A  neat trick which works very well is to load in a  bitmap picture, then use shapes to  < 
cover it  up Frame by fram e you can edit the shapes to  represent curtains opening, o r a  cam era lens'* 
ms opening and shutting, revealing your image

Colour control is perfect, allowing colours to  change between fram es (something even DPaint can’t  match) for super fades o r flashes. Take a simple glow 
effect, for example. In m ost other animation programs this is a  dog to do. But in Anim ator you can have one colour build from  background grey, through a whole 
range, until it flashes white.

Anim ator a lso has a  comprehensive, though not too intuitive, storyboard function for cutting and pasting between sequences Poor memory use restricts the 
length o f sequences featuring bitmaps, bu t it ’s  a  real animator's treat to  use. and does things Electronics Arts have ignored throughout the life o f DPaint.

This well-established piece of software has found a home as both a  video 
effects generator and a  general animation controller. This is not a paint pack­
age. it’s  s imply an animation engine. Originally the s ister to DeluxePamt. it 
features a marvellous control model for when you are working on tracks; you 
can pin flags to  signal events along a line representing the duration o f a  track.

So, fo r instance, if you want a  sound to  begin 25 seconds into a  sequence, 
you simply flag the event a t the 25 second m ark and select the  play sound 
event for the  flag. S im ilarly. Anim  brushes o r ordinary brushes can be made to 
appear and move on cue in  a  variety o f transitions.

DVtdeo'S visual scripting language is very easy to  learn,despite the plethora 
o f options. A s you become more proficient you can toggle an advanced user 
mode, which gives you even more control and power.

Take a simple thing like loading a  picture. There are no fewer than 24 
options to  choose from, ranging from having it  scroll in o r w ipe out. right 
through to  fade in  or colour cycle. O nce you've chosen an option, you can 
tweak even more subtle events -  direction of scroll and coarseness of checke r 
board effect, for example. The wipe effect has 21 features, which enable you to 
fine tune your sequence to an almost infin ite level.

Because DPaint IV  has  such comprehensive animation features, and budt-m 
graphic creativity, it’s hard to justify DVideo III simply as an animation shifter it 
on the  other hand, you intend including special effects or sound tracks on 
images, then it’s  still well worth a look.

Thl» animation engine otters complete control over your Amiga movlea -  wNch la just as well 
considering you'll need an art package to load In anytmng worthwhile. Animations are created by 
planting flags on tracks, which represent events at specific times.

Bitmaps and vectors com bine beautifully in 
th is  fun metamorphic animation package.
A s well as working in several Amiga 
modes, the program allows sounds to  be 
p layed back in  predeterm ined frames.

You don’t  really miss sounds until you 
use a program which supports them. If you 
enjoy animating for the sake o f it, then they 
can add another real dim ension to your ou t­
put. And anyone w ith a  sound digitiser will be able to  ge t the most ou t o f their hobby by adding effects and sound bites to the ir animations. Imagine -  your 
cartoon o f Homer S impson being able to look you in the  eye and shout Doh' Talk about scary...

As fa r  as vec to r editing is concerned, th ings  cou ldn ’t  be s im pler w ith each object having a variab le num ber o f points, any o f which can  be s tre tched or 
de le ted over a  sequence. O bjects can m e ld  into o thers  very sm ooth ly a nd  bitm ap brushes can be incorporated w ith little  fuss. Background b itm aps can 
b e  loaded a fte r the  an im ation  has been com pleted. Fantav is ion  has a very com prehensive su ite  o f  ed iting  and draw ing tools, a nd  can  rotate vecto rs  in 
th ree  dim ensions.

Although Aegis Anim ator go t there first. Fantavision, I have to  adm it d id  it  better, especially w ith PAL (full screen) support. Control o f the  program is initially 
a struggle, but then things become intuitive. A fter a  few hours you w ill be able to create super-smooth anim ations thanks to  the software doing a ll the really hard 
w ork on the  tweens.

Constructing an ob ject -  take the exam ple face above -  is jus t a m atter o f defining different coloured polygons. If you make a mistake, you can edit the  point 
out. o r reposition it. It strikes me as being a  lot like painting by numbers, w ith sm all solids making up the whole. Items can be m oved independently o r as a 
group and you can w ire fram e your objects for easier control whilst editing. Moving bitmap brushes is just like moving any other object, you can com bine vectors 
and bitmaps for special effects.

The only real let-down is lack o f storyboarding facilities. O therw ise it's a  joy to  use and has super-slick potential. It has a great fun-to-use factor, too.

The 
Disney approach has been to  partition animation creation into distinct areas, whereas m ost other programs a llow  lu ll random 
access to  any feature. The building blocks o f the animation process are penal-test, exposure sheet, ink. paint and camera.

Disciplined users hankering for o ld  values and skills wiH be a t hom e as they pencil-test their work before colouring it  J
in, I find this tedious and over-demanding in  terms o f preplanning and stilting for the qu ick response to  ideas which gen- ^  
erally make a work session flow more fluidly. However cumbersome I find the program, I have to  adm it it 's  a  comprehensive

drool over.
The program certainly works well as an education tool.

Confined as you are to the  traditionalist methods of an i­
mation, you can learn a  lot about cartoon structure. The
manual preaches the animation gospel according to  W alt, which obviously w orked judging by 
the glorious film s of yesteryear. But apart from  the cartoons, there's little you can d o  w ith DAS. 
H you 're  not a  good freehand artist, you're going to find no help here. There are no built-in 
transitions or animation routines. It just plays back w hat you’ve drawn but, having said that, 
there's not a program which does this better.

The om on skinning facilities are unsurpassed and are v ital for creating flowing and exag­
gerated movement -  something which has been added to DPaint IV v ia the  Light Table.

O n the p lus side. D A S s  modular approach is ideal for low-memory system s, loading in fea­
tu res only when needed. Sound is  also well implemented.

Control is more complex than it  should be, but 
hopetully you caught the  tutorials we gave. In any 
event, a ll this com plexity hides a very linear 
approach to  animation. It you like the  constraints 
offered b y  more traditional animation methods then 
you’ll love il. Free-wheeling suck-it-and-see anim a­
tors may feel inhibited though.

Animation production is based on tracks, which have events in  them  -  sound, colour cycling, scrolling 
and so on. It's very much an editing su ite  for animations, building up sequences item by item in  a really 
powedul way. A lthough there are draw ing tools contained w ithin M ovie Seder, there is a very useful option 
to  load in  im ages which have been DPainl-ed. While not being ab le to fau lt the facilities offered in the-pro- 
gram for cartoon-style storyboards -  a  much w ider range than any other package -  it  has to be said that if 
you need a special effect in a  hurry this isn't the best way to  d o  it. O ne for Tex Avery/Dan Bluth aspirants 
rather than quick thrill seekers.

•  BITMAP GRAPHICS -  The attribute ot each pixel -  its 
colour on screen -  I t  mapped into memory. If you ere 
using the Amiga's half brrte (64 colour) or HAM modes, 
each pixel's information is contained in six bit-planes. A 
bit-plane can be imagined as a layer of memory contain­
ing information that the computer needs to work out the 
colour and brightness of any one pixel. That's a whole lot 
of memory.
•  HAM MOOT -  A special graphics mode on the Amiga 
which allows 4096 colours on screen through clever use 
of display control. The trade-off is slower animations and 
painting due to larger amounts of data being shifted, and 
the dreaded fringing ettect, where adjacent colours can 
streak into each other.

•  MORPH -  Buzz word describing the change In shape 
Irom one object to another. Pop videos and TV ads use 
the technique extensively -  Irom cars morphing into ani­
mals to hair style chenges. Take tor example those 
adverts which have different leces constantly morphing 
into one another.
•  ONION SKINNING -  The buzz-word tor being able to 
display the current animation frame superimposed on 
earlier or laler frames, which are ghosted out in muted 
colours. Onion skinning allows you to see exactly what 
has changed from Irame to trame. Therefore. II is vital 
tor any hand-drawn movement rather than computer­
generated movement.
•  STORYBOARD -  Either a draft on paper ot how you 
intend your animation to progress, or a scene-by-scene 
display by the animation software, allowing entry to the 
animation at any point, cutting and pasting ot sequences 
and multi-frame edits.
•  TWEEN -  lo animation, an in-between state. In morph­
ing, lor example, you have a start image and an end 
image. The computer works out the in-between frames, 
which are caHed tweens.
•  VECTOR GRAPHICS -  Screen images based on lines and 
points which are effectively on-screen co-ordinates, not 
pixels. Information on items drewe oa screen are stored as 
co-ordinate in memory, and not as blocks of Image data as 
In bitmap graphics. Drawn items can be treated as objects 
independent ol their position on screen, and so can be 
moved, cloned or edited. Vector animation takes care of 
the smooth transition trom one shape to another. The user 
just defines a start and end shape, and on playback the 
software melds the shapes as be/she wishes.

ust over 25 light years away in

Designed by ace 
programmer Andrew Braybrook, it 
placed you a t the  helm  o f a  super­
fast space fighter flying over the tops 
of huge dreadnoughts blasting 
hordes o f nasty a liens before landing 
at the other end to  set a  self-destruct 
mechanism to  b low  the dreadnought 
to kingdom  come. It swept the board 
lo r games awards in  1986 grabbing 
such accolades a s  Best Arcade- 
Style Game, Best S hoot 'Em  Up, 
and Runner Up for Game o f the 
Year. It com es as no surprise then 
that a  sequel is  in  the  offing. W hat is 
surprising though is why it ’s  taken 
seven years to  reach our screens.

Actually the  answer lies in  the 
hands o f the  lawyers and receivers

who w ere wrangling over who a o u  
ally held the  rights in  the o n g ra l 
game. Besides. Andrew and 
Graftgold were busy d e s^ rw ig  c« ie r 
hits, like Fire & Ice. W ith that ques 
tion cleared up all that rem ans s  k ) 
te ll you w hat the sequel is Me.

GETTING STARTED
The plot for the  two gam es are very 
similar w ith you once agam n  
charge o f the tiny Manta space craft 
racing across the  tops o f huge baOe 
cruisers blasting away all opposiDon 
before landing and attacking the 
main generator.

The cra ft itself is one o f the  most 
manoeuvrable ships yet seen in  an 
Amiga blaster, incorporating over «6 
animation frames. The whole th n g  
moves along at a  cracking pace and 
Andrew is rightly proud o l the 50 
fram es per second update He ongn 
nally used the  scrolling system from 
Fire & Ice  in an early version but 
soon found it to  be inappropriate for

Undium  as the  scrolling actually out­
strips the processor's ability to build 
up new data a t the screen edge 
However, being a programming . 
genius, it wasn't too long before he ’d 
sorted the basics out. In fact; fje 
worked it out so  w ell that the finished 
version w ill sport not only a  two- 
player option bu t also a  drone 
option. This means that one or two 
players will be followed by ghost 
ships which can be jum ped into 
when your primary o n e  explodes.

The background dreadnoughts 
are g igantic spraw ling a ffa irs  that 
take up a g ood 1 2  screens in 
length and were o ne  o f the  f irs t e le ­
m ents that he w orked on. M any of 
the  graphics w ere  draw n by Phillip 
W illiam s in  a  m ix  o f 16 and 32 
colours, w ith  Andrew  using a  cus­
tom  auto-m apper to  lay down the 
blocks in  the  correct places. These 
ships are not ju s t decoration, how ­
ever, a s  they serve a s  hangars for 
the  various fly ing enem ies and as 
stages fo r  the  ground-based tanks. 
A lso there 'll be raised sections o f 
superstructure to  avo id  and bridges 
to  fly  through.

ENEMY ATTACK
The enemy attack waves were origi­
nally direct ports from the C64 
version but the code required a lot of 
chopping as things have moved on a 
long way since 1986. Once it had 
been set up Andrew decided that the 
waves w ere a little bit too difficult and 
intelligent so  were toned down some. 
The Manta craft w ill still need all o f its 
impressive manoeuvrability though to 
outfly the enemy. Fortunately, there’s 
a  new range of special weapons to 
collect including a torpedo which tar­
gets ground forces and a useful 
homing missile. However, the ene­
m ies have been beefed up to  cope 
w ith these specials and now have 
chaff which confuses homing mis­
siles and leaves them free to  attack 
you. There’s also a tricky chaser ship 
which follows you wherever you go 
blasting a ll the time.

All in all Undium 2  is shaping up 
to  be one helluva game. It should be 
com plete by early O ctober so we ll 
bring you a  fu ll review next issue.

SOUNDS GOOD
The game’s sonics are also im pres­
sive. Each level has an appropriate 
m usical score in  keeping w ith  the 
setting, and there ’s a whole host of 
sam pled sounds to  accom pany the 
on-screen action. It’s d ifficu lt to  see 
where any im provem ent could be 
made, although the  m usic that 
accom panies the  Italian leve l w asn’t 
really up to  the  same standard as 
the rest. Som e sam pled speech 
w ould have  been nice too. bu t then 
Krisa lis have done wonders to cram 
everything onto four d isks a s  it  is, 
and any fu rther additions would 
have m eant paying for an extra 
(loppy.

Why do I have to  review 
this sort o f rubbish? This 
sad p iece o f software is 
probably the worst sports 
sim I’ve  ever had the mis­
fortune to  boot up. After last 
year's crop ot d ire Olympic 
cash-ins (Games Espana. 
etc.), I thought w e  might be 
spared sim ilar travesties 
this summer, but M icroids have put 
paid to  such w ish lu l thinking!

There are 10 different sporting 
events to  participate in . ranging trom 
the 100m sprint, through the  shot 
putt to  the  4  x 100m relay swim. Up 
to tour players can take part against 
computer controlled opponents, 
although only tw o hum an players 
can com pete against each other 
sim ultaneously (and on ly  in certain 
events). The overall a im  is to  com ­
pete in  each event and collect the 
most go ld  medals, although it's pos­
sible to  p ick  and chose which events 
you w ant to  enter.

Rather than opt tor the traditional 
toystick thrashing techniques as used 
«i aging classics, such a s  Daley  
Thompson, M icroids have com e up 
with a num ber o t different control 
methods, each one specifically tai­
lored to  individual sports. For 
mstance, in the  100m  sprint the 
player has to draw upon a limited 
store of energy which enables his on­
screen sprite to  either speed up 
gradually or make a sudden burst of 
acceleration. This is achieved by

either pulling the joystick 
to  the right o r stabbing the 
fire button repeatedly. In 
another event, the high 
jump, the  controls become 
much more complicated

Unfortunately, the  on-screen

KEEP CONTROL

charging all over the shop, but what

WATER SUDES

A lthough at 
firs t it  m ight look rather ordinary,
Supersound  has a whole bunch ot 
tricks hidden up its sleeves.

Top o l the b ill are the effects. In 
addition to  the  filters, reverbs and d is­
tortion routines o f v3.2. the  new 
release o ile rs  yet more new and origi­
nal effects, a long w ith  more control 
over the existing ones Some o t the best include the  X-flip distortion option, which reverses alternate sec­
tions o f the sam ple data -  good tor adding a bit o f grit to  a basslme, for example

There a re  separate treble, bass and brightness boosters, alt o f which are ad(ustable. three types o l 
noise filters, and a cunning crossfade m ixer The crossfader is best used on instrum ent sounds that never 
settle down to  a  steady loop. By m ixing a reversed copy o t the  sam ple back onto itself, you 're  assured a 
smooth loop. A s well a s  the usual ‘aero seek' method employed by the  competition, there's an alternative 
phase loop' option, which analyses the s ta rt and end o f the wave for a good match A  spare buffer is

reserved for a second sample, which w orks ju s t like 
the  spare screen in D Paint

The excellent real tim e effects program, TREG. is 
also included Still a t version 1.5, it  offers a stack of 
quality real time effects, including delays, phasers, 
distortion and pitch-shifters.

Supersound  is no longer licenceware. even 
though it 's  still d irt cheap. If you w ant proper instruc­
tions, there's a w ell-produced manual available for 
£10. If you buy the software and manual together,
It'll only cost you £11. Now that's w hat I ca ll a  bar­
gain!

As usual, it  oomes a s  a software and hardware 

combination. The cartridge is par to r the  course, 
just about as good as any sub-£50 stereo sampler 
you could th ink of.

The software is Digital Studio lit. It runs in a 
Workbench 2-style environment on any Amiga, but 
it's eirtremely slow  a t times, especially the mouse 
response and requestors. That aside, the program 
is up to scratch elsewhere. There's a  software high 
frequency filter that takes out noise before the 
sound is sampled. Software input level sliders allow 
you to adjust the gain, and switch between MIC and 
LINE level inputs. A few basic effects are included, 
but nothing that's going to  set the world alight

POWERFONTS
In  theory, turning scalable fonts into 3D objects 

should be a  breeze -  a fter all, they're made up of 
vectors and points ju s t like 3D  objects, even if  they 

are m issing a th ird  dimension. Unfortunately, reality is 
often a  lot harder than  theory. It would be great if  there 
was a package tha t handled all the  fidd ly little calcula­
tions for you.

I  efore I even start lo  descrtoe Personal Paint s 
.  features. It's  important to  understand what 
■ the program s  aoout -  yes it's about drawing 

on your Arraga. but what particular area o t drawing 
is  it  m ost effective in?

Over the  years Deluxe Paint (DPainQ has 
become more and more an animators tool, w ith  its 
on ion skin feature and brush morphing, to  say 
nothing of the  animation menus Personal Paint 
(PPamti on the other hand, d ea rly  shuns the area 
o f animation a s  it has absolutely no provision tor 
animation at a ll W hat it  does have, however, are a 
large number o t too ls dedicatee to im age process 
ing and these are supported by Import and export 
modules which allow you to  convert from and to 
several o ther graphic save formats (such a s  GIF 
and PCX).

