“This is terrific,” said
Centennial High School
senior Cameron Castillo.
He won’t be 18 until May,
but Castillo is already
deeply involved in the
political process. He’s a
regional political coordi-
nator for state Rep. Yvette
Herrell, R-Otero, who is
running for U.S. repre-
sentative in New Mexico
District 2.

The 2018 general elec-
tion is “the most critical
mid-term election in our
lifetime,” Castillo said.
Engagement and partici-
pation is an important re-
sponsibility for students,
he said.

The democracy event

helped her learn more
about the candidates for
public office and about
voting, said Mayfield
High School senior
Makaner Johnson. She’s
only 17 but said the event
has helped convince her
when she turns 18.

“It’s important to have
a say because it’s our

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Republican appointee, Democratic
challenger compete in District 5

Incumbent Republican
Kim Hakes and chal-
lenger Democrat Karen
Trujillo are squaring off
in the Dona Ana County
Commission District 5
race.

Districts 1, 3 and 5 are
contested this year; Dis-
tricts 2 and 4 are not.

Hakes was appointed to
the seat by Gov. Susana
Martinez in March 2018,
following the resignation
of Commissioner John
Vasquez, a Democrat.
Whoever wins the No-
vember general election
will complete the remain-
der of Vasquez’s term,
through the end of 2020.

Hakes ran against
Vasquez for the com-
mission seat in the 2016
general election, losing
7,828-6,742.

Hakes had no opponent
in this year’s primary.

Trujillo received almost
54 percent of the vote in
the June primary for the
commission seat, defeat-
ing three opponents,
including former county
commissioner Oscar But-
ler. This is Trujillo’s first
bid for elective office.

“The county’s poor and
the needs are great,” said
Hakes, who identified
several major priorities
he said the commission

should
focus on.

The
county is
losing $10
million a
year on
the deten-
tion cen-
ter, Hakes said. It’s hard
to reduce center expenses,
he said, so the county
should focus more on
increasing revenues, in-
cluding getting a greater
share of federal detainees
that are housed in New
Mexico.

Improved fire service
throughout the county
is also a priority, Hakes
said. There are about 250
volunteer firefighters
countywide, with only 19
paid staff, including eight
each at fire stations in two
rural communities in the
county.

“Currently there’s been
much discussion about
hiring more firefighter/
emergency response
people in order to man the
fire stations in Anthony
and Dona Ana 24/7,”
Hakes said. “It will hap-
pen!”

Hakes said he supports
creating eight additional
paid slots through savings
in other county depart-
ments, and also wants to
county to use stipends
and other incentives to at-
tract additional volunteer
firefighters. Hakes said he
also supports consolidat-

ing the county’s 16 fire
districts.

“There’s a lot of enthu-
siasm for consolidation,”
at least at the higher lev-
els,” he said.

Another important
focus for the county is
economic development
and job creation, Hakes
said.

Residents should be
served by a “lean but
productive county govern-
ment” that is business
friendly in all depart-
ments.

Hakes said the county
has major infrastructure
needs, including the ba-
sics like road paving and
improving emergency
response.

“To that end, in May
the county approved a
$10 million resolution to
pave several roads in the
county in addition to the
routine annual paving
previously approved,”
Hakes said.

The ethical behavior of
county elected officials is
an important part of good
government, Hakes said.

“People want good
schools and good govern-
ment,” he said, and the
ethics of those elected to
public office is an impor-
tant part of the county’s
image.

Hakes said he supports
a county youth interven-

Dofia Ana County leads state in early voting

Dona Ana County is
home to about 10 per-
cent of the state’s popu-
lation, but 20 percent
the state’s early voters
are from this county.

The New Mexico
Secretary of State’s of-
fice said 15,697 people
had cast their ballots
on the first five days of
early voting, Tuesday,
Oct. 9-Saturday, Oct.
13. Of that total, 3,128
were from Dona Ana
County, including 1,781
registered Democrats,
932 Republicans, seven
Libertarians, 397 who
declined to state and 11
others.

That’s more than
double the 1,154 people
who voted those same
five days in Bernalillo
County, which has
more than three times
the population of Dona
Ana County; it’s also
almost 300 more vot-
ers than Bernalillo and
Santa Fe counties com-
bined.

There are just under
117,000 voters regis-
tered in Dona Ana
County and eligible to
vote in the Nov. 6 gen-
eral election, and 762
of them cast their bal-
lots on the first day of
early voting, said Chief
Deputy County Clerk
Lindsey Bachman. That
compares to 467 on the
first of early voting in
the county in 2014, the
last mid-term election,
she said.

