We are grateful to our brethren
in the Central Powers as well as in all lands for
their faithfulness in bringing in their tithes and
offerings in these uncertain times. No oneé should
be discouraged if the money seems to decrease in
value. It can be used with good effect for the up-
building of God’s cause. Our great concern must
ever be to increase our membership and to keep
up the spiritual interest of our churches.

The Statistical Report

OwiNG to the fact that some {failed to send in
their reports promptly, the statistical report is
published late this time. On the other hand we
are glad that we are able to present a more com-
plete report than ever. Reports have come in
from almost every foreign field so that we now are
able to specify the membership of the missions.
Formerly we had to estimate this membership,
and we now find that our estimates were too high,
compelling us to reduce the entire membership by
112.

2,104 new members have been added by bap-

tism and by vote during the first quarter of 1923
compared to 1,318 in the same period of time last
year. The net increase was 792 compared {o
582 the same quarter last year, the entire member-
ship at the close of the first quarter of 1923 being
63,511, .

In converting the different amounts of tithe, etc.,
into” dollars, the following principle has been ap-
plied. For the tithes and the offerings for local
church work the rate of exchange at the end of the
quarter has been used. Mission offerings and
special offerings have been reported to the treas-
urer each month, and we therefore felt it more
safe to use the rates of exchange applied when the
funds were received by the treasurer. The litera-
ture sales have been based upon the dollar value
of the books and other publications.

In Arabic Fields

Havine formerly been counnected in active mis-
sionary work in the Arabic fields, it has been my
privilege, after an absence of nine years, to make
an extended tour in these eastern countries, visit-
ing Egypt, Palestine, Transjordania, Syria and
Mesopotamia with a view to looking after the scat-
tered flock that, in some parts, had not enjoyed

the visit of a foreign missionary for seven and ten
years respectively.

Spending ten days with the brethren in Upper
Egypt and the Delta, Elder George Keough, the
director of that field, accompanied me into Pales-
tine and later into Syria. At Jerusalem we met
Sister Marie Meyer, who had remained loyal to
the truth during all this time of solitude. She



gave us over £I2 in tithe and offerings which she
had faithfully laid aside in the hope that some day
a worker would finally come. During the war she
had been interned in Egypt.

From Jerusalem we made several side trips into
Ramallah, north of the city, also to Taybeh, which
is ancient Ophra, and later into Salt, in Trans-
jordania, at which points work had been carried on
before the war but had to be abandoned on this
account. At Ophra, the people had drawn up a
petition to our Mission Board twelve years ago
requesting that we come and open up work among
them. They were willing to provide a lot for the
erection of a school. We still found some of these
friends who were greatly delighted when we pro-
duced a facsimile of their original request which
they again reiterated in all form hoping that soon
their heart’s desire would be fulfilled.

At Salt a man called Michael Hallal el Haddad
had begun to keep the Sabbath after our workers
had been removed and, having heard at the time
that we paid tithe, did the next best thing and
handed over considerable sums to the local Pro-
testant church. With all the other Christians he
had a hard time during the war. When flying he
hid £220 in the ground, taking only {100 with him
and he was very fortunate indeed to find them on
his return, which proved a great help to him in
getting his business, which had been entirely
looted during his absence, started again. He sells
linen and clothes stuff, closing his tidy-looking
shop every Friday evening, so that he was gen-
erally known as Michael es sabti, that is, Michael
the Sabbath-keeper, under which name we im-
mediately found him. )

At Damascus we found several of our Armenian
members formerly of Asia Minor and, not know-
ing the address of our Syrian brother, the Lord
led him to us in the open street of this large city
with 500,000 inhabitants, when we had lost hope
of tracing him, as he just tapped me on the shoul-
der when we were about to return to our hotel.
‘We had not met for the last ten years.

Proceeding to Beirut, I remained here and in
the vicinity for about three weeks, making visits
to the various points where we used to labour.
Also here a number of Armenians of our churches
in Anatolia had found refuge in the camp, some
30,000 having flocked into this city alone. We
also visited Sidon, where other members were
found.

Reaching Aleppo in northern Syria it was very
providential to find a German Swiss gentleman
in the office of a business man to whom I had an
introduction from friends in Beirut, who was hav-
ing a rather hard time finding a companion for
his long journey across the plains of Syria into
Baghdad—the very place 1 was planning to go to.