So. having established the program s  raison 
d'etre, let's take a  c loser look a t its features.
PPaint is supplied on two disks and can be run 
from  floppy o r hard drive on any Amiga w ith at 
least 1Mb ot memory. Strangely enough, no HAM 
screen m odes are supported, but on the A1200 
and A4000 you can use the new 256 colour screen 
modes in resolutions up to 1472 by 283 porels 
Now. the  punsts are doubtless going to  scream 
about the  lack o t HAM support but, to be honest 
how often d o  you use it? HAM is slow  to edit and 
unpredictable to  use, so perhaps the om ission is 
no t so bad. especially if  you  own one o f the AGA 
machines.

N O  DPAINT CLONE
In a  defin ite  bkt to  d istance itself from  DPaint. the 
program 's mam screen is qu ite  drfterent in  appear 
a nee to that o l its rival For starters the  tool ba r is 
norm ally a t the left o t the screen rather than the 
right, bu t more significant is the choice o f tools 
available. Naturally many o f the  basics are identi­
cal. a lte r a ll it wouldn 't be a  paint package if  it 
d idn 't have line, circle and freehand to d s !
However, even these w ork in different ways to  their 
DPaint counterparts  In de fa d t mode, they will s im ­
ply work a s  usual, draw ing their appropriate shape 
using the  current pen or 
brush, however each tool 
a lso has the option to 
use the firs t row of any 
brush as a  stylus, so you 
could, for example, 
define a complicated pat­
tern o f dots o r dashes 
and use that. I suspect 
that this m ode Is go ing to 
be m ost useful when

trom an existing object across the  screen so that 
you can d raw  further parts o t the  same object in 
the same perspective and to  the  same scale.

There are a lso a number o l com pletely new 
tools. O ne o f m y favourites Is  the  Bezier curve tool 
which makes the creation o t smooth complex 
curves an absolute doddle. S imply define a start 
and end point for your curve and a line  w ill be 
drawn between them. A ttached to the line are two 
"handles’ which can be used to  stretch it in 
whichever direction they a re  moved.

FILL INS
Another new option is to  be found hidden in the  fill 
requestor. W hen it com es to  defining the  way that 
an object will b e  filled, there are three options: 
solid, pattern or gradient. Of course, solid simply 
fills the  selected area w ith  a block o f solid colour, 
but the  other tw o options are new and are very 
useful indeed. Pattern w ill fill the ob ject w ith a  
user-selectable dither pattern. This pattern can  be 
used to  'tin t' the  area being filled b y  between two 
and 98 percent. A t two percent, a  do t o f the ink 
colour is p laced every 10  p ixels for example, whilst 
at 50 percent every other pixel w ill be the ink 
TIM program nos a uaatul now gradient III! mode mat makaa 
me beet uea ot a limited palette. The option la particularly 
effective when used In high resolution.

colour. The other new option is  gradient, which is 
s im ilar to DPain l's  d ither fill option It has tw o ways 
o f working, both o f which are dependent upon the 
current in k  and paper colours. The first m ode sim­
p ly fills the  specified area w ith a dithered pattern 
that graduates trom the  ink colour to that o f the 
paper. Every colour in the  palette between the  two 
w ill be included in the  fill If you have a  well 
ordered palette, th is  m ode is very useful, but it 
tends to fall down if, as som etim es happens, your 
palette is less well organised and colour ranges 
a ren 't neatly and sequentially defined.

The other new fill option attempts to  overcome

th is in  a  very c lever way, 
which is  ideal if you are work­
ing w ith a  very lim ited palette 
Again it uses the current ink 
and paper colours as its 
boundaries, but th is  time 
rather than using lo ts o f a f ­
ferent colours to  produce a 
transition from  one colour to 
the  other, it  s imply uses the 
tw o chosen colours and a 
selection of ordered dither 
patterns to  produce the grad­
uation.

H I& E S S E S
Probably the  m ost im portant 
new  features tha t PPahtt 
offers, can be found in  its  F i la r  too l m enu When 
th is is  se lected a long lis t o f im age processing 
options appear ranging from  Blur M gn to Water 
C o lour Oblique. These options can Be used to 
greatly a lte r the  appearance o f a t  cx p a t  o ' a 
p icture. T o use them , sim ply select th e  :  
op tion and define the  a rea  over w h e n  * »  p ro ­
cess is to be applied. Unfortunately t r w  a r e a  
can on ly  be rectangular, bu t it ’s  certaaVy bener 
than nothing.

Some o f the  more interesting o p tio n s  e i e  

(which does ju s t that), Randomise (wtscn yggMs 
the  pixels around to  make your image loo* a s  *  » 
w as produced w ith coarse grain film). T e is a e  
(which adds a user-definable texture 10 you* 
image) and W ater Colour (which softens a *  t i e  
colour borders in an image).

Better yet, the Filter selection menu aMo le ts  
you create your own filters, although ttas e  c e r -  r 
ta in ly not an operation for the  beginner to  aBpmpr' -

NOT ALL PERFECT
Unfortunately, Personal Paint is not a l  sweetness 
and light, and one area that caused me parooaar 
annoyance is  the  arrangement of the palette n  
256 colour mode. Now, if you select Edrt Stance a l  
256 colours o f  the  palette are displayed at once n  
nice orderly rows and columns w ith easy to  v X  
boxes. If you select Palette (which is the s e O p n 
where you actually create and ed it the  palette) you 
ge t a stupid requestor that contains tiny little 
colour boxes and, worse s till, you can only see 28. 
colours a t a tim e any way. Admittedly, the Palette 
requestor does contain fa r  m ore too ls than the 
Stencil requestor, bu t would it  really have hurt to 
make the requestor larger? Considering the impor- 
tance o f th is  section, I th ink tha t C loanto could 
defin ite ly have done a better jo b  in its design.

O n a cheery note 
again, one feature 
that I absolutely loro 
is P P am ts  variable 
magnify m ode No I 
don't mean that the 
magnification level 
can simply be 
increased or 
decreased, although it 
supports that too.
W hat I'm  talking about 
is  the  fact that when 
using the variable 
tool, you can d raw  a 
box around the items

you want magnified and the  program will magnify 
them  a t the  highest level that will d isplay the
selected area.

CONCLUSION
.e ry  much liked Personal Paint, and I th ink that I 

be using it in  preference to Deluxe Paint when­
ever possible Its lack of HAM and animation 
support are no t problem s m ost o f the  time, but if 
you can on ly  afford one art package then  Deluxe 
P a n t is m ore versatile. I feel that Personal Paint is 
more user-fnendly than its  rival, although it's hard 
10 define exactly w hy Perhaps it 's  because the 
options seem more logical to  me.

Some of the  program 's operations are rid icu­
lously slow, even on the 020 based A t 200, and I 
could have been forgiven for thinking I was working 
«1 HAM m ode instead o f 256 colour mode. DPaint 
isn 't quite that slow.

Its im age processing features are very powerful, 
and if  used b y  an experienced artist o r photogra- 

•pher, w ill save many hours o f w o ik  and produce 
som e very original results.

At only £59.95 it's 4 0  pounds cheaper than 
DPaint IV, and represents very good value. I 
strongly rfecommend Personal Paint to  anyone who 
can afford it. It w on't completely replace DPaint, 
but they are ideal companions to  each other. <2J>

It's  been over eight m onths since Europress 

launched AMOS Professional, the latest and, 
most certainly, the  greatest incarnation o f AMOS 

yet. Boasting a plethora of new commands (over 
200 o f them!) and more knobs and whistles than a 
fairground organ AMOS Professional has redefined 
the standards m Amiga programming languages.
For programmers wanting to turbo-charge their cre­
ations, Europress have now launched a companion 
product to AMOS Pro in the shape of the new 
AMOS Pro Compiler, a utility that promises to trans­
form your AM O S creations into lightning fast 
machine code What's more, compiled AMOS pro­
grams run completely separate from the AMOS Pro 
interpreter, so the doors have now been thrown 
open lor AMOS programmers everywhere wanting 
to  distribute and even market their creations.

TOTAL COVER
Even if you don’t own AMOS Professional, the new 
Compiler will be o l interest to  all AMOS program­
mers. Although AMOS Professional users will reap 
the most rewards, the new Compiler will more than 
happily chomp its way through code produced by 
anything from AMOS 1.35, Easy AMOS and even a 
standard ASCII text editor, allowing you to use your 
favourite text editor (TurboText, lo r example) in pref­
erence to the standard AMOS Editor should you feel 
the need. The Compiler automatically tokenises 
ASCII source files as they are compiled, so it's actu­
ally quite possible to  develop AMOS programs 
without ever loading the AMOS Editor. Obviously 
you'll still need the Editor in order to  run AMOS
Thu AMOS Pro Compiler r u n  Irom wlllrln Iho AMOS Pro Editor, 
Allowing you to  odit Mid compile without leaving the editor.

accessories such as the Sample Bank Maker and 
Object Editor but even these could be compiled, too.

Installing the Compiler depends entirely upon the 
version of AMOS that you own. If you're lucky 
enough to  own AMOS Pro. then the Compiler can be 
installed as an accessory program that can be run 
from within the AMOS Pro Erktor Before you can do 
this, however, you need »  update your AMOS Pro 
programs disks to the latest version using yie 
updater disk bundled w ith the Compiler A lot of 
speculation has been floaang around claiming that 
th is new update offers support for the AGA chip set, 
but I'm  afraid that this isn t true -  Europress daim  
that an AGA version o f AMOS Pro is in  the pipeline, 
but you won t  find it in the  AMOS Pro Compiler box!

INSTALL A N D  COMPILE
O nce installed, the Compiler is instantly avail­
able whenever you run AMOS Pro. It can be ' 
brought into action in one o f two ways, 
depending upon how you wish to  use it. If you 
wish to compile an AMOS program to  any­
thing other than an AMOS executable 
(compiled programs that can only be run from 
within the  AMOS Pro Editor), then all you have 
to do is to  select Compiler S he lf from AMOS 
Pro's 'User' menu and -  a fter a few  seconds 
d isk  access -  the Compiler Shell accessory 
springs to  He. From here you can choose to 
compile an AMOS program on d isk o r even 
the program you are currently editing to one of 
three different formats -  an AMOS exe­
cutable. a CLI program o r a Workbench 
program. Alternatively, a  program loaded into

•  C om jile i -  *  pra jram m inj tool which tiin n  lo u rc t coda 
into a standalone executable projram.
•  Bob -  A blitter object, a to rn  of aprtle used extensively 
by AMOS program .

AMOS Pro can be directly compiled into an AMOS 
executable simply b y  hitting a hot key combination.

The overall speed of compiled programs is cer­
tainly an improvement over the original AMOS 
Compiler and they’re many times faster than inter­
preted AMOS code. The increase in code 
performance depends entirely upon the  type of pro­
gram you're compiling -  if  your program performs a 
lot o f maths-intensive operations, then considerable 
improvements are impossible. Some aspects of 
AMOS (bobs and icons, lo r example) aren't affected 
that much, bu t even then these can be speeded up 
if the code that controls them is processor intensive. 
The size o f compiled code is much smaller than the 
original AMOS Compiler, particularly if you compile 
your code so that it uses a shared library called 
AMOS library that contains all the AMOS routines.

Europress bundle a number of example pro­
grams that demonstrate the speed increases 
obtainable from  the Compiler. Am ongst these is 
Galax, an excellent Hybris-like shoot 'em  up thal 
-  whilst playable when run from within the AMOS 
Editor -  is  totally transformed b y  compilation.

CONCLUSION
The Compiler certainly isn't perfect but, apart trom 
the odd hiccup, it's a  solid piece o f software. Add to 
th is the level o f integration that is offered when run­
ning the compiler under AMOS Pro and you’ve  go t a 
utility that more than lives up to  its  professional' title 
Even if you already own the old Compiler. I advise 
you to buy a  copy o f this new  one simply because of 
the speed increases and the sm aller object code 
that it produces. For a ll AMOS coders, the AMOS

THE SOFTWARE
The Technosound softw are has never been inv it­
ing. It's  one o f  those p rogram s that use a 
custom ised system  o f icons and w indows, which 
fa lls  w ay short o f the  norm al Am iga operating 
system  in term s o f speed and flexibility. W hat’s 
the  po in t?  It jus t makes the  program  s low er and 
m ore fidd ly to  use. TT2 now  has pull-down 
m enus, bu t even they're  in ferior to  the  standard 
Am iga m enu system.

O nce you 've  found your w ay around the  main

functions (which are c learly docum ented in  the 
m anual), you  can ge t sam pling. Setting the  sam ­
ple rate is a  ra ther slapdash process. You need 
to m ove a slider, which alters the  rate in rather 
large steps. There’s  no box to  enter a precise 
value, and you don 't ge t to see the  equivalent 
period rating o f  the  sam ple rate. Th is makes 
sam pling instrum ents rather tricky, and when you 
go into your tracker, you  could find  ha lf o f your 
sam ples are ou t o f tune  w ith  the rest.

Setting the  righ t input leve l is  a lso  m ore trou­
ble  than  it shou ld  be. T here ’s  a M onitor button on 
the  m ain panel, which le ts  you hear the incoming 
sound. Normally, you 'd have som e k ind  of 
graphic level meters a t th is stage, so  you could 
tweak the  vo lum e on your source, in  o rder to  get 
a good record ing w ithout distortion.

CONCLUSION
There are three basic a reas w h ich  m ake o r break 
a sam ple editor -  sound quality, ettects. and 
user-friendliness.

Even though there a re  p lenty o l rea ltim e ettects. 
m ost o t them  aren ’t  too  hot. and w hy is the re  no 
tim e-stre tch fea ture?

W ith the A1200 and A4000. Commodore provided a whole new 
set o l display options called productivity mode. W hilst th is mode 
is almost as good as interlaced high resolution, it doesn't require 
flicker fixing hardware to  keep a  staple picture. The only prob­
lem is that productivity mode generates an RGB signal, instead 
o l the  usual 33MHz output, and ordinary monitors are no t capa­
ble o l d isplaying it. 01 course, you could always buy a  m ulti or 
tri-sync m onitor such as the M icrovitec model reviewed above, 
bu t il you've already splashed out lo r an ordinary monitor, this 
could be a cheap way to  make use o f productivity mode

Gordon Harwood Computers are marketing the Tatung Mono 
as a cheap option that you buy to  use in conjunction w ith an exist­
ing monitor. It only provides a  m ono display, but a t £149 9 5  it’s  by 
far the cheapest way o l accessing a high res display.

So w hy only mono? Well, the  reasoning is that most users o l 
productivity m ode w ill be using it lo r desktOD publishing, word 
processing o r o ther serious applications. As 90%  o l these appli­
cations run on a black and w hite  screen (and can w ork on a 
custom screen) there 's no need to  Buy expensive c o l o u r _  
displays in  a ny case. A t the price, that reasoning is s l - j n  
fairly solid. Definitely worth a  look.
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MICROVITEC 1440 MUIW SYNC
G O R D O N  H A R D W O O D S •  £ 4 3 9 . 9 5
The 1440 is  both the m ost expensive and the m osl high ly speci­
fied o l a ll the monitors reviewed here. A lthough it  only has a  14- 
screen, it occupies a substantial amount o f desk space and 
weighs a ton. It comes in a cream  coloured p lastic case and fea­
tures a tilt and sw ivel base. O t course, a ll o l that is simply 
aesthetics -  the important bit is how  well the  monitor works, and it 
works very nicely thank you!

The 1440 is a  true multisync. That m eans that it  can handle 
input a t any horizontal frequency Irom  15 to  40KHz. T o put that in 
context, Am iga games are output a t 15KHz, and interlaced and 
productivity m odes go out a t about 33KHz. Unlike the 
Commodore monitors which use a fixed frequency tri-sync scan­
ning mechanism (which restricts you to three specific horizontal 
input levels) the  1440 can cope w ith anything between the  upper 
and lower limits.

The monitor sports a  do t pitch o f 0.28mm, which m eans that 
even the h ighest Am iga resolutions look crisp and clean. The 
sm aller the  dot pitch, the h igher the  resolution. Another advantage 
of such a sm all do t pitch is Ihe  fact tha t the colour saturation is 
significantly higher than sim ilar products w ith a larger pitch.

Like m ost m odern monitors, the 1440 has completely variable 
screen settings -  you can  alter the height and w idth o f the display, 
as w ell as the contrast and brightness levels. However, w hat sets 
it  apart from the  rest is a special feature called Digital Memory 
Sizing (DMS).

Whenever you change screen m odes (say from  low  resolution 
to  productivity o r from  medium res to  interlace) the screen area can change With an onsnar, nonrto r you would have lo  manually a lter the  screen set-up each 
tim e you change modes, bu t thanks to  M icrovitec's DMS technology, 1440 owners onry need lo  set things up once, a fter that the  monitor automatically remem­
bers your preferences lo r each screen m ode and activates them a s  soon a s  that screen r-ooe  s  used. - ,

The 1440 has an impressively sturdy design, c learly built lo  last. A l £439 it  s  not f f ia a c  a .-  compared to  Commodore's offerings you ge t a whole lot 
more for your money.

The obvious choice lo r your Am iga w ould be a Commodore 
monitor. A lter a ll. Commodore must know  the  Amiga Better than 
anyone else, so  surely they should produce the  Best m onitor lor 
the  m achine? That's the  theory anyway.