County Clerk
Amanda Lopez Askin
said the high early
voter turnout is due
to a host of variables.
“Increased national
attention on the im-
portance of voting, our
social media presence,
the various groups and
volunteers that are get-
ting the voting message
out, probably all con-
tribute,” she said. “Ad-
ditionally, voters may
be realizing the ease of
absentee voting, as in-
dicated by our number
of absentee voters and
requests.

“Whatever the
reasons may be, I'm
thrilled that Dofia Ana

County is participating
in democracy in such
large numbers.

It will be interesting
to see if the increase
in turnout is sustained
over the course of the
election. It could be
issues and candidates
driving the electorate
to the polls, or voters
might just be showing
up earlier and feeling
more comfortable with
voting on days other
than election day.

We are certainly glad
to see so many show-
ing up. After all, our
democracy works best
when we all partici-
pate.”

taxes.

Think of a few things that will affect
the course of humankind in the next
25 years. Things like mosquito-borne
disease. Hunger. Food safety. Border
health. Cancer. Obesity.

Did you know important research
on these subjects and more is already
happening just down the street at
NMSU?

However, in order to take this re-
search to the next level, NMSU needs
better and more diverse facilities.
There is a collaborative, crossover
synergy at our unique university that
includes agriculture, biology, food sci-
ence and more. These projects expand
and enhance that synergy.

This Higher Ed Bond D, which you
can vote for between now and Nov. 6,
will bring $25 million to NMSU’s Las
Cruces campus. The funds will allow
needed upgrades and renovation to
bring three modernized buildings to
fruition. They would be:

1) a Food Science, Security and
Safety Facility

2) a Biomedical Research Center

3) an Animal Nutrition and Feed
Manufacturing Facility

Let’s look at building No. 3 in more
detail. As a land-grant, agricultural
university, an Animal Nutrition and
Feed Manufacturing Facility is inte-
gral to the mission. The building we
have currently is more than 60 years
old, clearly in need of an upgrade.

The initial architectural rendering
of the Feed Facility is uniquely strik-
ing. It appears at once highly func-
tional and a beautiful visual history
lesson of American agriculture. Its
retro-cool exterior strikes me similar
to the spirit of the 1992 creation of
Oriole Park, the Baltimore baseball
team’s stadium at Camden Yards.
That facility changed the course of
every stadium project since, and in-
fused the entire sport and its fan base.

This new building at NMSU has the
potential of having a similar impact
on agricultural education, becoming a
major attraction for students, faculty
and international researchers. It’s
also a fully functioning feed mill big
enough for students to understand
commercial applications and small
enough for detailed, hands-on educa-
tion.

New NMSU President John Floros
adds that many agricultural schools
in America are de-emphasizing their
ag facilities, which only increases the
regional and national draw of this
building.

“In the Animal and Range Sciences
Department, we have one of the top
PhD programs at the university, in
terms of the number of students we
produce in a given year, and we have
upwards of 100 percent job place-
ment,” said Dr. Eric Scholljegerdes,
associate professor. “But it’s difficult

The county is “a big
place,” she said. Infra-
structure and transpor-
tation are vital to help
connect county residents
to the services they need.
Without public transpor-
tation, she said, many in
rural parts of the county
wouldn’t be able to at-
tend classes at NMSU and
Dona Ana Community
College in Las Cruces, or
to access health care and
other services.

“They need to have op-
tions.”

She wants the county
to conduct a needs assess-
ment to determine the

ment, Trujillo said

Solving these issues
requires bringing people
together “to come up with
a solution,” she said, in-
cluding state legislators
and New Mexico’s federal
delegation.

Elected officials “are
the county,” Trujillo said,
and “have to set an ex-
ample of how to commu-
nicate with each other.”

They should honor
county employees for the
good work they are doing,
she said, recognize excel-
lence and elevate the level
of pride employees feel in
working for the county.

“A lot of economic
development is taking
place” in northern Dona
Ana County, Trujillo said,
with a focus on agricul-
ture.

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Special Olympics prepares for annual Holiday Classic

Special Olympics New
Mexico’s (SONM) Holi-
day Classic has been a
fixture in Las Cruces
every fall for more than
20 years, and this year’s
event continues that long
tradition.

The event is Friday-
Saturday, Oct. 26-27, as
hundreds of athletes
compete for gold, silver
and bronze medals in
basketball, unified team
bocce and unified golf.
(SONM lost the local
venue for one of its most
popular sports when the
Las Cruces bowling alley
closed earlier this year.)

“We are transform-
ing their lives through
sports,” said SONM Ex-
ecutive Director Randy
Mascorella.

The program, she said,
helps build inclusive
communities and pro-
vides vitally important
physical activity for
people with intellectual
disabilities who might
not otherwise get it.

More than 50 percent
of people with intellec-
tual disabilities who are
not involved in Special
Olympics get no physi-
cal exercise at all, said

Without SONM, she
said, there would be
“thousands and thou-
sands of people in our
state doing absolutely
nothing, with no sense of
accomplishment and no
celebration in their lives
atall.”