A few days following a very heavy rainfall we
set out on the toilsome journey on which we often
had to get out of our Ford car and give it a lift
through the mud and then come back to fetch the
luggage. The roads were mostly obliterated by

the heavy rains and, where possible, we drove
alongside the slopes of mountain ridges to avoid
the swampy plains. My main objective had been
Mosul, but everybody dissuaded me from choos-
ing that direct route, the fonger one to Baghdad,
I understood, being comparatively less dangerous.
The Lord had His angels protect us all the way
so that, in spite of most wild rumours and actual
dangers, we safely reached Baghdad, the city of
the Kaliphs, after completing the sixth day of hard
travel pretty well shaken up and wearied after
such a long and arduous run.

Here I was met by some of the family of Bro-
ther Bashir Abo Hasso, the pharmacist, who had
connected with us at Beirut in 1910 and had since
been out here acting as a dispenser in the large
hospital of the Church Missionary Society. Dur-
ing the war he was a medical officer with the
Turks, taken prisoner by the British, interned for
some time in India and then released to Basra
where he opened up a chemist’s shop. Later, as
the country was occupied, he followed the troops
and finally opened up general stores at Mosul and
Baghdad, the main business being at this latter
city, where they pay a rent of £870 annually for
the shop and their dwelling.  Prices are high
here. 1 was greatly pleased to find that the
premises were closed on the Sabbath.

Taking the train I enjoyed the company of his
mother and brother as I travelled northward. At
Shergat, the terminus of the railway, a motor-car
awaited us, and within five more hours we reached
Mosul, a journey of twenty-two hours now while,
ten years ago, it took me over ten days in a
wagon. Brother Bashir was delighted and greatly
touched that I had come after all amid these un-
settled times and, with his relatives, gave me a
warm welcome.

Immediately arrangements were made for meet-
ings every night. The Lord greatly blessed our
efforts and prepared the harvest after the faithful
seed-sowing of this brother, while all alone with-
out the blessings of association with others of like
faith. March 17th our first church was organized
in Mesopotamia with eight members, Brother
Bashir being ordained as its first elder. His
mother, his wife, two of his married sisters, his
brother and a cousin with her son. making the
covenant. Brother Bashir’s grandfather, Michael
Saaty, was the first to accept Protestantism about
1851, when American Congregationalists opened
up the work in Mesopotamia, later ordaining him
elder of the church. His son-in-law, Bashit’s
father, was the last elder during a period of fifteen
years until his death in 1915. Presbyterians have
taken over the work in later years conducted by
the Church Missionary Society.

The Lord has prospered Brother Bashir in his
work and all are agreed that this is due to his
faithfulness as a real Christian. I found that he
built a fine house costing over £3,000, and learned
also that during the last four years or so he had
passed on about £2,000 as tithe and offerings to
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the church at Bombay. When leaving these dear
brethren after spending six weeks with them, he
gave me a cheque for £4o00 in addition to 250
rupees requesting that the Mission Board endeav-
our to put forth every effort to develop the work
in Mesopotamia.

Returning by the same route I reached Aleppo
after four days this time, as the roads were better.
At Beirut I was very fortunate in meeting Elder
Erzberger who, as I learn from a recent letfer, has
had the privilege of baptizing thirteen souls at
various points in Syria, all Armenians. There
are now forty-six members in Syria and, as in the
days of the apostles, the Lord is using the hard-
ships of His people, who had to leave their home-
steads on account of persecution, for the advance-
ment of His cause, as our brethren are faithful in
speaking the message to all with whom they come
in contact. Never before have T realized the
greatness of the work to be done in these lands
and also the most providential openings for a rich
harvest.

Soon difficulties arose on the question of food as
these people had pigs and little Hertha suspected
that the cake, pastry and all the other good things
her kind hosts lavished on their young guest were
prepared with pork-fat. All persuasion availed
nothing and she would often run away from the
table rather than partake of the food pressed
upon her. She even stoutly refused to eat butter
which she protested was lard until one day she
observed them produce it from the milk of their
OWIL- COWS,

Being unable to offer a sufficiently clear reason
for her conduct, which was interpreted as stub-
bornness by these friends, theyv took up corres-
pondence with her family and were glad to learn
now from the lady worker who visited them that
the child had conscientious objections based on
the principles learned in the home of her step-
parents.  This certainly speaks well for their
faithfulness in these days of want when it is hard
to make ends meet with the high cost of living.