The 1940 and 1942 a re  identical, bu t lo r  the  higher dot pitch 
o l the 1942. The 1940 has a  0.39m m  dot matnx, while the 1942 
has a liner 0.28m m  resolution, matching that o l the Microvitec 
1440. A s you'd e>pect, the resu lt is  a  clearer picture trom  the 
1942, although the difference is  very slight, even in  high resolu­
tion modes. Both monitors g ive excellent picture quality in  all 
screen modes, although as w ith the rest, w ithout a flicker-fixer, 
interlaced graphics w ill s till flicker.

Unlike the s ilent Tatung and Microvitec monitors, these offer­
ings both have stereo sound. The sound quality is an improvement 
on the o ld  1084S monitor, although if you're into music, you'll still 
need a good hi-fi. Still, it 's  much better than no sound a t all.

A ll the controls are located on the front o f the monitor, con­
cealed behind a flap ju s t below  the screen. There 's a  volume 
knob, over scan switch, vertical s ize and sh ilt knobs, plus con­
trast, brightness and horizontal phase knobs.

The 1940 is good enough fo r  even the highest resolution 
graphics work. W hether the s lightly im proved picture o f the 
1942 is worth an ex lra  £100, on ly  you and your eyes 
can decide.

Most screen modes can be displayed, although Productivity is 
no t on the  menu You w on't ge l quite as good a picture as w ith a 
monitor (super h i res is v irtually unreadable), but the lower reso­
lutions com e through very clearly. Occasionally, when switching 
from  one Amiga screen mode to  another, the w hole display goes 
ou t o t sync, resulting in  what looks like a screen full o f garbage.
It's worth beanng th is in mind if  you 're  regularly going to  be 
switching back and forth through a few  different modes.

DO  I NEED A  M O N ITO R?
Well, ol course you do. the question is o t ic *  monitor do you need! Dillerenl applications use ditferenl screen modes, and dillerenl screen modes need different hardware 
to display them.

The most basic Amiga display is low res mode, which requires a bog standard monitor or TV to view it  on. At only 1SMHz the signal doesn't lax the monitor at a ll. and 
even on a television the display is passable This mode is used lor virtually all games because it has the least memory overhead and is the most suitable for multi­
coloured animation. Medium res worts in esactly Ihe same way as low res (but has twice the horizontal resolution) and this is used for Ihe Workbench display and many
utilities.

Productivity and double PAL modes (found oa the A12S8 and A400Q) give lar higher resolutions than Ihe previous two. but require a monitor capable ol receiving a 
33MHz signal. A dedicated VGA monitor (such as those used on the PCs) is ideal lor displaying these modes, but can’t  handle the low res modes. Multisyncs are the only 
monitors capable ol displaying a ll AGA modes Heedless to say. these are monitors which are capable of handling a variety ol scan rales including the Amiga's 15 and 
33MHz modes

In any ot the Amiga's resolutions, interlace mode can be used to double the vertical resolution. However, this causes the display lo  flicker on most monitors and TVs. 
In effect, Ihe frame refresh rale is cut to 25 per second -  hall ol the picture is drawn on the downward scan, and the other hall is Ihen interlaced' between the existing 
lines on the return scan. This isn't a problem with MTSC screen modes, as there's lime lo  draw both laces' in one Irame, but the flicker Is very obvious with PAL screens. 
Although this tlicker can be cured with a high persistence monitor, this solution causes as many problems as it  creates The only elleclive solution lo the problem is a 
dicker fixer or s im ilar hardware.

If you're planning on uprgading to a 24-bit graphics board, moving into DTP, or if  you use your Amiga for any subslantial lengths o l time, a monitor is without doubt an 
essential upgrade to your current Amiga system.

FITTING
In order to  use the FrameMacrtne you wdl 
need to be in possessor o l an Amiga with 
Zone slots -  ui other words, an A t 500.2000,
3000 o r 4000 .1 used the card in  an A4000.

By comparison. Macrosystems 
realise that tram e grabbing takes 
lim e, so  w ith cunning software they 
use several passes o l the video lo  
grab the  Iram es A s long as  you gave 
ih e  hard d isk  space, you could set Ihe 
system lo  <*gmse an entire film 
overnight.

Until the  FrameMachine software 
is  upgraded to  provide th is facility. Ihe 
sequencing grabbing option is mostly 
lo r am usemenl only. It you do like 
working w ith postage sized images, a 
cutting room screen w ill a llow  you to 
assemble Ihe images into a new 
order belore Ihe  entire sequence is 
converted lo  HAMS o r whatever.

using any extra Zorro slots.
The preview digitising mode 

now uses the Prism display, which 
means that images are in real time 
and full-colour on the Prism display.
Again, AdPro users are catered tor 
with a Prism saver, which means 
any image can be sent to the dis­
play card for a virtually 
instantaneous true colour display.

Prism has some extra capabili­
ties up its digital sleeve -  something 
that lifts it above being a mere 
framestore and will earn it a  place in 
every desktop video studio. As I've 
already stated, the Prism can effort­
lessly combine Amiga video with 
incoming video but the full implica­
tions of this are amazing.

For starters, with on-board cus­
tom silicon trickery. Prism can 
instantly re-scale the video to one o f six sizes, frc 
88 by 70 pixels to  720 by 560 pixels. The scaled 
video can then be overlaid onto the Amiga screen to 
provide a full-colour Picture in picture' window. No 
matter what your Amiga screen mode, you can watch 
real TV on a window anywhere on the  screen -  it has 
to be seen to  be believed.

Prism doesn't stop there, for the output connector 
at the back of the card is fully capable of supporting a 
Genlock, so now we re really getting into the realm of 
the video professional.

Here's one application -  an electronic newsroom. 
The camera is pointing at a  newsreader, and this 
video signal is sent to the genlock input. Meanwhile, 
the live footage from a video recorder is sent 
through the FrameMachine system and is scaled 
and positioned over the shoulder o f the newsreader. 
Finally the Amiga is used to generate subtitles or 
even animations in the foreground. The complete 
graphic sandwich can be recorded directly to  video 
tape, and depending on the genlock used, you can 
master the entire project in S-VHS fo r near broad­
cast quality results.

As with any 24-bit framestore, there is always the 
possibility o f a 16  million colour paint package, and 
although none are available a t present the 
FrameMachine is so good someone is bound to con­
vert 7V  Paint o r  something similar eventually.

CONCLUSION
OK. so  Ihe FrameMachine was w ell worth  Ihe e llort 
o f installation. The software is easy lo  use. and 
although it requires W B2 or above, AGA users gain 
support for Ihe  new graphics modes.

Allhough a last processor isn 't essential as most 
o t Ihe work is done by custom hardware, it certainly 
helps when it  comes lo  image rendering. Likewise 
you'll need a hard-drive and a l least 3Mb o l RAM 
belore you can even start tinkering w ith this beast. 
For serious use. swap your house lo r some SIMMs.

When I com e lo  remove Ihe  card Irom  my 
machine I know I'll m iss it immediately. The 24-bi! 
display, Ihe instant access to digitised graphics and 
most o l a ll the prom ise o l a  terrific animation sys­
tem  -  guess I'll just have lo  start saving. N ote  For 
a lim iled penod Ihe  FrameMachine is being sold 
with an Electronic Designs genlock to r £999.

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Retina Update
John Kennedy gets an 
eyeful of the latest 
upgrade to a low-cost 
graphics enhancer.

Relina is a  24-bit graphics card  trom  the people 
who brought us V-Lab, one o t the best Amiga 
digitisers so  tar. W e reviewed Retina thor­

oughly in the  April 1993 issue, but since then the 
system has been given a bit o l a  spit and polish. 
Even though the  update is via software only, it's 
still quite substantial.

A lthough it o tters more colours than a standard 
Amiga, Retina can actua lly speed up your graphics 
operations by a factor o t 10 or more. Yet there Isn't 
a  sing le  M otorola 68-anything processor in 
sight, so how 's it  a ll done? It s due to  the tact 
the  Retina is a  true 24-b it board, so  programs 
such as A rt Department Professional don t  have 
to  wade through hundreds o t com plicated pick 
the best colour palette ' a lgorithms to  display the 
image. Instead, the  true colour picture is dis­
played as soon as the  24-bit image is  loaded in 
to  Retina's own RAM.

Retina com es w ith a  Harlequin emulation 
program which m eans it  can  run all so rts  ot 
exciting 24-bit software such a s  TVPaint. The 
Harlequin emulation is wonderful -  lo r example. 
R eal 3D v2  comes w ith a  Harlequin d river and when 
it and Retina are put together, the result is  one o l 
the m ost powerful desktop 3D rendering systems 
available today Picture it  -  on one monitor exists 
the norm al w irefram e editing screen, w hilst on the 
other is a constantly updating true colour rendition 
-  it’s  an awesome combination.

SOFTWARE UPDATES
The software originally supplied w ith Retina 
included a monitor set-up program and a 
Workbench emulator -  the  latter provided a way of 
d isplaying the normal Am iga video output through 
the Retina card, which w as very handy if  you only 
had one monitor o r you wanted to  make use o f a 
particular W orkbench program.

The emulator has been improved to  cope with 
screen depths o f up to  8 bitplanes (256 colours) 
which m eans your Workbench can start to look 
pretty neat. It s  not particularly fast coping a t these 
colour depths, bu t then neither is any AGA Amiga.

I was more than a  little sceptical about this, so 
proceeded to render 400 frames.

I remember when I longed lo r the storage that a 
3 .5 ' floppy disk drive would give m e -  over 
700Kb, on one disk, and so fast! Nowdays, with 

m odem  games often taking up 2Mb rather than the 
32Kb o l 10 years ago, and even the simplest of 

productivity programs requiring lots more still, Ihe 
floppy drive is showing its age. M ost Am iga owners 
now see the need for a  hard drive, but hard drives 
aren't the only options for expanded storage.

T he floppy drive is growing up. The drive supplied 
w ith the  Amiga 600 and 1200 is functionally identi­
cal to  the drive supplied w ith the  Amiga 1000 back 
in  1985. It’s the  same speed and the same 880Kb 
capacity (although now with Fast Filing System in 
Kickstart 2 .04 and above you can store slightly

more on each 880Kb disk).
However, starting w ith la te r models o f the 

Amiga 3000 and 3000Tower, Commodore started 
fitting the 1 76Mb Hi-Density disk, storing exactly 
double the  data o f the  o lder model. It is now fitted 
as standard in  the Amiga 4000.

O f course double storage doesn't come for free. 
You can't use normal disks a s  high density disks, 
so you need special high density disks (usually 
labelled MF2-HD, DS-HD, o r 1 ,44Mb) which have 
an extra hole cut into one corner of the disk. You 
can try cutting holes into norm al disks if  y o tf want 
to convert normal 880Kb d isks to high density, but 
you'll alm ost certainly find the  disks don’t last very 
long, so  I w ouldn’t  recommend it. * *

The other drawback to  high density is speed. 
The Amiga couldn't handle high 
density drives previously 
because the  custom  chips 
couldn’t  handle the da ta  transfer 
rate from the high density disks 
(double that o f norm al disk 

drives). C ommodore ‘solved' 
th is by making the drive spin 
at ha lf normal speed when 
high density disks are used.
This means formatting and 
copying these d isks takes 
twice as long as normal!

Standard 880Kb d isks can  be 
read as norm al in  these drives, 
so you w ill have no problems 
w ith software that is supplied on 
norm al disks, and I've not seen 
anything that isn't!

Th is drive can be fitted to any 
Amiga 500, 1500, 2000 or 3000, 
if  you can ge t hold o f it! The 
drives are very rare, and are 
m ade especially for the  Amiga 
3000/4000. The model to  look for 
is the Chinon FB-357A, rather 
than the m ore normal Chinon FB- 
354 model, which is the  880Kb 
standard drive. Fitting into an 
Amiga 500/1500/2000 requires a 
little alteration to  the drive, you 
may have to  remove the  outer 
casing and swap w ith your cur­
rent 880Kb drive.
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Above and below each disk float the  heads 
Unlike a floppy Ihe heads never touch Ihe hard 
disk (unless something goes wrong) The heads 
tloat a  thousandth o l a centimetre above Ihe sur­
face o l the disk. lens o l lim es sm aller than ihe 
width o l a  hum an hair. The gap is so  small that 
atmospheric particles, such as pollen or even 
cigarette smoke, are large enough lo  ge l stuck 
between the  head and the disk, causing the drive 
to  tall. For [his reason the  drive is sealed (except 
fo r  an air pressure equalization vent covered with 
an ultra line  microflller).

Apart trom  this, hard disks work in  almost 
exactly Ihe sam e w ay as a floppy disk, a magnetic 
re a d w tile  head moves over the  surface o l a spin­
ning d isk to  read and/or w rite  data.

REMOVABLE
DRIVES
A lo t o l people suiter Irom  Ihe the second law o l 
hard d isks syndrome -  there's always lo o  much 
da ta  and not enough hard d isk  space W hat do you 
do? Well, it  you ’re rich you buy a  larger hard drive. 
But i l  you 're  clever, you buy a removable hard 
dnve system There are several now available, and 
they use a variety of dilterent technologies lo  
achieve the same ettect.

SYQUEST
The Syquest dnve is  the  m ost popular o l Ihe 
removable drives on Ihe Amiga. II works in  a very 
simple way. Take the  hard ngid disk Irom  a hard 
dnve, and mount it  in  a  removable cartridge When 
you have tilled up one d isk you can lake it out, pul 
in  another cartridge and you can carry o n  w ithout 
problems. Syquesl Is available in 44Mb. 88M b and 
now 105Mb forms w ith both SCSI and IDE Inter­
lace versions. Slightly slower than a norm al hard 
disk, bu t not something you d notice unless you 
were running a speed check program

MAGNETOOPTICAL
M agnetooptical (or M O) is the  big brother to  Ihe 
Syquesl This uses a combination o l m agnetic and 
optical technology (hence MagnetoOptical) lo  pro­
vide  access lo  phenomenal amounts o l data 
storage Available in  tw o forms, Ihe  more altord- 
able 128Mb MO. available for under £1000. and 
m e less affordable 600M b MO. available lor 
around £2000 There are several advantages o l 
M O technology F irs t Ihe  p rice  o l Ihe cartridges. A 
128M b M O cartridge costs less man a 44Mb 
Syquesl cartridge, and obviously much less per 
megabyte O nce you have bought a  drive and a 
lew  cartridges, Ihe  more expensive M O begins lo  
pay lo r itself. The technology is also m uch c lev­
erer, and I do like c lever things

HARD DRIVES

There are literally thousands o l com bi­
nations o l drives and controllers available lo r me 
Amiga, so  m aking the ngh t choice is m ore drtticult 
m an it m ay seem

First, you have lo  chose the nght interlace. This 
w ill depend on what Am iga you have -  see the 
explanation on page 112.

All Ihe devices mentioned in this article will need some sort ol 
Interlace to connect to your Amiga. Some ol these interlaces 
are included as standard in your Amiga, others you will have 
to buy separately.

For those with Zorro capability, finding an interlace isn't 
hard -  virtually every Interface Is available as a standalone 
card. Most ol these cards actually combine more than one 
interlace standard (dual IDE and SCSI comhiaatioos are com­
mon) and may Include extra RAM capability as well.

When choosing an interlace il is imports* to bear in mind 
future expansion as well.

is pressed. Picking up the stick, and 
feeling the massive amounts o f travel the 
unusually m ounted shaft otters, I had my 
doubts. A ll those evaporated when I loaded 
G unship 2000. though.

This stick really does add a lo t o t atmosphere to  a game. Helicopters can be sluggish in  response 
tim es anyway, so the  travel doesn't really .cause any problems. M y only concern is Ihe  suckers a t the front 
o l the base aren't too effective, and pulling back on the stick too hard can cause the base to  pull otf the 
table. O therw ise, w hat a  stick!

It had to  happen a t som e point. A lter seeing so many moulded and styled joysticks for 
the  hand, Quickjoy have com e ou t w ith a joystick tor the  feet. Designed in itially tor 
driving gam es, the programmable nature o t the unit m eans it  can lend itse lf easily to 
m any other games. For your 20 quid, you ge t a  sm all grey box w ith three 
m icroswitched pedals, la id ou t in  the  form at o l your average manual car. Two leads 
extend trom  the rear o f the  unit, one which plugs into the  com puter and one which the 
joystick p lugs into.

The Foot Pedal w orks by controlling up to  three different joystick directions, each 
assigned to  a pedal. You need to  be careful when setting up your directions, as once 
one is assigned to  the pedals it can't be accessed b y  the  joystick.

The Foot Pedal is surprisingly effective for driving gam es. I have to  say.
Particularly those that require you to  push forward to  accelerate. For o ther games, 
well, if  your feet are fast enough, why not?

VERDICT
A  good idea that works w ell.

The Python 1 is a  perfect example o t when to 
leave w ell enough alone. The Q uickshot II w as a 
line joystick, but OS still tned lo  better it w ith the 
Python -  and tailed.

A  lot o f time has obviously been spent on the 
shape o l the  stick, as it  tits very snugly in  the 
palm  o l the  hand, ottering you a secure and com ­
fortable grip. The tw in  tire buttons (one on top  of 
the m ain shaft and one in a  trigger position) are 
moulded to  tit the lingers, and the whole thing 
leels right. Well, alm ost right. The plastic is  light 
and leels a  little too  delicate to  w ithstand any seri­
ous bashing, and the  shaft itself seems to  be only 
m inimally supported, so  the  centre return is 
Itimsy, and tar too  easy to move against. As a 
result, you'll spend a lot o l your tim e trying to 
return to  centre, only to  overshoot and select the 
opposite direction. Even it you use the  Python t 
M  (the m icroswitched model) you’ll d o  the  same 
thing, only th is  tim e the stick will d ic k  to  let you 
know you've done It.