Through SONM, more
than 3,400 athletes have
more than 50 competitive
opportunities to choose
from year-round, with
110 communities in our
state, Roybal Hidalgo
said.

With 17 of the 43
schools across New
Mexico participating
in SONM’s Unified
Champion Schools pro-
gram, “Las Cruces has

been our most engaged
district,” said SONM
Director of School and
Community Initiatives
Victoria Martinez. And, a
number of LCPS schools
have received national
recognition for their uni-
fied sports programs,
which pair students with
and without disabilities
as they participate in
sports together during
the school day.

Some Las Cruces
schools are developing
unified band and garden-
ing programs as well, she
said.

The Special Olympics
Law Enforcement Torch
Run is also a big part of
the Holiday Classic, Mas-
corella said.

The torch run began in
1981 in Kansas and has
grown into a program
that has helped raise
more than $55 million
annually for Special
Olympics, including
$250,000 in New Mexico.
With support from the
Las Cruces Police De-
partment and the Dona
Ana County Sheriff’s Of-
fice, the torch run raises
about $10,000 locally,
which helps to purchase
sports equipment, Mas-
corella said.

ing in Las Cruces, said
NMSO Director of Sports
Competition and Pro-
gram Chris Page.

About 60 percent of
SONM athletes compete
in more than one sport,
and 44 percent of those
are employed, Roybal
Hidalgo said. That com-
pares to 28 percent of the
intellectually impaired
who don’t participate in
Special Olympics.

The Holiday Classic
will begin with the uni-
fied golf competition at
9:30 a.m. Friday, Oct. 26,
at New Mexico State Uni-
versity. The opening cer-
emonies and dinner will
begin at 5:30 p.m. Friday
at the Las Cruces Con-
vention Center (LCCC),
680 E. University Ave.

een costume dance will
begin at 7:30 p.m. Satur-
day, Oct. 27, at LCCC.

“If you really want to
experience Special Olym-
pics,” attend the victory
dance, Page said. “You
haven’t lived until you’ve
been there.”

Special Olympics “is
not just for people with
disabilities,” Tresco,

Inc. President and CEO
Chris Boston said at the
breakfast. It’s also for
their families, volunteers
and other community
members.

“The only way we’re
going to serve more is to
educate the public about
what we do,” Mascorella
said.

Centennial class launches
homeless backpack drive

A Centennial High
School community ser-
vice project seeks the
community’s help to fill
nearly 200 backpacks
with food and hygiene
items to be given to Las
Cruces students strug-
gling with homelessness.

The goal is to raise
$1,649 ($200 is already in
the bank) to purchase
backpacks and to col-
lect non-perishable food
items, and travel-size
hygiene items to go in
the backpacks, said CHS
teacher Hannah Sanchez,
whose ninth-12th grade
MESA (Math Engineer-
ing Science Achieve-
ment) class is conducting
the drive.

The deadline for rais-
ing the money is Jan. 12,
but Sanchez said she and
her students are hop-
ing to have the money
raised and the backpacks
purchased, filled and de-
livered to needy students
before the Thanksgiv-
ing holiday break. Las
Cruces Public Schools’

Thanksgiving holiday
is Monday-Friday, Nov.
19-23.

The fundraiser is “all
or nothing,” Sanchez
said. If the total amount
is not raised by Jan. 12 at
the latest, donorschoose.
org will return the
money raised to the peo-
ple who donated it “and
we will not receive the
backpacks,” she said.

To go in the backpacks,
Sanchez said CHS MESA
is seeking these dona-
tions:

» Non-perishable food
items, such as canned
vegetables, beans, meats
and soups; along with
cereals and granola bars.
“Sizes don’t matter,” she
said. “We are looking to
fill 190 backpacks, so all
donations will be wel-
comed.”

- Hygiene items can
be travel-size to full-size
items, Sanchez said, and
include soaps, tooth-
brushes, toothpaste,
deodorant and other
hygiene products people
wish to donate.

Once the 190 backpacks
are filled, Sanchez said,

surplus items “will be
saved here at Centennial
to create a food pantry
for our students to ‘shop’
before the weekend if
they need food or any hy-
giene products.”

Sanchez said the filled
backpacks will be given
to needy students at
Centennial and other
LCS schools as well as to
students at Mesilla Val-
ley Community of Hope’s
Tent City for the home-
less.

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Is the Pain In
Your Head? Part 2

Las Cruces (NM)- Last week, we
talked about the role that the brain
plays in pain - the big take-away
from that article is that it's very
difficult to quantify how much pain a
person has, because the brain plays
such a big role in interpreting the
message.