One day, our sister was told by the lady, little
Hertha noticed a Bible in the chest of drawers
she was just opening and, taking it out, suggested
that they read in it as she was wont to do with

her mother, so that they have now begun study--

ing portions together every evening as they retire
to bed.

Living Up to Our Profession

SrrakING recently at the church in Berne,
Elder E. Gugel, president of the German Swiss
Conference preached an instructive sermon on the
text in Rev. 14 :1--4, emphasizing especially the
necessity of our personal effort in spiritual growth
and the great blessing coming to the individual
and the church as a whole by faithfully labouring
for the salvation of others. The wording of the
text was so familiar to us that we were in danger

cause of inspiring vou with such great plans of
work for the good cause of God. However, 1
should have been more delighted had other people



written me concerning’ the great things you had
already accomplished instead of receiving a letter
of eight pages from you informing me of what
you were all planning to do. The impulse for a
good actien soon vanishes: as a snow-ball melts
away if it is held too long in one’s hand. Take
care lest by so doing vou will freeze your hands.”
Some years. ago, Brother Gugel related, he had
spoken with a young man on some points of truth
kneeling with him in prayer as they had finished.
1t was only recently that he had learned again of
this man from a letter written at our school »n
Collonges, where he had spent a year in study and
now requested that he be given an opportunity to
engage in spreading the message himself as a
canvasser somewhere in the Italian canton of Tes-
sin in Switzerland for which he is well qualified in
that he speaks the Italian, (Jerman and French
languages.
. A Swedish lady coming from Stockholm inquired
of the Conference Office at Zurich on her arrival
- in that city where she could find the church address
stating further in her letter that after associating
with our brethren up in Sweden, she felt herself
so attracted to us, behevmg to have found in us
a- people who really lived out the truth they
preached. This was certainly a good testimony
and we should make every effort to be true to

Persia *

FroM several letters written in April and May
by Elder F. F. Oster of Tabriz, Persia, we cull -

. ing room left.

the following encouraging information as touich-
ing their” present work and- the prospects for the
future.

“The work is onward here. I have been kept
busy with this and that. Our services are regu-
larly well attended and the people—are getting
rooted and grounded in the message. Our school
work in Tabriz is really a blessing. The children
are such a help to us in the way of. singing. The
parents also come to the meetings and are inter-
ested in the truth. We have about forty stu-
dents. The school at Urumia is not getting on
so well and we have closed the Moslem depart-
mént, because the governor ordered that it should
be free of charge. Everything in that section of
the country is still so unsettled, but we hope that
things will soon be better.

There are a few young men 1 should hke to
" train for the work, but that would mean a larger
expenditure in the near future while for the pres-
ent our appropriation provides only for one native
worker.

We consider it a very. opportune ‘time now to
buy a lot suitable to erect a meeting hall. Every-
body strongly advises us to do so. It is so diffi-
cult to find rooms large enough for such purposes.
The place we have now rented is expensive and
inadequate. Last evenming, for instance, our meet-
ing was so crowded that there was no more stand-
A better class of people is coming
in now than was the case last fall and we now have
a splendid opportunity of bringing the truth be-
fore the masses. It would certainly be advisable
to put up a little building of our ‘own so that we
may have permanent mission quarters.

Our request for three thousand krans for theA '
publishing work is very urgent. At the present
time we have no‘tracts at all in the Persian lan-
guage, though we have seven manuscripts ready
for the press. We also need some publications in
-he Syriac and Armenian in the Azerbaijan dia- -
lect. Dr. Daniel, the leader of the Assyrians has
just recently written me from Urumia requesting
that he be granted the privilege of translating the
book of Daniel and Revelation, info the Syrlan
as his contribution to the good work. "'But'1 had
to write him that for the present we would have
to confine our work to some smaller publications
and- could not afford such a heavy expense. A
small hymn book would also be among the needs
of the field that would greatly contribute to giv-
ing more strength to our work by supplying the -
music in which these people delight. T have trans-
lated quite a numbér of songs into the Turkish
and have already duplicated a few dozen on my
_mimeograph for present use. but they are all worn
out and we need new ones.’

This good news from Persia is certainly most
cheermg and we are happy indeed that things
are taking such a favourable turn in Persia.
‘There are a number of perplexities facing the
work but the outlook for the future is certamly
niost encouraging.
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