Nice shape, shame about the  feel.

e ithe r w ay. The s tick  tee ls  n ice  in  the  palm , and 
the  am ount o f  travel tee ls  about right, there ’s 
no overshoot. The tirebuttons a re  fa irly  respon­
sive  to o  w ith  little  o r no thum b ache develop ing. 
It's  a  coo l looking s tick , and responsive enough 

fo r anyone 's needs.

Megadrive-style box, they've effectively stolen a 
march over their competitors -  but is the new 
machine any good?

It certainly looks unlike any other Amiga. and 
at first glance you could be torgiven tor thinking it 
was a Megadrive. Only the brg 32 Bit and Amiga 
CD32' logos point to the power contained in the 
dark grey box. One thing the CD32 Isn't, is the 
CDTV-2. COTV was designed to do something 
totally different -  a home multimedia system tor 
entertainment, education, reference and 
productivity, and was never really given long 
enough to prove itseit.The CD32, on the other 
hand, Is purely a  games machlner It's a  ready­
made market and Commodore hrfte come out 
with the machine at exactly the nght time.

The CD32 is simple to operate. Open the flip- 
top lid to reveal the tray tor the CD. The CD32 
does not require the caddies that annoy most 
CDTV and A570 users (although I must admit I 
prefer the caddy system -  discs are too easily, 
scratched without caddys). and doesn't have a

built-in lens cleaner like CDTV, so 
be prepared to regularly clean the 
lens on the CD32 it you buy one, 
especially it you live ip a  house 
with smokers. CD lens cleaning 
sotutions or special CD cleaning 
discs are availaDle-from most HiFi 
stores.

Powering up the CD32 reveals 
a rather pretty title screen using 
256 colours and colour cycling, 
along with an irritating and 
somewhat out o l place musical 
ditty. Both ot these stop as soon 
as you load a CD and lower the 
lid. What happens next depends 
on the type o f CD you put io.

NOT SO  NEW
The first batch o l CD32 titles will 
be enhanced versions o l classic 
Amiga games (Robocod, Pinball 
Fantasies). These will use CD 
quality audio and oodles ol 
animation, sound and extra 
graphics. Some will have extra 
levels, and a tew, such as 
Microcosm  trom Psygnosis. have 
been developed exclusively for 
CD. No finished CD32 titles were 
available In lime for this review, 
although several (including 
Diggers. RoboCod ana PinOall

Fantasies) should be finished by the time you 
read this. (See reviews elsewhere in this 
supplement - Ed]

CD32 disks contain a  data track which 
contains program data in exactly the same way 
that floppy disks and hard disks do, and the 
CD32 will boot' trom a CD in the same way any 
Amiga will boot trom a floppy disk. Unlike floppy 
or hard disks the CD can also contain up to 98 
other audio tracks. These are identical to audio 
tracks on a music CD, indeed you can play these 
tracks on CD32 and CDTV discs In a  standard 
CD Audio player (although be carelul, some 
players will try and play track 1 which can be 
extremely noisy!) It you remember what it was 
like playing Spectrum or Commodore 64 tapes in 
your h it a l lull volume you'll know what I mean.

Most standard CDTV titles will work In the 
CD32, although many require a mouse (luckily 
the CD32, unlike CDTV, has standard 
mouseljoystick ports so you can plug in any 
standard Amiga mouse) Some titles, especially 
PD collections, require a  floppy disk drive, and 
currently no floppy drive can Oe connected to 
CD32, although one should Oe available Dy the 
end ot the year.

CD32 will also play your Audio CDs. Inserting 
an audio CD brings up a smart menu similar to

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the one on the CDTV. but it reacts faster and is 
simpler to use than its predecessor Like CDTV 
you can control CDs from the joypad. but there 
aren’t  any buttons on the main unit to control 
CD play. CDTV had problems with a few audio 
CDs. especially extra-long CDs w ith lo ts of 
tracks All CDs I tried on the CD32. including a 
couple known to cause problems on CDTV. 
worked fine The audio quality, when put 
through an amplifier or into a TV with 
reasonable speakers, is excellent.

C D*G  discs, special audio CDs w ith simple 
graphics (not to be confused w ith the obsolete 
CDVideo discs) can also be used. These come 
up w ith simple graphic sequences. Most CD+G 
discs are karaoke discs, and both C D*G  discs I 
tried in Amiga CD32 worked without problems 
m fact the  C D*G  code has been improved 
since CDTV. There are no more errors m the 
graphics decoding, and the control has been 
greatly simplified

G O IN G, G O IN G, GONE
In producing a low cost Amiga console it is 
inevitable that things had to go. The usual 
complement of expansion ports found on every 
Amiga since the Amiga 1000 has been cut down

to the bare minimum, and some woMd say below 
the minimum, required The RGB port haa been 
removed, although a S-VHS output •  now 
supplied which gives an extremely good picture 
on S-VHS TVs and monitors With S-VHS. RF 
and Composite it is now posstoto lo  connect the 
CD32 to almost any TV or video system and 
obtain superb quality output Many modem TVs

have S VHS inputs at the front of the TV, so 
connecting the CD32 doesn’t require all that 
tedious messing around with SCART sockets and 
cables hanging out of the back of your TV that 
previous machines needed. Even the RF output 
quality is good, so whatever TV you have, your 
CD32 will work. The S-VHS output can also be 
connected to any monitor that has separata 
Chroma and Luminance inputs, such as the 
1084S and even the old 1701 C64 monitors, 
although a special lead is required.The parallel 
and senal ports have been removed, so you can ! 
connect external modems, printers, digitizers, 
and so on. Obviously most of these are rather 
pointless on a games console, but there are two 
things that some people will miss. Ho serial pod 
means no machine linked games, and no parallel 
pod means the CD32 can’t  be linked to another 
Amiga with the Parnet network cable to transfer 
data from CD to Amiga (many CDTV owners use 
this to transform their CDTV into an external CD- 
ROM dnve on their Amiga)

Most supnsmg is the lack of a  floppy disk dnve 
pod. especially considering the amount of games 
already on Amiga d»k format It may be that the 
cost of add mg the floppy drive interface circuitry 
was too much, or possibly it was pressure from 
software publishers, eager to convert over to 
unpiratable CD-ROM and unwilling to see the 
machine able lo  run floppy (and along with that 
pirate) software too Whatever the reason it 
makes the CD32 a totally closed system You 
c an t put data into it. except on CD. and you can’t 
take data out of it onto disk or via xvout pods 

The CD32 also has standard mouse and 
joystick pods, something sorely missed from 
CDTV. The supplied controller is rather Nmtendo- 
esque in design, down to the buttons on the top 
let} and right sides, plus four fire buttons, a 
start/stop button and an 8 way direction pad. 
enough for the most frantic of beat em up games. 
The controRer links to a standard mouse or 
joystick pod. and apparently w il work w ith any 
Amiga when used with the right driver software, 
so you writ no doubt see lots of software starting 
to suppod the mew joypad.

The controller comes with a  nice long lead, it's 
encouraging to see someone putting some 
thought into how the unit will be used, although 
there’s definitely some left-handed militant 
designer at Commodore, as the joystick/mouse 
pods * e  on the left hand side (as on the A4000) 
to toe irritation of right handed people I fee myself 

. Next to the Joystick pods is a mysteriously 
labelled aux socket that turns out to be nothing 
more than a standard A4000 keyboard socket 
Annoyingly, the black CDTV keyboards do not 
work, only the white A4000 keyboards which are 
not available separately Commodore say that 
other expansions including virtual reality gloves’ 
are being developed for this pod. but to be 
honest. I don't believe them

C hunky-T  o-Pla nar

The new Amiga CD32 contains a rather
special new piece of hardware called a
chunky to pfanar gale array. If you program
games you'll instantly go ‘wow1', but if  you
don’t, here’s  how it  works, and why it's so
good:

One of the problems with Ihe Amiga 
graphics design is that it works on bitplanes 
Each puel on a 256 colour screen is broken 
mto 6 bits which are stored in 8  different 
planes in different areas of RAM What this 
means is that to plot a pixel on a 256 colour 
screen requires 8 separate writes to 
memory, which can be rather slow The 
advantages o f this system is that the 
bitpfane system makes it much easier for 
parallax scrolling games and for many other 
tncksjpat make Amiga games unique, plus 
you can have as many txtpianes as you 
require (up to  8).

The PC VGA standard uses a diflerent 
system called b ^ e  per-pixel. Each pixel on 
the screen is directly represented by a 
single byte in the display memory Writing a 
pixel to the screen requires only one write to 
memory, so it is much faster than bitplane 
mode fgr most operations on 256 colour 
screens The disadvantages are that it  s 
inflextole (byte-per-pixel requires enough 
RAM for a  256 colour screen however many 
colours you want to use), and it’s no use at 
all for scrolling games, especially those 
requiring paraHax-type effects

But for 3D games like flight simulators, or 
other games requiring fast graphics scaling, 
like Wing Commander the VGA system is 
better Wing Commander on the Amiga 
draws its graphics to an imaginary byte-per- 
pixeJ screen then uses a complex algorithm 
to convert the finished VGA screen into an 
Amiga bitplane-based screen. This is 
unfortunately a rather slow process and 
results m poorer performance than the PC 
version.

What Ihe Amiga CD32 gate array does is 
perform this VGA style to biplane 
conversion extemely fast in  hardware, so 
your game can spend more time doing other 
things, resulting in  faster and better games. 
When this hardware filters down the system 
to reach other Amiga models, it has another 
immediate benefit. Current PC emulators 
can t emulate VGA screens quickly because 
o f exactly this problem. This hardware, 
combined with a PC emulator, should allow 
you to emulate PC VGA software far faster 
than *  currently possOle.

images come on. in fact the mult)session ability is 
little use for anything other than PhotoCD.

On the top of Ihe CD32 case there is a  3.5mm 
headphone socket plus a volume slider for the 
headphones. As on the CDTV and A570 the 
volume slider only affects the volume through the 
headphones, and has nothing at all to do with the 
volume levels through the Audio out or the TV 
output.

Next to this are the power and disc activity 
lights, and a reset button, although you do not 
need to use this all the time. Most discs reset 
au tom a tica l when you open the flip top lid and 
take out the CD. but this can be prevented (when 
you have a product on more than one CD. or a 
product fcke Video Creator that allows you to use 
your audio CDs).

The power on/off button is on the back of the 
CD32 rather than on the power supply, which 
means the power supply needs fo be turned off at 
the wall when not in use to avoid overheating. 
Where does this new machine leave owners of 
other Amigas? Well, if you own one of the older 
pre-AGA (A1000, A500, A500+, A600. A1500, 
A2000. A3000) Amigas you will not be suprised 
to hear that there’s  no way to gel CD32 discs 
running on your computer. CD32 requires the 
AGA chipset, and none of Ihese machines come 
with, or can be upgraded to, the AGA chipset

CDTV can’t  be upgraded to run CD32 either. 
There is no way to upgrade a CDTV to the 
minimum standard required for CD32 as you 
would need to replace almost everything, 
including the CD-ROM. and the motherboard, 
that is of course if the replacement parts were 

e. which they aren’t.

A 1 2 0 0  AD D -O N
With the Amiga 1200 and 4000, Commodore 
have said they will support CD32 emulation on 
these machines with add-on devices. The A1200 
device will not connect to the PCMCIA port as 
previously thought, but will be connected via a 
trapdoor expansion (so almost certainly won’t fit if 
you have a 32-bit RAM card or acclerator in your 
A1200) connected to an external expansion. It 
will also require replacement Kickstart 3.1 ROMS, 
but thankfully the ROMS are socketed on the 
A 1200 so this isn't a major problem.

The A4000 device may not be a true’ CD32 
emulation at all. but will probably be a SCSI 
device with software CD32 emulation, although 
even on the 4000/040 this may not be fast 
enough to emulate the Chunky-to-Planar 
hardware (see box out on previous page). Most 
4000 owners will probably want CD-ROM more 
for access to  multimedia. PD and PhotoCD discs, 
and third parly CD-ROM drives allowing access 
to all of these are already available for the A4000 
(and all other Amigas except the A600).

All things considered, the new CD32 console is 
a lot better than most people thought it would be. 
Corners have been cut. but we re still left with an 
incredible machine and. more importantly, it's far 
in advance of anything Sega or Nintendo have 
got to offer. Hopefully, we’ll soon start to see the 
release of original product for the machine, 
software that's been especially developed to take 
advantage of the console’s architecture -  then 
we’ll really be in for a  treat.

If the machine is a  large scale success then I 
would imagine that the majority o f software 
houses will pull out of the 16bit Amiga floppy 
market, mainly because of one thing -  piracy.
With a machine that has virtually non-copyable 
media, the users know that a source of 
free/cheap software will be non-existent. Software 
houses know it too. People have to get it into their 
heads that copying games will kill off the old 
Amiga, the software companies don't need much 
of an excuse to drop an ailing market and the 
CD32 provides a bloody good one."

Thalion - Tony K ing:
"I think it's the hope for this industry, for various 
reasons. Piracy is obviously a major 
consideration. It’s also a reply to the dominance 
o f the console markets. It proves that European 
manufacturers can still come out with innovative 
ideas and it’s very important for this industry to 
support someone like Commodore, who has had 
a tine pedigree as far as home computers are 
concerned and is probably responsible for most 
of the expansion o f this industry. Commodore is a 
brand that parents recognise from when they 
bought their kids A500s and A1200s  and they see 
it as a very good thing to  step on to. Plus the 
price is nice.

The games that have appeared on the Mega 
CD so far all seem to be very samey-samey. 
whereas with the CD32 people are thinking about 
all the new and wonderful things you can do with 
it. I hope Commodore don't make the same 
mistake they did with the CDTV. trying to produce 
it as something exclusive to eledrical and hi-fi 
shops. It should be a mass market machine and 
Commodore should attack the mass market. Not 
neccessanly like Sega but make it clear that a 
logical progression from an Amiga is a CD32. It's 
also important to make the younger age group 
aware o f CDs and this should do that."

'It's  potentially the most exciting product we've 
seen for many years. I believe it's going to give a 
lot o f developers a swift kick up the backside as 
an easy entry in to what tomorrow s technology 
holds. The problem the British have is they get 
used to a particular format and hang on to it like a 
bulldog. Very often they’re blinkered as to what is 
happening in the rest of the world. It's long been 
agreed that we have the best programmers and 
the best artists by a long way, but the Americans 
are the most innovative and this is purely 
because they are constantly looking at what's 
new in technology We don't.

"We will develop where feasible, but certain 
games o f ours are difficult to convert due to game 
saving considerations.

My main gnpe is Ihe lack o f software support. 
Okay, there are a lot of titles in development', but 
most are months away from release and others 
are merely CDTV re-releases or Amiga ports. 
Where's the truly revolutionary drop-dead 
software that'll have you dribbling at the mouth?! 
In short, it doesn't exist. Commodore spend 
millions developing a revolutionary console and 
then sit back on their arses and expect someone

else to come up with the games that will sell the 
machine in the first place. I really can't 
understand their attitude - and I bet Sega and 
Nintendo are having a quiet chuckle to 
themselves, too. When the SNES was launched. 
Nintendo bundled it with Super Mano World, an 
excellent plattormer, and to help boost sales of 
the Megadrive. Sega poured millions into 
developing and marketing their Sonic games, a 
strategy which helped them draw level with 
Nintendo in  the important US market.

Another minus point is the tacky look and feel 
of the machine. Even the Atari VCS looked better 
than this! The volume slider for the headphones 
looks like it'll break off within the first we£k of use 
and the CD compartment is a rather cumbersome 
top-loader. After being used to front loaders on 
both my audio CD and CDTV, I was a bit 
disappointed with this, especially as it's possible 
to open the casing while the disc is still spinning 
around. Not a good idea. As for the controller, it 
looks more appropriate for an Early Learning 
Centre than a state-of-the-art home entertainment 
system. The raised pad which has replaced the 
more traditional Amiga joystick is pretty poor 
when compared to the circular recessed pads 
found on the Megadrive and SNES controllers.

On the positive side, backwards compatibility 
with existing CDTV titles is quite good,t probably 
even higher than the 60%  quoted by '  * • 
Commodore's UK boss. David Pleasance. Most 
of the discs we've got lying around the office 
seemed to work okay, so there's a reasonably 
large back catalogue of entertainment software 
available, even if  most aren't much cop. We'll just 
have to sit back and wait... and wait... for the truly 
mind-expanding stuff to hit the machine.

It’s  also nice to be first. Both Nintendo and 
Sega have prototype 32-bit CD machines in 
development, but they are some way off from full '  
scale production. Even 3D0 looks like it’ll be 
another year at least before it's released in the

UK. and it'll not have such a competitive price 
point either. The flip-side to all this, though, is that 
first does not equal best. Look what happened to 
the Atari ST or even the CDTV to see what I 
mean by that! Still, with an aggressive marketing 
campaign. Commodore could probably hope to 
build up a considerable head of steam and 
market share before any competitors enter the 
market - although Commodore’s target of 
400,000 sales in Europe by January 1994 must 
be seen as pure fantasy.

Don’t get me wrong. I’m not knocking the 
machine. I genuinely want the CD32 to be a 
success. Ever since I bought my first Amiga, I’ve 
been a big Commodore fan, but things haven't 
got off to a good start.

with amazing titles. And don't forget, it’s years 
ahead of any comparable piece of hardware.

Don’t forget its MPEG capabilites either The 
music and film industry will be playing their part in 
marketing the CD32 a success The CD32 is 
currently the ONLY machine available at a cost- 
effective price that can deliver this kind of 
multi-format entertainment. Imagine this humble 
machine acting as the control centre for a whole 
home entertainment system. Think about games 
publishers too -  with less money lost to 
playground pirates they'll have more to invest in 
new titles. No longer will they be able to excuse 
themselves from the Amiga market claiming they 
lose too much money in it.