This week, | want to expand on those
ideas a bit. There are some other
things happening ‘in your head’ that
may be contributing to your pain.
Psychological factors, such as
anxiety or depression can actually
make your pain worse. If you are
completely focused on your pain and
on your injury, your pain level is likely
to be higher. If you have back pain,
for example, and your thoughts
include: “there’s no way that | can
stand this - I'll never get better,”
youre more likely to have elevated
pain than if you're thinking “this back
pain is a problem, but | can find
some ways to manage when it gets
bad, and there will be more good
days than bad.”

If you're in a stressful situation, or if
your brain feels that you’re in an
unsafe environment, your brain may
go into a self-protection mode.
Remember, pain is a message
generated by the brain to get your
attention! If you feel stressed or
unsafe, you may feel more pain.

Here’s another thing that plays a big
role with pain. Your awareness of
diagnostic findings may actually
increase your pain.

©

MRIs, X-rays, and CT scans provide
one piece of information, but they
don't tell the whole story about your
problem. In one study performed on
people 60 years or older who had no
symptoms of low back pain found
that 36% had a herniated disc, 21%
had spinal stenosis, and more than
90% had a degenerated or bulging
disc, upon diagnostic imaging. This
tells us that people who have
‘problems’ in their back may not
experience pain, and conversely,
positive diagnostic findings in
people who have pain symptoms
may not be the full explanation for
the pain that they’re experiencing.

All of the things that I've talked
about here have focused on what’s
happening in your head, which may
be increasing your pain.
Understanding pain through
education can actually reduce your
pain level and reduce your need for
care. Several studies demonstrate
that people who are educated about
pain report less pain and seek care

for pain less frequently, and it's
something that we see in our clinic
all of the time. As we teach people
about pain, their pain decreases.

In our next articles, we’ll spend
some time talking about the role that
Physical Therapists play in
addressing pain, and will also talk
about some things that you can do
to learn more.

Animal sanctuary’s thrift store recognized

When donations come
into the Safe Haven Thrift
Store, the Zero Waste
focus of repurposing and
streamlining materials
goes into gear immedi-
ately. For that, the orga-
nization has again won
recognition by the Las
Cruces Green Chamber
of Commerce as one of
the Top Environmentally
Sustainable Businesses
in town.

“It starts right as
donations come to the
dock,” explains Beth
Royalty, president of the
Board for the Safe Haven
Animal Sanctuary.

Tent City residents move into own homes

The goal for this year’s
Tents to Rents fundrais-
ing campaign was $36,000,
so Mesilla Valley Com-
munity of Hope (MVCH)
could move eight home-
less people from its Camp
Hope Tent City to their
own apartments.

With the help of 15
participating fundraisers
and 22 sponsors, it raised
almost $50,000.

“Your hearts are so
big,” MVCH Executive
Director Nicole Martinez
said Wednesday night,
Oct. 10, at a celebration
event held at Salud! de
Mesilla.

“Your help has really
changed people’s lives,”
Martinez said. “We’ve set
such a high bar for next
year.”

In its first year (2016),
Tents to Rents raised
$13,000 and moved two
people from Camp Hope
to their own apartments.
Last year, it raised more
than $28,000 and moved
four people into their own

homes.

Martinez said 32 people
currently live at Camp
Hope, where they are
kept safe and close to ser-
vices.

“They are going to get
the help they need,” she
said.

One of Camp Hope’s
recent transitions to his
own apartment was a
military veteran who had
been homeless since 2002,
Martinez said.

It costs about $6,000 to
move a Camp Hope resi-
dent into his or her own
apartment, said MVCH
Development Committee
Chair Carrie Hamblen.

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City council approves funds for movie, transportation plan

Walking and biking
topped the agenda at the
Monday, Oct. 15, Las Cru-
ces City Council meeting.

Councilors approved
a purchased services
contract with the inde-
pendent film “Walking
with Herb” that is being
shot in Las Cruces, and
they approved an active
transportation plan for
the city to encourage
and facilitate any “hu-
man-powered form of
transportation including
walking, bicycling and
wheelchair rolling.”

‘Walking with Herb’

The council voted 4-3
to increase the amount
of the contract with
“Walking with Herb”
producers from $25,000 to
$50,000, which producer
Brian Espinosa said
was the same amount
the movie is receiving
from both Coca Cola and
Titleist for product place-
ment.

Las Cruces banker Joe
Bullock — the movie is
based on his book —said
the production will spend

in excess of $500,000 in
Las Cruces making the
movie, which he said is
the biggest-budgeted in-
dependent film ever shot
in New Mexico.