Commodore have faced many troubles over 
the past year and still come out smiling Alright, it 
may be a fixed grin caused by a digestive ailment 
but it's still a  grin. Anyway, the point is they’re 
relying on the machine to be a success, in fact 
the company's very existence depends on it. This 
may seem like no great shakes to you but think 
about it, the future of that Amiga in your bedroom 
rests on the shoulders of this new machine (more 
importantly, so does my jobl). We all have a duty 
to make the machine sell. Look to the future.

So will the CD32 be a roaring success, or will it 
sink without trace? I'd love to see it beat the Sega 
and Nintendo boys at their own game, but I must 
admit to being extremely doubtful

The CD32 is coming from a completely different 
angle than the Megadrive and SNES. For a start, 
both of the established consoles came from 
companies with expenence in the home video 
game market. Sega and Nintendo both know that 
software sells hardware. When you go into Dixons 
and see an Amiga displaying a boot-up screen, 
and a MEGA CD running the full motion video 
"Girly High School Slumber Party Adventure", 
which one's going to catch your eye?

Unless the CD32 has strong countermeasures 
against photo-realistic teenage nymphos, no- 
one's going to give it a second glance. What 
we've got so far is Diggers, a tedious variant on 
the Lemmings theme. Even if it played well, it 
would do very little to sell the machine -  after all, 
it doesn’t take a 600Mb CD, 2Mbs of RAM and 
256 colours to  draw a few little men and a sunset 
backdrop We re talking Commodore 64 stuff 
here The important thing from Commodore's 
point of view is to  get a good base of users from 
the start. Only then will it be financially viable for 
third parties to spend money on developing 
software for the machine.

This is the most important area in which

Commodore differ from Nintendo and Sega 
Whereas the big console companies made sure 
that there was a good selection of gob-smacking 
software available for thee machines from the 
word go. Commodore have done virtually nothing 
to assure the same software  base for the CD32 
An intelligent chimpanzee could cotton on to th *

II was olticially unveiled lo  the world 
on July 16th. the same day as Spielberg s 
Jurassic Park opened in  Britain, and lo r me the 
excilemenl surrounding both became inextricably 
intertwined. The hype in both cases was at an all 
time high (respect to that PR machinel), and 
naturally I wondered whether or nol il was 
Justified. Both seemed to offer something new in 
their genre and it  remained to be seen if either 
could deliver the goods.

Jurassic Park - the movie lived up to the hype 
and more besides, so it iust remains to be seen 
how the CD32 will fare. Of course, w e all know its 
specs, and they're impressive enough to beat 
anything else on the market, but will Commodore 
handle.it properly this time?

I can't help but think about the CDTV. That loo 
was supposed to be the new wonder machine, 
b&t alter a  protracted launch which diminished 
people's interest in it, and a total dearth of worthy 
software, the machine is only marginally more 
lively-than ihe fossils In Mr. Spielberg's 
masterpiece I

A lter a 28 million pound advertising campaign, 
Sega's Mega CD has utterly tailed lo  inspire on 
Ihe soflwareirgnt. Despile Ihe diatnbe, the 
soltware lo  justify such an expense Just hasn't 
appeared, leaving many people feeling jaded 
towards Ihe entire CD games concept. I sincerely 
hope that the CD32 will become a runaway 
success, and I for one will be ready lo  buy one as 
soon as they're generally available. The market 
certainly seems more receptive lo  Ihe idea, and 
The specs o l Ihe machine are impressive enough 
to attract the technology junkies.

In the long run, the machine's late rests in the 
combined hands o l Commodore's marketing 
people and the game's publishers.

A litt le  over a year ago we had ju s t fin ished 
testing  the new AA 32-bit chipset. We now had 
a very cost e ffective 32-bit Am iga compatible 
chipset that met a ll o f ou r performance 
criteria. Our basic plan was to  convert the 
entire Amiga product line to  the new 32-bit 
architecture as soon as possib le . The AA 
chipset had been debugged using a h igh end 
system design which eventually became the 
A4000 fam ily o f desktop video w orkstations.

Those systems were introduced in the early 
Autumn of 1992. Slightly later, we began the 
development of the A 1200 to upgrade our home 
computer line to a  full 32-bit system. The results 
of this activity was the introduction of the A 1200 
slightly after the launch o f the A4000. Our next 
target was CDTV. Although CDTV did as well or 
even better than competitive systems during its 
lifetime, it did not live up to our expectations. After 
analysis of the product and the market we 
concluded that a  new CD-ROM based interactive 
multimedia player needed to address the 
following issues to be successful:

1. The $600 (£400) to $800 (£550) price point 
was too high for this type of consumer product. A 
new pnce point in the range of $300 (£200) to 
$400 (£270) was needed to ensure success
2. Good multimedia applications needed a higher 
performance spec and better-quality graphics to 
be successful
3. VHS-quality tuN motion video would have to be 
at least an option on any new system.
4. To many customers it was difficult to explain 
what CDTV was It was many things but had no 
specific focus. It did not play movies, it was not 
quite a computer and it was too expensive to be a 
games console
5. The most popular titles on CDTV were game or 
entertainment titles, not reference or educational 
titles.

The decision was made to focus any new CDTV- 
like product towards games and entertainment 
and. secondly, to support a general interactive 
multimedia player capability. Amiga games 
software had been phenomenally successful in 
the UK and Europe, so we decided to play to our 
strengths in that market. This also would put us 
head to head with some pretty stiff competition. 
The decision to focus on games and 
entertainment created a whole new set of 
questions and issues which needed to be 
addressed:

1. Should a new game console' be cartridge 
based. CD-ROM based or both?
2. Should compatibility with CDTV be . 
maintained?
3. Should compatibility with the A 1200 be an 
issue?
4 Since most games bypassed Amiga DOS. 
should it be used?
5. What interface ports are needed - composite 
video. S-Video. RF. Stereo, etc?
6. What type of game controllers should be 
provided. IR or wired?
7. How expandable should the system be? .
8. How much memory is standard?
9. Is non-volatile memory required7
10. Should the CD-ROM drive be double speed7
11. Should multi-session support be provided on 
the CD-ROM drive?
12. Should the power suoply be integrated with 
the main console or be a separate unit?
13. What processor and dock speed should be 
used7
14. What hardware features could be added to 
improve performance?
15. What features need to be added to Amiga 
DOS to  support better games?
16. What should the cost and price targets be?
17. W ho will be our main competition: Sega CD. 
Nintendo, 3D0, CD-i?

Of course, as with most new products, the more 
controversial issues concerned what the console 
should be called, what the colour should be, and 
what type of packaging it should come in!

These were just some o f the many questions 
we needed to address before a system 
specification could be completed and 
development started. Since the Amiga has 
enjoyed very good support from the UK and 
European developers, we decided to solicit their 
input. In mid-summer o f 1992 we set up meetings 
with several of the key game developers who had 
strongly supported the Amiga. The basic question 
asked was. ’ if  you had our 32-bit AA chipset 
technology in a game console, what would your 
definition of a ‘dream machine games console' 
be?- As you might have guessed, we had a wide 
variety o f input and opinions. However, a basic 
trend did emerge from these meetings:

1. A new system must be CD ROM based CDs 
were much easier to produce, less costly and 
were perceived as a better delivery system than 
cartridges.
2. A  32-bit CPU with 2  megabytes of memory 
was needed
3. The main competition would be Sega CD.
4. The AA chipset and 32-bit CPU would provide 
3 to 5 times the performance o f the Sega CD.

SCENES

The CD32 was put together In record time. The project 
began in October 1992 and was finished In May 1993.
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II we could produce a 32-bit AA system lor the 
price as 16-b t systems o l today, we would 

a clear winner.
Full motion video was needed as an add-on 

: t jre .
. Retaining compatibility with the Amiga would 

enable quick software development.

Next, we went back to West Chester PA., and 
began to write a  preliminary product specilication. 
This was led by JeH Porter, our Director of 
Advanced Technology. After many long meetings 
with our development stall, we finished the 
preliminary specification in September 1992. We 
took this product specification back to the 
developers to solicit their input. The general 
reaction was ‘You w ill have a winner il you can 
produce this product at the competition s  16-bit 
price point by next autumn’. A few minor 
adjustments were made in the specifications and 
it  was finalised

The project was now given the go-ahead and 
turned over to our development staff Jeff Frank. 
Director of Systems Hardware: Don Kaminski. 
Director of Mechanical Design and Dr Alan 
Havemose. Director of Systems Software 
Development. By mid-October the detailed 
specification was complete, a  development 
schedule was in place and the project was begun 
in earnest. In the past, projects had been started 
without detailed specifications resulting in 
significant delays. W e were determined not to 
repeat this error.

The major development challenges were to 
meet the cost targets and stick to  the ngorous 
schedule. A  large part of engineering is the 
design of the parts to meet cost targets This is 
often more difficult than the technical problems 
encountered. Also, evaluating components from 
outside suppliers and negotiating schedules and 
costs are a major part of the development effort.

The key technical challenges for the 
development group were:

1. Development of a  new low cost, high 
performance, double speed, multi-session CD- 
ROM drive and its electronic and micro code. The 
drive mechanism was from Sony, with electronics 
from Sony and Chinon. The drive micro code was 
developed jointly between Chinon and 
Commodore. Chinon was to do the final assombly 
and testing of the new dnve before shipping it to 
our Philippines plant for assembly into the CD32.
2. Development of a new VLSI (Very Large Scale 
Integration] gate array to support the interface of 
the new CD-ROM drive, the two 8250 Amiga 
chips, the CPU interface, the Glue Logic and the 
chunky pixel to bit plane conversion memory 
array This new chip had over 37.000 gates and 
had to be right the first time There was no 
second pass in  the schedule!
3. Development of a  new enhanced version of 
Amiga DOS Support for the CD-ROM file system 
needed to be added with multi session capability 
added. Support for the new game controller 
interface also needed to be included as was 
support for the CDTV applications. Finally, 
special functions were added to enable the 
application to orderly close down portions o f the 
OS to gain memory and cycles for the application 
4 A totally new mechanical design was needed 
for the Amiga CD32. Tools for over ten new 
plastic tools had to be designed and fabncated. 
The top-loading CD-ROM drive created a very 
critical design problem between the top cover and 
chucking mechanism and the top of the case. A 
full 3D CAD simulation of this area was needed to 
achieve first time success. Again the schedule 
only permitted one pass on the development 
cycle for the injection moulded plastic parts 
tooling.
5. Also, manufacturing test procedures, programs

and test fixtures needed to be developed m 
parallel to meet our schedules Out target was to 
be able to support production levels of 25,000 
units per week within four weeks of start up!

Of course, no matter how good the hardware 
platform was. it would not be successful without 
good applications that truly utilised the 32-b«t AA 
hardware and the CD-ROM drive Our CATS 
organisation, lead by John Campbell, was given 
the task to solicit developer support and provide 
ongoing technical support to the developers. Due 
to the large body of Amiga game software already 
available on floppies and the developers' 
familiarity with the Amiga and its development 
tools, it was easy to get commitment to do new or 
enhanced titles for the CD32. To emphasise the 
importance and commitment to this project 
Commodore's UK MD. David Pleasance. our 
president, Mr. Mehdi Ali. and myself met several 
times with each of the 
developers to encourage 
support As you can see, 
the response was 
outstanding as is evident 
by the many titles now 
available and under 
development for the 
Amiga CD32. Dr. Alan 
Havemose and John 
Campbell put together an 
early developer support 
package in mid- 
December to allow 
application development.
This package included 
documentation on the 
system hardware and the 
new Amiga DOS 
features, an early version 
of the new Amiga DOS 
and a special version of an A4000 system 
combined with a number of tools. The A4000 
development system included

1 A special processor board with an 88EC020 
processor to simulate the performance and 
processor environment of the final product on the 
A4000.
2. An early version o f the new Amiga DOS with 
the CD ROM drive simulated on the hard drive.
3. Support for writing CD gold disks.
4. Support for optimising CD data track layout for 
each application.

A decision was made to limit the number of early 
developers to those that would commit actual 
resources and were long time faithful Amiga 
developers. With our limited resources it was 
impractical to attempt to support a large 
developer group immediately As time went on we 
slowly added developers. Chris Ludwig from our 
CATS group spent many weeks in the UK and 
Europe supporting the developers first hand. Also 
John Campbell. Dr. Alan Havemose and myself 
made several trips to support them.

We set an internal target o f being able to 
demonstrate a working system at the winter CES 
in Las Vegas (2nd week of January 1993). The 
development group worked around the clock and 
through the Christmas holidays to meet this 
target. We rushed the gate array through FAB 
and it worked with only one minor problem. We 
got a prototype CD-ROM dnve working and had a 
hand-made version of the case work fabricated. 
We met the target with a  working system and a 
simple running demo. A management decision 
was then made tb show the system.

The first version o f the new gate array in this 
first prototype was called Arizona and was done 
in record time. It was no longer the critical path in 
the design. After many discussions with our

software group we made a decision to further 
enhance Arizona. Much of the 3D software and 
Full Motion Video software generated chunky 
pixel data as their output. In the Amiga this data 
then had to be converted to bit plane mode for 
actual display This process took a lot of CPU 
cycles. We decided to add special hardware to 
the Arizona chip to assist in  the conversion of 
chunky pixel data to bit plane format. There were 
risks since Arizona worked and any changes 
could result in a bad chip impacting our schedule 
significantly. The change was made and again 
we had a first time success. The new chip was 
named Akiko.

By mid-February 1993 we were able to deliver 
15 prototype systems to our selected set of 
developers. They were mounted on plywood 
sheets with open wood frames but they allowed 
developers to run real CD applications on the 
actual hardware. These early systems had CD- 

ROM drives that required 
manual CD placement and 
chunking -  which sometimes 
ran backwards, old Arizona 
chips, reworked Nintendo 
game controllers and early 
versions of Amiga DOS 
supporting the enhancements. 
Slowly we upgraded these 
systems with new drives,
Akiko chips, new game 
controllers and the later 
version of the new Amiga DOS 
EPROMS.

Our target was to  begin a 
pilot production run of 200 
units in our Philippines plant in 
early May. To meet this 
schedule we had to lock down 
the system software five to six 

r  weeks earlier to accommodate
mask ROM lead times. A t this point we had very 
little test time on the new Amiga DOS and CD- 
RCfol m icro code. To further complicate things we 
made the decision to test and support the top 30 
CDTV titles on the new system. These now all 
had to be tested and any problems resolved by 
early April. Yd accomplish the desired testing and 
reduce the system's technical risks we decided to 
delay the start of pilot production by 
approximately three weeks. This turned out to be 
a wise decision since we found a fatal problem in 
the CD-ROM drive’s  micro code which we were 
able to fix in the system software. During this 
tiijie  several other hardware problems were also 
discovered and corrected.

In the first week of June we started the first 
production run of 200 pilot machines. These 
systems were immediately distributed to our 
developers and our own Quality Assurance 
department for rigorous accelerated testing. We 
logged over forty minor problems which were 
analysed and corrected. No major problems were 
found!

Test software and fixturing was in place thanks 
to our test engineering group. Manufacturing and 
procurement, lead by Steve Liang, our Vice 
President of Worldwide Manufacturing, was now 
ready to produce the system in volume. In the 
second week of July, volume production of the 
Amiga CD32 began. From the project’s start in 
October 1992 to first production in May 1993. the 
console was completed in record time. This 
extraordinary achievement is credit to all of 
Commodore and especially to the dedicated and 
talented people of the development group. All 
contributed above and beyond the call of duty, 
but special praise is deserved by George 
Robbins who lead the systems engineering 
development team. I have worked in this industry 
for over 25 years and have rarely seen the talent 
and dedication that was exhibited by this group.

M A R K E T  T R E N D S
With the basic gam e engine lifted from Trolls, and 
since that particular gam e did pretty well, you 
may be wondering why not call it Trolls 2?  The 
thing is, Trolls, you s e e . tended to com e across 
as., well, a  bit feminine. Now no offence to  our 
female readership but it seem s that the majority 
of Amiga gamesplayers are in fact, gasp, boys1 
S o  with this in mind, the gam e w as designed with 
a  more masculine feel to it -  action films, teenage  
boy hero etc.

With regards to development of the gam e, the 
CD32 version is pretty much the sam e as the 
A1200, with obvious improvements in the 
audiovisual areas (see  Plastic Surgery panel). 
Both of th ese versions differ greatly from the 
A500 gam e though, with added effects, bonuses 
and extras. Naturally they a lso  run a  lot faster 
and smoother (with the CD32 version playing like 
a  completely different gam e when run next to a 
standard machine).

Whether Oscar has the ability to compete with 
the likes of Robocod. Puny  and Superfrog (all of 
which are a lso  being developed for the new  
machine) remains to be seen . Early impressions 
seem  to indicate that Oscar has all the speed, 
colour and variety seen  in the big name' gam es, 
if not more so . Plus it h as the back of Trolls to 
ride on. a  gam e which went down pretty well with 
just about everyone. It can only help.

OSCAR 
MILLEHIUM
Don't you just hate people w ho jump on 
bandwagons? I've seen  more dinosaurs in Ihe 
past few w eeks than most cavem en sa w  in their 
entire lives (all right, I know it's not a  factual 
analogy, what with dinosaurs existing millions of 
years before man and all that, but cut m e som e  
slack will you?). Still, at least Flair don’t just stick 
with Jurassic connections. With Oscar they've 
plumbed the depths of sci-fi, westerns, cartoons 
and just about any other Hollywood genre you 
can think of.