“Walking with Herb”
will give Las Cruces long-
term exposure in movie
theatres, on streaming
services and then on
DVD, said the movie’s
line producer, Keagan
Karnes of Las Cruces.
And, Las Cruces will re-
ceive a two-minute sizzle
reel “featuring the best
of Las Cruces from the
film,” he said, which the
city can use for promo-
tional purposes on its
website.

The city council is
considering a local
movie and television
production incentive
program, and “Walking
with Herb” gives the city
an opportunity to “pilot
this incentive program
to promote Las Cruces
as a film destination,
provide an educational
forum for students and
provide workforce devel-
opment opportunities,”
according to city docu-
ments.

Espinosa said the

nearly two-hour movie,
which stars Edward
James Olmos, George
Lopez, Kathleen Quinlan
and Christopher Mc-
Donald, likely will be re-
leased in the fall of 2019.

Transportation plan

The city’s active trans-
portation plan (ATP) will
integrate bicyclists and
pedestrians more fully
into future city transpor-
tation.

“It will serve as a road-
map for Las Cruces to
grow as a place where
walking and biking can
thrive,” according to the
city.

The plan will expand
the city’s existing active
transportation network,
which includes 73 miles
of in-street bike lanes
and paved shoulders, 27
miles of shared streets
and 667 miles of linear
sidewalks “to improve
conditions for pedes-
trians and bicyclists,”
according to city docu-
ments, and make Las
Cruces “a safer, healthier
and more connected

community.”

“We’re looking at
something that will make
a dynamic difference in
our community,” Coun-
cilor Greg Smith said.
“That additional connec-
tivity and activity level is
going to help us.”

“We need a stronger
bike culture in Las Cru-
ces and the ATP can help
us build that, said New
Mexico Bike Summit
Secretary George Pear-
son, who is chair of the
Las Cruces Metropolitan
Planning Organization
Bicycle and Pedestrian
Facilities Advisory Com-
mittee.

Dona Ana Communi-
ties United Director
Kari Bachman said she
is “very excited” to see
the ATP “for those who
choose to ride a bike
or walk and those who
must do so” because
they can’t get a driver’s
license or can’t afford a
vehicle.

“Everyone in our com-
munity matters,” Bach-
man said, “not just those
who are driving cars.”

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Spacetlight symposium reaches for the moon

The International Sym-
posium for Commercial
and Personal Spaceflight
(ISPCS), in its 14th Las
Cruces year, brought to-
gether various interests
taking a hard look at the
shifting, growing nature
of the industry.

The symposium,
dubbed The Tipping
Point, was held Oct. 10-11
at the New Mexico Farm
& Ranch Heritage Mu-
seum.

The goal was “to bring
the industry together and
to help grow the indus-
try,” said event curator
Patricia Hynes at the
opening of the event.

“We create a dialog
and take the time to get

to know each other,” she
said. “We get to meet,
and we get to create
relationships that are
sustainable. In 14 short

years look what has been
accomplished by you, by
your companies, by the
agencies, the states, the
universities and our in-
ternational partners.”
Hynes said the award
of the XPRIZE in 2004
to Scaled Composites is
often considered to be the
industry’s first tipping
point. The award of the
Orteig Prize to Charles
Lindbergh in 1927, for his
historic flight over the
Atlantic is considered the
tipping point for the start
of the aviation industry.
“The FAA AST (Fed-
eral Aviation Admin-
istration’s Office of
Commercial Space Trans-
portation) has launched
the most commercial
launches in FYI 2018 in
its history,” she said. “We

have not yet cracked the
human spaceflight bar-
rier, but we are getting
close. Think about it.
What will we do over the
next 14 years?”

Astronaut Mark T.
Vande Hei talked about
the time he spent six
months on the Interna-
tional Space Station (ISS),
beginning in September
2017.

“We've already tipped,”
he said. “The first point
I want to make is the in-
ternational space station
program is very robust.
There are lots of com-
mercial operations, most
successful, with cargo
transport by commercial
vehicles.”

There were numerous
deliveries of cargo to
ISS, he said, with vari-

ous commercial space
companies. When he ar-
rived, the 12th mission
was already there, and he
pitched in as they packed
it to return to Earth.

“For me it was enlight-
ening.”

Vande Hei said Boe-
ing and Space X have
announced their crews
recently, the first com-
mercial astronauts,
making the companies ca-
pable of sending manned
space vehicles to ISS.

“As we plan to have
astronauts travel farther
and farther, low earth
orbit can still be a great
training ground,” he said.

The next step, Vande
Hei said, is the moon.

“By 2026 we are going
to put human-rated
lander resources on the

moon, and by 2029 we are
going to have actual hu-
mans going to the moon,”
he said. “This is not your
mother’s and father’s
lunar program. You do
not need to pull out your
cell phone to realize how
quickly things are chang-
ing.