The premise is that 
Oscar, a  lovable teenager 
(is there such a  thing? I 
thought they w ere all 
obnoxious bags of 
hormones, discovenng' 
girls and bunking off 
school) really enjoys going 
to the flicks. I mean really 
enjoys it In an almost Last 
Action Heroish act of 
special effects, O scar is 
drawn into the films for real 
and has to battle his way 
through everything from 
Jurassic Park (unofficially) 
to The Curse Of 
Frankenstein (unofficially)

This is all presented, 
naturally enough, in the 
form of a  super-fast, super­
colourful, super-absorbent 
platform romp, with baddies, goodies, monsters, 
bonuses galore and things exploding into a  mass 
of stars whenever you hit them. Well how else  
would you g et seven types of film genre into one  
gam e? A graphic adventure? I think not.
G U Y S  A N D  T R O L L S
You may recognise the style and nature of Oscar 
Do you remember Trolls?  The strangely 
compelling little platform romp of last year forms 
the b a se  upon which Oscar develops. Seven 
worlds (Cartoon, Wild West. Dinosaur. Game 
Shows. War G ames. Horror and Sci-Fi), each 
with three levels, plus a couple of bonus areas, 
make up around thirty levels of action, with

graphics, sound and general eftects being 
completely enhanced sm ce the cuteness of Trolls 
hit our screens.

One feature that's b een retained from the 
original gam e is  the Yo-Yo o f Death. A clever 
little toy, the Yo-Yo allows you not only to 
sm ash  m onsters into cinematic dust, but a lso  to 
swing from platforms allowing a c c e ss  to 
previously unreachable areas of a  level 
Something e lse  you'll recognise is the level

With th * success o« TroilM. Flair are hoping lor something 
pretty Wg from Oscar. Maybe they'll even win something I

select screen (almost a  sim ple level in itself). 
This time you're in the foyer of the local multi­
screen  cinem a with each  doorway leading to a 
different film (level).

O ne of the key differences betw een this and 
Trolls, though, is  water Most of the levels have 
what is called a  waterline' beneath which the 
rest o f the level becom es aquatic. Suddenly the 
birds and dinosaurs have becom e piranha and 
sharks and O scar is forced to  hold his breath 
for as long as it takes to collect all that's 
necessary from beneath the w aves. It adds a 
completely new slant to  each  level, at once  
changing the graphical look o f things and the 
control system.

MICROCOSM 
PSYGNOSIS
Just a s  The 7th Guest recently showed everyone 
why CD-ROM w as worth the tuss on the PC, so 
on e gam e in particular is going to do the sam e for 
the CD32. When Microcosm w as first previewed 
back on the CDTV it caused such a  stir that people 
began to take a second look at that now ill-fated 
machine. With the unfortunate fate of the machine, 
so  the gam e was shelved and everyone moved on 
to bigger and better things. Of course, when 
Commodore's bigger and better thing turned out to 
be the CD32. som eone at Psygnosis suddenly had 
an idea. Now work has restarted and Microcosm 
looks like being even better than before.

To bring you up to date if you don't know 
about the ptot. Microcosm is set half a  century 
into the future and tells ot the bitter rivalry 
between two large megacorporations (everyone 
always seem s to have this dark vision of huge 
com panies running the world instead of 
governments. Why is that?) and the lengths to 
which they’ll go to get the upper hand. In this 
ca se , the leader of on e company has been  
injected with miniatunsed warriors in order to be 
able to find out what he's up to. Your task, in a  
not too dissimilar way to Fantastic V oyage and 
Inner Space, is to be placed in the cockpit of a 
super fighter, miniaturised and injected into the 
b o ss's  bloodstream. From there it's up to you to 
seek  out and destroy the bad guys.

All this is  depicted by graphics that can only 
be described a s stunning. Certainly not for the 
squeamish, Microcosm has photo realistic scen es  
of arteries, blood v esse ls  and all the other icky 
things that you'd find inside the body. In fact it’s  
hard to tell where the intro sequence ends and 
where the gam e starts.
B E H IN D  T H E  B L O O D
Ray-tracing is the nam e of the gam e, with 
three-dim ensional light-sourcing being u sed  to

create the am azing graphics. Originally all 
th ese  v isuals w ere b eing created on £4-bit 
m achines then downgraded to Amiga/CDTV 
compatibility. Unfortunately this m eant a  loss  
in detail, resulting in m ost of the screen's- 
having a  sort of sem i-m onochrom e effect. 
Effective u se  of shading counteracted this on 
the 16-bit m achines, but with a  32-bit d ev ice  to 
run the gam e on , the 24-bit graphics should 
lo se  n one o f the quality or colour. In fact in 
so m e c a s e s  w e  confidently e xp ect them to  be 
even  better than what you s e e  here.

True, Microcosm m ay turn out to be nothing 
m ore than a  glorified e xerc ise  in graphics, but 
then aren’t all th e  big new g a m es?  Where 
Microcosm looks s e t  to  score  is witfe the fact 
that, for m ost g a m es, you only g e t  fhe’fancy 
graphics during an animated section su ch  as  
an  intro or end seq u en ce . With Microcosm the 
whole g a m e is  virtually on e long animation 
seq u en ce , an animation seq u en ce  that you are 
fully involved in. Can’t be bad. Watch out for a  
full review soon .

BIOSPHERE 
BULLFROG
Populous started it all off. As soon a s Bullfrog 
gave us the ability to s e e  computer gam es as  
something other than on e man in a  desperate 
struggle against overwhelming odds’, we 
gamesplayers have just cried out for more.
Bigger and better gam es dealing with life on a 
general scale, not an individual one jumping 
around on  platforms W e've controlled whole 
tribes in Populous. We've taken them to war in 
Powermonger and in their last outing. Syndicate. 
w e gave them all very large guns and told them  
to  shoot anything that m oves. S o now the boys 
from Surrey give u s  the chance to redeem  
ourselves by creating new planets from old. The 
term is terraforming and the gam e is Biosphere. 
Taking control of a  team of specialists, your task 
is to take a  dead planet and set up a  fully 
operational ecosystem . This is achieved by 
heading down onto the surface of the planet and 
using whatever scientific m eans are available to 
resemble Mother Nature.

Unlike a lot of early CD32 gam es. Bullfrog 
aren't content to  u se the extra storage space of a 
CD merely for extra animations or other 
aesthetics. Instead, a  large percentage of the 
disc will be used a s  an evolutionary database for 
a  host of different creatures. "What you can do, 
a s  part of your tools, is  to  breed things like a 
Tyrannosaurus Rex with a  bullfrog and com e up 
with a... Tyrullfrog! Or you can breed a  snake 
with a  giraffe and com e up with a giraffe-snake 
thing. Now a s  you can imagine the amount of 
data that is required for that is huge, s o  that will 
pretty well fill fhe CD.' The animations that are in 
the gam e will mostly concern these strange 
breeding habits (but nothing gratuitous, it's all in 
the name of science), although the use of fhe 
CD32 will obviously mean that th ese can u se  256 
colours and CD sound.
S O U R C E S  A N D  R E S O U R C E S
A question that is commonly asked of original 
gam es like Biosphere is ‘Just where did you get 
the idea from?". In this particular case  not all the 

‘ credit can g o  to  Bullfrog a s they didn't actually 
com e up with the original idea. An Amencan duo 
by the nam es of Richard and Randolph cam e up 
with the concept of the gam e quite a  while back. 
Bullfrog simply added a gam e to it. 'What 
happened,' explains Peter, ‘w as that this w as a 
project they were working on alone, which had 
been taken on by Electronic Arts. EA dropped it, 
thinking it wasn't a  strong enough gam e, so  we 
took it on. redesigned it and put more of a  game 
in there.”

As with almost all of Bullfrog's lilies, Biosphere 
is a s  much a  concept a s a  gam e, but early 
impressions are that it's a  concept that is just as 
intriguing a s  Populous was when it first graced 
our screens.

Pinball Fantasies continues where 
Pinball Dreams left off You have ^>ur new tables, 
each based o n  their own them e, a/td each  
crammed full of flashing lights, spinning bumpers, 
springs, buttons, bonuses and traps -  basically 
everything you would normally s e e  o’rf a  pm table 
As always, you have to som ehow guide a  small 
polished steel ball through these hellish m azes  
using only a  couple of toppers at the bottom of the 
screen To begin with, there's Partyiand Based  
on the ever popular Funfair idea, the table is laid 
out with roller coasters and other lunch returning 
rides, and special ice-cream bonuses. Next up 
the ladder is Billion 
Dollar Game Show, with 
your host with the 
oversized smile Keith 
McTeeth. Win cash 
prizes and a dream 
holiday in the Canbbean 
for two Or you can try 
your hand at the driving 
wheel with Speed  
Devds. complete with an 
off-road area and pit 
stops for points. Finally 
there’s  the obligatory 
horror table. Stones And 
Bones, with more gore 
than a  Freddy film.

The biggest difference between this and 
Dreams is that you g et more than two flippers on 
each table At strategic points around the tables, 
extra fhppers are placed. )ust to make those extra 
bonuses that little harder to catch Som e rat runs 
can only be reached by th ese extra flippers, and 
som e of the flippers can only be reached when 
the ball is whizzing about at high speed s o  fast 
reflexes are most definitely called tor'

Each table is quite long -  over two screens  
high in fact, and the screen scrolls to follow the 
ball. This might seem  a  little disorientating in 
theory, especially when the ball has a  full head of 
steam behind it. In practise though, it works very 
nicely. After all. when playing a  real pin table your 
eyes will follow the ball, so  why shouldn’t the 
screen on this7 That isn't to say that you don’t 
lose sight of the ball repeatedly but then again 
who w ants to play a slow pinball machine7 

There have b een many attempts at pinball 
simulators, but none before these two have ever 
really enjoyed any s u ccess Som e fa* because  
they just aren’t realistic enough, but most fall 
because they don’t feel nght Pinball machines 
have a  definite feel, and it isn't an e a sy  one to

reproduce Judging the 
angle the ball will com e 
off the bumpers is a  
skill that takes time to 
learn, and can be very 
gratifying once  
acquired, but most 
gam es just completely 
fa* to  emulate that, and 
end up feeling dull and 
lifeless PmbaH 
Fantasies >s a 
completely different 
kettle of fish In short it 
is pmbaJI to a  T.

SINGING A SONG
But what you really want to know is how has 
the gam e been improved for the CD32? Well, 
the main initial difference is. of course, the 
graphics. If you think the gam e looked good 
before, then take a  look at the glorious 256  
colour tables on  these pages. Graphic artist 
Marcus Nystrom has had his work cut out 
improving the look of the gam e, but you have 
to admit it looks even  more like the real thing 
now.

Sound, too. has had a serious boost. Olof 
Gustafsson h as written completely new  tunes 
tor the gam e, and recorded them professionally 
to take advantage of the CD32 capabilities. As 
a result you have som e stunning music playing 
while four channel stereo sound effects top the 
aural experience. I have to  say. it improves the 
gam e even further, adding to the atmosphere 
and tension like you would not believe.

All in all. though, Pinball Fantasies is much 
the sam e a s the standard Amiga version. This 
is no bad thing, of course, if you happen to like 
the original. Even so . this isn't a  true example 
of what the CD32 is capable of. It would have 
been nice to have se e n  more tables, perhaps 
both Pinball gam es rolled into one package. 
Still, it’s  a great gam e by any m easure, and 
on e of the most addictive the CD32 will se e  for 
awhile.

Then 
there’s your own workforce to consider -  
leave them alone for too long and they'll go 
off on their own and either wander around 
aimlessly or fall down a bottomless pit.

RACE WARS
You can chose to control any on e ol lour alien 
races w ho have been granted mining licenses by 
the Zargon authonties.

O nce you've chosen  your workforce, it’s 
straight into the action.

your opponents), you can ch o ose to mine any 
adjacent area. Each site is made up of a number 
of screens and packed to  bursting point with 
hidden g em s and mineral wealth By clicking on 
the various icons, you control where your five 
miners dig. with what equipment, and when they 
trade their booty on the Zarg Stock Exchange.

Each area is different and throws up its own 
obstacles.

Strip mining is the easiest and most productive 

3 to ch o ose early on -  just set your miners 
l' tfggmg in a  straight line and leave them to it. 

Later on, you'll becom e more adventurous and

Rimers. This is  when things start to get 
rteresting.

[level, and a battery of statistics that detail their 
stamina, strength and agility, you'll either s e e  of 
your attackers or disappear in a  puff of smoke 
t fs  possible to buy back a  lost miner at the end ot 
each level, but it’ll cost you an arm and a  leg to 
do so.

DIAMOND DIALING
As well a s keeping careful tabs on the welfare of 
your five miners, you need to  sell your mineral 
deposits to earn a  profit. The Zargon Stock 
Exchange lets you deal in only three randomly 
selected minerals at any on e time. By clicking on 
a  particular dealer, you can  sell your booty to 
him at the price he is  currently quoting, or com e 
back later and s e e  if the price h as risen at all. 
Flood the market with too much o f on e ore. 
though, and the price of that particular 
commodity will collapse.

O nce you've saved up enough cash, you can 
start buying mining equipment from the Zargon 
Mining Store. Mechanical diggers, dynamite and 
teleports are available, along with lifts and bridge 
building material. All of this equipment g o e s  a 
long way to  making your mining operations run 
more smoothly, and gives you time to  plan a 
more effective strategy. If funds becom e too low, 
it’s  possible to re-sell your equipment back to the

The Mining Store uses som e nice sampled 
sounds to convey a  busy industrial workshop, 
with crashing hammers and saw s being used, 
but the rest of the in-game sound effects are 
poor and tinny.

Sadly, Diggers doesn't do anything that takes 
advantage of the CD32's capabilities. As if to 
prove this, virtually the sam e gam e will be coming 
out for the A1200 in a  matter of months. As 
there's no existing benchmark with which to judge 
this gam e, it's probably best to treat it a s  an 
ordinary Amiga floppy release -  it certainly 
doesn't do anything which couldn’t have been 
seen  on a  bog-standard A500 five years ago! The 
accompanying p ress release talks excitedly about 
the stunning 256 colours used in the gam e -  
excuse me. but a  few nice copper effects for the 
sky and som e muddy brown and green colours 
doesn't really have m e drooling at the mouth.

I would have liked to  have s een  the game's 
strategic elem ents emphasised a  little bit more 
especially the trading aspects. A  two-player split­
screen mode would have been fun. too. as would 
a  wider range of mining equipment. If you know 
there are rival gangs working in the area, surely 
you're going to want to supply your m en with the 
latest m anti-personnel mines and weaponry?! As 
it stands, everything seem s a  bit dull and bonng, 
with long periods of time spent switching between 
miners just to check if anyone's decided to throw 
them selves off a  ledge or have a tea break.

Diggers could have b een a  real gem  of a 
gam e, but instead it's more like an uncut 
diamond.

Should you buy it? It you’re into Amiga g am es then 
yes. Withm a  year floppy disk could b e  dead a s  a 
gam e distribution format Publishers are eager to 
utilise the huge potential that CD gives them, and at 
the sam e time put an end to piracy that has cau sed  so  
much dam age to the industry.

And at £299. it s  exactly the sam e price as the 
A1200. so  which is the better buy? Well, if you warn 
CD gam es, then the CD32 is currentl y the only 
choice The CD drive for the A1200 is still not 
available and I doubt it will be released this side of 
Christmas. It is highly likely that the computer’ 
expansion box tor the CD32 will be available long 
before the A t200  CD-ROM dnve (which itself is 
unlikely to cost much less than the CD32).

As more publishers take the plunge and like 
Millennium with Diggers, release on CD first and a  cut- 
down floppy disk version later, it m akes little sen se  to 
rely on floppy disk software.

The potential of the CD32 is m assive The 
hardware is excellent, there are a  lot of programmers 
who know how to develop for the Amiga, and the 
development costs are relatively small. It will take a 
few good quality titles to make CD32 a  su ccess and 
these are defmately on the way

I am currently finishing my first title on  CD32 called 
Video Creator (described elsewhere in this issue) and 
I'm confident that CD32 is going to sell well enough 
that fit be able to develop more titles in the futuro.

If it had a  floppy drive connector and PhotoCD 
support, then it would o e  excellent although I suspect 
it wouldn’t nave been able to have these and still 
com e out at under £300.

Would I buy one? My own CD32 is already on 
order and I can t wait for it.
And is it going to be a  su c c e ss  for Commodore? Well, 
put it this way, i’ve bought shares in them1

Along 
w ith processor power and 
audio abilities, it  s one o l 
the key features that define 
how powerful a  home com ­
puter is.

Sooner or later, most 
Am iga owners ge t ou t their 
copy o f D-Paint and spend 
some time draw ing their 
own graphics A  far smaller 
num ber m ay a lso leam  how 
to  program the computer, 
and they w ik come to have 
a vastly different under­
standing of the  way 
graphics w ork This book Is

It’s no t aim ed specifically 
at Am iga users, yet every­
thing within it is equally 
relevant to  us It begins by defin ing exactly w hat com puter graphics are and 
some o f the ir uses ranging from film  special effects and Computer Aided 
Design applications, to gam es and purely aesthetic purposes

After input devices ranging trom the  keyboard or m ouse to  lightpens. pucks 
and graphics tablets. John explains output devices and th is is w here things 
start to ge t interesting because the  author goes in to  detail about the  way that 
m onitors work, and the  relationships between resolution and interlaced and 
non-interlaced display modes. For the  potential games programmer, it s impor 
tant to appreciate the  relationship between animation and raster scan time, 
and this subject is succinctly explained -  In tact a  great deal o f information is 
given about the inner workings o f computer monitors and televisions in  gen ­
eral The chapter also describes laser pnnters. plotters. LED displays and a 
variety o f other devices.