“My hope is that some-
day I'll be talking to my
grandchildren and telling
them about how when
I was a kid we only had
human beings living on
the planet and they will
be just as surprised as I
was when my dad told me
he grew up on a farm and
they didn’t have indoor
plumbing.”

Borderlands Film Festival was a win for filmmakers

“It was better than we
expected; it was great,”
were the words of Mi-
chael Evans, one of the
organizers of the inaugu-
ral Borderlands Film Fes-
tival, held Oct. 2-8. “The
overwhelming comment
from the filmmakers
is that we are the most
organized film festival
that they have been to.
We really took care of the
filmmakers and it really
showed.”

Sue Ann Taylor, writer
and director of the open-
ing feature film “Char-
lie’s Christmas Wish,”
said she was able to pres-

ent her film as a work in
progress, or the “festival
cut,” for review by audi-
ences.

“We are delighted that
at Borderlands they are
letting us get some feed-
back as we are pulling the
pieces together, before we
do the final distributor
cut,” Taylor said.

Evans said even though
much was going on in Las
Cruces that weekend, the
festival was a success.

“Community participa-
tion was great,” he said.
“We would like to have
more; we would like to
shift our dates a little bit
next year to accommo-
date that. The filmmakers

were so upbeat. It’s our
crowning achievement,
that we took care of the
filmmakers.”

Evans said looking to
next year, organizers
learned some scheduling
and timing lessons. Going
forward, they will have
filmmakers come in a lit-
tle later in the week due
to the fact that all films
are screened twice, and
the biggest attendance
was over the weekend.

Held at Allen Theaters
Telshor 12, attendees
were able to choose their
seats at the box office.

Several filmmakers
want to donate to the fes-
tival. And the showcase

of films gets filmmakers
motivated to work on
their films, Evans said.

Taylor told Evans if it
wasn'’t for the festival,
“Charlie’s Christmas
Wish,” would not be
available for showing on
the screen.

But it’s hard, Evans
said, to get the audience
in without a film trailer.
That’s part of why the
festival assists filmmak-
ers on their marketing.

“Seventy-seven percent
of movie goers are going
because they have seen
the trailer,” he said. “If
people aren’t going, it’s
because they want to
spend time at home and

with family. I totally get
that.”

Evans said there were
several film distributors
attending the festival as
well and he hopes they
will return and be more
willing to let themselves
be known.

“The overall goal is
to get more film filmed
here,” he said.

Next year’s 48-hour-
film contest will be held
earlier in the year, Evans
said. They plan to have
a three-day Across the
Borders event with the
Chihuahua Film group
and an event at the Rio
Grande Theatre, possible
focusing on comedy.

“The possibilities are
endless,” he said. “It just
was a great event. Really
was. Great for our city.
And I think the spring
festival (Las Cruces Inter-
national Film Festival) is
great, too.”

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Dry Point is first craft distillery in Las Cruces

The sparkling equip-
ment in Chris Schaefer’s
back room is not unlike
what’s found in the grow-
ing number of craft brew-
eries around Las Cruces.
But what comes out of
those stainless-steel
tanks is not beer.

“It’s all distilled spirits
— whiskey, brandy, vodka,
gin,” said Schaefer, 32,
who distills the liquor
with his dad, Mesilla phy-
sician Dr. Stefan Schae-
fer, for bottling under
their local Dry Point Dis-
tillers label.

“We’re fermenting just
like breweries do. We
pretty much make beer,
and then we take it one
step farther,” Schaefer
said. “There’s this joke
among distillers that
brewers are just quitters
—they quit before they’re
done.”

The Schaefers are
licensed by the state
as craft distillers, giv-
ing them permission to
produce their liquor and
sell it by the bottle or by
the drink. They also can
wholesale their products
to other New Mexico craft
distillers and retailers,
and directly to consum-
ers who’ll be able to place
orders over the internet
in all but 13 states. Dry
Point’s tasting room in
Mesilla, where consum-
ers can buy and drink
cocktails made from their
spirits, is at 1680 Calle de
Alvarez on the east side
of NM Highway 28.

“We have a craft dis-
tiller’s license,” Schaefer

said. “That limits us to
only spirits we have pro-
duced and other spirits
that have been produced
in the state of New Mex-
ico. So, I could transfer
spirits from another New
Mexico distillery, and
I could sell their prod-
ucts here. But only New
Mexico products and only
spirits.”

The tasting room, ini-
tially open from 5 p.m.
to midnight Fridays and
Saturdays and 3 to 8 p.m.
Sunday, has a bar and
seating for 14 customers.

Schaefer hopes to add
outdoor seating there as
well. More information
and a link to Dry Point’s
Instagram account can be
found at www.drypoint-
distillersnm.com.

As it gets started, Dry
Point has gin and vodka
that are distilled on the
premises, Schaefer said.