From  the  follow ing chapter onwards, the tutorial proper begins, starting 
w ith the w ay that coordinate system s can be used to  model objects, firs t in  tup  
dvnensions and then later in  three

The tutoria ls are accom panied by programming examples in pseudo code. 
Rather than being written in  a  specific language, pseudo code is a  kind of 
generic language where the reader can easily see what each instruction is 
designed to do. and adapt it  to  Iks own requirements A t the end o f each sec­
tion. there are a series o f self tests where you can evaluate your knowledge 
b y  attem pting to  answ er questions.

The book continues to  explore w ays o f m oving and animating graphics, 
and how to  present them  within the v isib le screen area (Ihe viewport) It even 
gives som e hints on using anti a liasing to  smooth ou t lagged lines

Towards the end o f the  book, vector and matnx algebra is  brie fly d is ­
cussed, and these can b e  used to  create some very im pressive animation 
routines.

Overall, surprisingly readable, and suitable for anyone w ho can already 
program m oderately in  any language

pparently you aren’t  interested In the sub­
ject o l th is  article. In la d .  statistically, you 
aren't even reading this sentence. W hy? 
Because a ll the answers to  ou r readership surveys 
show us that Com m s is a  sub ied  o l 'm inority inter­
est', and basically no one could give a monkeys 
about it.

I find th is very strange, because II you are read­
ing this m agazine you have a t least a  passing 
interest in the  Amiga beyond games. You may be 
interested in  graphics, programming, sound and 
music... the  k ind o l stutt that makes the  Amiga d if­
fe ren t trom  a  Sega or a  Nintendo.

S o w hat do you do when you want to  get hold 
o l Ihe  latest news on your specialist sub jed?  Well, 
there 's CU Amiga o l course -  bu t unfortunately, 
w e  can  only produce one magazine a month. 
Apparently there are other Am iga magazines avail­
able, too, but the less said about them  the  better.

W hat you need is an up-to-the-second source 
o l news, a wealth o l Iree software and a forum 
where you can meet o ther like-m inded Amiga 
users. In short, you need to  ge t into comms.

COMMS
Com m s has a strange aura about it  -  something 
dark, m ysterious and probably leatunng a lot o l 
anoraks. Perhaps there was a  tim e when this was 
true, bu t now  anyone w ho knows how to  use a 
telephone can ge t on-line. In la d . getting on-line is 
even easier than using a telephone, because you 
don 't even have to  d ia l a  num ber b y  hand.

There are two th ings you need betore you can 
jo in  the  hidden world o l Am iga com m s -  software 
and hardware. The software you need is a ll in  the 
Public Domain o r is Shareware, so  next tim e you 
order some d isks Irom a PD library, ask lo r a  copy 
o f  NCom m  or JR C om m  as well.

Besides the  Amiga, the  hardware you need is a 
modem -  the  device which interlaces your Amiga 
to  the  telephone network. P rad ica lly  a ll modems 
co n n e d  to  a  com puter v ia  the seria l port, and as 
the Amiga uses the  RS232 standard you can be 
sure  that any modem w ill work, b e  it lo r the Amiga 
o r a  PC. But before you open your wallet, perhaps 
the  best w ay to ge t started is to  borrow a modem 
trom  a  friend. O nce you ge t hooked you can buy 
your own, and you'll be p leased to know that the 
sim plest units cost little m ore than  external floppy 
d isk  drives.

DIAL IN
So w ith the  hardware connected and the  software
in the  drive, w hat next? Nothing could be sim pler -
run the software, and you ’ll be greeted w ith a stan­
dard  term inal-like display. T ry  typ ing ATZ and 
return -  i l  your modem is operating correctly it  w ill 
reply 'OK'. II it doesn't work, try altering the Baud 
rate settings Irom  the Com m s software's pull-down 
menus.

Now you 're  ready to  try a Bulletin Board. For 
this example, I'm  dialling a board called 
'L ightfingers Place'. I ’ve  never used th is  board 
before. I simply picked up the  telephone number 
somewhere and decided lo  give it a  try.

First instruct the  software to  d ia l 0202 485723, 
then after a  lew  seconds and some strange whining 
tones you'll be greeted w ith a  display like Figure 2.

Lots o l text and instructions w ill appear on the 
screen. Don't panic, th ink logically and you'll be 
able to  answer all the questions (about the  most 
taxing is 'W hat is your da te  o l b irth?'). The informa­
tion  you enter is  lo r  the  Systems O perator's eyes 
only, and by providing it you are registering a s  a 
potential user o l the  board. Don’t  worry -  you w on t 
receive junk mail o r bills, it's nothing more than a 
precaution.

You'll a lso be asked lo  pick a  password -  pick 
an obscure one, but don 't lorget it  Th is Bulletin 
Board w ill a lso provide you w ith  a special log-in 
number. Make a note o f it. and use it next time you 
log in  to  speed up the  process.

IN  IH E  SYSTEM
Now that you are inside the system , you should 
see your options displayed on a menu screen, like 
the  one in Figure 3.

'  A s you are a first tim e user, you will not have 
been registered and several im portant options will 
not be available to  you. However, by the  same time 
the next day you'll have been given your security 
clearance and w ill be granted access to  the  deeper 
areas of the  board.

he best thing about m aking noises w ith  the 
Amiga is that absolutely anyone can do It. 
and once  you've go t your Am iga, it  needn't 
cost you more than a fiver to  get started Whether 
you're a budding Beethoven, o r you just fancy a 
tinker, it 's  all there waiting to  be sampled.

SOUND AS A  POUND
Before we dive into the  tricky bits, here’s 
a  bne f introduction to  the  Am iga's sound 
hardware.
1 A ll Am igas have four m ono vo ce s  or 
channels. Th is m eans tha l you can play 
a  maximum o f four samples sim ultane­
ously. but you 're  no t lim ited to holding 
lust four sam ples in memory
2. Two of the  channels are output 
through the  le ft phono socket, and the 
other two through the  right Proper stereo samples 
can b e  recorded and replayed, bu t they occupy two 
tracks.

ners  o f the  screen. The program  w ill d o  th is  
sem i-autom atica lly tor you. A s long a s  you  leave

the  G o B ack button a lone (i.e. o lf |.  D Paint uses 
the  screen position where the  las t brush draw 
took place as its  starting point. It takes som e fid ­
dly testing  to  ge t the  position exactly w here  you 
w ant it. bu t thanks to  the  Preview op tion you can 
watch the  protected movem ent being played out 
before com m itting the  program to stam ping down 
the  anim ation b y  clicking on the  Draw button.

EASY DOES IT
In the real w orld  obtects don 't ju s t start moving 
and keep going a t a  constant rate. A  car, for • • 
example, slows down afte r h itting som ething, and 
likew ise a  ba ll loses som e o f its  m om entum  after 
co llid ing w ith  another object. You can  actually 
sim ulate changes in  the speed o f an ob iec t in  two 
ways w ithin D P a in t-  the  d u m s y  w ay is to  create

an anim ation o t severa l sections w here  the  m ov­
ing object trave ls  d ifferent d istances in  a  given 
num ber o f  frames. For example, an ob jec t which

tion  for every frame, it ‘rem em bers' the  earlier 
positions and indudes  them  too.

MANUAL ANIMATION TECHNIQUE
Sometimes the animation r, moce complex tfxm the OPaint Wove requestor ran 
bandfe. Sometimes it's best done monuoily. Ibis sequence is from a 30-frame 
onimalion whidi has an animaled fingef pressing the relevant keys to sped out o 
messoge on the display screen. Rest onimote the finger I drew the finger 
extended in frame I ot o 2-frome onimation, then copied Ihe fnishetTdniwing to 
home 2.A few minoc alterations to Ihe top joint ond noil gave the impression that 
the finger hod flexed. I copied both drawings ol the finger to the spore screen, 
ready tor cutting ond posting onto the animation. I deleted the two frames I'd 
used os my scratthpod, ond drew the keyboard screen. I added the text at this 
point too. Once this was finished I (rented 20 new frames based on this saeen. I 
now hod 30 frames, each showing the keyboard, screen and al the text, but with 
no movement at al. But by switching to tfre spore screen ond picking up either 
Ihe straight or crooked finger as needed. I placed the brush on Ihe relevonl key. I 
workedbackwards from frame 21 This left eight static frames at the end of the 
animation, showing the keyboord and text for an extended period os the anima- 

n ended. On frame 221 used Ihe crocked finger brush, positioned over the H 
the keyboard. Pressing key I took me to frame 21 and I ploced the extended 

finger brush over key N and erased the rfeptay screen N. If you look at this rou­
tine in forward mode you have a finger poked over a letter in frame 21 and no 
letter K on screen; then on home 22 the finger flexes ond presto, Ihe H appears. 
You have to do this right back to frame one, remembering to erase more letters 
as you go until frame I has on finger over the letter C, wfffi a blank display.

This 
month -  how to produce 
a continuous screen 
scroll.

T
he Amiga may be a versatile busi­
ness machine, a state o t the art 
graphics workstation and it  may 
even pack a punch in  the DTP market, 
bu t no one could possibly doubt what 
type o t software the machine's design-' 
e rs  built it  fo r  -  yep, for playing games.

A s an AM O S user, you undoubtedly 
already know that AM O S provides all 
the  commands tha t you could ever want 
for wnting games software, but w hat you 
may not have realised is that AM O S ow es much of 
its  power to  the  Am iga's hardware designers. 
A lthough AM O S provides us w ith the  language to 
address that hardware, w hat o ther com puters offer 
hardware sprites, an ultrafast blitter and hardware 
scrolling as standard? Certainly no t the  hum ble PCI.

SCROLL IN  THE PARK
Hardware scrolling is undoubtedly one o f AM OS' 
m ost powerful facilities. With It you can create ultra­
sm ooth scrolling effects that w ouldn't look ou t of 
p lace next to Ihe  very best that the console m anu­
facturers have to  offer. It’s  explained c learly in the 
AMOS manual -  which is a  very good reason to 
actually ge t hold o f one -  bu t fo r  those o t you  w ith ­
ou t a  m anual I'll explain more about hardware 
scrolling next month. Th is month’s  'Games 
Programming Made Easy' is devoted entirely to  a 
scrolling effect that is used extensively in shoot 'em 
up games -  continuous background scrolling.

If you  have played around w ith hardware 
scrolling, then  you'll already know  that although * 
hardware scrolling is powerful, it does have a num­
ber o l d isadvantages. For starters, if can ea t up a 
great deal o l memory sim ply because il scrolls 
entire screens. Th is isn 't too m uch o l a  problem il 
you 're  w riting a game that uses a  very sm all scroll 
area (say, tor example, two low resolution screens). 
But what do you d o  il you w ant to w rite  a  shoot 'em 
up (or whatever) that needs to  scroll an ever-chang­
ing background? Take a game such as the c lassic 
Scramble, for example. II you were to  hold ju s l a 
single level o l Scram ble's  background graphics in 
memory a s  a continuous bitmap, you'd soon run out 

o l valuable C hip memory. This 
then, is where m y little 

routine com es in.

MEGA MEMORY SAVER
The code published this month demonstrates how to 
produce a continuous scroll without eating up mas­
sive amounts o l memory. O ur demonstration 
graphics generate a level that — if it were to be stored 
as a  continuous bitmap -  would be 12 8 0  by  200  pix­
els in  size. When you consider that the graphics use 
1 6  colours, this picture would eat up a massive 1 28k. 
My routine, on the other hand, is jus t 15k long Includ­
ing graphics) and even when run, it only lakes up 
64k. Okay, so we've only managed lo  halve the 
amount o f memory used, but the great th ing about 
this routine is that no matter how much you extend 
each screen, the amount of memory used will only 
increase by a couple ot k! Now that's impressive!

So how does it work? W ell, believe it  or not, it's 
actually exactly the  same technique that is used by 
m ost commercial games programmers to produce 
a smooth scrolling background that appears to 
span many screens. A  sim ilar technique, tor exam­
ple, w as used b y  DMA Design's Dave Jones (he o l 

Lemmings lam e!) on his first game, 
Menace (remember that one!?). The basic 
idea is that the screen display is built up 
as you progress through the game 
instead o f loading in a gigantic bitm ap at 
the start. If you think about it. this is actu­
ally a  more logical way o f working -  after 
all, if your gam e runs in low resolution, the 
player will only ever be able to  see a max­
imum o l 320 by 256 pixels a t any one 
tim e, so  there seems little point in  keeping 

the  rest o f the background in  memory.
Instead, by using a com bination o f hardware 

scrolling and AM OS' ability to  paste down graphics 
a t high speed using the  Am iga's blitter, the scroll 
area is drawn using a set o l graphic b locks called 
Icons'. Don't contuse AM OS' icons wilh 

W orkbench icons, however -  a n  icon in AM O S is 
sim ply a rectangular graphic block that can  be 
com bined w ith others to  generate a larger image.

Anyway, back to  ou r scrolling routine. The best 
w ay lo  dem onstrate how it works is to  break it 
down in to  a  series o f  steps. Le t s  take a look at 
each step in  turn.

BLUE HEDGEHOGS

The tw o important routines are INITSCROLL 
and SCROLLSCREEN, bu t you should also take a 
good long look a l Ihe  INIT procedure. W ithin this 
eypertly crafted em bodim ent o f the  programmer's 
a rt you'll find the  section o f code that sets up an 
array containing all the  information controlling the 
layout o f the entire scroll area. Note how the 
screen is split into six strips, each of which con­
tains 4 0  numbers.

I know of no com m ercial gam es  
program m ers w ho  a re  do ing  so  w ithout the  
financial backing o l a  so ftw are  house. 
S upposing It takas you  18 m onths to  write  
your firs t title; how  w ill you support yourself 
during  th a t tim e? W hat about g raph ics  and  
m usic, a re  you  com petent at creating them  or 
d o  you  hope to  ‘m uddle  b y '?  And game  
design; m ost softw are com panies em ploy  
people pure ly  lo r  Ih la  aspect o l th ings, and  
program m ers usually  do just that.

A nyw ay, to answ er your questions, n o  you

don 't need  to  d eclare yourself a s  a sole  
trader o r anyth ing  Ilka that. As soon as you 
start w ork you w ill be considered a s  self- 
em ployed . This m eans th a t you become 
responsib le fo r  your own tax a ffairs, and  are  
liab le  to  p urchase national Insurance stam ps  
on  a w eakly baaie. These en title  you to 
unem ploym ent benefit It you  ta il o u t o f work. 
I f  your Incom e is  low  enough , you can apply  
fo r exem ption to  national Insurance, 
although you  w ill then lose som e of the asso­
ciated benefits . To lin d  out m ore, you ought 
to apeak to  an accountant, and  m ost w ill give  
the ir lirs t appointm ent tree o l charge.

As lo r  th e  re tu m a th a t you can expect on  
a top q uality  gam e, th is  depends to ta lly  on 
w ho d istribu tes  and m arkets I I  snd  how . Try  
to do th e  jo b  yourself snd you  probably  
w on't see m uch o l a  rew ard , get a  profes­
sional to  do It and  Ih e  rew ards can run Into  
six  figures.

elcom e back to  CU Am iga's gu ide to 
HyperBook, the great Gold D isk multi- 
media applications generator that we 
handed ou t on the  coverdisk o t the June Issue ot 
CU AMIGA. It you've been follow ing th is  series ot 
tutorials, then  no doubt you've already discovered 
how easy HyperBook is  to  use. Unlike a traditional 
programming language, HyperBook  a llows you to 

create som e qu ite  powerful applications, utilities 
and even full-blown interactive m ultimedia infor­
m ation system s w ithout ever having to  worry about 
syntax and  parameter formats

GADGET DRIVEN
Obviously a ll these gadget-driven de lights are all 
well and good for rodent fans, bu t lo  really master 
the true power o f  HyperBook s  many delights, 
you'll s till need to  indulge in  a b it o f programming 
-  don 't worry, program m ing under HyperBook  isn't 
as hair raising as 'rea l' programming using lan­
guages such as C , assembler and even 'beginner 
friendly' languages like AMOS. Built Into 
HyperBook  is a  very well-endowed macro-based 
language called HML which -  for those o f you who 
like to  know the m eanings o f such acronyms 
-s ta n d s  for HyperBook Macro Language' Before 
we go any further, however, it 's  im portant to  note

C STARTING W ITH A  LIST
O ur short tu lo ria l stack com prises a s ingle button 
that -  when c licked on w ith  the  m ouse -  w ill bring 
up a requestor allow ing you to  enter a  string of 
characters tha t will then  be entered into a lis t g ad ­
get. In its  basic form , ou r H yperBook  demo 
doesn 't actua lly do anyth ing more than  this, but 
even th is  m ost basic HML exam ple could be 
extended into a  fu ll-b lown database.

In  o rder lo  access these 
functions, you have fo  w rite  what a re  known in 
ARexx term s as macros' that are basically short 
ARexx program s. It you w ant to  see a dem onstra­

tion  o f HML in  action, why 
not take a look a t the wide 
range o t demos included 
w ith  the  HyperBook pro­
g ram  -  the  Calendar’ 
a nd  Calculator' demos 
are particularly good 
examples.

This month's 
HyperBook  guide p ro ­
v ides a short introduction 
to  the  HML programming 
language. II ARexx isn't
automatically installed 
w hen you boot up your 
Amiga, then  d ic k  on the 
'RexxM ast' program on 
yo u r W orkbench d isk  to 
set it in  m otion. Anyway, 
let's ge t stuck in...