“Those are products
ready to bottle and drink
right off the still, whereas
whiskey and brandy and
rum, all these things take
time to age. So, we’re
putting product into bar-

rels for aging, but it’ll be
eight months, 12 month,
15 months before we can
bottle anything. We can
look at getting other New
Mexico distillery prod-
ucts.”

He also has whiskey
distilled by others.

Schaefer hopes the
popularity of craft beer
indicates a vibrant mar-
ket for locally distilled
spirits as well.

In 2010, there was only
one active craft distiller
in New Mexico. Now
there are 12. Nationwide,

the trend is tracking the
rise of craft beer.

Colin Keegan, presi-
dent of the New Mexico
Distillers guild, noted
that in 2010, there were
about 200 licensed craft
distillers nationwide.

“Now there’s actually
2,000 licensed distilleries,
and there’s probably
about 1,600 active ones, so
we’re on the same trajec-
tory as the brewers,” said
Keegan, who has a distill-
ery in Santa Fe.

Distillers had to await a
change in state law before

the products could gain
traction in New Mexico.

“The big change (in
New Mexico) happened
in 2011, when craft distill-
eries were allowed tasting
rooms, so they could sell
their products directly,
the same as the brewers
and the wine growers,”
Keegan said. “The license
to have a tasting room
made it a lot more le-
gitimate. We lobbied and
passed that. It was a vic-
tory for distillers anyway,
and that was the last one
we had.”

Little Toad Creek Brew-
ery and Distillery, which
operates a craft brewery
and distillery in Silver
City, opened a tasting
room in downtown Las
Cruces during the sum-
mer - one of two tasting
rooms it is allowed under
state law.

Another proposed
change to state law would
allow restaurants with
beer-and-wine licenses to
sell by-the-drink spirits
distilled in New Mexico.

“The craft brewery
thing has been going on
upwards of the last 20
years,” Schaefer said.
“Craft breweries have the
benefit of legally being
able to experiment at
home. It’s illegal to distill
at home. This dates back
to Alexander Hamilton,
when they imposed an
excise tax to pay for wars.
So, the government has
very much controlled it.”

The father-son team,
however, managed to get
a fuel-alcohol distilling
permit on the promise

have good distribution.”

Initially, at least, Schae-
fer plans to bypass the
wholesale liquor distribu-
tors, who take a portion
of sales in exchange for
marketing the products,
and deal directly with
retailers.

“The ideal scenario
as far as growth for us
would be to license an
outside tasting room,
where we can have proper
bar hours and more seat-
ing with outdoor seat-
ing and food trucks or
a kitchen or something
like that — a location that
would be a little closer to
(New Mexico State Uni-
versity) campus,” he said.

“So, that’s the big goal
—to try to outgrow this
space,” he said. “You have
to start somewhere, and
this is a really good place
to start.”

Narratives (words)
have power. When we
believe that some of our
young people “aren’t col-
lege material,” we are
setting them up with un-
necessarily low expecta-
tions for themselves and
their futures. And in to-
day’s workforce, we need
ALL our young people to
be college material. We
just need to expand our
definition of college.

“College” today means
shorter-term career cer-
tifications, two-year de-
grees, four-year degrees
and higher. “College” can
be completed while still
in high school through
dual credit courses,
Career and Technical
Education Pathways, and
through Early College
High Schools.

“College” can be com-
pleted in a few weeks, a
few months, a year, or
more, and “college” can
be completed at all of
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annual publications
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these levels — because
success happens at many
levels.

“College” can be
completed by those who
dropped out of high
school or finished high
school but didn’t quite
complete a certificate or
degree after that.

And completing “col-
lege” increases earning
potential anywhere an av-
erage of $5,000 to $22,000
a year. Completion in Sci-
ence, Technology, Engi-
neering or Math (STEM)
fields brings an addi-
tional 10 percent boost to
those numbers.

In
fact, most jobs that pay
more than $55,000 in our
state are held by those
with more than a high
school diploma but less
than a four-year degree.

NMSU’s College of Business
awards $270,670 in scholarships

Through the support
of donors, the College of
Business at New Mexico
State University has been
able to award more than
$270,000 in scholarships
for the 2018-19 academic
year, helping nearly 200
students fund their edu-
cation.

In all, the college has
awarded 128 scholarships
to an estimated 193 busi-
ness students at NMSU,
totaling $270,670, an in-
crease from last year’s
total of $264,720.

Scholarship recipi-
ents and donors were
celebrated Oct. 5 by the
college at its annual fall
scholarship luncheon at
the New Mexico Farm
and Ranch Heritage Mu-
seum in Las Cruces.

“This event and the
people who donate schol-
arships mean a great deal
to our students and col-
lege,” College of Business
Dean Jim Hoffman said
at the luncheon.