HyperBook (not torgetting to  run ARexx first) and 
once it  has loaded, create a  list gadget b y  d icklng  
on the  Create List’ button that can  be found in  the 
HyperBook toolbox The mouse pointer should 
then change to  th e  shape o f an upturned 'L '. Drag 
ou t the shape o t the  lis t box so  tha t it  (Ms the entire 
bottom  ha lf o t the  screen. W hen the 'E dit List’ 
requestor pops up. don 't change anything -  just 
d ic k  on the O K gadget to  accept the lis t as it  is. 
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C AD D IN G  BUTTONS
Next we need to  create a  button that we can d ick  
upon to  bring up the  text entry gadget. So. w ithout 
further ado. d ick  on the  Create Button' too l and 
drag ou t a button o t the  sam e k ind  o l s ize  as the 
one shown in  the  picture above. W hen the  Edit 
Button' requestor pops up, lee l free to  change the 
appearance o t the button to  su it your needs. For 
the sake o f th is  tutorial, however, w e  re  going to 
leave it  as It is. C lick  o n  the O K  gadget to  accept 
the button.
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S o fa r ou r button doesn't have a label, so we 
need to  add one. C lick on the  Edit Object' too l and 
then click twice w ith  the le tt mouse button on our 
button and a cursor will appear in  its  centre. Type 
Enter Record' and then click on the  Edit Object'

O INTRODUCING BUTTONS
Believe it  o r not. bu t the  'front end’ o t our 
HyperBook stack is now  complete. Now we need 
to  write a  m acro to  contro l the Enter Record' but­
ton. Select C reate M acro' from  the 'ARexx’ pull 
down m enu and (as if  by magic) the  M acro Editor 
w ill appear. Unless you've already p layed around 
w ith the  m enu item s in  the  ARexx menu, chances 
are th is  is one feature o t the  program you’ve  never 
seen before. D o n l let th is part o f the  program 
bother you -  the  M acro Editor is really nothing 
m ore than a glorified text editor designed specifi­
cally for the  task o f creating and editing ARexx 
m acros which them selves are really nothing more 
than  ASCII text files. Indeed, you can  even save 
your m acro o ff to  d isk  and edit it using a standard 
ASCII text ed itor such as Cygnus Ed.

W hen the  Macro Editor appears, enter the fol­
lowing ARexx script.

Once you've done this, d ick  on the  window close 
gadget Unless something unexpected happens 
(like a powercut o r the  outbreak o f World W ar III), a 
requestor should appear asking you w hat you would 
like to  ca ll this macro. Type in  EnterRecord' and 
then d ick  o n  the  OK gadget. You have now entered 
your first HyperBook HML program -  now that didn't 
hurt a  bit, now  did Itl

Before we g o  any further, however, let s  take a 
look a t exactly what ou r script actually does. Well, 
the  first part o f the  script is nothing more than a 
com m ent that rem inds us exactly w hat the script 
does. Unfike a  full-blown ARexx script, ARexx 
macros don't have to  have a com m ent proceeding 
them , bu t it  s a  good programming hab it to  ge t into, 
especially if you 're  w riting larger o r m ore com pli­
cated macros. The com m ent can be identified by 
the  two ARexx com m ent ‘m aikers’ -  V  and " r  
These are exactly the sam e as those used b y  the 
'C ' program m ing language, so  all you C  program­
m ers should fee l right a t hom e here.

The script then starts by calling a  function 
called 'inpu tlom f that is built into HyperBook. This 
rather inconspicuous little function allows you to 
bring up a requestor that asks the  user to  enter 
any num ber o f lines o f text. In this particular case, 
w e  only need one line, so the  format o f the com ­
m and is  very sim ple indeed. When w e  start playing 
around w ith  databases w ithin HyperBook. the  for­
m at o f  this com m and w ill become considerably 
more complex A s you can see, tw o parameters

are passed to  the  function -  'Enter your name 
p lease’ a nd  'Nam e:’. The first o f these is used a s  a 
title  for the  requestor so you could put |ust about 
anything in  here. The second, o n  the  other hand, 
acts as a sort o f label lo r the string gadget that win 
be displayed. O nce again, you can enter just about 
anything, bu t the  label m ust end w ith a  colon (:) 
symbol. The string that you actually enter when the 
HyperBook stack is run is returned b y  the input 
form ()' function a nd  it  is captured into an ARexx 
variable tha t we 've called ‘record’.

The final com m and In  ou r macro is the  appen- 
d ltem ()’ function which, no t surprisingly, is  used to 
add the text that we entered onto the end o f our list 
gadget. It needs to b e  fed  three param eters 7 the 
name o f the lis t gadget tha t is to  receive the new 
record (in th is particular case, we've used the 
defau lt nam e ‘l is t l ’ that HyperBook  automatica'ly 
gives the  firs t list gadget you  create), the  variable 
that contains the  data to  be appended and the 
colour that the text is to  b e  displayed in  (a value of 
1, fo r  example, win force HyperBook to  display the 
new entry in  black).

Now that w e 've created our macro, we need to
attach it to  the ’Enter Record' button. Select 'Edit 
Object' from  the  HyperBook toolbox and then click 
o n  our button once  w ith  the le ft m ouse button and 
then again w ith the right m ouse button The 'Edit 
Button' requestor should now appear. A t the  bot­
tom  o f th is  requestor are e ight action' buttons that 
are used to attach actions to buttons -  d ic k  on the 
ARexx macro’ button and when the  'S elect Macro' 
requestor appears, d ick  on EnterRecord' and the 
name o f o u r macro should appear a t the  bottom o f 
the  Edit Button requestor. C lick  o n  the  O K gadget 
and we re ready to  test ou r HyperBook stack!

G TESTING, TESTING
Right, now  let's put ou r HyperBook  stack to  the 
test! C lick  on the Reader’ too l in the HyperBook 
toolbox and then try clicking on the  'Enter Record’ 
button. W ith any luck, a text requestor should 
appear prompting you to enter your name. Type In 
anything you  want and then  d ic k  on the  OK gadget 
and -  if  everything goes w ell -  the  text tha t you 
entered should appear in the  first line  o f the  list 
gadget. Try entering a  couple o f extra lines and 
you w ill see how successive lines o f tex t are auto­
m atically appended to  the end o f the lis t gadget.

There ’s  v irtually no lim it to  the num ber ot lines 
that you can enter and w hat’s  more, you don’t 

.have to worry about saving the  contents o f the  list 
gadget separately -  because they are effectively 
part o f the list gadget structure. HyperBook  saves 
everything you enter into the lis t gadget as part o f 
the stack! A ll we need now is a  'delete', ed it' and 
search' function and w e've already go t the  w ork­
ings of a database!

■small contro l current causes the relay switch to 
d o se  by m eans o l a tiny electromagnet, and the 
sw itch contacts can then  cause the more current 
hungry motors to  operate. The controlling current 
com es from  the Am iga via a transistor sw itch, and 
th is is where an interface circuit is  required.

If you  exam ine the  back o f the  A m iga  you'll 
f ind  severa l usefu l looking in terface connections. 
F irst o f all we have the  p rin te r port, w h ich  offers 
8-b its o t  da ta  together w ith  som e strobe a nd  c o n ­
tro l signals. Th is connector is also know n as the 
para lle l port, and it 's  very nearly  exactly w hat we 
a re  after. W hen da ta  is sent to  the  prin ter fo r  ou t­
pu t the  p ins  o f th is port w ill swap between high (5 
volts) and low  (0 vo lts) leve ls. It w e  sent these 
s ignals in to  a la tch ing circu it to  lock them  in their 
h ig h  and low  positions w e  w ould then have an 8- 
b it output port -  perfect tor contro lling re lays and 
thus motors.

SPEAKING SERIALLY
Although completely feasible, there are drawbacks 
to  th is idea. First o f a ll. w ithout resorting to  a 
s lightly more com plicated circuit, the  port would be 
solely configured for output -  which would leave us 
w ith  the  problem o f where would w e  attach sen­
sors? Secondly, using the  parallel port would 
require about 10 w ires connecting the  computer 
w ith  the  robot, which could be a b it unwieldly and 
restrict m ovement. Thirdly, parallel output isn 't very 
good a t travelling long distances.
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L The other useful port on the hack o f the Amiga 
•  the serial port, which can  transm it and receive '•sta in senal lo rm  only, using tw o control lines and

and there isn 't a  suitable connection 
available from  the  serial port There is 
however a good 5-vo lt supply Irom  the 
floppy port, originally provided lor 
external d isk  drives. H you  already 
have an external d rive  w ith  a daisy- 
chaining through-port. you w ill be able 
to  take power from  th is socket instead.

Alternatively, il you have an exter­
nal 5-volt supply you may w ant to  use 
th is  instead A t least 100mA DC must 
be available, and remember to  use the 
ground Irom  the supply a s  well

The d iagram s show  the  connec­
tions you 'll need to  make. Notice that 
lo r correct operation you w ill need to  connect pin 
6  to  p in  20 . a nd  p in  4 to  p in  5  on the  25-way 
seria l socket.

You can m ake the connecting wireS a s  long as 
you  think you'll need the  circuit Remember that 
the  m odule w ill probably be situated inside the 
robot, so  il you w ant it  to  be able to  move treely 
around the  room y o u ll need a good le w  metres o l 
th in  w ire The m akeis o l the  R M 9011 also make 
an adapter which o ile rs  you w ires up to  2  SKms 
long, bu t w ith the  basic circu it you  should still have 
no problem w ith  1 0  metres or so

II you 're  the  tussy sort, you m ay want to  buy 
miniature connectors to  d ip  on to  the input and ou t­
put pins o l the  RM 9011. It you 're  like me, you will 
solder the  w ires directly to  them. For total over­
boggle. you could mount the  d rcu lt in  a  box and 
use e ight 3.5m m  lackpfugs to  provide access to 
the input and output connections

POWER UP
With the  circu it w ired up and checked, switch a lt 
the Amiga, plug the  connects lo  the  serial and 
tlopy ports and switch on. H the  usual boot-up 
sequence doesn 't happen. SW ITCH O FF IMMEDI­
ATELY and re-check your wiring II all goes well, 
the LED on the d rcu it should be lit and the  Amiga 
should boot-up as normal.

Now you 're  ready lo r testing, and the  lust tiling 
to  do is to  boot Workbench and run the  Serial 
Preferences program in  the Prefs drawer. A ll the 
defau lt settings will suffice, except the  baud rate 
which will need to  be changed te  1 2 0 0 .

W e live  in  an env ironm en t a lm ost exc lus ive ly  
governed and  shaped  by s ta tis tics , and none 
a re  m ore in flu e n tia l th a n  those  used b y  m arke t­
ing men to  shape th e ir products , a nd  the  w ay 
th a t they  se ll them  to  us. A lthough the  num bers 
used m ay prov ide  incred ib ly  accurate sta tis tics  
about th e  tas tes  a nd  pre fe rences o f each  o ne  o f 
us, th e ir p urpose is no t to  s eek  th e  ind iv iduality 
in  us, bu t ra ther to  find  ou r com m on g round 
-  th e  a re a  w here  ou r tas tes  a re  m ost like ly  to  
converge.

T he sam e th in g  is tru e  abou t the  com puter 
gam es industry. W hen a gam e m ay require 
m any yea rs o f m an hours to  create, and hun­
d reds  o f  thousands, if no t m illions o f  pounds, the 
softw are house has to  b e  sure  tha t it w ill reach 
the  largest possib le  audience. Unfortunate ly, th is 
m eans th a t innova tion  and  o rig ina lity  a re  often 
casualties. A s  bad in  m y op in ion  is  the  p la tform  
tha t the  gam es are w ritten  fo r. T h e re 's  no point 
creating a  gam e w h ich  w ill appea l to  90%  o t the 
buying p u b lic  If it requ ires such up-m arke t equ ip ­
m en t tha t on ly  1 0 %  o f them  can actua lly  use  it. 
T h is  m eans tha t v irtua lly  e ve ry  gam e is designed 
fo r a  bog s tanda rd  m achine w ith  one d isk d rive  
and a  m axim um  o f 1Mb o f RAM.

MULTIPLE DISKS
This s itua tion  becom es increas ing ly  frustra ting  ,  
w hen so ftw are  is pub lished o n  th ree , to u r or 
even m ore d isks. T rue  it 's  m ore d ifficu lt to  w rite  
so ftw are  tha t d e te c ts  and uses extra  m emory, 
and it  m ay take  longer fo r  su ch  so ftw are  to  load, 
bu t if  th is  m eans tha t m y gam es p lay ing  isn 't 
constan tly  in te rrup ted  b y  requests fo r  extra 
d isks, then th e  p rice  is  right.

And w hat about e x tra  d rives?  I ju s t can  t 
b e lieve  the  num ber o f tw o o r m ore d isk  titles  th a t- 
s till don 't recognise, m uch less actua lly use  an 
extra  d rive . A s a m agazine jo u rna lis t I constan tly  
advise m y readers to  buy an extra  d rive  a n d ' '  
m em ory as  soon as they can a ffo rd  them . 'It'll 
transfo rm  yo u r life ’ I say. W ha t I d o n 't m ention  is 
how  frustra ted  they ’ll ge t w hen, desp ite  having 
fo rked  ou t 5 0  o r 6 0  q u id  on a  d rive , they  s t ill fre ­
q uently  e nd  up d isk  sw apping over and over.

S o  w hy don 't com pan ies w rite  softw are 
w h ich  recogn ises th e ir d rives  and RAM? Plain 
b loody  la z in e ss  th a t's  w hy! I've  phoned dozens 
o f  so ftw are  com pan ies a nd  program m ers over 
th e  la s t fe w  m onths, trom  the  g rea test to  the 
sm alles t to  ask w h y  th e ir so ftw are  doesn 't sup­
p o rt these  extras. N ot one , n o t a s ing le  so lita ry  
com pany even ven tu red  to  o ffe r a n  explanation. 
O ne com pany actua lly  w e n t so  fa r  a s  to  sa y  that 
i t  w as dow n to  laz iness o r  incom petence on 
behalf o f  th e ir  p rogram m ers. T ha t’s  a n  incred i­
b le  a ttitude  to  take  -  if  you  rea lise  tha t your 
coders a re  no t do ing  th e ir jo b  p roperly  w hy 
a re n 't you  co rrec ting  it?

O n th e  s ub jec t o t floppy  based so ftw are, I'm  
cons tan tly  tak ing  phone ca lls  from  readers who 
are con fused by gam es tha t te ll them  to  change 
d isks  w hile  the  d rive  ligh ts  a re  s t ill on.
S om etim es the  d isk  is s till sp inn ing, and on o th ­

e rs  the  ligh t flashes o n  a nd  o ff fo rc ing  you to 
change d isks in  tim e  to  the  flash ing . Softw are 
h ouses p lease  note -  d isk  chang ing  w as never 
supposed to  be a test o f a th le tic  a b ility  or 
re flexes! How are peop le  supposed to  enforce 
the  m essage a bou t no t chang ing  d isks  w hile  
they 're  being accessed if  you  fo rce  them  to  
b reak  the  rules?!

INSTALLATION
A no the r question  tha t I pu t to  the  softw are 
houses w as 'W hy d o e sn 't your softw are install 
o n  hard  d isk  cons idering  the  fa c t tha t so  many 
p eop le  ow n  them  nowadays?'

T h is  provoked a m uch grea te r and  m ore p lau ­
s ible range o f answ ers, the  m ost typ ica l com ing 
from  one no tab le PR executive  representing  a 
w ell know n independent pub lisher. H e  sa id  ‘If 
there w as a w ay to  o ffe r hard  d rive  insta lla tion  
fo r  e ve ry  tit le  w ithou t reducing sa les due to 
p iracy, w e  w ou ld  take  it in  an instant. W e are 
constan tly  e xam in ing  new w ays o f  com bating 
th is  p rob lem , bu t it  can  be an expensive  m istake 
to  ge t it  w rong.'

The them e o f p iracy  is a serious one . I w on ­
dered  w hy it  w as tha t m ost PC gam es a re  hard 
d rive  insta llab le , b u t w as rem inded tha t the  PC 
m arket is 100 tim es la rg e r than th e  A m iga  one 
and there fo re  5 0  percent p iracy s till leaves 
h ea lthy gam e sales. N everthe less, m any p ub ­
lishers s till leave  th e ir PC convers ions un til last 
so  tha t a  gam e has p len ty  o f se lling tim e  on 
o the r form ats.

PIRACY RULES?
I fu lly  accept the  softw are houses fears  of 
p iracy. A  gam e tha t can be insta lled  o n  o ne  hard 
d rive  can  be insta lled o n  m any a t v irtu a lly  no 
extra  e ffo rt. O t course  the re  a re  p ro tection  sys­
tem s s uch  a s  re fe rring  to  a code w hee l o r using 
a key d isk  o r d ong le  to  va lida te  the  version 
being used, b u t m ost com panies a re  scep tica l o t 
such m ethods. I d o n 't kn o w  w hy cons idering  the 
ta c t th a t they 're  w id e ly  used w ith  o the r floppy- 
based software.

T h is  m ay have appeared to  be litt le  more 
than  a m oan b u t It does have  a  purpose . I th ink 
it 's  h igh tim e  tha t w e  w ere  served w ith  software 
tha t u tilises the  se t-ups w e  actua lly  have, not 
ju s t som e  average denom ina to r. I f  it 's  a case ot 
laz iness, m ake the  e ffo rt. I f  it 's  a  lack o f exper­
tise , find  som eone who can. In the  m eantim e I'll 
con tinue  to  d o  w hat I a lw ays have  -  vo te  w ith 
m y w a lle t! ®