Caldwell and Bryce Rob-
erts have all found the
end zone.

This offense is good
enough to win games.

The defense right now
isn’t.

To be fair, the D has
had its moments: two TDs
of its own, seven fumbles
recovered and an average
of three sacks per game.

Beyond the big plays,
the field looks like arena
football. In five of seven
games, the Aggies have
given up at least 41
points. Twice they have
yielded 60 (60, Utah State;
66, Louisiana).

Worse, the defense ap-
pears to be wearing down
as the season progresses
—areversal from last

year, when it nailed down
close wins during the
stretch run toward a bowl
game.

In this light, 5-1 Geor-
gia Southern, whose only
loss is to powerhouse
Clemson, looks like a
handful. The high-soar-
ing, high scoring Eagles
have scored at least four
touchdowns in four of

their six games. And
their stingy defense has
given up no more than 13
points four times.

On offense, sophomore
slot receiver Wesley Ken-
nedy III is a multipurpose
threat. The Savannah
native has 167 yards rush-
ing, 152 yards receiving,
74 yards on punt returns
and 253 yards on kickoff

returns for a total of 646
all-purpose yards.

On defense, they have
one of the top cornerback
duos in the country in
Mongquavion Brinson
and Kindle Vildor. Both
juniors, they have com-
bined for 10 career inter-
ceptions. This season,
Brinson leads the team
with 41 tackles with an

interception and six pass
breakups, while Vildor
has 24 tackles, includ-
ing three for loss, and an
interception to go along
with six pass breakups.

Last year, this would
have been a Sun Belt
Conference game. Since
NMSU is an Independent
this year, perhaps their
one hope is this: Georgia
Southern has lost its last
12 road non-conference
games since shocking
Florida 26-20 in The
Swamp to end the 2013
season. The Eagles have
yet to win a road game
against a non-conference
opponent as a member of
the FBS, since joining in
2014.

Saturday’s kickoff on
Ag Day is an early one
—4 p.m. Temperatures
should be in the 60s, clas-
sic football weather for a
struggling football team
in search of its better
half.

putt: You misread it, or
you mishit it.

Nearly every begin-
ning golfer faces a major
challenge determining
what the ball will do
once it is struck. Sur-
faces of putting greens
can slant from left to
right and right to left;
they can fall downhill
hard toward the hole or
be sloped upward. Many
of the speeds and breaks
are nearly indiscernible

green in terms
of break and speed and
match the read with the
stroke. It starts as you
approach the green from
the fairway. Greens
aren’t flat; they all have
a general slope, even if
it is mostly due to the
“grain,” or the direction
the blades of grass are
growing. Bent grass and
bluegrass, for example,
have less grain; Ber-
muda has more grain
due to thicker blades.

Shining grass means
you’re looking down-
grain. If you wonder
about the slope of your
putt, picture a bucket
of water dumped from
your ball to the hole —
how would it flow? That
water would naturally
trickle down the “fall
line,” which is precisely
how your ball will tend
to move. Of course, a
given putt, especially
longer ones, may have
multiple slopes and
breaks, and that’s not
simple.

Reading a green
means visualizing what
your ball is going to
do once it is properly
struck. It’s imagining,
picturing, speculating,
even guessing the line
and path it will take.

Accomplished putters
realize that there is
virtually no break in
the first third of a putt,
since the ball is moving
so fast. It’s the last third
of the putt that most
of the break will occur,
which should be most of
your focus. On shorter
putts with breaks, some-
times the ball breaks
when it nears the hole
within a foot. Squat
down with your eyes
lower for a better per-
spective and pay atten-
tion to other putts.
Multiple factors in-
fluence how a properly
struck putt will react:
gravity, slope, grain,
mowing cycle, humid-
ity, wind speed and
direction, spike marks,
damage to the cup itself

(all too common in our
town!), recent punching
and sanding, and even
more obscure variables,
like subsoil. There is no
chance that a 15 handi-
capper, who will maybe
hit five greens in regu-
lation, is going to turn
his brain into an “AI”
computer and notice
and calculate a dozen
factors. Most of the time
a player with average
eyesight should be able
to read a putt of 10 to

30 feet approximately
right. Then he or she
simply needs to stroke it
deftly.

You don’t need to
know the position of the
Southern Cross in the
heavens to putt well, but
you do need a routine
when you size up your

putt and position your-
self to hit it. Even if we
chops spent the time the
tour pros take, which

is excessive, it wouldn’t
help. Circle around your
putt, notice what your
feet are telling you,
determine the line, pic-
ture the ball rolling and
going in the hole — all of
10 seconds — and stroke
it. I don’t favor stepping
off putts. I think putts,
particularly long ones
(50 to 100 feet) are a mat-
ter of feel and touch.
